The
Meoyers had spent about twenty
years in China, he an o member
ot the Forelgn Diplomatic Serv-
joo and she as an English
tesicher I Women's College

Nanking. As the Communists
gradually infiltrated, the Mey-
ers’ residence In China came
to an end. A few years of serv.
fce were also spent in Dub-
lin, Iretand, Ecuador and Bue-
nos Alres,

And so it is only matural that
the house furnishings are a col-
lection from Nving abroad.

The evenls that go with some
of the items are stories in them-
selves. A low octagonal etand

with white chinese characters in
front of the loveseat in the Mv-
mg story.

While exploring the shops one
day, Mrs, Meyer paused for rest
and sat on a kind of low stool
which, upon investigation, turn-
ed out to'be a cricket fighting
pavilion. This particular one
was very rare and beautiful
and, no doubt, found only in

the royal palaces.

Oriental memorabilia dominate the living room

Reassuring Word, Pressure Action

The Russian Ambassador, Anatoly Do-
roynin, calls on President Nixon and
is closeted with him an hour, Reported-
ly, he tentatively invited President Nix-
on to visit Moscow. Reporntedly, the
President responds with friendly discus-
sion which makes no commitment but
which suggests the President is interest-
ed in the atmosphere of & new '‘dia.

Reportedly, too, Ambassador Dobrynin
assures President Nixon that Russin has
no obfection to or resentment over his
plan (o visit West Berlin during the Eu.
ropean visit he begins this Sunday.

This makes, in all this unofficial re-
port, a rather pleasant impression.

Talk With No Hands?

The investigators of human behavior
are now ot the trail of those portions
of a comversation which are not vocal.

What they are discovering fa nothing
more than any good novelist has always
knownr and often reported. But, by giv-
ing it the cold prominence and wm_olr'ny
of a sclentific research finding, they are
forcing us ail to try to remember to
watch — not our tongues particularly —
but those other instruments of commu-
nication, sometimes unintended, which
are also part of our conversations.

It means something, these busybodies
are now procliming, if, in the midst
of a conversation, we shift our eyes to
or from the speaker.

To the contrary, it seems merely
one more resiviction of that dwindling
ared in which we stil, we human be-
ings, have some small chance of be-
having naturally. Some of us won't be
able to talk at all, f we can't have
some auwdliary use of our hands.

Why We Need A Coroner &

One of the upcoming legislative ‘‘re-
forms,"” it is reported, will be to shoot
down the office of ‘the coroner.

We've congratulated ourselves on get-
ting rid of county government. Why,
then keep a coroner, originally a county
officer? His work, they will tell you, is
performed by medical examiners and
hospital pathologists, policemen and
state's attormeys.

All this has a plausible ring to it, U
you have no ldes at all what a coroner
Is for in the first place.

He doesn't find any citizen guilty or
Innocent of having tumed some unof-
fending other cltizen dto corpus delicti.
But he, and he alone, {8 charged with
making a thorough inquiry into every
pertinent clrcumstance related to a vio-
lent or suspicious death, and, what Ia
equally important, of making his find.
ings public in every case.

At a time when the inquiries made
by courts are being made more and
more secretive, and kept from the pub-
lic eye as a matter of policy, we need
the protection of the coroner whose re-
port of Inquiry becomes, on filing, a
public record accessible to any citizen.

Our colonial forebears also had courts,
They nevertheless centered responsibil-
ity for Inquiry into violent and susplcious
demise in a coroner, and insisted tat hie
indings be public. They believed this to
be a good guarantee that no unsuspect-
ing cltizen would be quletly done in from
any motive and borne to his grave with-
out exciting public curiosity. They were
right.

There is even more need for such a
centered responsibility today in the
office we call the coroner’s. This respon-
sibility is not adequately met in a med-
leal examiner's certification of cause of
death, or in the hospital pathologist, or
in the chief of police or any of his of-
ficers, or in the Circult Court prosecutor
or the state's attorney, They are all too
busy to undertake the exhaustive lnquiry
and to file the publi¢ report the coroner
does for us.

And there iz certainly no evidence that
in our enlightened time there are 20
persons who would do thelr. fellows In
for some base reason.

