In Dirty Political Tactics

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nonpartisan  committee  that
watches over political campaign
tactics says there wns a major
Jdecline in appeals to racial and
religious prejudice during the
1968 presidential and congres.
slonal elections.

In & report released today, the
Falr Campeign Practices Com-
mittee sald only @ per cent of
the unfair campalgn complaints
involved appeals to racial preju.
dice, and only 3 per cent con-
cerned religion.

The committee, a nonparti-
aan, private organization head-
ed by Charles P, Taft of Cincin-
nati, Ohio noted that racial and
religious prejudice were the
“two political pitches’” which
caused the most complaints In
previous campalgn years,

""‘Most of the complaints filed
with the committee during the
1988 campaign period were
based on misrepresentation, dis.
tortion or falsification of cam-
palgn  materinl,' the report
said. And most of these came in
the closing days before the elec.
tion,

““The Falr Campaign Prac-
Uees Committee staff  study
showed that political smear
merchants still walt until the
closing days of the campalgn to
play dirty politics," the report
continued.

It sanld nearly half the com-
plaints of unfalr tactics were
filed with FCP(J8 Washington
office during tie last week of
the campaign, ‘with 13 per cent
the fihal weekend.

Most of these involved news-
paper, radio and televislon ad-
vertisements,

The FCPC staff concluded
that dirty politics really doesn't
pay off. It said Bl per cent of
those who filed what the' com-
mittee consldered valld com-
plaina won their election con-
tests, while 87 per cent who filed
invalid complaints lost at the
polls,

“Some candidatea filed inva-
Id complaints against their op-
ponents, publicizing thelr com-
plaints and, In effect amearing
their opponentas by ecrying
smear,” the committee com-
plained,

The report gave no specific
examples nor did it furnish a
breakdown on complaints as be.
tween the presidentinl race or
House or Senate contests,

The committee sald It was
pleased arbitration had worked
well in two Senate and five
House contests it did not identi-
ty.

It said that in four house
races where hearings were held
to drbitrate campalgn charges,
“the candidate who lost the ar-
hitration award or who refused
to arbitrate also lost the elec-
tion."

The FCPC sald 48 per cent of

During the hours-lorg b'ack-
out newsmen never knew whedh-
er Eisenhower wag on the oper-
ating table or not. Maj. George
Foster, hospital public informa-
tion officer, gave the first clue
that the former president had
survived when he Introduced
Hughes by saying:

"Gentlemen, Gon, Hughes has
some good news for you.'

Thus Eisenhower continued
an -almost incredible string of
triumphs over medical adver-
sity that has inciuded seven ma-
jor heart attacks, & cerebmal
stroke, gull bladder, an appen-
dectomy and an operstion for
leitds.

Hughes refused to answer any
quest'on or to elaborate in any
way on his early-moming state-
ment, read from the stage of the

The legialation talls for stud-
fes of much issues as an all-vol-
unteer army, a Natlonal Service
Corpa as an alternative to mili-
tary service, and amnesty for
youths who have fled the coun-
try to avold the draft.

While recommending  the
study of the volunteer-army,
which Kennedy renewed some
of the reservations he has ax-
pressed earller,

He commented both In o
speech prepared for introduc-
tion of his bill and in a briefing
for newamen on detalls,

He sald an all-volunteer army
could become “an all-black
Army fighting white, middle-
clnsa wars."

Noting President Nixon has
announced plans for reform and
a poasible cut in the draft after

the Vietnam war, Kennedy said
the Ume was ripe for major
changes in the draft law.

The present law was enacted
In 1867 to run to mid-187), bhut
could be changed at any time by
Congress with presidential ap-.
proval.

Kennedy advocated reforms
similar to his current proposals
In 1867 and again last year,
without success.

Kennedy noted that some of
his recommendations could be
carried out by administrative
orders without requiring action
by congresas,

Those changes include draft-
Ing the 19-year-olds first, eliml.
nating occupational deferments,
and setting uniform standards,
Kennady said.

The move to random selection
would require legislation.
