Weather Craft
Orbiting Well

CAPE KBENNEDY, Fla. (AP)

—Eesa 9, last in the present
generation of storm-hunting
weather satellites, succesafilly
raced into orbit today on a
comet-like rocket that blazed
down Florida’'s East Coast and
over Cuba,

Packing two cloudsesing
camera systems for a dally
view of weather around nearly
the entire earth, the spacecraft
—called Essa 8 for the ninth en-
vironmental [ survey sateliite—
streaked southward from Cape
Kennedy atop a flery delta rock-
et.
Twenty minutes later, the hat-
box-shaped craft sprung into a
near civcular orbit about 900
miles high as planned.

In a msecond school of com-
parable size—897—the transfers
in and out ranged over a five-
year period from 102 in 1965-86
to 176 last year. Through Janu-
ary this year the number was
133. Almost two decades ago,
the principal said, about four or
five children moved in or out.

Of eight children who have en-
tered one class in the latter

ability from low to average.
Among the elght, one has emo-
tional difficulties, three are chil-
dren of parents with emotional
problems, one has had four pre-
vious transfers, another has
had three, and two have had
two each.

The largest school surveyed
has 470 pupils. In 1064-85, the
school recorded 287 transfers,
then leveled off to 151, 154, and
124 for three years. This year
the graph shows a sharp rise,
210 pupils having entered or
left since September,

To date this year the out-of-
town transfers, in and out, are
120, In the four prior years over
the same time span, they rang-
ed from a low of 80 to a high of
154.

Individual and class statistica
can be even more graphic. One
sixth grade child has made 12
moves, and a third grade young-
ster in the same school has
made 8. In another school a
sixth grade girl has changed
schoola 17 times.

A genemation or two ago |t
was the rule rather than the
exception for a group of chil-
dren to start and findsh its
echooling as a unit. Not so to-
day, ¥ appears. Of one class of
23, only 8 have continuously at-
tended the achool, and in
another of 26, only 11 started-
kindergarten together,

Al principsls agreed on two
reasons for high mobility:
Better jobs, and more suitable
housing, One of the three not-
ed thal marrage problems or
remarringe accounted for relo-
cation among families of chil-
drent in his school. "“There
seems to be a strong relation.
ship between divorced or un-
happlly married couples and a
high rate of mobility," he said.

He added the observation
that he has found a correlation
betwesn such couples and low
performance and social adjust-
ment in thelr children. In the
479-pupil school, the principal
said, he and his staff have found
most puplls coming from out-
side the Manghester systemi to
be  below thelr established
standards.

The principal of the 342-pupi)

forwarding
found the telephome an excel-
lent tool for getting action.

Even w complete record is not
the entire anawer. As one prin-
cipal pointed out, “A grade of
“B" from elsewhere may mean
good or average, But I must
make an immediate judgment
about which group in which to
place the pupil. If placed In a
good group, it may be above
his abdlity; # In an average
Eroup, € may be below.'

This principal allows at least
a one-week trial before making
an internal change. This varies,
depending upon the severity of
soclal adjustment to new pu-
pils and teachers. “"Sometimes,"
he sald, “'the child matures with
the situation, and the school is
not involved."

The others allow 0-6 week ad-
Justment periods, ‘I would nev-
er think of changing a child
in less than a month and a
‘half,” one sald. He added that
he never gives two successive
new pupils to a first grade
teacher, even though one class
mny be larger than the other.

This s done to assist the
tencher In minimizing the adap-
tation problems of the trans-
ferred child. On occasions this
policy Is carried out also in sec-
ond grade. The policy request
came from the teachers, the
principal explained, and {8 more
easily done when classes are
heterogeneous than when homo-
geneous. Grades 1-3 pupils In
this school are heterogenously
placed.

The high mobility rate in his
387-pupil  school, accompanied
by great differences in pupil
ability and accomplishment, the
principal safd, demands s dif-
ferent type of classroom op-
eration from the one in which
teachers now work. The school
has only one tape recorder, one
overhead projector, and four
film strip projectors, far below
the minimum needed to conduct
the type of program he has in
mind

Another problem arising with
a chlld coming from another
section of the country is that
he may have covered In the
first half of the year the work
being done here in the second
half. He is bored. 8o a different
program — reading, for exam-
ple — has to be planned for
him.

