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No Truce In The Field

There are some Amerioans who, when
peace talks finally got themselves going
#t Paris, would have considered # ap-
propriate and tdeal American policy if
we had moved to ocut down our own
military activity In Vietnam.

The theory would have been this: that
If we stopped looking for fighting to do,
stopped reaching for better miltary po-
gition, perhaps this would contribite to
a lessening of conflict which might, in
time, dwindle down into as much of a
truce as any warfare fnvolving guerrilias
is likely to be able to attan -

This theory did not sell itselt to wither
administration in the While House. Out-
side of our original decision to halt the
bombing of North Vietnnm, we have not
deescalated the war. To the contrary,
for a long time we made sure we drop-
ped as much bomb tonnage as before,
although on smaller, more restricted
areas. And, instead of sitting still
wherever we were and seeing whother
the war would dwindlé, we organized
various military moves into areas which
we had hitherto neglected because they
were more or less conceded to be solid
Vietcong territory.

In the White House, one would
suppose, the theory in back of this in-
sistence upon a continued military initia.
tive in Vietnam was thal we needed to
do ‘it In order to keep our barguining
position at Paris strong. And among
our militnry, the very excliting theory
was that we might be on the verge of
giving the enkmy fn all Vistnam such
n clear fimad knockout blow that we
would, after all, be able o claim the
very thing we had supposedly abandoned
all hope for a mﬂlla:}y type viotory
in the war. "

In any case, the story of our milbary
activity in Vietnam during the truce
talk period has been one of major force
probing dnto new areas, and ocontinued
search and destroy tactics,

This being what we ourselves have
done, there is obviously little real merit,
not even propaganda advantage, for that
matter, in complaining when the Viet-
cong and North Vietnamese under-
take to dg onsirate that they are not
all washed up, swvhen they begin harass-
ing some of our established bases, when
they prove UmF‘th\ey can still infiitrate

and carry on la tactics almost
anywhere they pleghe.
The enemy wollld apparently be violat-

g somé kind of pre-negotiation under-
stunding with us if any direct attack
should be Inunched on Saigon. There
has been nothing like that in the news
to date — merely our own continuous
predictions the enemy might be about
to try to launch such an attack.

Otherwise, éatch of us has been try-
ing 1o strengthen his—hosition at the
conference table in Paris, and each of
us hns lrying (o demonstrats that
he is still willing and able o seek a
purely military decision In the battle-
sfield.

It will be better when we both give
up that iden, and get down o the theory
thut, the strongest poaltion at Paris will
evenlually turn oul to be that position
which s more directly willing to make
the first redl move towinrd the kind of
nan-victory settlement which has to
come, sooner or hter, Some had hoped
the United States might be first, In
that department, by this time, with s
behavior in the field demonstrating {ta
sincerity. Now it seems o business of
wilting for both sides to come to the
same  concluston, and the mame kind
of behavior, abowt the same time.

While Argov was getting an
earful from the State Depart.
ment here, U8, Ambassador
Walworth Barbour was telling
the Israell government the
same thing in Tel Aviv: that
the spontaneous bulldup of
world reaction against the Arab
commandos could be dissipated
overnight If Israel overracted.

A year ago, ‘the major U.8.
effort to inhibit Israell reprisals
took the form of a highly secret
letter from President Johnson to
Israell Prime Minister Levi
Eahkol. That letter was de-
livered at almost the very
moment that a flerce Ismeli
attack was launched against the
Jordanian town of Karameh,
suspected by the Israells of
being a major, commando base
on the Jordan River.

Psychiatrists say any major
change In a weather pattern—
particularly a wslege of bad
weather—may evoke feelings of
anxiety and uneasiness,

The key word Ia "misoneiam"
—~wariness of change — and w»
all have some of it In us.

*“To some degree we all have
a love of tradition,” explaina
Dr. Charles Wahl, a psay-
chiatrist at . the University of
California at Los Angeles
Neuropsychiatric Institute,

Misonelsm, he sald, can be
particularly evident In schizo-
phrenic children, who can be
frightened = when . furniture |s
moved or when they have to
change clothes. :

Thus, since there i a lttle
of this in everybody, it can sur-
face when § geographic regioh
accustomed to sunshine is sub-
jected to day after day of rain,

Since the dawn of time, man
has shown fright when nature
does something different
(eclipses, blue moons). And, say
psychiatrists, who {s to say that
some of this isn't still In the
closets of our minda?

Dr. Wahl points out that pres-
ent society speaks of weather as
being ‘‘fair” — a word which
implies something beautiful or'
equitable.

And we say that sdbmeone has
a ''sunny disposition."’

Conversely, we designate
rainy weather as “‘bad" — the
implication being one of evil or
pesslmism, . '

Psychiatrists point out that,
according to the Bible, one of
man's great puniahments was
by means of a flood.

In mythology, when the forces
of nature were - personified,
thunder was thought to have re-
sulted when the god Thor be-
came angry.

Thus there are primitive roots
for our reactions to unusual
weather, Dr. Wahl, for one, says
it has been his clinical observa-
