SAN FRANCISCO — As the
student rebels at  beleagured
8an Francisco State College
move their terrorist campaign
into the very classrooms of pro-
fessors who defy them, Presi-
dent Samuel I. Hayakawa is
quietly preparing a purge of
campus-wreckers from both fa-
culty and student body.

This may be the only way
San Francisco State can stay
open the rest of the school year
and achieve stability for the
long-run. The distance that this
college had traveled toward an-
archy under Dr. Hayakawa's
predecessors  forces
harsh action now—a €assic les-
son for other college adminis-
trators now confronting campus
rebellion,

If, as seems certain, the “set-
tlement” between the college
and striking faculty members
announced this week fails to
hold, Hayakawa will move
quickly, Professors who signed
to teach for the new semester

which began two weeks ago but
refuse to show up for class will

- dismissed for breach of con-

tract and replaced by new

teachers. The palnful process
would have the effect of prun-

Ing the worst troublemakers
from the faculty.

Simuitaneously, the college—
working . closely withr law en-
forcement authorities—Is crack-
ing down “on student terrorists.
For instance, criminal charges
will be filed against student re-
volt leaders<both  white and
black—accused of misappro-
ptiating student funds,

There tough tactics may well
provoke open violence on a
campus now routinely patrolled
by the¢"8an: Francisco police de-
partment's Tactical 8quad and
where student rebels carry con-
cealed weapons, If so, Haya-
kawa's Indomitable will, which
has kept the college open for
this long, may be insufficient to
keep it functioning.

Nevertheless, even some Ub-
eral academiclans who dislike
Hayakawa's policy view the ea.
calation In the revolt at San
Franclsco as so menacing that
concilintion and negotiation will
not work. What hus brought fear
to their hearts 4s the terror
campaign against Prol, John
Bunzel, head of the college's
political science department,

Bunzel s a lberal Democrat
(as s Hayakawa) and backed
Robert F. Kennedy for Presi-
dent last year. However,  he
committed the un
sin of opposing the retention of
4 Black Panther thug named
George Murray (now In Judl for
assault) as a teaching assist-
ant—the pretext for the entive
crisis here,

Consequently, student terror-
lats have decided to 'make Bun-
zel an object lesson for all fa-
culty members who might be
tempted to cross them. Enroll-
Mg In his classes for the pur-
pose of disrupting them,. they
have successfully brought a pre-
mature end o every Bunzel
class so far this semester by
shouting obscenities at him,

Thus, for the first time In the
nationwide campus rebellion,
terror has moved right into the
classroom. But this is merely
the cimax of the long redord of

weak administration at San
Franclsco State that has pro-
voked the current chaos,

The college 18 in part the vic-
tim of California's crash pro-
gram of expanded highér educa-
tion, hiring faculty . members
with less than adequate aca-
demic credentials to keep pace,
Simultaneoualy, the lberal
arts faculty in’'general and the
humanities ‘faculty in particu-
lar took on a deep radical cast.
Only leftist professors were add-
ed to these faculties, warping
the political spectrum here.

This was the background
when John Summerskil took
over as president of 8an Fran-
cisco State in, 1068, While Sum-
merskill refused to curb vio-
lence by black militant students,
faculty miembers high on revo-
lutionary zeal but low on aca-
demic qualifications—such as
the notorious Castrolte John
Gerassi—were added. In one of
his la=t acts before flesing to a
job in Ethiopia, Bummerskill
granted tenure to radical Juan
Martinez, reversing the position
by Martinez's own facuity col-
leagues,

Thus, the overt lasue at San
Francisco State—the black stud-
les program, the firing of
George Murray, the rigits of
striking teachers—are vastly
less Important than the overall
climate at the college: A mill-
tantly radical faculty and a
student body unaccustomed to
any discipline.

That's why purging the worat
faculty and student . elements
may be essential to rebuild San

Francisco State, which in every .

real sense has been destroyed
as an educational  Institution.
Across San Francisco Bay,
however, the  University of
California at Berkeley has not
yet been destroyed and may yet
survive—a subject we shall pur
sue In anothér column.
