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Lawless Adults

Because the Taylor Law hasn't operat-
ed, yet, to keep public employes from
striking, Governor Rockefeller and leg-
imlative lenders ot Aloanyy have agreed
to mule certain changes in the law.

They have agreed to make the pen-
alties against public employe unions and
their .members, #f they strike, more
pevere.

They would lke to put it in the law
that a public employe who goes on strike
in  violation of the Taylor Law can be
pemlized lose of pay for a day and a
half or even for two days for every day
oul on strike,

They would Hke (0 put #t in the law
that the union which violated the Tayior
Law could be punished by having #a
dues checkoff privilege suspended in.
definitely,

The question is, of course, whether
such severe penndties will work, to pre-
vent public employe unions and their
members from striking, any better than
the milder penalties of the law as it now
stands,

The trouble has been that the courts—
often with the forgiving understanding
of the expoutive and wdministrative
branches of government too—have been
very gentle in using thwe powers ot their
disposal. The real situation ls that no-
body ever seems to have the slightest
intention of obeying the Taylor Law,
and that nobody ever really intends to
enforce it either,

Increasing s penalties alone, then, s
not going (o incresse the amount of
respect given the Taylor law by either
publiv employes or the courts.

Arnd a realistic view has o be that a
Taylor Law which is not going to be
enforced so that it is respected is worse
thun no antistrike lnw at afl,

We wish no such Jaw were necessary.
We wish public emploves #n crucial fields
had enough of a sense of obligation to
their profession and to the public to
make the writing of any such legislation
SEeM UNMMEecesSSary,

Apparently, we no longer have that
kind of professionnl public employe, Ap-
parently, we need a Taylor Law. Then,
i we need it, we ulso need ity enforce-
ment, in a manner which does not al-
low anybody to treat [ts penalties,
wherever they are setl as If they were
some kind of pleasaint joke, and never
for real. -

There is another angle to the Taylor
Law issue, almost as important as the
law's main business, which s, so far,
been with the school teschers of New
York City.

If today's American society is not go-
ing to be able to bring Its adult citizens,
of responsible age and status and fume.
tion, Into an attitude of respect for the
law as it has been wriltten, and if to-
day's American society is not going to
enforce ils Taw ngninst adults who are
not merely ¢xsmples to the young, but
also in charge of instructing the young,
then this same Soclety s never going to
Rl very far with 41s attempt o produce
a law and order discipline among its
youth.
