A Commergcial Earth

Resources Satellite

A proposal to permit the com-
mercial development of Earth
Resources Satelites (BRS) has
been advanced in an attempt
to exploit the world's natural
resources, Currently, when the
earth population is advancing
to the 4 billlon mark and short-
ages of natural resources are
becoming apparent even in the
generously endowed nations,
measures must be taken {o pro-
vide an inventory of theé earth’'s
resources and to discover means
of uncovering new resources.

Abreham Hyatt, & former
high-ranking NASA official and
currently with the North Amer-
lean Rockwell Corp., has pro-
posed that we explore the pos-
sibility of private industry be-
ing permitted to develop ERS
commercialy and sell the data
i gathers to those whose need
detates its use,

Hyatt, In the magazine Astro-
nautics and Aeronautics, polnts
out that there is tremendous
potential in these satellites. He
quotes Willlam T. Pecora, di-
rector of the U.S. Geological
Survey: “It may be entirely
posaible, for example, to de-
termine rates of reservoir sedi-
mentation, measure the move-
ment of glaciers, measure the
effluents of mujor rivers, moni-
tor the levels of lakes and res-
ervoirs and the growth of del-
tas and assess both air and
water pollution.

“Photographic techniques al-
ready avallable should make it
possible to construct maps show-
ing land use and vegetation,
Use of other remote sensors
should yleld measurements of
ground-surface temperature and
ground-molsture content use-
ful in a variety of engineering
and agricultural problems.

“Even population counts and
measurements of daily fluctua-
tions in the traffic flow of both
people and vehicles seems to be
within the capability of remote
senmng techniques.' .

According to many scientists,
remote sensing from orbit can
detect diseased crops and for-
ests and can measure sea sur-
face states in ‘all shipping lanes
in all types of weather — thus
making it possible to conduct ice
patrols and detect fish, It can
also detect geothermal power
sources, for use in pgwer-poor
countries. .

It is generally assumed that
the economic benefits 1o so-
clety can amount to billions of
dollars a year and it can spread
across the entire spectrum of
business and industry.

With the promise of such at-
tractive resuits, why doesn't the
United States actively pursue
the establishment of the ERS
and Invest the funds n
W make this a reality? The
answer presented by Hyatt Is
that our government is over-
committed in the spending .of
its resources. He points out that
the Vietnamese war, the sub-
standard living conditions of
large segments of our popula.
tion, the gold drain, air and
waber pollution and the $8 bil.
Hon reduction in federal spend-
ing will affect all federal pro-
grams. Space will not be ex-
empt from the acrosa-the-board
cuta,

Hyatt foresees that new de-
velopments in the space pro-
gram will be delayed for sev-
eral years. Because of these
budget culs he belleves that,
while NASA will continue to de-

. velop sensors, determine spec:
‘tral signatures from space and

pursue other techniques, practl-
cal applications will probably be
defayed for the duration of the
budget restrictions.

Under thess Hmiting condi-
tions, would it not, then, be pos-
sible for industry to develop and
launch the ERS to later sell the
resources data acquired by these
satellites? In return for the risk
that industry assumes, what is
wrong with the government
granting to a private organiza-
tion a degree of monopoly for
some specified period?

There is. precedent for this,
for it should be remembered
that the government created the
Communications Satellite Corp.
and turned it over (o private
owners to manage for profit. It
took $200 million to capitalize
this venture, with half coming
from the general publc and the
other half from the communica-
tions industry.

In a similar fashion, an Earth
Resources Satellite Corp., could
be organized to imitate the
Comeat operation. In all prob-
ability, oil, mining and utilities
interests would acquire the half
allotted to industry while the
public would be permitted to
acquire the other half. It is al-
most certain that the public
would respond as eagerly to
th's venture as they responded
to the Comsat wventure.

