Mr. Schlesinger ls not at
all denmouncing our military leaders as
evil men; in effect he is echoing Presi-
dent Eicenhower's valedictory war-ing
against the possible dangers emanating
from the '‘military-industrial complex."”

The basic danger, we would guess,
is the faith put én milltary solutions,
even when, as Vietnam shows, they can
be unavailing. Mr. Schlesinger quotes the
economist Joseph Schumpeter, writing of
the military establ'shment (n ancient
Egypt: ""Created by wars that required
it, the machine now created the wars
it required.” That is of course extreme
as far as contemporary America is con-
cerned; it nonetheless points up the
darger. )

The ‘mistakes of Vietnam indicate the
outi'nes of a more appropriante foreign
policy for the future. Much as this news-
paper has been writ'ng In recent years,
Mr. BSchlesinger includes the folowing
criterla In his list:

Everything in the world is not of equal
importance to us (the effort in. Vietham
has been disproportionute to its Intrinsic
importance and any gain to us), We can-
pot do everything in the world. We can-
not be the permuanent guarantor of sta-
bility in a world of turbulence. All the
problems in the world are not military
problems, and military force is not al-
ways the most effective form of nation.
al power, Accordingly, the basis for our
international Influence in the c¢coming
period will lle less In the power of our
arms than in the power of our’ example,

It should be noted, finally, that many
of us who ure advoecating change are
not advocating » new Isolationism in the
literal sense, In a world in which Com-
munists do continue to commit aggres.
sion, it would be unwise—and all but
Inconcelvable practically—{or the U.S. o
withdraw to ils own shores.

What is being advocated is a far more
discriminatirg, and a less militarily or-
lented, foreign policy, We have to stand
up to the Commumnists, but let us choose
the stand. We ahould eschew military
involvemont unless our Interests are un.
mistakably and directly involved.

Granted, stating the generalities is a
lot easier than applying the specifics,
Btil, the germeralities must precede the
specifics, And the fact that so many,
Including men in the Nixon Administra-
tion, are thinking along new lnes may
prove to be one of the extremely few
rewards of the Vietnam war.— WALL

WASHINGTON—A minor incl-
dent involving some 40 Cali-
fornia grape pickers and the
U.8. Department or Agriculture
revenled the tip of the {ceberg
of a fierce bureaucratic struggle
about to surface here,

The grape pickers, carrying
proposals for distributing free
food to the hungry poor, had
made nn appointment to see Dr.
Charles Ernes, regional director
of the department’s consumer
and marketing services, But
they arrived al his office in San
Francisco only to find them-
selves locked out,

There would be no interview,
they were told, because it might
compromise the government in
a legal sult involving food dis-
tribution to the poor.

Deeply disappointed by this
exclusion, the grape pickers
then learned that Robert Finch,
Secretary of Health, Education
and Welfare (HEW), was in
town. They went to his hotel,
and Finch agreed not only to
discuss thelr proposals but pro-
mised to tell President Nixon.

Finch's eagerness to promote
the cause of the hungry was no
sudden Inspiration. Finch and
some of his top aldes, in fact,
are now angling to take com-
piete charge of surplus food dis-
tribution from the Agriculture
Department, whose unwilling-
ness or inabllity to get food to
the hungry is proverbial.

For eight years during the
Kennedy-Johnson administra-
tions, for example, Secretary of
Agricuiture Orville Freeman
never could unsnarl the red tape
hampering the Federal govern-
ment In getting food to the hun-
gry, or even find out where and
how many hungry people there
are.

The reason wasn't that Free-
man s heartless, Rather, the
Agriculturs Department is gear-
ed not to consumer interests but
to producer interests. Protect-
ing that relationship are some
of Washington's sharpest-eyed
guards: Southern Congressmen
who chalr the committees*con:
trolling programs and appropri-
ations for the Agriculture De-
partment. -

For example, Sen. George
McGovern of South Dakota, now
conducting Senate hunger hear-
ings, is the only non-Southerner
among seven Democrats on the
Senate Agriculture Committee.
In the House, Agriculture De-
partment money s under the
tight control of Rep. Jamie
Whitten of Mississippd, chair-
man of the Farm Appropria-
tlons Subcommittee. Most of
these Southerners have no de-
sire to canvert the department
into n national food dispenser for
the hungry.

