Soviets Say Chinese 
Hit 2nd Border Post
MOSCOW (AP) —  'The 

Soviet Union chargied today 
R(0d Chinese troops ttttbck- 
ed a Soviet Flar E (^  border 
post Friday and today, in 
the second Series (of Mo(ody 
c^hes in two weeks.

A atatement to the Chlneae 
government, read over Moacow 
Radio aald there were an un- 
apecifled number of dead and 
wounded. .

The official Soviet newa agen­
cy Taas published the text of a 
Soviet protest to Peking "con­
cerning another i m p u d e n t  
armed provocation * staged by 
the Chinese authorities in the 
area ' of Damanaky Island on 
March 14 and 15."

On Friday, It said, a group of 
armed Chinese soldiers invaded

the Russian frontier post on Da­
manaky Island In the Ussuri 
River, on the Manchurian bor­
der about 300 miles north of Vla­
divostok.

Today, a "Mg armed detach­
ment of Chlneae soldiers, sup­
ported by artillery and mortar 
fire, attacked Soviet guards whd 
were protecting the island," 
said Tasa. "Through measures 
adopted, the provocatetirs were 
expelled from the island."

Soviet and Red Chinese fron­
tier giiards clashed on the is­
land March 2, and Moscow 
claimed 81 Soviet soldiers were 
killed. The clash sparked large 
anti-Soviet and anti-Chinese 
demonstrations in Peking and 
Moscow and both capitals have

Nixon Win Seen 
Close on ABM $

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Nixon la confident that aft­
er a torrent of debate he wlU 
win approval from the Demo­
cratic Ctongress of a Sentinel 
missile system protecting the 
nation's deterrent punch rather 
than its cities.

Majority Leader Mike Mans­
field, who has been critical of 
the program, said Nixon now 
has the Senate votes to proceed 
with the le-bllUon to $7-bllllon 
system the President wants to 
defend the U.S. offensive mis­
sile and bomber might.

But, the Montana Democrat 
said, the picture could change 
before what shapes up as Nix­
on's first major confrontation 
with Congress—a vote Ukely to 
come In about two months on 
appropriations for the first 
phase. This will involve con­
struction on tvro sites and pro­
curement of 10 more.

Administration sources also 
said a sampling of Sente posi­
tions showed enough votes. But 
they indicated the Senate would 
be the target ot an all-out cam­
paign of presidential persua­
sion. The comments of oppo­
nents In that' chamber showed 
why.

“ Make no mistake—Congress 
can stop this," said Wisconsin 
Democrat William Proxmire.

"The Industrial-military es­
tablishment won at the White 
House," said Democrat Albert 
Gore of Tennessee.

"The President's decision is 
his first serious mistake," said 
Democrat Eugene J. McCarthy 
of Minnesota.

Helping somewhat to offset 
this' criticism w u  the move­
ment of Senate RepubUcan

Leader Everett M. Dlrksen 
from a hazy position to one of 
outright support.

Nixon's program also-won the 
reluctant but important backing 
of the Senate GOP whip, Hugh 
Scott of Pennsylvania, who had 
been an advocate of delay.

Leaders of the House, on the 
other hand, Indicated in their 
comments that once through the 
Senate funds for the antiballlstic 
missile (ABM) system may be 
In in friendlier hands.

Nixon climaxed an intensive 
review of the Sentinel program, 
suspended aiqld rising criticism 
several weeks ago, by announc­
ing his plans to go ahead with a 
limited version at a nationally 
broadcast news conference Fri­
day.

Nixon said the decision would 
produce “ a very spirited debate 
and it will be a very close 
vote."

He said one vote could make 
the difference, but added:

"I  think, however, that after 
the members ot the House and 
the Senate consider this pro­
gram, which is a minimum pro­
gram, and which particularly 
provides options to change in 
other directions if we find the 
threat has changed, or that the 
art has changed, our evaluation 
of the techniqie has changed, I 
think that we have a good 
chance of getting approval.

First skirmishes In the battle, 
which could open serious and 
lasting wouilda even if the Pres­
ident eventually wins, likely will 
come Wednesday when Defense 
Secretary Melvin R. Laird testi­
fies on defense appropriations

Missile Systems Top Item

Disarmament Talks 
Reopen Next Week
GENEVA (AP) — The 17-na­

tion disarmament conference 
reopens here Tuesday after a 
seven-month recess. It will be 
the first prolonged confrontation 
between top officials' of Presi­
dent Nixon's admlndstration and 
the Kremlin.

The biggest priority is the 
proposed bllaterail taHas between 
the United States and the Soviet 
Union on limiting anttmiaslle 
systems.

The Soviet-led invasion of 
Czechosiovnakia last August de­
layed the efart of these negotia­
tions, but an Informed Western 
souixe said the International cli­
mate has sufficiently improved 
for such talks to get under way 
"within a few months."

