One of the survivors, Billy Joe
Spencer, who operates a riding
academy in Memphis, called his
wife from the hospital after the
crash.

““He was not seriously hurt
and expecta to be released from
the hospital today,"” Mrs.
Spencer said.

"He sald the plane tried to
land in heavy fog, that it came
in at an angle. The pilot tried to
correct it but couldn't and one
of the wings came off. My hua-
band got out through a amall
hole in the side of the plane. He
sald if he had welghed 10
pounds more, he wouldn't have
been able to get out."”

Winford 8mith, another of the
survivors, sald the plane de-
acended through the heavy fog,
hit the airport runway hard,
then turned sldeways, broke
open and caught fire,

The pilot of the plane was list-

There was one wuch occasion
Wednesday as Dr. Roderick
Richardson described him vari-
lously as:

Paranoid, bitter, rebelllous,
wordy, power-oriented, depend-
ent moralistic, vulnerable,
frall, unpredictable, legalistic,
critical, suspicious, unreason-
able, aggressive and socially in-
adequate.

Sirhan busied himself reading
a small stack of cards and tele-
grams sent him for his 25th
birthday.

To observers who have been
In court with Sirhan for more
than 10 weeks of trial, it iz ob-
vious hat he dislikea belng por-
trayed as mentally {11, but his
attorneys say he now realizes
that it might save his life.

If the jury canbe persuaded
that SBirhan was mentally Inca-
pable of meaningfully premedi-
tating the killing, it could return
a lesser verdict than first-de-
gree murder, which calls for life
imprisonment or the gas cham-
ber.

“Mr. Sirhan at the time of
the assassination,” Richardson
sald, '‘was In a state of gather-
Ing paranoidal rage. Assassina-
tion merves as a release for a lot
of pent-up paranold feeling.”

Levy's rejection of the Rocke-
feller bid did not alleviate ap-
prehensions in City Hall, Rath-
er, it was one more plece in a
growing mass of evidenoce that
the Rockefeller organization is
quietly throwing more debris In
Lindsay's badly littered path to
a second term. Indeed, the ven-
detta between the nation's two
most important liberal Repub-
llcans may be nearing a tragic
climax,

Actually, whether Lindsay re-
stores his popularity enough to
win in November does not have
much to do with Rockefeller.
What makes the Governor im-
portant to Lindsay 4s an omin-
ous challenge to the mayor in
the Republican primary from
state Senator John Marchi of
Staten Island. :

Given Lindsay's low. standing

PONCA CITY, Okla. (AP) —
R started when oil began clog-
ging the sewage disposal plamt.

In Boston Office
Shot to Death’

BOSTON (AP) — One of the
chief state witnesses in the alay-
Ing of three men last November
in the headquarters of a Negro
<elf- help organization was
found shot to death today.

Police fdentified the victim as
Ronald Hicks, 41, of Boston, one
of two survivors of the shoolinga
which occurred Nov. 13 at the
office of the New England Grass
Roots Organization (NEGRO),

Hicks was found dead with
two "bullet wounds behind an
ecar. Pollee sald his body was
discovered in his $8,000 car
parked in the Back Bay section.

Three men have been charged
with murder in the November
slayings, The victims were the
blind founder of NEGRO, Guido
St. Laurent, 38, Carnell Eaton,
33, of Boston and Harold King,
30, of Cleveland.

Hicks and Fred Rose 41, of
Boston were wounded in the
shootinga.

Charged and awaiting trial
are Alvin Campbell, 35; his
brother, Arnold, 33, and Dennis
W. Chandler. All are Negroes
as were the victims and Hicks
and Rose.

Hicka had testified before a
grand jury that indicted the
three men for murder. He was
expected to testify for the prose-
cution at the trial, as is Rose.

Suffolk County Dist. Atty.
Garret H. Byrne sald today that
“Mr. Hicks was an Important
witness In a murder case being
prepared and made ready for
trial by this office.

"The motive for the killing
this morning has not been as-
certained.

"“For me as district attorney
to speculate would be contrary
to the American Bar standards
and the Supreme Court. This
cage is going to trial. _

““‘However, I think you should
know that the deceased party
declined police protection when
I offered it to him on more than
one occasion.”

Byrne and Boston police offi-
cerg brought Rose, the other
survivor of the shootings, and
his wife to his office shortly aft-
er Hicks was Identified.

They offered to give Rose po-
lice protection or take him into
protective custody, Byrne sald.
He declined at first,
cepted.

The cooking method just
described I8 marvelous for
cocktall shrimp and enhances
the flavor,

Priscilla says that once you
acquire the knack of shelling
raw shrimp, It goes very quick-
ly. For example, she can make
her stuffed shrimp from begin-
ning to end, including the shell-
ing, In a total of ten minutes.

The ‘don't” for the coffee
thing is instant coffee. It must
be perked coffee. Instant has
a bitter taste when used this
way. I haven't tried this yet
but it soumds intriguing. Priscilia
claims that you cannot taste
the coffee anymore than you
would the wine. As you know,
nlcohol burns off completely in
cooking, leaving only a very
fine flavor.

