U.S. Rejects Soviet Plan
To Demilitarize Sea Floor

GENEVA (AP) — The lnited
States today rejected thé Soviet
proposal for complete demilitar-
ization of the oceans’ (floors
around the world, saying it was
“simply unworkable and proba-
bly harmful."

Speaking to the 17-nation U.N.
disarmament subcommittee,
U.8. delegate Gerard C. Smith
emphasized that his government
is interested in barring nuclear
arms from the seabeds. But he
made plain prohibiting conven-
tional weapons and even milll
tary installations that also serve
peaceful purposés (s unaccepla-
ble to Washington.

Boviet Delegate Alexel A. Ros-
chin told newamen that the So-
viel draft submitted last week is
“detinitely for negotiation.'

‘“We are not trying to impose
on others,’” he aald. ""The pur-
pose of this conference Is to ne-
gotlate."

“The existence of submarine
fleets requires states to take ac-
tion In aelf-defense, such as
warmning systems that use the
seabed,” he continued.

‘‘Moveover, much Usefil
scientitic research on the
communication and navigation-
al aids on the seabed serve both
military and clviian users,

Smith told the conference that
seabeds Is supported or carried
out by military personnel using
military  non-weapons  equip-

~ment.

"“Therefore, we muat
that complete demilitarization

of the seabed would be simply
unworkable and probably harm-
ful.” .

Smith said the Soviet proposal
was also ‘‘completely impract)-

is the danger of the emplace-
ment of weapons of mass des-
truction on the seabed.

An FBI agent testified that
Minas Civitilo, 20, of 265 Frank-
lin Ave., Hartford, accompan-
led him to 557 New Britain Ave.
where she took a green papar
bag from the second floor loft
of a garage there, and sur-
rendered it to him. The bag
contained $30,325 of the moreé
than $88,000 takem in the rob-
bery.

Miss Civitillo told the agent
that she did not know the bag
contained maney.

Miss Civitillo is accused of
accepting and concealing stol-
en money, In connection with
the robbery.

Miss Civitlllo's flance, Rich-
ard D, Labbe, of Hartford, was
one of three men who robbed
the bank last fall. Labbe was
shot in the neck In a gun bat-
tle with Manchester policeman
Richard Rand as he and two
others fled the holdup scene In
a ear. He was recently sen-
tenced to 15 years In prison for
his part in the robbery. The
other two men are being held
in Massachusetta to anawer
bank robbery and murder
charges there,

Miss CGivitillo’s attorney, Her-
bert G. Appleton, of Hartford,
filed & motion to suppress the
evidence the FBI and other au-
thorities gathered against Miss
Civitillo because he contends
the was not propernly advised of
her rights before she was ques.
tioned,

The ¥FBI and other officers In-
volved contend that Miss Civi-
tillo was questioned as a wit-
neas ondy, and not as a suspect.
FBI agent Edward Stiles testl-
fied yesterday that he did not
inform_ her of her rigits be-
cause ''she was 4 withess who
could assist and help us; she
wis not & suspect.'”

However Stiles said, 'The
tone of her answers was eva-
sive, and it was clear that she
wal concealing something."

Manchester Det. Sgt. John
Krinjak, also testifted yesterday

to go. Krinjak testified that he
told her it would go easier on
her if she led them to the
money.

Of Perez by Church:

NEW ORLEANS (AP) —
""What does the black communi.
ty think of us?" asked six Ro-
man Catholic priests in protest-
ing the burial of segregationist
Leander H., Perex 8r. from n
Catholle church.

The objection came to lght
Monday when Archbishop Phil-
ip M. Hannan sald Peres, ex-
communicated from the Catho-
lic church in 1063, received ab-
solution from the censure after
a "“public statement accepting
and supporting the authority of
the church ... made publicly
over a year ago.'

Perez died last Wedneaday
night at his plantation south of
here in oll-rich Plaquemine Par-
ish, which he controlled for
nearly a half century., Hia ex-
fs.mx‘r;nnlél;on stemmed from

lo¢ the opening of a
Plaquemines parochial school
which had admitted Negroes.

A requiem mass for the 77
year-old political leader who the
six priesta called “‘the 1
racist of the South” wa:wcohz?
ducted Friday at Holy Name of
Jesus Church on the campus of
Loyola University,

Burial, with two Catholic
priests conducting the rites, fol-
lowed In & private mausoleum
at Perez' Idlewild Plantation.

