for High 8chool principals, re-
spectively; A. Raymond Rogers
Jr., high school prineipal; An-
drew Vincens, Illing vice prin.
cipal; and Isldor Wolf and Ray-
mond Gardner, Manchestar
Green and Bowers School prin-
cipals, respectively.

Queations relative to the most
popular topic of late — main-
tenance —were consplcuous by
their absence. Instead, the in-
quiries were directed toward a
comparison of budgeta and
facilities with those of area
towna, guldance counselor-stu-
dent ratios, possible expansions
of and Innovations in the cur-
ricula, the excellence of the
product (student) under exist-
ing conditions, and teacher
morale.

Dr, Hennigan picked up the
ball when asked what exciting
thingas could be done, providing
the requested budget ($8.6
million) were approved,'’
‘“There are four overhead pro-
jectors In Bennet for 85 teach-
ers,” he said.

He lustrated the need for
more equipment by citing a
‘“floating’’ (one without a
permanent classroom) high
school business teacher who
must spend 15 minutes, at the
opening of each class, writing
the same speed exercise on the
board because it is ernmed by
the teacher following her. ""With
a projector and transparency,
she could throw it on the screen
fmmediately for each class.'

Ho asked what sense it made
to pay a teacher $11,000 a year
to waste 15 minutes a day, five
days a week, 40 weeks a year.

Cone s=said Bennet gsclence
classes have only a table for
their experiments. With the con-
version of six rooms to labora.
tories (two each in the three
Bennet complex bulkdings), he
said, students would be able to
perform thelr own experiments
instead of merely reading from
A text or watching the teachers
do it for them.

Sutliffe sald he has wanbted
to include intreduction to busi-
ness typing courses in the junior
high, but the budget has not
permitted it ¢

Vincens states that this year,
there are 174 Illing Grade 8§ stu-
dents who want to take art next
year; the high schoal can ac-
commodate only 125, Of 110 who
wish to study Spanish, the high
achool can take 84, He cited the
greal uptumn in the demand for
Spanish in recent years, while
requests for French have drop-
ped.

Years ago it was normal pro-
cedure for students to go
through a school course of study
a5 a group. All that has changed.
he added, because now, *'We are
allowing them to choose those
courses which will do them the
most good." He also pointed out
that students are differentinted
by achievement levels.

Gardner said that children en-
tering kindergarten today are
more knowledgable because of
TV exposure. ''They need some-
thing beyond blocks,"” he said
“With $150 we can buy paper,
but not the mathematics equip-
ment they need.”

Cone observed that over sev-
erid years the budget item for
supplies has increased only two
to four per cent. *You don't buy
a5 much next year as you did
this year because of inflation,”
he commented

“In equipment and innova-
tions we are relatively lower
thin before,"” he added. “We
are receiving fedemal funds for
Innovations, but not much, and
teachers are not finding it as
exciting ag before.'

"Bennet {8 lacking the equip-
ment to get students excited
about education,'" Cone sald,
“and we are not producing the
best product or providing the
best service."

Gardner recounted his teach-
ing experiences in two contrast-
ing towns, Darien and Hebron.
“Darien had the money, facill-
ties, equipment, and personnel,
he said, “but Hebron was also
able to come up with the means
i  personnel could be ob
tained.”  He
School  teachers discouraged
when asked what they want-
ed. “"What difference does it
make?"' he sald was the usual
answenr,

“We have had a relatively
stable staff until now,' Rogers
sald, with 45 per cent of our
career teachers at the maxi-
mum step on the salary seale,
whereas in other towns it is
probably closer to 20-25. Conse-
qQuently, a larger percentage of
the budget has been going to-
ward paying the maximum."
He added, of course, that this
could be considered an advan.
tage.