We still need the coroner's office as
a safeguard to the state’s inhabltants
against the possibllity of such things oc-
curning clandestinely,

In fact, we need it a lot more, per-
haps, than in the colonial era when this
office was established In these parts,

And we ought to make certain that
the reformers do not erase the common
protection of clearly fixed responsibility
for full inquiry and public report of all
circumstances relating to any violent or
suspicious death,

With & coroner doing what he has to
do and keéeping the public informed of
his findings, it Iy far more difficult for
anybody to throw In a "'fix" dn such a
case that will keep a crime quiet.

‘Jove’ — Jupiter Orbiter

A Jupiter orbiter is being pro-
posed as a 1080 mission. Jupiter
occupies a unique and exeiting
position in plans for solar sys-
tem exploration because clues

to its origin and the origin of
life may reveolve from this mis-
sion.

Other Jupiter missions are be-
ing planned for the more im-
mediate future, It is contem-
plated that in 1974 a “‘spidery”
Jupiter spacecraft will attempt
a flyby to relay back the first
definitive Information on the
planet’s physical characteris-
ties, A “grand tour" is schedul-
ed for 1078 with a probe to
fiyby Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus
and Neptune before departing
the solar system for Interstellar
space. However, the 1980 mis-

‘sion will be the only one to or-

bit Jupiter and remain in the
ginnt planet’'s vicinity for a con-
siderable period of time.

Faculty members nt Auburn
and Alabama Universities have
collaborated In i study to define
the detalls and worth of a
Jupiter orbiter. They have pro-
posed the “Jove' mission as an
attempt to gather Information
on Jupiter's atmosphere, mag-
netic and radiation environ-
ments, gravitational field, tem-
perature field and topography-
as well as interplanetary data
while en rotte. They visualize
the plant being scanned by in.
frared, ultraviolet and television
sensors. A polar orbit Is plan-
ned, and at a distance of seven
times the planet radius, the res-
olution of the television pleture
will be about 21 miles. The fas-
cinating but mysterious great
Red Spot will be visible for
study.

Jupiter {8 an intriguing plan-
et. Because of s great size
and dntense gravitational fleld,
in s atmosphere must siill re-
main the primeval materinls of
which the solar system was
fashioned. Thus, a sampling of
this material would have tre.
mendous tmpact on our ldeas
concerning the arigin of the so-
lar system and of life tself,
These facets of the mission ex.
cite the sclentists,

Orbiting Jupiter and retriev-
ing information is one of /the
most difficult tasks sclentists
face today, One reason s that
the trip time Is so long: Approx-
imately 825 days from earth,
according to the university. pro.
fessors. Once there, the probe
will orbit the plamet for 100 days
o collect sclentific dita, This
means that the spacecraft com-
ponents must possess a three.
year reliability far beyond
what s currently expected of
them, This, coupled with the
problem of a strong planetary
radéation field, means that ex-
tmordinary care must be exer-
aised in the preparation for this
missdon,

The launch vehicle will prab.
ably be o Satum 5—the same
launcher which carried our as.

tronauts to the moon. With a
tnkeoff wedght in excess of 6
million pounds, {t 45 possible to
have about 18,5600 pounds arrive
at the planet.

On approach, retro-rockets
will have to be fired to slow the
vehicle and permit ifs orbital
capture by Jupiter. Following
retro-fre  the spacecraft will
have dropped in welght to about
8,000 pounsls, of which about 2,-
800 pounds will repiesent danta
storage, radlo, telemetry, com-
mand, computing and sequenc-
Ing, power, control and guid-
ance, Only 1534 pounds are me-
quiresd  for sclentific instru-
mexnts.

The dexizners of this space-
craft hawve carefully chosen a
complement of instruments so
that a wide spectrum of scien-
tifle activities will be possible,
On a solar scan platform they
propose to place their solar
wind and solar fare detectors
and cosmic-racdiqtion sensons,

Because the probe will pass
through the asterold belt and in-
terplanetary space, micrometer-
old detectors will be carrled.
In transit and orblt will be an
operating  magnetometer to
probe the interplanetary maug-
netic fleld. A trapped radintion
detecor 8 included toiprobe the
radiation belts to be encount-
ered. Photometers and radio-
meters o scan the plunet sur-
fuce will be part of the Risiru-
ment complex, and from an-
other xecan  platform  spectro-
graphs will be used on the
planet surface while television
recordr: the surface details

As the spacecratt will reach
out ibout 500 million miles into

space, a powerful communica-
tions system must be developed.
Power will be obtained from
2 radioisolope thermoelectric
generator using plutonium-238,
making avallable about 600
wa'ts for the spacecraft.