“Think of the teacher's frus-
tration,”” the princlpal satd,
“when this occurs with several
puplls.” Tt {a  conceivable
there should be 25 different
reading programs in a class of
25, he added.

Although the enroilment of a
new student creates a separate
problem for the office in the
handling of records, these rec-

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His Court Displeases Black Again

The Supreme Court, to thie nccompani-
ment of an expiosion from Justice Hugo
Black, hmis ruled thet high school stu-
dents in Dets Molnew had a night, back

Nn 1865, to wear black armbands which
protested the war in Vietomm,

Justice Black was horrified by this
decision, and mid mo in & 20 mimte
fecture from the bench, becnuse he saw
it leading o ull kinds of objectionabie
behavior on the part of high school stu-
dents, behavior for which, in his opinion,
the Supreme Court and s ‘‘ressonable-
mesw’' would be to hiame.

Justice Black may be right so far as
the consequences of the ruling are con-
cemned.

But we incline to think thmt, within
the context and the facls of the Des
Mokws omse, the soeven man Court
majority, and Justice Abe Fortas who
wiote the mmjority opinion, were right
In ruling as they did.

The thing that made the achool
authorities in Des Moines vulnerable wan
that they adopted a rule sgairst black
armbands which were against the war
i Vietnam, but no ruls against cam-
paign buttons, or sguinst the wearing
of the Irom Croms, with' @&  Nasi-
revivalism significance.

it wans this selective exercise of
authority on the part of the school board
which dictated the Court ruling on the
armbands, - and  which, gave Justice
Fortas this ecloquent paragraph in his
ruling:

“In our system, studemts may not be
regarded as closed-circuit reciplents of
onty that which the state choowses to
communicate, In the absence of specific
showing of constitutionally valid reasdns
to reguiate their speech, students are
entitled to freedom of expression of their
views."

If the court majority recognized that
the situation made this kind of basic
decision necessary, it was also almost
as concerned as Justice Black with the
poasible undesirable consequences of Its
ruling. Accordingly, Justice Fuortas ad-
dressed himself strenuously and persis-
tently Lo the legal task of trying o nar-
row down the Court's regsonableness and
permissiveness so the ruling couldn't be
used in defense of every berserk bit of
rebellion which may become fashionable
in the future.

Perhaps the. ruling, although right m
principle, will seem, for o time, to do
more practical harm than good. That
will be nothing new in the democratic
experience, which frequently has to pay
high and unpleasant costs for some of
its own principle. But one thing seems
certain: If the wearing of an Iron Cross
in homage to Hitler was permissible In
Des Moines, then armbands against the
Vietnam war had to be found legal too.

Who Owns A Senator's Records?

The three judges who decided that
Senator Dodd had no legul action ngainst
newspaper  columnists who published
records from his office included in their
ruling ‘& foottote which raised a question
they did not .decide. One gets the fm-
preswion, however, that they were itch-
ing to be asked to decide it, or to have
some other or higher court declde {t
some day.

The question was, put simply: Who
owns the office papers and records of a
publie official?

In the footnote In question, the three
Judges stated that nelther side of the
argument had presented formal briefs
on 'the mature of the propesty'' Dodd
clnimed had been stolen from his of-
fice und “‘convented'’ to the gum of the
newspaper columnists. Therefore, the
footnote suid, the guestion of ‘‘the nature
of the property’ ‘had not been decided
by them,

But they added this:

"Those files,' themseives paid for by
the United' 8tates, are maintained in an
office owned by the United States, by
employes of the United States. They aaw
meant to contribute to the work of up-
pellew (Dodd) as an offfcer of the Unit-
ed States.

“The question thus is not entirely free
from doubt whether appellee has title
to the contents of the flles or has o
right of exolusive possession of those

The government says he died

value often was the criterion for
trading.

Box scores, listing stocks
bought and sold by each fund
during a4 quarter's time, came
to be read as avidly as baseball
statisties. Every month or so
the results of the performance
derby was listed in newspapers.