It is a foregone conclusion
that legal problems of consider-
able magnitude would be gen-
erated. Hyatt poses several
such: If the spacecraft sensor
discovers mineral deposits on
private territory, the owners of
which have no contract with the
corporation, how would the cor-
poration, make this information
available to the owners or to
the interested ofl or mining
compankes? How would non-
subscribers to the service be
protected from those who would
have access to this data and
would try to buy up the val-
uable resources without inform-
Ing the seller of the property’s
true worth? Ave there milltary
overtones Involved in data ac-
quisition which could compro-
mise a country's secunity ?
These are but some of the many
questions which would be posed

with the establishment of -the
ERS,

If these legul problems can
be satisfactorily resolved and (f
the government cannot under-
take the sufficlently rapid de-
velopment of this space applica-
tion due to lack of funds, then
private industry should be per-

, mited to use this opportunity

to develop commercinl applica-
tlons with venture capital,

There are other implications
with International overtones.
The United States ocould buy in-
formation from the ERS Corp,,
in much the same manner as
its dealngs with Comsat, and
make this information avallable
to the underdeveloped countries
fo help them in their attempts
to become peelf-sufficient, An
ERS muy evVén provide a degree
of co-operation from the Soviet
Union which can only ense
world tensions, There are signsa
that this cowoperation has al-
ready started {n the communi-
cations field.

It is hoped that our new Ad-
ministration will provide the
directive to NASA to thorough-
ly explore this concept.

NEW ENGLAND PATTERNS

Connecticut Yankee

The devilish thing about the

expense of running the state ia
that it has not been bullt up by
proceduress which can easily be
repealed or reversed.

To the contrary, almost all the
factors involved in the continu-
ally increasing cost of govern-
ment in Connecticut are linked
and woven into one general pat-
tern which has made itself seem
not only inevitable but desir.
able to the legislative, adminis-
trative and executive branches.

To try to chop out any one
segment of this increased cost
would be to do an immediate
comparative injustice to some
sector of the state's population
or enterprise.

Connecticut has not come to
its present fiscal crimls through
the spendthrift villainy of its
politicianss What the politicians
seek, In these modern times, is
not money to spend, or jobs to
fill, but honor and credit for
being first and foremost to
serve the good needs of the pub-
lic. The general rule for every
addition to the public expense is
that it has been deemed esaen-
tial for the public good. Only
rarely, and in petty, inconse-
quential instances, does it rep-
resent some grab on the part of
some politician who s looking
for some kind of personal or
political organization benefit
from the expenditure.

Nor has Connecticut come to
ita present fiscal crisis because
it has n certain individual as
State Welfare Commissioner
who has been pushing extreme
concepts of what the public ob-
ligation to its recipient popula-
tion should be. Past sesalons of
the Legisiature, with mandates
joined in by both parties, and
the existing practice elsewhere
both keep pressure applled to
the Commissioner to head in the
direction which can be labeled
either advanced or profligate.

Finally, Connecticut has not
come to fiscal crisls because it
has neglected to take advantage
of modern efficlencles and mod.-
ern trends in bureaucracy, Ra-
ther it has been precisely all
the streamlinings and moderni-
zations of method and equip-
ment which have led to the fr-
resistible expansion of state of-
fice wspace requirements and

the continual upward zoom of
the state's payroll. Don't ask us
why every modern efficlency
ends up requiring more apace
and more personnel; the an-
swer, we are sure, is that it en-
ables the state to increase the

rather than serves the public,
but, that (s an old-fashioned,
anti-progress opinion. If the
state's office space and
have grown far faster than
state's population, that
cause aomebody has
more good and advisable
to do for the public—that is
justification for
resucracy.

W¢ cite all this analysis
how the bulld-up of state

o gssgzé

tightly woven mosaic is the
only thing more difficult than
levying new taxes. We can think
of only one way In which it
might be done, and that is ir-
responsible and whimsical, We
would take a sample state de-
partment, abolish it, and then
start to reconstruct, . from
acratch, fts truly necessary,
truly valunble services to the
public. It might be that life in
Connecticut could be made a lot
simpler, more efficlent, and less
expensive, but we will, of
course, never get such a chance
to know.