But things are changing at
Agriculture  under the new

Secretary, Dr. Clitford Hardin.

It was Hardin who personally
made  possible the dramatic
change in the food stamp pro-
gram  announced last week,
under which the poor in two
South Carclina countles now re-
celve food stamps free. Hardin,
moreover, mide that decision
over the violent (but private)
protest of My number one alde,
Under Secretary Phil Campbell,
a leading Georgie politictan who

switched from Democrat to Re-
publican last fall,

Campbell, In {act, quielly
spread the word down South to
friends In the press last week
(after Hardin, McGovern, and
Sen. Ernest F, Hollings of S8outh
Carolina announced the free
food stamps) that there is no
lmmger in Dixie, Those who
gponsored the food stamp
change, aald Campbell, were
only looking for headlines,

Thus, bureaucratic baltling
between HEW and Agriculture
has its own counterpart inside
Agriculture., Campbell and the
traditionalists want to cortinue
the ald way, as the farmer's
advocate; Hardin ig trying to
break away and use his depart-
ment’s enormous resources to
fight hunger,

The stakes are high. Some De.
mocrats, in fact, suspect that
President Nixon (& late convert
to the anti-hurger campaign)
may make hunger a key domes-
tic issue. F'uch, the Cabinet's
mo~t liberal! member, has been
quletly pushing that idea with
Mr, Nixon. Finch's intimatew in-
siit that only HEW (with the
accent on health) Is geared up
to handle massive distribution
of food to the hungry poor, and
Finch’ well understands the full
pol'tical potertial.

A key Finch argument: Con-
trol over programs and money
would Immediately switch from
Southern-dominated agricuiture
committees o Kberal-dominated
labor committees ¥ HEW pgot
the job.

Whether ar not Mr. Nixon
slevates the war on hurger into
a new-style poverty program
fone where results would quick-
ly show up), hunger has now
become a major political issue
with Irresist/ble bipartisan sup-
port in Congress. It ls in just
such a climate, when a political
plum fs at stake in Washington,
that bureaucratic infighting be-
comes most intense.

We accompanied the 1969 ver-
sion of the State Senate on a
test run the other afternoon,
and (t is a pleasure to report
that It is revving along nicely
and gently in its usual groove
and giving, by its demonstra-
tion of talent for avolding, pro:

longing, and stretching little
business, a reassuring forecast
of what {t will be able to do
when bualnesa gets really
heavy.

We do not mean to be over
lavish in our praise. This Sen.
ate ought to be good, by this
time, at the business of doing
what has become the particular
thing the Connecticut State Sen-
ate does, in this modern era of
alleged need for more and long-
er legislative presence. It ought
to be good, this Senate, for it is
essentially the same Senate It
has been since 1068.

This long span of experience,
on the part of personne! which
now seems almost permanent,
was paying off the other after-
noon, as the Senate went
through its routine with the au-
tomatic smoothness of some
second nature.

The Benate began, as usual,
with the deceptive move of for-
mally convening itself. This it
did, at 2:24 p.m,, only 24 min.
utes later than {ts scheduled
meeting time. At this moment,
when the chaplain delivered his
prayer, the Senate looked pres-
ent and ready for business, At
2:25 pom. it was “at ease,” a
state of affairs which meant it
was technically in session even
though it wasn't there. The im-
portant part of the Senate—the
Democratic majority—was now
in its caucus room, the lieuten.
ant governor's office., The Re.
publicans, having caucused pre-
viously, were scattered in vari-
ous directions,

The Democratic majority
stayed In its caucus from 2:25
p.m. until 2:58 p.m., at which
time the door opened and the
hoat of golden legialators troop-
ed back into the main Senate

Chamber, At 2:50 the Senate
Clerk announced that the BSen.
ate would ‘‘reconvene in three
minutes.’”” But at 3:02 Majority
Leader Marcus, Minority Lead-
or Bames and Lisutenant Gov-
ernor Frassinelll had all tem-
porarily disappeared again, At
3:10 Marcus reappeared and
sald “Let's go"” in a note of
casual but firm command, and
at 3:11 the gavel sounded which
put the Benate to work,

The time lapse between the
original convening of the Senate
and {ts reappearance, after
Democratic caucus, for actual
businesas was thus 45 minutes.