President Nixon's decision to 
"sub^antielly m o d e r a t e "  
America's antiballistic mtsslle 
shield and new Communist 
Chinese sabre-rattling along the 
Manchurian border could help 
get things moving. Both Wash­
ington and Moscow believe the 
Chinese will be capable of 
lauttchlng long-range nuclear 
missiles within the next two 
years.

The conference Is almost cer­
tain to center on the Amei^can 
end Soviet capitals, and observ­
ers view it as a thermometer 
for me(^uring futive E(ast-West 
relations.

The United States will have a 
new delegation head for the first 
time in more than five years. 
WilMam Poster, veteran dilef of 
the Arms Control and Disarma­
ment Agency has retired. Nixon 
has named as Ms successor

Gerard C. Smith, 64, a  lawyer, 
publisher lapd dlaannament ex­
pert who first proposed the 
Washington-Moscow "hot line."

Three major issues are ex­
pected to dominate the Geneva 
conference:

1. An underground nuclear 
test ban.

2. A treaty to ban the manu­
facture and use of biological 
and chemical weapons.

3. A treaty to ban fixed nu­
clear or other armiaiment Instal­
lations on the sea bed.

CSiances of a comprehensive 
test ban treaty seem remiote. 
The Soviet Union claims mod­
ern detection methods are eo so­
phisticated visiting inspectors 
(are unnecessary and would be 
potential spies. The United 
States says on-site inspection is 
vital because there Is no equip­
ment sensitive enough to distin­
guish between a minor earth 
tremor end an underground nu­
clear test.

Swedish compromise propos­
als for 'an Inter-related Interna­
tional inspection system could 
help break the ice.

Britain Is pushing for an Inter 
nation(ai treaty that would out­
law '-biological and riremical 
weapons. But the initial Soviet 
reaction has been cool.

‘Lack of Leadership’ Cited 
For Waterbury Racial Ills

WATERBURY, Ooim. (AP)— 
This city of 108,000 was por­
trayed Friday as a  polentialiy 
exi^oslve community in which 
"a  continual 'lack of leaderahip" 
has allowed the domination of 
fear, distrust and race haitred.

The poitrayail comes in a  re­
port raleas^  Friday by the 
State Commlaslon on Human 
rights, which recommends that 
state education funds to Water­
bury be cut off, and that an in- 
vestigatelon be undertaken by 
the U.S. Attorney.

The report is a product of a 
series of hearings the oonunia-

ston held in Waterbury last 
year.

While other oitlSB have simi­
lar problems in (sreas such as 
race reiations and education, 
the commission says Waterbury 
is especially handicapped by a 
leadership vaeuwn, inoluding a 
need for action by rehglous 
leaders.

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Nixon Spearheading Drive 
To Cool Campus Violence

WASHINGTON — With the 
President in personal charge, 
the Nixon administration has 
undertaken its own program to 
discourage violent and unlawful 
tactics in campus proteeta.

Borne scattered aspects . of

A t the moment, the White 
House la- weighing the question 
o f a piesldentlsl statement or 
speech on the topic.

Last May, Mr. Nixon chor- 
ooterized the disorden at Oo- 
lumbla UndveraKy as "both a 
nhtionai tragedy and a  national 
disgrace" and during the presi- 
datiUal campaign last fail he 
urged that univerattiea expell 
any otudent whose protests In­
clude taw-breoktog.

The caiwtkiate also dedared 
that "w e must firmly guide the

anarchists away from disrup­
tion." It is this resolve—^accord­
ing to  bis asaoctates—which has 
prompted him to seek to throw 
the weight of the presidency 
against the current wave of 
campus dtsordens.

Before leaving for Ekir(q>e 
Feb. 2S, the President Is said 
to Iwve discussed 'the violence 
on campuses with Vice Presi­
dent Spiro T. Agnew, Attorney 
General John N. Mitchell and 
Secretary of Heedth, Education 
and Welfare Robert H. Finch. 
These officials have met with 
the President on the same topic 
at least once since he ratumed 
from his trip, WhUq House 
sources said.

The first public step was Mr. 
Nixon's letter released Feb. 24 
commending Rev. Theodore M. 
Hesburgh, President of Notre 
Dame University, for his "torth- 
rlglit stand" against campus 
disorders and condemning a 
"smjill, irresponsible minority"

of students involved. As he had 
before, Mr. Nixon suggested 
Umt anyone rejecting "the rule 
of reason" for the "rule of 
force" should be expelled.

The next step, mentioned In 
the letter to Father Hesburgh, 
w.is assignment qf Vice FY-esl- 
dent Agnew to consult the na­
tion's governors about possible 
federal and state steps to cope 
with disorders on campus. Ag­
new discussed the matter with 
the govemoi-3 Feb. 27 and later 
said he was soHoiting their 
views about the delicate prob­
lem of govemnront Intervention 
on, the campus. White House 
sources said Agnew's work with 
the governors on this topic is 
continuing.