For an attractive and tangy
dessert, serve this easy, yet
Imaginative, dessert.

Leander H. Perez Sr. Dies;
Resisted Racial Integration-

NEW ORLBANS (AP) —
Leander H, Perez Sr., a short-
tempered political czar once ex-
communicated by the Roman

Catholle Church for resisting ra-
clal integration, is dead at the
age of Ti.

The multimillionaire boss of
oil-rich  Plaquemines Parish,
whose wrath at varfous times
contered on Negroes, Jews, po-
Iitical opponents and the U.S.
Navy was, stricken with a heart
attack Wednesday night at his
Idiewild plantation.

He had been released Monday
from a New Orleans hospital
where he was treated for a
heart attack suffered on Jarm 10.

Perez once declared he would
opposte raclal Integration ‘'t
death.” He was excommunical-
ed in 1862 for blocking the open-
ing of o Plaquemines parochial
school awhich had admitted
Negroes,

In 1608 g federal court issued
i decreo Integrating the public
schools of Plaquemines Parish,
a low-lying area extending from
south of New Orieans along the
Mississippl River to the Gulf of
Mexico, Perez, longtime presi-
dert of the Parish Councll, was
placed under injunction not to
interfere.

The Injunction was stil In
force when he died.

In 1963 Peres tangled with the
U.8. Navy, whioch has an air sta-
tion within the parish at Belle
Chasse, over the Integration of
bars and other public places in
the area,

Perez had the Parish Council
declare all drinking places off
limits to uniformed servicemen
and the air station off limits to
all clvilians,

“We say to hell with you,' he
told the Navy.

Perez also threatened to bar
about 100 children of air station
personnel from public schools,
bt relemted when threatened
with court action.

In the 1968 presidential elec-
tion Perez baucked the third par-
ty candidate, former Albama
Gov. George C. Wallace, who
carried Louisiana,

Advised of Porez's death,
Wallace said in Montgomery,
Al It was “‘a loss to his state,
the Southiand and to the entire
nation."

Politically, Perez dominated
Plaquemines Parish for more
than 40 years, For much of that
time he also controlled neigh-
horing St. Bernand Parish, but
his grip there Joosened in recent
years because of an Influx of

appointed him a member of the
slate Highway Board. By then
he had been succeeded as presi-
dent. of e Parish Council by
h's son Challn.

In 1980 he remigned as district
nttomgolunpnruh.nputhc
bad h for 36 years, and was
succeeded by his son Leander
Jr,

The two sons survive, along
with two daughters, three sis.
ters, 19 grandchildren and two
great-grandchildren.

Blacks End

The Black Students Union has
called quits on a strike which

The end was signaled by two
leaders of the walkout—Union
Chairman Benny Stewart and
Jerry Varnado—in an unherald-
ed dnnouncement Thureday at
the school cafeteria.

Dr. 8 L Hayakawa, acting
president, sald he would detail
terms of the settlement today,

The atrike—led by nonwhite
students—began Nov. 6 with up-
wards of 2,000 marchers. But
support declined steadily at the
16,000student campus during
the past two months, which saw
several fire bombings, window
breakings and confrontations
with police,

A major remaining obstacle is
the demand by some Negro fac-
ulty members and administra-
tors, the Black Students Union
and the Third World Liberation
Front that Dr. Nathan Hare, a
Negro, be retained as head of
the black studies department,

Hare was one of the demon-
stration leaders. When he inter-
rupted Hayakawa's welcoming
speech at the semester opening
he was told he would not be re.
hired after June 30.

Dr, Joseph White, dean of un-
dergraduate studies and a Ne-
gro, reiterated, ““We are recom-
mendifig again that Dr. Hare be
appointed a full professor.”

WASHINGTON (AP)—
Secretary of Defense Mel-
vin R. Laird pledged today
that if the Paris peace talks
fail to end the conflict in
Vietnam, “We will have an
alternative as far as the
War is concerned other tHan
the present conduct.”

He did not say what that al-
ternative would be.,

Laird made that gtatement
after Sen, J. W. Fulbright, D.
Ark., shifted the course of a
Senate hearing away from the
hotly contested antiballistic mis-
sile (ABM) system with a eri-
tigue of Nixon administration
handling of the Vietnam war.

Fulbright sald the question of
armaments and their control is
linked with that of the Southenst
Asian conflict.

“Isn‘t it possible, Mr, SBecre-
tary, to realize that we are not
now and never have been win-
ning this war?'* he asked Laird,

““If this administration contin-

ues and escalates this war In
Vietnam, It will soon be Mr.
Nixon's war,"” the senator sald.

“T would just like to say that
this administration is commit-
ted to end the war in Vietnam,"
Laird pald. “We are presently
engaged In° very important
peénce talks in Paris."”

Then he declared:

“I want you'to know that we
are hopeful that we will be suc-
cesaful in the talks . . , but if we
are not successful, and we pray
for success, I can assure you
that we will have an alternative
as far as the war is concerned
other than the present conduct
of that war.”

Laird denled that the adminis-
tration dropped the old Bentinel
missile defense project because
of public protests, insisting that
the change came “because we
have a better system.’