“In all candor, we consider
the event a disgrace,” wrote the
aix priests—five of them theolo-
gy professors at Catholic uni-
versities here.

The requlem, they said, waa
held "‘with the leading figures of
the racist world assembled
there under one roof during the
sacrdiment of unity and
brotherhood."”

The letter to the archbishop
from the priests was dated ¥ri-
day, the same day Perez was
buried. It was released Monday
night by the archbishop along
with his own statement.

Archbishop Hannan, who had
disclosed Perez' reconcillation
with the church on the eve of
the funeral, said in his state-
ment that the fact Perez’ '“pud-
lle statement accepting and sup-
porting @e authority of the
church ... was not reported by
the press does not affect the
case and Is a matter of the free-
dom of judgment of the press.”

The priests’ letter called the
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reconciiiation “‘a mere legal
Ism” and sald Peres could not
“‘make up for a public insult by
some private prayers or token
penance.

“In the eyes of our wmoclety
Leander Perez represents, even
at this very moment, a racial
position absolutely irreconcil-
able with the Christian rell-
glon," they wrote.

Nixen And The Campus

President Nbopon, after a woek of con-
sideration and reconsideration, finally is-
sued a statement with regard to unrest
and disorder on American campuses
which was probably a2 dissppointment
10 some of the more rabid law and
devotess of the day. The President
ed out the damage that can be to
our mystem of higher education the
tactics of nihilism snd anarchy, he
failed to doploy, or threatem to use, the
direct power of the federal government
in sny effort to guarentee campus order.
Instead, sanely, he emphasized that first

""We see the hope of tomorrow in the
youth of today. I know America's youth.
I belleve in them. We can be proud that
they wmre  better educated, more
committed, more passiomately driven by
canwcience than any generation in our

The President, when he chose these
words in January, was not blind to the
fact that some of these better educated,
passionately driven modern youngsters
were making trouble of a kind he could
not poasibly like. He chose the words he
did, not to ignore unpleasant things he
knew, but to choose an attitude. It was
the positive rather than the punitive at-
titude. It was the techmique of praise
&5 opposed to that of the threat.

Choosing such an attitude in January,
President Nixon, displeased two small
sectors of American life, but sent a great
warm pleasure courwing through the
arteries of all the rest of us,

He displeased, first, those who do
nothing but keep lecturing youth because
it fsn't what youth used to be and who
would like to whip youth until it obeys
their own nostalgia.

And he displeased, second, those
extremist youth minorities who had been
assuming that & Nixon era would be
ideal for their purposes, since It could
be relied upon to give them continuml
ground and leverage for their own agita-
tions. Time and time aguin it has been
demonstrated that the fringe needs per-
secution and over-use of authority
fgainst it In order to gain any broad
kind of sympathy for itseilf.

President Nixon, in his Inaugural,
chose o declare love, not war, and the
hipples felt they had been betrayed.

Since the Inaugural, and perhaps
because of that very youth passage in
I, President Nixon hes been under con-
sidernble pressure to begin wielding the
big federal club against the student
troublemakers, In one bit of eagerness to
appease those who wanted some tough-
ness from him, the President gave pub-
lic praise to an over-simplified interpre-
tation of what Father Hesburgh of Notre
Dame had said to his students in his
letter on the Issue of law and order,
leading Father Hesburgh himself to
further public ampiification in which he
reaffirmed his own bellef that the re-
sponsibility must remain with the uni-
versities themselves, and discouraged
the kind of federal Involvement crusade-
the President's pralse of his own letter
had at first seemed to launch.

It Is back away from any such crusade
that the President has now, after a week
of consideration, finally taken his stand.
It has probably been, in some degree,
4 Presidential choice between two dual
permonalities and instincts ineide him-
self. But we think his avoldance of the
extremely punitive, crack-down position
some wanted him to take has been wise,
and we hape he finds ways to negotiate
& turmm back toward the positive, In-
fluenice-by-praise mood and

Just how many people and how strong
the is, 1, for ane, had no idea
until a2 oouple of days ago when that
most engugingly eccentric of all British
gardening eccentrics, Lawrence D. Hills,
sent me a book he has compiled about
them, Some time ago Mr. Hills who is
the director of the Henry Doubleday Re-
search Association at Braintree, appeal-
ed to other gardeners all over the coun-
try to write to him about their expeni-
ences with hedgehogs.