Rogers sald that the teacher-

ftudent ratio in Manchester is
higher than in schools “in
whose company we think we
are," and Dr. Hennigan added
that the town's per pupil cost
Is high among schools in the
AT,

When Aaron Cook conjectured
that the use of budget monles
is probably a management
problem, Doll said his study of
40-40 schools revealed two pos.
sible reasons for Manchester's
high cost: (1) the large num-
ber of teachers at the maxi.
mum salary scale step; and (2)
the reduotion of class sizes In
recent years, plus the addition
of specin]l classes for the physi-
cally and mentally handicapped.

The answer to "How does the
excellence of your product com-
pare with the excellence of
other schools' products?'" was
handled briefly by Rogers.

"'There are no hard standards
for judgment,” he said. "‘Some
students would do well, no mat-
ter what the achool did. High
school graduates have done
fairly well on tests (standard.
ized), and gradumtes have done
well In being accepted by col-
leges, bt not necessarily those
of thelr cholce.”

To a query about why the ad-

ministration cost has increased
$100,000 over three years, Dr.

South of Iceland

LONDON (AP) — A tagk
force of 19 Soviet warshipa, In-
cluding two missile erulsers and
elght submarines, began exer-
cises today 200 miles south of
Iceland, Britain's Royal Navy
reported.

The Russian flotilla, the big-
gest Soviet sea force to ap-
proach the Atlantic in recent
years, mustered for the exer-
cises 400 miles off the coast of
Scotland on the fringe of the At-
lantic,

British navy ships and Shack-

Lodge said 85 per cemt of the

“The recent military attacks
by your side have been carried
out largely by North Viet-
namese soldiers,"” Lodge contin
ued.

Although Britain is the chief
arms supplier for the Nigerian
army, Wilson has left the door
open for a visit to Blafra, Blaf-
ran spokesmen at first rejected
the idea, saying It would be lke
permitting an enemy to act as'a
mediator. But & senlor Biafran
official said Tuesday: "I it is
confirmed that British Prime
Minister Harold Wilson wants to
visit Biafra, he will be re-
celved.” The statoment followed
a day-long Cabinet meeting dis-
cusaing Wilson's trip to Lagoa.

The prime minister's “trip
comes amid Intensifying clamor
for his Labor government to cut
off arma sales to the young Afei-
can partner in the Common-
wealth,

Despite frequent policy reap-
pralsals, the government so far
has refused to atop the armas
flow because it would leave the
field open to Moscow, a willing
supplier. It also would jeopard-
ize the $4 billlon worth of British
Investments in Nigeria,

The Gowon government al-
ready leans heavily on Soviet
aid, and Wilson |s convinced
that if Moscow gets credit for a
Nigerian victory, the Boviet
navy could be rewarded with a
port on Nigerin's Atlantic coast.

Rusaia has shipped MIG war-
planes, trucks, guns and civillan
and military techniclana to
Nigeria and i{a helping build an
iron and steel complex to be the
centerpiece of a $2 billlon Indus-
trial development program.

The government also fears
that the Nigerian clvil war
could become a battleground be-
tween the Boviet Union and Red
China. On the eve of the prime
minister's departure, diplomatic
and banking authorities report.
ed a Blafran group had contact-
ed Peking, seeking a steady
supply of arms and cash. The
sources said a trickle of Chinese
weapons already has reachdd
the secessionist region, whose
chief suppller is France.

The British fear Peking may
work out an agreement with
Blafra in order to undercut Mos-
cow, which last Novembér
nigned a $120 million trade pact
with Nigeria. It s the largest
economic agreement the Rus-
pinny have ever signed with 'a
black African nation.
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Dictatorship Failed Too

When, 10 years ago, one Mohammad
Ayub Khan used the authority of the
army to seize control of the government
of Pakistan almost everybody conceded
that Pakistan was & samplo of ome of
those many countries where the proper
groundwork preparation for a success-
ful operation of a democracy had never
been done.

The assumption of dictatorial powers
by a general had to be tolerated, it was
said, an & means of keeping order and
holding the country together while the
people began to leamn the duties and re-
sponaibilities involved in self govemn-
ment,

Now, 10 years Iater, this Mohammad
Ayub abdicates ag President of Pakistan,
and power passes Into the hands of a
new military man, General Yahya Khan,
commander in chief of the Palkistani
Army. General Khan, laking power, im-
mediately proclaims martial law, to try
to control the wviolence and amarchy
which had developed as the end product
of President Khan'se 10 year dictatorship.