About 100 watts will be used
to transmil data to the earth
in conjunction with a large, 30-
foot antenna. It is contemplat.
ed that some 3,750 bhits of In-
formation per second can be
thus relayed back to the 250-foot
antenna of the Deep Space Net-
work on earth. This will be 400
times the information rate ob-
tained with. Mariner 4 as it
swept by Mars on its highly suc.
cessful 1966 mission.

A tremendous volume of study
has gone into the planning of
this mission which will take al-
most three years from launch
to the tme the desired data
begins returning to earth for
analysis, In previous planetary
missions the time interval was
on the order of 4 few months
for Venus on up to eight months
for Mars. The next planet to he
probed is Jupiter, and Instantly
the tme scale goes up to three
years,

Unless some more exotic
form of propulsion can be found,
the flight time cannot be short-
ened; and flights to other plan-
ets will take still longer, Jupi-
ter {8 so distant that it now
takes a radio command 45 min-
utes to get there, Only when
we begin contemplating trips 10
these outer planets does the
scale of ‘the solar system appear
in proper perspective.

In spite of this time handicap,
the mission Is still important,
for Jupiter's environment par-
allels that of the earth billlons
of years ago. If we learn enough
about this major plunet, then
perhops the mystery surround-
ing eanth's origin will be re-
solved.

It the error was one that
somehow short-changed the gov-
ernment, you would be wise to
set the record straight even If it
means making a belated extra
payment.

Peril of Boy-Girl Laws

Almost all of your more seri-
ous relationships with the other
sex, whether in or out of mar
riage, are governed by Ilaws.
These laws can affect you more
serfously than you realize.

You shouid be aware of your
polential legal obligations In
man-woman relationships and
your legel protections and de-
fenses,

At 21 men can marry in all
statés \without parental consent,
and even earlier in New Hamp-
shire and Hawali (at 20); Ales-
ka (19); Idaho and South De-
kota (18).

Girls can get married without
consent at 18 In most states.
But they have to be 21 in Con-
necticut, Florida, Kentucky,

Nebraska, Ohilo,
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island,
Tennessee, Virginia, Washing-
ton_ State, West Virginia
and Wyoming, and 20 in Hawall.

In many of these states, even
the minimum age reguirements
may be walved with the par-
ent's consent under special cir-
cumstances,

A young man who marries be-
fore reaching his majority still
assumes the Jegal obligations of
supporting his wife and chil-
dren.

Young adults, understandably
enough, often are concerned
over the ethical and legal ques-
tions of courtship and engage-
ment.

One question often asked ls
what happefis to gifts, including
the ring, the goods and cash
that may have been accumulat-
ed jointly, if the engagement s
broken,

If the panrting is friendly,
there usually will be no diffi-
culty in working out what is
returned and what is kepl. But
If expensive gifts are involved
and hostility exists, the question
of ownership can become a
legal issue. This happens espe-
clally often whan costly en-
gogement rings are involved.
Money, securities, property,
even gifts from relatives, some-
times also hecome an issue.

NEW ENGLAND
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Young adults also sometimes
expreas concern about ‘‘breach
of promise' sults if an engage-
ment is broken. While some
states have abolished such guits,
and in general the trend seems
to be against them, in many
states a man still can be sued
for breaking a promise to mar-
ry without the girl's mgreement
or mitigating circumstances,

If you make a girl pregnant,
can you be compelled to marry
her? The legal authorities say
no; not by the girl, her family,
a shotgun, nor even & court.

In fact, If you are forced to
marry under threat of harm
(but =not merely public ex-
posure), you probably could
seek an anmiment,

If & man fathers a child flle-
gitimately, he can be required
to support the chiid even though
he ocermot be made to marry
the mother. "