At 8:16, after reading of sev-
eral committee reports and
changes of reference, the Sen-
ate proceeded to the business
on {ts calendar. Conveniently
and efficlently, Majority Leader
Marcus specified that only sev-
en of the 1 measures starred
ready for action would get act-
ed upon in this session. At 3:27,
or In a total of 11 minutes, the
seven calendar itemas were pass-
ed, only two of them evoking
comment from more than one
Senator, and the passage being
accomplished by the S8enate's fa-
mous diminishing mumble of
ayes.

At 3:28 the Benate stood ad-
journed, It had been in actual
open working seasion for 17
minutes, as compared to 45
minutes in seqaret caucus, or a
rough ratio of one minute of
open businesn to three minutes
of closed. Later on, as business
grows more pressing, and as
Senate Clerk McCollam really
throws his redoubtable speed
into his reading of titles and re-
ports, the 8Senate will improve

For Low Income Housing

The need for low income hous-
ing in Vernon came through
loud and clear at a meeting of
town officials last =ight but
i splution to the problem did not

A recommendation of Francls
Pitkal, chalrman of the local
Houstng  Authority, for 100 low
income units for the future was
recelved with some skepticism
by those attending the meeting.

Pitkat sald his recommenda-
tion was based on a survey tak-
¢n by the New York office of
Housing and Urban Develop:
ment. That office’s recommen-
dation was for 80 to 100 units,
Pitkat explained that these units
could be on a lease basis and
would scatter the housing rath-
er than have it confined to one
area.

Under the lease plan there
would be a regular landiord re.
lationship, Preferably sub-
standard units would be utilz.
ed. A deal would be made w!th
the landlord to put the build-
ing in shape lo conform with
bullding  codes. The housing
authority would subsidize the
remainder of the rent after the
person renting pays what he cun
afford,

He noted that this plan would
huve several advantages. It
would give the town full tax
benefits,  scuiter  the  people
around and at the same tme
the =tructures would be im-
proved. 1

The rent money would be fl-
nonced entirely through the fed.
c1al  goverament, The loenl
Housing Authority -would ask for
no money from the town budg-
¢l The town facilities would be
used, however,

School Panel, TEA

Agree to

The Board of Education will
mest jointly with représenta.
tives of the Tolland Education
Association on the fourth Mon-
day of every month on a ‘'con-
sultative basis.'

The regularly scheduled
meeling will be held under the
consultative procedures out-
lined in the teachers contract.
The decision was reached last
night after 114 hours of what
often became spirited discus-
sions between the TEA and the
school “board,

The TEA had filed a griev-
ance against Superintendent of
Schools Robert Brairton charg-
Ing him with falling to meet
with their requests for consul-
tative meetings under the terms
of the TEA contract.

The joint meeting of the TEA
and the school board was only
one of several occurances dur-
ing last night's meeting which
deviated drastically from the
standard meetings,

The board meetings, which al.
though held publicly are almost
never attended by townspeople,
lost night had to be moved
from (he board office to the
Hicks School cafeteria to ac-
commodate those attending.

Public Interest was general-
ized with some appearing to
hear the case of fired Math
teacher Willlam Shulit, and oth-
ers to plead the cuse for the
creation of 3 summer program
for children with learning dis.
abilities, Others just came for
general interest,

The TEA brought up items
ranging from the lack of direc-
tors In the sclence and social
studies departments, the need
for additional guidance and
reading personnel,

Bouard Chatrman David Cook,
pointing to the contract clause
permitting discussion of items
of interest to both groups,
brought up subjects of interest
to the board, laying particular
stress on the current rash of
vandaliam at the high school.