At the governor's conference 
here. Attorney General Mitchell 
revealed that the Justice De­
partment is actively investigar 
ting canipus disorders to check

Hie court, which could recom­
mend anything from courta- 
mkitlal to medala, will deliver 
"findinga of fact, opinion and 
recommendatlona" to Adm.

llie  admirals questioned 
Bucher more sharply about the 
first, indicating it to be the piv­
otal question.

'Vo Bucher, ft was:
—A question of violeting his 

orders "not to start a war out 
there.”

"I  really felt strongly atxout 
my orders not to provoke an in- 
teraaUonal incident,’ ' he said. 
"I  think this, more than any­
thing else, guided my actions.”

—A question of saving his ship 
or hte men.

“ We were completely emd 
hopelessly outgunned. To man 
our JM-caUber guns would have 
been to send a men up to that 
gtm and that would have been 
certain death.”

—A qtiestion of whether he 
gave up or was captured.

“ 1 prefer to feel . . .  I never 
did actually surrender the 
ship,”  he said. “ We were seized. 
The Koreans hauled my colors' 
down.”

Hie admirals questioned 
Bucher and virtually every one 
of his crewmen about the Code 
of Conduct. Oourt counsel said 
this was partly to test the mod­
em applicability of Its provi- 
siona.

Almost to a man the crewmen 
said they violated the letter of 
the code in giving personal his­
tories. writing letters home and 
making false confessions to 
spying.

He hae the king or elngle- 
ton to take care of the second 
trick in that suit, just as you 
promise the ace or void to take 
care of the first trick.

North dealer.
Both sides vulnerable.
Opening lead—king of clube.
In today’s hand, for example. 

South bids four clubs to show 
the ace of that suit and to sug­
gest a slam at spades. South 
does not promise any particular 
length in clubs.

West’s foolish double shows 
length and strength in clubs. 
This kind of double makes sense 
If North Is going to be declarer 
since then East may need help 
In finding a good opening lead. 
When West himself Is going to 
be the opening leader the double 
tends to help the opponents.

In this case North redoubles 
to show that he has the king 
or a singleton In clubs. North 
would not redouble with gen­
eral club strength because it Is 
too unlikely that South will want 
to play at four clubs redoubled 
when he is obviously consider­
ing a slam in spades.

The news that North has help 
In clubs encourages South to go 
on to a alam. If North passed 
the double of four clube, indicat­
ing club weakness and mini­
mum values for his bidding up 
to that point. South would 
probably settle for a mere game 
contract.

ESven if that Is done, however, and the 
UM of edgners actuary tndudea imUIdim 
now believed unlikely to sign — like 
India, Israel and OomnuBdst Chim — 
the qisesUon of whether the worid hag 
achteved safety for itself in the nuclear 
age will not have been amwered.

Nothing Is going to be able to ehut 
off the poasessian of nuclear materials 
by many nations. Every nuclear power 
plant built and operated inevitably adds 
ite plutonium byjnoduct to the stockpiles, 
from which bombs could be m ad^

This nonproliferation treaty aim ^tse lf 
at the task of binding those natlom to 
whom the bomb might thus become rath­
er e a ^ y  available not to make M tor 
themselves.

But the main situation remains one in 
which present members of the nuclear 
club are, in effect, trying to bii»d other 
nations of the world not to try to Join 
that dub. This effort can only achieve 
the kind of result and success that can 
be trusted if, in the end, the present 
members of that very exclUBiVe dub 
agree to disband it.

Hielr most enlightened proposals to 
one anqther concern the possibility that 
they might agree among themselves to 
stop building new nuclear weapons for 
their stockpiles against one another, or 
might even agree to reduce thejiumber 
of nuclear weapons already in those 
stockpiles.

But until they do something more con- 
vindng than that, they, and their treaty, 
have no really guaranteed control over 
the nuclear policies of other nations.

Much to the despeiir of mankind's 
normal habit of muddling through funda­
mental probQeims, the worid has now 
entered upon an era in which absolutes 
hold sway. There is a terrible absolute 
in the fidd of weapon control. It is that 
there has to be one law, one privilege, 
one prohibition, which is the same tor 
everybody. And it is another absolute 
that (haennament has to be total or tt 
Is none at all. Partial disarmament is 
an illusion, which merely increases the 
danger to everybody by creating the im- 
Pi'^ssion that something is being done to 
progress tounard solution of the problem.

The' nonproliferatloin treaty gives us all 
a chance to show our heart is in the 
right place. It doesn’t begin to piit any­
thing else — our bombs, our reliance for 
our own future safety, our diplomatic 
effort — in the right piece.