The letters ere clearly the product of

As In s0 many other fields of human
endeavour, sex is a considerable spur
to hedgehog watching. S0 much of what
the hedgehog does seems to be centred
on it and most of the mysteries sur-
rounding hedgehogs are concerned with
it. One of these mysteries Is “circling."”
On summer nights two hedgehogs can of-
ten be observed  taking part in this
curious ploy.

WASHINGTON -— Working be-
hind an essential curtain of sec-

recy, the new Administration*

has now developed an anti-war
strategy which i{s all but certain
to start significant withdrawals
of US, forces from Vietnam
within stx months.

The key new factor in the
equation Is what Becretary of
Defense Melvin Laird calls
“phase two" In the emergency
bulldup of South Vietnamese
forces.

“Phase one' of the buildup
would prepare Baigon's army to
handle only Communist guerrilia
forces in South Vietnam after
the mutum! withdrawal of both
U.8. troops and North Vietnam-
ese regulars. Instead of this,
Laird now talks about equipping
the Bouth Vietnamese {o handle
both the Vietcang and North
Vistnamese regulars, with stead-
lly declining combat aid from
the U.8. This is phase two.

The reason Laird is giving ex-
traordinary attention to the
phase two buildup is the lack of
progress in the Paris negotia-
tions reducing even further the
chance—always remote — that
Hanol will agree to remove (ts
own troops from the South, That
makes highly improbable any
withdrawal of U.8. farces on a
mutual basis,

But since Presidént Nixon is
insistent about starting the with-
drawal of U.8. troops, some new
path out of the dilemma must
be found, The path chosen by
the President and Laird Is to

give maximum publicity to
phase two of the Saigon build-
up, thus creating the proper
psychological climate for the
start of U.S, troop withdrawal.

In adopting this new position
looking toward a partial but uni-
lateral withdrawal of U.S.
troops, Laird has mov@g far
from his views of Congression-
al days. For example, Congress-
man Laird repeatedly question-
ed the Johnson administration's
offer at Manila in 1966 to with-
draw all U.8, troops within six
months after Hanol had pulled
its own troops back and the
“level of violence' had subsided.
It looked to Laird like a Trojan
harse.

But now as Defense Secretary,
by publicizing Saigon's eventual
ability to handle most of the
fighting by iteelf, Laird has
moved well beyond the Manila
declaration — so far, In fact,
that some Pentagon generals are
tearing their hair,

Laird’s intimates will not
even discuss the rate or size
of any possible unilateral troop
withdrawals, The heart of U.B.
policy, they say, les with con-
tinuation of hard bargaining in
Paria. If these talks finally and
utterly fail, they say, President
Nixon has many options — in-
cluding varying degrees of mili-
tary escalation.

Although Mr, Nixon is not Mke-
ly to escalate, It is not absolute-
ly precluded. If Hanol threw all
its available troops into the cur-
rent offensive and Increased lts
ahelling of Saigon, Hue, and Da-

nang, Mr. Nixon might choose
one of 4 rising scale of possible
military reprisals now g avail-
able on his desk.

But here, too, Laird'a phase
two troop-and-equipment’ bulld-
up for Saigon’s- forces could be
a powerful incentive for Hanol
not to push President Nixon too
far. If Hanol triggered & new
round of escalation, of course,
any chance of early, partial
withdrawal by the U.8. would
be doomed.

Operating along these pollcy
lines, the Admindstration ecannot
be explicit and open as to its
real intentions. With mutusl
withdrawal the second item on
the Paris the U.8. would
work itself quickly into & hope-
Jess bargaining position if Mr,
Nixon announced that failure of
the mutual withdrawal proposal
would lead to the start of uni-
lateral withdrawal.

That's why parts of Laird's
intentionally vague testimony to
the Senate Foreign Relations
Committee last Friday angered
the doves, including Sen. J.W.
Fulbright of Arkansas, the com-
mittee chairman, Laind was
forced to make the obvious point
that “bargaining in public” does
not serve the cause of peace in
Southeast Asia.

But the very fact that Ful.
bright, Sen. George McGovern
of South Dakota, and other
doves are beginning to atir
aguin, after an unusual period of
quiet, is pushing the Administrg-
tion harder in the direction of
Laird's plan.