What, then, is the verdict now? Are
the cynical experts who were so ready
to concede that Paldstan was not ready
for democracy 10 years ago now going
to concede that Pakistan doesn’t know
how to live under a military dictatorship
either? Is there going to be a consensus
that dictatorship has failed, as demo-
cracy failed before #t?

We are afrald there will be no such
consensus, even though some observers
may feel that the fallure of dictatorship
in Pakistan has actually been much
worse and more damaeging than any

fallure of democracy was threateming to
be 10 years ago.

There are disparate laws which are al-
ways applied to the fallure of govern-
mental forms,

When democracy fails, the usual re-
course is to cut down on the amount of
democracy.

But when dictatorship fails, the usual
recourse ls to reach for more dictator-
ship.

That is what is now happening in
Pakistan with, of course, the usual re-
frain about doing something about re-
storing rights to the people after order
has been restored

One can't re-run history. But one can
hazard a principled guess that, had
democracy been the thing tried in Paki-
stan during the past 10 years, the net
result, in violence, anarchy, lives lost,
or progress for the people and strength
of the nation, might have been no worse
than the result under dictatorship, while

valuable time and experience would not
have been Jost

Where Weather Is Bred

A8t us who, in amateur status, fol
low the forecasters know that the weath-
erman {8 frequently caught with his
predictions down after the weather sys-
tern he has been monitoring passes out
from land into the Atlantic Ocean. Then,
suddenly, the weatherman has no relia-
ble, consistent reports to tell him Just
what may be happening only a few
hundred miles off his coast. When the
storm heads back toward the coast, the
weatherman s sometimes caught nap-
ping, through no fault of his own.

Just why modermn sclience and tech.

erman (o gather his data ls dGifficult to
understand,

Now, in the announcement of a glant
special project, to be called BOMEX,
unhobaouumaedlmderlhemu
of the Envirommental Science Bery-
loes Administration, we find an even
greater importance assigned to what
happens out in the world’s ocean nreas.

“The mechantsm of sea-alr interac-
tion s almost unimown,' says the Ad-
ministration's announcement of this prof-
oct, “yet it ln the primary process which
drives the atmosphere’'s circulation and
ite weoather systems.

involve the deployment of a whole mass
craft, several matellites, and & special
of equipment, Including 10 ships, 24 air
craft, several satellites, and a special
356 foot, 600 ton buoy which cary achlove
umssual stabllity when it stands on ita
end in the water, and which is called
FLIP, for "Floating Laboratory Instru.

AN this equipment, re-
quiring 15,000 men for its operation, will
be concentrated on a 90,000 square mile
area of ocean jur east of Barbados,
which s the most easterly of the West
Indies.

The study will concentrats on the con-

over and all the data has been fed
into the proper computers may be of
iong-range importance to many human
endenvors.

reporting from at least one section of
that great weather breeder ocean.

Never Under Lyndon

Using Technology

.There 8 a tendency In coatem-
porary thinking to regard techmology us
an frresistible force rather than a tool.
The tendency s more pronounced in
some countries than in others but is
observable wherever there is rapld tech-
nological progress, Since It encourages
the use of technology in waya that on
balance are harmful, this viewpoint
should be reproved by a humanistic at-
titude—an attitude that looks upon tech-
nology as an instrument crented for no
other purpose than to serve man ...

Through technology man has been re-
lteved of much brutal, exhavsting,
physical Iabor as well as boring routine
work; he has been provided with nu-
merous mechanical slaves who do cer-
tain kinds of work faster, cheaper amd
more efficiently than people. Why should
the ease and affluence made possible
by technology affect precepts that have
guided Western man for centuries? This
may brand me as old-fasi¥ored but 1
have not yet found occaston to discard
a single principle that was accepted In
the America of my youth. Why should
anyone feel in need of a new ethical
code because he is healthier or has more
possessions or more leisure? Does it
make sense to abandon rules one has
lived by because he has acquired bedter
tools for doing his work?. ..