Although tension between the
two groups mounted at times,
the overall results of the joint
meeting appeared to clear the
air and Improve relations be-
tween the teachers and the
school’ board,

Representing the teachers
were John Benediot, president
of the TEA; Robert Italla,
chairman of the TEA Negotiat.
ing team, and Clyde Hall, treas-

Because the majority of Ital
fan mmigrants came from the
routhern part of Italy, their
dishes became the best known
in this country, and mighty
tasty they are. However, each
region of Italy speaks its own
dialect and boasts Itz own
unique culsine, For diversity,
the traveler need only tour from
oade end of the country to the

other,

Generally, the culsine of this
aren has a light and delicate
touch with garlic.

Good olive ofl is an essential
feature of Itallan cooking, I you
have eaten in an Malary res-
taurant ard found the salad or
the food 'oily'”, then chances
are they are not using a first
quality olive oll. Note that the
ingredients call for "pure" olive
oll. This is oll extracted from
the finest fresh olives which are
quite simply crushed. While it
may look yellow in color, It is
also slightly greenish and keeps
fresh Indelinitely. Second grade
alive oll is taken by pressure un-
der heat. It s wesak in color,
someétimes almost white, and
becomes rancid quickly.

Fred Lea began cooking at an
early age, about 8, while hang-
Ing around his mother's kitchen.
The senlor Mrs, Lea tells me
that Fred would cook, brother
Albert would be the tester; then
Fred would wash the dishes and
Albert would dry. The brothers
are stll cooperating today in
their grocery store, Lea's Mar-
ket on Spruce St. Fred rules the
meat department while Albert is
responsible for other produce.
The elder Mr. Lea, Fred W., is
ruler of the cash register with
mother Lea the grande dame
of the whole operation.

able report to a state lottery
referendum bill approved over.
whelmingly én the House last
week. g

The Benate committee Wed-
neaday agreed, however, to
bring the bill to the floor of
the Senate for debate,

Rep. John A. "Tony" Misecl-
koski, D-Torrington, said this
will be the first time In mod-
ern times that the Senate has
had to consider a lottery bill

Miscikoskl predicted that the
Senate would reject the unfa-
vorable report on a bill that
would not create a lottery but

#imply set up a referendum on

the subject. The referendum
would not be binding on the
1971 legislature.

MiscikosRi felt the Senate
would have to approve the bill
rather than "tell the people they
can't even have the chance to
say what they want."

In the past the Senate has
avoided debate on Jottery bills
by holding the bills in commit-
tee. Unless petitioned out by a
majority of the senators, the
bills die in committese.

Miscikosidi said he - thought
this lottery bill would have been
petitioned out of committee.

The committee’s unusunl ac-
tion of letting the bill leave the
committee despite an unfavor-
able report was seen In some
quarters as o move to pacify
the House which resent the Sen-
ate's general avoldance of free-

The chart shows gradual and
mare accelerated rates of
progression through the reading
levels, starting with 88 first
* graders who were all grouped
at “peadiness’ (for reading) in
September. Of these, as of Feb.
21, 18 were in the first pre-prim-
er, 41 In the second, 18 (n the
third, and 12 in the first ""maga-
zine' and the first reading
level. The Houghton - Miflin
-eries is used.

At the other end of the chart,
some sixth graders have gone
beyond the Grade 8 level and
the teacher is using enrichment
materials,

Senteio sald that materinls
beyond the basic series are used
for slower readers. also, and
that careful diagnoses are made
in cases of reading difficulty
to determine how best to help
the child advance in this basic
skill

Both Sentelo and Mrs, Wil
Hams pointed out that any
problems that existed among
the older children before the
new program probably won't
be solved in six months.

GAO Study Gives

The 200-page report, tentative-
ly scheduled by GAO for release
next week, is belng kept under
tight security, But several Capi-
tol Hill, federal agency offi-
clals who have been briefed on
GAO's findings told The Asso-
clated Press Thursday that the
document :

ment role;

—Recommends sweeping
changes for the much-criticised
Job Corps;
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