Following The Book
Those who thought that that pyscholo- 

gist who talked to the court about the 
menai condition of Sirhan B. Sirhaxv was 
making a rather arbitrary application of 
rather trite psychiatric theory have now 
been given surprise confirmation of the 
appropriateness of their own reactions.

The psychologist in question. Dr. 
Martin M. Schorr of the San Diego 
Oounty Hospital, has now acknowledged 
some familiarity with a book entitled 
'A Case Book of A Crime Psychiatrist,” 

written by Dr. James A. Brussel, for­
mer Assistant Commissioner of Mental 
Hygiene for the State of New York.

In Dr. Schorr's court testimony, there 
was the following sentence:

''Essentially, the more he railed and 
stormed, the more the mother protected 
Sirhan from his father and the more he 
withdrew into her protection.''

In Dr. Brussel's book, there is this 
sentence:

"And the more he stormed, the more 
the mother proteotod her boy and the 
more he withdrew into her protecting 
arms.”

Dr. Schorr told the Cbiltortea court: 
She, whom he loved, never kept her 

pledge, and now his pain had to be re­
paid with pain. Since the unoonoclous

■IvnAjra denwnda maidmum pcinaltiea, the 
pain had to be death."

Dr. BriMMl wrote in hto book:
"Bhe wttom tiw lorved never kept her 

ptedge, end he begw to feel that Mie 
realty didn’t love him. Pain had to be 
repaid with pain, u d  since the unenn- 
sciMie alwiaye demonde the maximum, 
the pain had to be death."

Dr. Ekdiorr eaid in Oalltomia:
■The only real solution is to look for 

a compromtse. He does. He fIntM a sym­
bolic repUoa of hia father In the torm 
of Kennedy, kills him and also reverses 
the retattoneMp that statKte between Wm 
and his most predous possession — his 
mother’s tove.”

And the comparable passage in Dr. 
Brussel’s book read:

''Hie only sduUon was to look tor .a 
compromise. He did. He tound a sym-’ 
bdlc repUca of his mother, kUled her, 
and took valuables that stood for her 
moat precious possession—the thing she 
had denied Mm: her love."

Which Lawn Will We Choose?
In the end, as it is with everything in 

modem clviltaation, it will turn out to 
be a  matter of dottara and cents.

Simple economlea wMl datemlne the 
moment when we all switch from the 
natural to the artificial lawn.

At the moment, natural grass hi the 
Icjglcal thing tor the average housrtiold- 
er.

But even he should not make any new 
litveMment in lawn equipment without 
checking to see whet the latest quota­
tion on artificial grass may be.

Today, to get a top grade brand of 
artificial grass—one that will last as loi« 
as lawn equipment—the minimum price 
would be 1450 for an area 15 by 20 
feet.

Tbls seems a  forbidding figure, tor 
the moment.

But it seems almost certain that, some 
day in the future, the respective costs 
ot the two kinds of lawn wiU come out 
even.

Hie expenses of natural grass. It 
should be remembered, must include not 
only the initial cost, the annual sharpen­
ing and tuning repair blU, and the coat 
of fuel tor the mowing equipment. It 
must also include such items as new 
grass seed perlodloally, fertilizer, lime, 
spreader, hose and water bill, and, if 
the mowing Job is hired done, a weekly 
fee for that. AU of these items keep 
going up in cost, year after year, where­
as the price of Installing artificial grass 
is more or less guaranteed to come down 
tor a time, until it does become economic 
tor the masses.

That day wlU come, when you may 
even be able to sa've money by putting 
down a lawn which never needs to be 
mowed, limed, raked, fertilized, re­
seed^, or watered.

Does anyone doubt what the ciiodce 
will then be?

White House Religious Services 
Mr. Nixon has indicated that religious 

services will be held at the White House 
eadi Sunday "we are here,” to be con- 
(kicted by invited ministers on an ecu­
menical basis, and probably attended by 
members of the Administration.

Hils observer of the interaction be­
tween religion and politics feels that it 
is worth raising the question as to 
whether this arrangement will really 
serve the purpose of an honest confronta­
tion between those Ini power and 
mlnlMers who may be critics of power.
If the invitations are controMed by the 
Administration, wlU the ministers be 
screened for what they are likely to say? 
Even worse, will they be identified as 
friendly to the policies of those whose 
declsloos to invite them may reflect a 
tempetion to endow the policies with 
an aura of heavenly virtue?

If the invitation of Dr. Graham aa the 
first in the new succession of White 
House preachers is any indication, tjiere 
is ail the more cause to raise questions, 
^nce his espousal of frontier religion 
based upon individual conversion is 
hardly adequate to the complex moral 
issues of these times. We should all take 
note of the decision of our new Presi­
dent to inidte as his first preacher a 
man who has in season and out mis­
taken the cause of the Kingdom of God 
for the cause of America and its in­
dividualistic morality, which sanctions 
America's worst features.