Schorn and Steven Little of
the - University of Texas made
thelr observations through the
84-inch telescope at McDonald
Observatdry at Fort Davis, Tex.

Schorn sald the sclentists pho-
tographed the spectrum of
Mars' astmosphere with infrared
film, The spectrograph photo
showed the presence of water in
the planet's cloud cover, he
said.

"There's hardly a place on
earth with that low a humidity
reading,'” he sald. "The only
place I could think of s the top
of Mt. Everest. There's more
water on Earth's deserts than
on Mars."

So far, there Is no way to
measure whether some portions
of Mars have more water than
others, he said, But with a new
107-Inch telescope now in use,
the scientists expect to look at
smaller regions of the planet,

“We'll be able to see if this {a
localized—whether some areas
nf Mars are more capable of
sustiining life than others," the
astronomer predicted.

Schorn sald photographs by
the Mariner spacecraft now ap-
proaching Mars wil) help to
solve that question,

Since 18 sclentists have had
evidence that the planet’s white
polur caps. which change size
with the seasons, consist of lee
an inch or two thick. Atmos-
pheric water vapor has been
thought possible but never be-
fore detected spectroscopleally,

Astronomers have speculated
that most of the atmosphere g
inert nitrogen.

Sclentists hold Mars as the
likeHest place in our solar 8ys-
tem apart from Barth to sustain
life. The other planets present
too hostile an environment.

Voters who turmned dowm a
$7.95 milion request for schools
tast June, will be asked April 22
to authorize $34 miilion to cre-
ate what could be a forerumner
of many high school clusters
around the country.

Clusters exist or are planned
in several U.8, cities including
Evanston, IH., Nova, Fla.,
White ' Plains, N.Y., Berkely,
Calif,. Abbington, Pa.; Oak
Park, 11, and Pittsburgh.

But most combine elementary
and high schools.

Ofticials here say the only
other high school cluster they
know of Is five ''Great High

To create the cluster, two ad-
ditlonal schools would be buklt
on a B0-acre campus formed
from the 30-acre site of a
present school, Pasadena High,
and 20 adjoinirg acres owned by
the school district,

On the campus would rise a
“resource and community cen-
ter,"" housing a central library,
student union; cultural and per-
forming arts auditorium and
other facllities, A football sta-
dium and gymnasium would be
built on an adjoining 48-acre
park.

BRUSSELS (AP) — Two com-
muter trains loaded with about
1,500 workers crashed together
today In & cold mist In Southern
Belgium, killing 20 persons and
injuring 70, & spokesman for the
rallway administration said.

The spokesman sald one train
apparently did not stop for a red
warning light near the station at
the industrial city of La Lou-
viere. He said it collided with
another train entering the sta-
tion at & level crossing where
the two tracks crossed.

Workers from a nearby steel
plant rushed to help with the

The two engines and four cars
jumped the tracks, Among the
dead was the engineer who the
spokesman said failed to stop.

One train was going to Brus-
sels, the other to Ghent, Freez-
ing weather with snow flurries
added to the plight of injured
persons trapped in the wreck-
age.

Selectmen’s Budget

Is Up $274,000

The Board of Finance conven-
ed Jast night to review further
the Board of Education's propos-
ed budget for 1969-70, and mem-
bers found the Board of Select-
men’s budget waiting on the
town hall board room table
when they arrived. But finance
board members never got
nround to a review of the select-
men's requests, spending in-
stead mont of the entire ment-
ing on the achool requeats.

The selectmen’'s proposed
budget, somewhat overdue for
Board of Finance review, totals
$708,702, or $274,005 more than
the current apropriation of $434,-
97,

Breakdowns of the select-
men's budget are not readily

- available now, but should be

later in the week. Requests In
this area cover all costs of run-
ning the town except aducation

e costs. All town agencies, roads,

offices and the police depart-
ment are included, and the 1960-
70 requests also Include estimat-
ed costs involved In changing
over to the naw form of govern-
ment In November,

An example of this would be
salary for a town manager, who
will be taking over, probably,
one-third of the way into the
1969-70 fiscal year. But this will
alss eliminate the salaries of
the selectmen,

All seven Board of Education
members came to the Board of
Finance meeting last night, at
the invitation of the latter group,
for the continued review of the
school requests, begun last week
by the Board of Finance.