It disturbs me to be told that tech-
nology ‘‘demands'’ an action the speaker
favors; that "“you can't stop progress.'
it troubles me that we are 50 easly
pressured by purveyors of technology in-
to permitting so called ‘‘progress” to
alter our lves, without attempting to
control it—as If technology were an ir-
repressible force of nature to which we
must meekly submit. If we reflected,
we might discover that not everything
halled as progress contributes to hap-
piness; that the new fis not always better
nor the old always outdated . ...

In the brief span of time—a century
or so—that we have had a sclence-based
technology, what use have we made of
it? We have multipded inordimately,
wasted irreplaceable fuels and minerals
and perpetrated incalculable and f{rre-
versible ecological harm. 1 have thought
much about this, and I can find no ev-
idence that man contributes anything to
the balance of nature—anything at all,
On the strength of his ' knowledge of

‘ mature, he sets himself above nature; he

presumes to change the natural environ-
ment for all the Hving creatures on this
carth, Do we, who are transients and
not overly wise, really believe we have
the right to upset the order of nature,
an order established by a power higher
than man? .. ..

Every citizen {s duty bound to make
an effort to understand how technology
operiates and what are its possibilities
nnd limitations . . . .

A free society centers on men. It gives
paramount consideration to human
rights, intereats and needs. But once or-
dinary citizens come to feel that publc
lssues are beyord thelr comprehension,
4 pattern of life may develop where
technology, not man, would become oen-
tral to the purpoee of moclety. If we
permit this o happen, the human Ub-
entles for which mankind has fought, at

In addition to representing a

It would be a kind of motor-
ing heaven, one in which a pas-
senger car traveling at the
speed limit would always have
the right and opportunity to
pass any truck, and never be
subjected, at the speed limit, to
being passed by a truck.

In order to get this kind of
motoring, we would even be
willing to bargain over where
the basic speed limit should be
set, so the truckers could not
complaln the new law would
cost them time and money by
slowing them down. Instead of
cutting back the speed for
trucks by flve miles per hour,
we would be willing to let them
have the present speed limit,
und give passenger cars new
limits flve miles faster than
those now in effect. We belleve,
that speed is fatal, and that it
Is now too high.

Ray Denied Early Meeting
With Memphis Attorney

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
James Earl Ray, who wants to
disavow his admission of gullt
In the murder of Dr, Martin Lu-
ther King Jr., has been denied
an Immediate meeting with a
Memphis attorney at the stafe
prison here,

Harry 8. Ayery, Tennessee
comminssioner of corrections,
sald Richard J. Ryan wan
turned away by prison officials
Wednesday because he had not
been officlally retpined as Ray's
Inwyer.

In another development, the
Tenneasee Supreme Court hand-
ed down a decision which could
become & major hurdle for Ray
in hin bid to gain a new trial and
overturn his 06.year sentéence.

The court, in an opinion by
Justice Alllson B, Humphreys
dealing with a bdurglary convie-
ton, ruled that a comvicted
criminal cannot seek to invall-
date a prison sentence on

grounds he was misadvised by
his attorney to piead gullty.

Jerry Ray, James’ brother,
said last week Ray would ask
for & new trial on grounds he
was “presstired’’ by his formier
attorney, Percy Foreman, into
entering a guiity plea. Foreman
has denled he put pressure on
Ray.

Ray's brother also sald a
Memphis lawyer had been anked
to work on the new trial plea,
He identified the attorney as
“A. J. Ryman."

Prison sources said Ryan did
not present a letter or other
proof of contact with Ray when
he arrived at the prison.

Avery sald prison regulations
allow only the prisoner's
immediate family to wvisit dur-
ing an Initial six-week peniten-
tlary processing period. That
would mean Ray would not be
able to have other visitors until
sometime next month,