One Is left with the haunting hypothe­
sis that the choice to hold religious serv­
ices in such a controlled and guarded 
enviixKunent as the White House reflects 
an attitude that wants aM values, in­
cluding religious values, to serve the na­
tional interest. An extraordinary preach­
er indeed would be required who could 
bring himself, the nation, and its leader 
under the judgment of God when the 
situation demanded it. There are men 
who might rise to such an occasion, but 
if the hypothesis is true, possibly they 
will not be invited. If the ethical dis­
cernment of those in power is in any 
way commensurate with the ability to 
accept criticism and conflict, the Sun­
day services at the White House should 
prove to be an eminently Intereistlng ex­
periment. At this Juncture, it would ap­
pear that the greatest danger of the deci­
sion to gather religious institutions even 
more tightly around the President adds

•Wonders of the Universe"
Spacecraft R e lia b ility

BARKHAMSTED RESEKVOTR

Sigidfioant events of the past 

few months indicate that man 
will soon be orbiting the earth 
for extended periods of time to 
live 'with complex mechaxiical 
and eleotronlc sysbema whose 
lifetimes aire unknown. How 
will the spacecraft and compo­
nents beha've under the alien 
oonihUons of space? This pro- 
vooatl've question posed by 
many engineers is one whose 
solution is imperative.

Recently the Soviets 'Witness­
ed the successful rendezvous 
and docking of Soyuz 4 and 5 
to  assemble a multi-manned 
space dtaUan. This spectacular 
docking may mark the begin­
ning of a long-range Soviet ef­
fort to assemble various space­
craft into a  large, long-lived 
space station. I would speculate 
that by the end of 1969 there 
may be a large Soirlet space 
stBition in orbit with a  crew of, 
perhaps, a dozen men.

Within the next two years 
there will be 'two space stations 
launched by the United States. 
The Mlonned Orbital Latoora- 
tory sponsored by the Air 
Force and NASA’s Orbital 
■Workshop may be laiuiched. 
There will be a three-man com­
plement at the beginning, later 
to  be expanded to a  crew of six 
or twelve.

' WThen space stations become 
operational, literally thousands 
of components will begin func­
tioning and these can fail or 
malfunction. The prime ques­
tion raised today is; How do we 
achieve the reliability to keep 
the space station operational?

We must recognize that the 
situation in space is completely 
unlike that on earth. If your 
car breaks down, you can walk 
away from iiL You cannot walk 
away from a malfundtloning 
space station. .

There is still another over­
tone to this problem. In time 
astronauts will be launched to 
the planets. Even if the astro­
nauts are involved in a  flyby, 
a round trip may last for two 
years. During this trip the space­
craft reliability must be almost 
100% to ixisure the crew’s sur­
vival. Cam we predict such op­
eration and rcUablllty ? This is a 
problem many engineers in 
many laboratories are current­
ly working on.

Dr. Rolf W. Lanzkron of the 
NASA Manned Spacecraft Cen­
ter in Houston has tried to un- 
coer methods to insure the op­
erational Integrrtty of spacecraft. 
His approach to toe problem has 
dealt primarily with fault or 
malfunction Isolation. He Iniii- 
cates several engineering meth­
ods for providing knowledge ot 
toe operation of individual com­
ponents and toe spacecraft as 
a whole.

He believes toe solution to the 
■ problem may evolve from toe 

manner in which instrumenta­
tion is included in toe space­
craft. Instrumentation is needed 
to indicate position, attitude, 
speed, w d so forth. Another in­
strument complex indicates the 
workability of a system. This 
is a "go, no-go" type of indica­
tor.

Dr. Lanzkron uses toe launch- 
vehicle engine-ignition status 
lights as an example. These 
must all be on to indicate igni­
tion readiness. Other instrumen­
tation has been developed tor 
fault isolation and correction. 
These employ rotary switches in 
conjunction with a meter to al-

low critical steps to be read* 
checked and aiialjrzed.

These are currently in opera­
tion in ground testing systems. 
The reason it takes so long to 
launch a  large booster is that 
these ground checks are 
sequentially determining toe 
vehicle’s operational character­
istics. The current Apollo space­
craft program transmits 330 
measurementsto the ground and 
displays 250 measurements to 
the crewmen. About 1,100 points 
are monitored on the ground 
during the checkout period.

Fault isolation is one of the 
most important procedures per­
formed by astronauts on a mis­
sion. A problem can be more 
readily checked by ground- 
basod engineers, tor they col­
lect data continuously end in 
more detail than the astronauts. 
The ground-based engineers can 
store data in computers and 
then retrieve it for trend analy­
sis.

In toe ApoUo program, two 
basic designs to isolate faults 
have evol'ved. One is a digital 
and the other an analog system.