Following last week's perusal
of the education proposals the

sald ‘Board of Finance sent a 21-point

Ietter to the school board, and
it was these 21 questions that
were discussed last night. Most
of the 14 participants in the dis-
ocussion were carveful not
make specific references to line
item amounts in the achool
budget. No copies of the budget
are avaflable so few break-
downs of the total §1,686,174
can be obtained, but the review
pessions are nevertheless being
held in open meetings.

The reason for the apparent
air of mystery is because the
Board of Education insists that
its budget s still “prelim-
inary'’; t has not formally vot-
ed on the document yet, al-
though this was to have been
done last week.

Another complication ia the
fact that no contract has been
signed as yet with the teach-
ers, and until this has been
done, probably tlonight, the
teacher salary requests cannot
be calied final. This account al
ways makes up a large propor-
tion of the education budget,
this year an estimated $008,070
out of the total $1,565,174.
Bo,while this joint board re-
view of @ budget might appear
pointless with 50 many areas
still not final, It does appar-

large Increase ($195,520, or
about 14 per cemt), over the
current figure.

Thia Is especially perplexing
because projected enrollment
figures for next year show an *
expected Increase in enrollment
of only 28 students. Board of
Education members were quick
to point out that these projec-
tions are seldom completely ac- .
curate, but at the same time
experience of the past few
years indicates that the town
school population Is not grow-
ing by leaps and bounds, This
year's total enrollment is 2.
0906,

80 mome Board of Finance
members apparently find it dif-
ficult to justify the hiring of
neveral new teachers. (The ex-
act figure was not clearly men-
tioned, but at least four have
been requested apparently).

The budget hearing, sched.
uled for April 14, will allow all
townspeople to make comment
on both education and general
town budgets. The Board of Fi.
nance will continue to review *
these until shortly before this
date, then copies of the pro-
posnls will be avallablé several
days beforehand, to be picked
up by townspeople and studied
prior to the hearing,

After the hearing, budget re-
view will confinue, and the
final recommended document
will be brought before the town
meeting In May, to be either
accepted or rejected.

The earlier portion of last
night's meeting was devoted to
further investigation of the hir-
ing of & new town auditor, to
replace Wilbur Stevens, who
dled earlier this year.

SheBing of the headquarters
base of the Sth InfantryDivision
at Dong Tam, 40 miles south of
Saigon, was one of 30 rocket and
mortar attacks by the Viet Cong
on the 32nd night of thelr spring
offansive.

North Vietramese troops fol-
lowed up one of the attacks with
an infantry charge that carried
them to the barbed wire perime-
ter of another American base 45
miles northwest of Salgor. Be-
fore they were driven off eight
American air cavalrymen were
killed, 17 were wounded and
only two enemy bodles were
found on the barbed wire,

Nixon to Seek 7% Increase
In Social Security Benefits

Nixon plans to ask
soon lo increase Social Becurity
benefits and payroll taxes, effec-
tive next Jan. 1, the Los An-

Barring last minute revisions,
Mr., Nixon will call for an
ncross-the<board increase of
seven per cent In cash benefits.
To offset the inflationary im-
pact, part of an already enacted
payroll tax increase that is not
scheduled to take effect until
1971 would be retimed to go into
effect In 1970,

The immediate result for 1970
would be to take an additional
$1.7 blllon in annual Social Se-
curity taxes from workers and
employers and put the money
into the hands of 25 million re-
tired and disabled workers,
wives, widows and chiidren on
Socinl Becurity benefit rolls,

The Social Security proposal
will be a major feature of the
domestic legislative program

on the rise in hospital churges
and gdoctors’ feea paid under
government programs,
Moreover, the debate is like-
ly to produce & major challenge
to the traditional, widely-held
view that Soclal Security should
operate as & self-financed in.
sSurance program.,

The challenge is expected to
come from & growing band of
liberal Demgcrats, Including
Senate majority whip Edward
M. Kennedy (D-Mass.), who
want cash or hospitalization
benefits, or both, expanded be-
yond what is generally regard
od an a tolerable level of payroll
Loy,

Such an expansion in benefits,
therefore, would have to be
financed by general treasury
revenues, thereby blurring the
existing distinction between tha
Social Security and welfare
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