In the analog system engi­
neers use a voltmeter, ohm- 
meter, oscilloscope, mlUiam- 
meter and a probe in checking 
various components. This sys­
tem has the advantage of being 
uncomplicated, lightweight and 
durable. Its dlsedvantageB are 
that an astronaut must be oc­
cupied reading meters, making 
connections and, further, ground 
commiuilcations must be avail­
able.

The analog system can be­
come more complex, for bulltin 
test equipment may be used to 
isolate faults. The advantage 
here is that the astronaut can 
be alerted and the major fault 
can be found ■without too much 
searching. The obvious disad­
vantage is that the complex 
analog system is weighty and 
must display 'a laige system of 
lights positioned tor easy vlsl- 
bUUy.

suitable for the task. An air­
borne computer would be ideal. 
It could interrogate all systems 
periodically, review trends and 
Indicate corrective and preven­
tive action. Unfortunately, no 
implGmentatlon of this concept 
has been achieved. Digital sys­
tems have been successfully 
tried tor component checkout, 
but complete spacecraft check­
out has not been automated be­
cause programming all contin­
gencies becomes almost impos­
sible due to toe large memory 
required to store all failure con­
tingencies.

These checkout systems, how­
ever, can solve only half the 
problem. Unless it can be cor­
rected, fault isolation is mean­
ingless. While corrective action 
may vary from a change in mis­
sion to replacement of a compo­
nent in an electronic system, 
toe itoolce is determined by too 
nature of the faidt. In some cas­
es it will be easier to caxTy 
along spare modules to replace 
an entire assembly than to re­
place a component in a "black 
box.” Currently, engineers are 
comparing trade-offs to deter­
mine toe more desirable system.

Large space stations planned 
for toe future must be designed 
tor long-term orbital operations. 
To achieve success a self-con­
tained onboard maintenance and 
checkout system must be incor­
porated as a basic requirement. 
This concept has been demon­
strated in the Gemini flights. It 
will be continued and extended 
during toe Apollo program. By 
the time toe space stations be­
come operational, a complete 
fault isolated system may be­
come available to attain the re­
liability goal set by engineers.

St Patrick’s Day 
Parade Stands 
Test in Court

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP)— 
The annual St. Patrick’s Day 
Parade here withstood a court 
test of its constitutionality Fri­
day when a federal court Judge 
refused to enjoin its staging.

U.S. District,Judge Robert C. 
Zampano denied a petition filed 
by John F. Curran Jr. seek­
ing a temporary restraining or­
der against the parade on 
grounds that it violates the U.S. 
Constitution.

The judge said Curran ’ ’has 
failed to demonstrate that he 
will suffer irreparable harm If 
the parade is not enjoined.”  

“ Regardless of Us probable 
religious origin,’ ’ Zampano said, 
“ the present purpose has not 
been shown to inhibit or ad­
vance- any religious cause in 
violation of the Establishment 
Clause or Free Exercise Clause 
of the First Amendment.”

Montevideo, Uruguay (A P )— 
The seasona ore reversed in the 
southern Hemisphere and come 
April Uruguay faces another 
long winter of hardships, high 
taxes, riots and unemployment.

That is the price South Ameri­
ca’s' tiniest nation is paying for 
twb decades of slumber. ,

It is a bit like the tele of Rip 
Van Winkle who went to sleep 
(or 20 years an() woke up with 
the world around him complete­
ly changed. Awakening is prov­
ing to be a rude thing for Uru­
guay.

Enrique Jara, the Montevideo 
newsman who makes that com ­
parison, says: ‘We Just haven’t 
kept up with the rest of the 
world.”  Jara, like most Urug­
uayans, works at two jobs to 
make ends meet.

Rubens de Leon, 88, tourist 
guide, agrees but puts it this 
w ay: “ We have all tried to take 
the easy way out. We have been 
telling each other “ Don’t make 
a problem of it.’ And look where 
we are now. ■

“ Every month I pay a huge 
sum in social seciudty and other 
taxes. I ’m losing money. And all 
the taxes go to support public 
employes and a lot of old peo­
ple.”

Le Leon left to  work as a  car­
penter's assistant in New York 
City soon after that. He thus 
joined 82,000 Uruguayans who 
emigrated last year to escape 
their country’s bleak future.

As many people see It, this 
nation of 2% million stopped 
communicating with the rest of 
the world 20 years agp (or some 
reason nobody can explain now.

It isolated itself from the 
mainstream, closed its doors to 
immigration, and remained con­
tent to make a living from limit­
ed exports of meat, wool, hides 
and grains when prices were 
high. Catering to affluent tour­
ists from neighboring Argentina 
and Brazil ^brought additional 
revenue.

In the meantime, synthetic fi­
bers began to displace w<x>l in 
cloth-making, meat and hide 
prices dropped, bad weather cut 
wheat and other grain yields. 
The high-spending tourists con­
tinued to bring $45 million every 
summer—gambling, and car­
ousing in Pimte del Este and 
other famed beach resorts.

But that was not enough and 
the country gradually consumed 
more than it produced.

Uruguayans, however, are a 
placid people who dislike 
change os much as they hate 
speed. Mostly, they never both­
ered to Improve livestock 
breeds. Increase grain acreage, 
or set up new industries to tap 
natural resources.

Utey ate up their caipltal, bor­
rowed abroad when that was not 
enough, and built up a  foreign 
debt of $600 million.

Foreign creditors gave Uru­
guay its rude awakening two 
years ago when they balked at 
more loons. The country diacov- 
ered it was broke with an aging 
and in effect unproductive popu­
lation.

It was mo ttnpoveririied it 
could not erven i^ se  self-help 
money to take advantage of 
some $60 million worth of U.S. 
and other aid available for eco­
nomic recovery.

Result: The country that used 
to be called "G od’s little heaven 
on earth”  is in for many years 
of austerity.

The job  of tightening his coun­
tryman’s  belts haa fallen to 
President Jorge Pacheco Areco, 
a newsman turned politician, 
who moved up from vice presi­
dent when President Oscar Ges- 
ttdo died of a  heart attack in 
December 1907.

Pacheco, 48, is a  twice-mar­
ried amateur middleweight box­
er. He talks little but acts tough. 
He lacks the popular backing of 
GesOldo, a  retired army general 
elected by a  landslide vote on a  
reform platform.

But Pacheco haa managed to 
check inflation something no 
one was able to do for Uruguay 
in 20 years. To do this he sus­
pended c(mstltutlanal guaran­
tees, censored the press, froze 
wages and prices, jalleil,,^ busi­
nessmen and labor leaders, and 
bucked strikes and riots.

This was bitter medicine for a 
country that used to take pride 
in its poUUcal etablUty and dem­
ocratic way ot Hfe. Uruguay has 
not had a military coup in al­
most 40 years.

Pacheco has launched modest 
road-building and low-cost hous­
ing projects, and an ambitious 
40-year offshore petroleum drill­
ing program that may or may 
not woric out.

But these will not provide new 
Jobs for at least another year.

Until then,. Partieco has to 
raise enough taxes to balance 
the budget, repay Uruguay’s 
debt Ins^lm ents, and gakner 
enough Investment mosiey to re­
vive the econotqy.

Pacheco has pledged to do It, 
even if it sparks more riate and 
strikes when the tourists begin 
deserting the beaches next 
month.

Otherwise, government eoono- 
ralrts fear, Uruguay may quick­
ly head for chaos despite its po­
tential riches.

Off its South Atlantic coastline 
has one of the world’s most 
abundant fishing grounds. It 
also has seals, some minerals 
like dolomite which is w ed  in 
rteehnaklng, semiprecious
stones like amethyats and good 
hydroelectric potential.

tton people. And a  recent survey 
showed the country can doulde 
its annual income to $90 mllUon 
from tourism aksie— if properly 
exploited.

“ There’s  a  lot to  be <hSM la 
this lovely little lAace of oura. 
But there does not seem to be 
any will left to do tt,”  a Monte- 
vodco taxi driver observed.

A 15-year experiment in gov­
ernment by a  boeod of nine 
presidents, a system similar to 
Swltserland’s left the country In 
a financial, economic and ad­
ministrative mess. The six pres­
idents for the majority and 
three tor the minority never 
figreed on anything more than 
squeezing private enterprise, 
rtufftng ministries with bureau­
crats and raising social security 
benefits.

The syrtem was replaced by 
that of a single president two 
years ago. But the shambles re­
main.

The government is Uruguay’s 
single biggest employer. One 
out of every three wage-earners 
works for the state and usually 
moonlights besides.

The government carries the 
burden of 11 overstaffed, run­
down and inefficient services or 
state monopolies—ell deep in 
the red. These Include tele- 
phanes, ele(ttric power, Insur­
ance, railways, airUnes, the 
fishing industry, cement, alco­
hol, petroleum refining, road 
constnicttion.

Gambling is about idie only 
money-making government en­
terprise left. State casinos, lot­
teries, raimbers games and raf­
fles rake in about $46 million in 
bets every year.

Foreign capital that might 
halve provided some of the in­
vestment money Uruguay needs 
was frightened off yeairs ago by 
featherbedding.

U r u g u a y a n  businessmen, 
coached in the old ways, still re­
fuse to get up and hustle their 
products abroad. They prefer to 
let government agencies do tt 
for them.

Smuggling drains government 
finances heavily. It has been 
going on a large scale since 
Uruguay was a Spanish <x>lony 
last century.

On top of all of that, there is 
almost no one leitt to work the 
farms and ranches.

Two out of every three Urug­
uayans live In or around this 
capital city. Almost half of them 
are over 40 years o f age.

A fifth of the people are on

fill) or partial pensions under a 
aocM  security system that per- 
mlte a man of 50 to retire on full 
pay.

The young, the skilled, often 
prefer to leave. And they ara 
not being replaced.

Aborttons and divorces are 
easy and frequent. At 1.3 per 
cent, Uruguay has the lowest 
population growth rate in the 
western hemisphere.

The newspaper El Pals haa 
commented: “ We are few. We 
are aging. We are quiescent. We 
are timorous. We don’t educate 
ourselves well. We don’t work 
well. We sig-sag. We are confor­
mists.”

In fact, Uruguay's whole 
structure is so run down that a 
small band of CommunUtt ter­
rorists who follow the Peking 
line recently declared they In­
tended to make it a Vietnam in 
South America.

The band is about 1,000 
s t r o n g ,  divided into three 
and four-man cells. It calls 
Itself the National Liberation 
Front and Its members are 
known as Tupamaroe. The late 
Ernesto “ Che”  Guevara is their 
idol.

They have been keeping the 
police on edge for m<mtha.

Last August, they kidnaped 
one of Pacheco’s closest advis­
ers, Ulises Pereira Reverbel, 
then released him unharmed 
after five days.

"It was,”  said a Tupamaro 
announcement, ” a warning to 
the government to change its 
policies.”

Since then, the Tupamaros 
have robbed sporting goods 
stores for weapons, stone quar­
ries (or explosives and an aver­
age of two banks a month for 
funds. *

Montevideo looks a bit like a 
gay socialite of 40 fallen on im­
pecunious times. It Is still a port 
city, full o f fun and wide open. 
But the streets are pot-holed 
and unswept, the stores under­
stocked.

Young men on street comers 
hawk raffle tickets, dolls, razor 
blades, contraband French per­
fume, Swiss watches and Amer­
ican cigarettes—“ fresh off a 
French liner in port, meester!”

The women look as gay as 
ever.

But the bars and night clubs 
tend to close earlier when the 
tourist season ends. And in the 
winter hostesses cavldly await 
the big international soccer 
games to bring a rush crowd of 
Argentines or Brazilians they 
used to enjoy the year round— 
winter hostesses avidly await

Inactive Town Agency 
May Get C-DAP Role
The Town of Manchester 'has 

eight administrative depart­
ments, but one o f them, the 
Department of Economic Oppor­
tunity, has had tittle if any­
thing to do since its Sept. 24, 
1966 inception, has no director, 
has no plans, and its Com­
munity Cfouncll has met only 
once in the past 11 months.
. And that meeting, last Wed­

nesday, was to find out where 
it is going, wljat its function 
Is, and whether tt should con­
tinue 'to exist.

Its last previous meeting was 
April 10, 1968.

At the time of its Inception, 
the Department of Economic 
Opportunity was charged with 
the task of planning programs 
and applying for federal Anti- 
Poverty funds.

However, It was never recog­
nized by the state or federal 
government as the official, lo­
cal, clearing house for the 
funds, and, whatever grants 
were made to Manchester were 
direct grants. If they were (or 
school purposes, or  were admin­
istered by 'the Hartford Renewal 
Team and the Thomas VaUey 
Agency (Norwich-New London 
area), if they were for other 
purposes.

In addition to a  seven-mem­
ber Community Cfouncil, made 
up of citizens, the local Depart­
ment of Economic Oppor­
tunity has also- a sev­
en - member Administrative 
Council, comprised of depart­
ment heads. This group has 
met even less often than the 
Community Cfounodl.

Whatever meetings have been 
held by either group in the past 
two years, have been to review 
programs being administered by 
other agencies and'to determine 
whether to meet again.

The town’s other seven admin­
istrative departments, all ac­
tive, are: Revenue, public safe­
ty, public works, law, education, 
planning and welfare.

Wednesday night. Town Man­
ager Robert Welse told the 
Community Council of the Eco­
nomic Opportunity Department 
to stand by, and that It may 
have a part to play in the pre­
paration of the town’s C-DAP 
(Community-Development Ac­
tion Plan) study.

WelM explained the C-DAP 
propoeal and said that he in­
tends to invoive^aU town agen­
cies in the study.

Also Involved would be the 
town’s <dvlc, fraternal, social 
and religious groups.

All of the study material 
grathered would be co-ordinated 
and compUed by an outside 
consultant, on a retainer free.

The town’s Economic Oppor­
tunity Department, Weiss told 
its Community Council Wednes­
day night, may fit in with the 
aims of C-DAP.

Among some of the alms and 
purposes of the Economic Op­
portunity Department, as spell­
ed out in Sec. 2 of the ordi­
nance which created it, are ” to 
mobilize resources of the com­
munity, both public and private 
. . . to develop programs of 
sufficient scope and size to en­
able the community to make 
sufficient progress . . .  to in­
stitute, administer and coordi­
nate community action pro­
grams. . . .”
