terests of artistry, according to
Harajan.

There s an axiom in show
business: ‘I they don't see
well, they won't hear well."”
Karajan thinks the opposite. He
cites the dripping faucet In the
sink that you don't hear until
you get into bed with the lights
out, to support his view,

If the audience were supposed
to go to sleep, I would
him, but this is not the case.
This whole business of dark
productions and spotty Jghting
originated after the war in Bay-
reuth, under the late Wieland
Wagner, (I wasn't impressed
with his productions either.)

There was method in the mad-
ness. The old scenery was in
such bad condition, it wouldn't
stand much light, and Germany
had no money at that time for
new scenery.  Accordingly, it
was lighted so as to minimize
Its shortcomings, and then some
nuts  declded this was most
modemn and artistic,

Despite the vaunted knowledge
of German audiences, relatively
few people go to Bayreuth with
8 thorough knowledge of ““The
Ring." They go as a sort of pii-
glmage, to worship at a shrine.
Bayreuth held a position of such
stature for many years that the
Germans have come to accept
anything they see there as au-
thentic beyond any argument.

Bayreuth has never been able
to afford the greatest singers

at the peaks of their careers. i,

Is a relatively small house where
even subsidies don't make things
balance. The net result is that
you get perhaps a young singer
who may or may not make the
grade later, in search of inter.
national aceclaim. (He may or
may not get it.)

Or, on the other hand, you
may get a singer who has had a
long career, made lots of money,
and can afford to sing for less
than top price, Unfortunately,
such a singer may be well past
hiz or her prime and either too
proud or too stupid to retire.

It you happen to get a good,
young singer, you are in luck,
Even so, these singers have
rarely digested the infinite rami-
ticatlons of a Wagner opera, so
something ia missed.

Possibly Herr von Karajan's
method is the best one avail-
able today. Nevertheless, it Is
not without its pitfalls and head-
aches, as Mr, Bing can attest.

British Criticized for ‘Snub’ Three-Cell Suite
To Eisenhower’s Memory

LONDON (AP) — The British
government faced criticiam in
ParHament and the press today
over what some newspapera
called a snub to the memory of
former President Dwight D, Ei-
senhower,

Britain sent Earl Mountbatten
of Burma, a friend of Eisenhow-
er and a distant relative of
Queen Elizabeth IT, to represent
the roya! family at the funeral
and Defense Minister Denis
Healey to represent the govern-
ment.

“This s not really pgood
enough,”” sald the Dally Tele-
graph. The pro-Labor Sunday
Mirror headlined Its story
“America Bewildered at Royal
Snub."

A Labor member of Parlia-
ment, Marcus Lipton introduced
& motlon saying Britain should
have been “‘more adequately
represented at the funeral of
Gen. Eisenhower.''

““A member of the royal fami-
ly should represent the Queen,
not Lord Mountbatten,"” said
Lipton. “You might as well send
the asgistant postmaster gener-
al as Mr. Healey for all the
American public knows of the
defense minister.”

Prime Minister Harold Wilson
is on a trip to Africa, and the
Queen and Prince Phillp were
attending the dedication today
of a chapel in memory of her
father, King George VL

The Telegraph noted that
Healey is the eighth-ranking
member of the Cabinet and that
Mountbatten, once Britain's top
soldier, now holds no official po-
sition. But the Times sald the
defense minister was o suitable
cholce Dbecause Eisenhower's
closest connection with Britain
was as supreme allled com-
mander in World War II,

The Mirror said American
commentators whom it didn't
name had suggested {t would
hayve been more fitting if Britain
had sent Prince Philip, the hus-
band of Queen Elizabeth II, or
Prince Charles, Britain's future
king.

At $3.3 Million--a 26% Ris

‘A propoped general govern-
ment budget of $3.394,220 for
1080-70 was submitted today to
the Board of Representatives by
Mayor John E. Grant, The fig.
ure represents a 26 per cent in-
crease.

This figure with the
education budget of $5300,318,
making a total of 83784544,
could mean a 13-mill Increase
over the present 555 rate A to-
tal of §6,240.504 is to be raised
by taxation.

The increase in the general
government budget Is largely
dué to a 60 per cent rise In the
figure for debt interest and
principal which went from the
current figure of $831,000 to $1.-
330,275,

" This Includes a - $2 million

sewer extension project and a
$1.8 milllon sewer revolving
fund. It also includes a $1.8 mil-
lion 39-room elementary school,
An amount of $125,000 included
for an addition to the Talcott-
ville Bchool will be almost total-
ly relmburseable by the state.

The public works requests to-
tal $287,511. This is 18 per cent
less than the current figure of
$281,000, due to the tranaferring
of some $60,000 for street light-
ing into the Traffic Authority
budget.

The budgets for the two fire
departments are up T3 per cent
from $100.494 to $184,410. The
major portion of the Increase ia
due to a request of District 1
for a new fire truck.

The police budget is up 20
per cent from $298.827 to $383.-
113. This Increase {s mainly due
to increases in salaries for per-
sonnel and requests for new
cruisers,

Reoreation requests went up
12 per cent from $73,384 to $82.-
406. Al other department re.
quests went up about 18 per
cent, from $908440 to $1,176.-
511. v
The Boird of Education sub-
mitted its proposed budget, to-

tuling  $5,200,318, last week.
This

established skimping on neces-
sities as a set policy for the
future. He sald, rather, that he
feels the town must mark time,
purchasing only what it ab-
solutely neads to maintain the
status quo untll, “we are able
to catch our breath.'

The mayor cited the increase
in the education budget as a
hard blow for all. He sald, "We
expect to practice frugality to
a fault until this blow has been
nullified by a broadening of the
tax via new commercial
and ustrial growth."

The Mayor further sald that
an extensive wage spiral in the
police and public worka de-

partments has threatened to *

push the government portion of
the budget to an uncomfortable
height.

“Programming of work in ad-
vance, better dispersion of man
power and closer tally of hours
worked will be employed to
nullify thia second surge of out-
going funds,'" he saild.

There was a time, of courss, when
unions specialized in telling industry how
it should run itself. Now they are hiring
the same experts industry hires, in order
to find out how to run themaelves.
This leaves the consultant firms alone
on a pinnacie of thelr own—the last sur-
viving instance of enbterprise which func-
tons without a continual calling In of
omtsidie experts. Who could, for that mat-
ter, qualify to be consultant to the con-
sultants, or efficlency expert for the ef-
ficlency expenta? They had bdetter be
good and they had better be rnight if,
as present trends indicate, they are soon
going to be running, “with thelr ir-
registible advice and expeftise, govern
ment, blg business, and big labor.

The “Gap” Is Overdone

The much-cited ‘‘generation gap'
straine the credibility of many Ameri-
cans, and they're not all oldsters. To-
day's young people may be the smart-
est, best informed, most dedicated,
most concerned, etc., generation that
ever came down the pike, At Jeast
that's what every public figure, from
Presidents on down, have been saying.

But {0 say that the ''difference be-
tween the Hves of pre-World War II
generations and today's youth &s as
great as the span between the oldsters
and the savages of New Guinea' {3, we
suggest, a wee bit of exaggeration. In-

The root cause
of unrest s the fact that the televiston-
reared youth of today, having been
brought up in a totally new worid, are
“'young cremtures of another kind,” who
don't belong in the old system.

True, there Is atomic energy and sat-
ellites and space travel and wonder
druge, But these things did not appear
overnigit, and nobody presently under
30 invented them. It is not such a
wrench to project oneself back from
1969 to 1040; greater .changes have
taken place in shorter periods of time
in the past — from 1820 to 1800, for
instance. Life at the turn of the cen-
tury was much like it had been for
more thar 100 years; the next genera-
ton produced fantastic changes.

These were the changes that made
posstble the ‘“‘discoveries’’ of subse-
quent generations, Praising youth |Is
an old custom, but {t can be overdone,
Greater opportunities to learn are open
to young people today; if they take
advantage of them, they will be more
knowledgeable than their parents.

WILLIAMSTON, N. C —
Despite the success of HEW
Becretary Robert Finch In per-
suading  the Martin County
school board to adopt an “ac-
ceptable” desegregation plan,
thus freeilng blocked Federal
funds, the plan in already under
withering fire from militant
blacks and whites in this back-
country county seat.

School board chairman Leroy
Harrizon ls now organizing an
all.out publicity campaign to
pell  the desegregation plan to
paremt-teacher groups, clvic or-
ganizations, and white and
black leaders. But for Harrison,
who believes the economic
future of the proaperous county
depends on peaceful acceptance
of the plan, the going 1s sll up-
hill.

Moreover, it will be little
short of a miracle if a $3.5 mil-
lion bond issue for two new in-
tegrated high schools, up for a
vote late this spring, actually
passes. Resentment over high

real estate tax rates killed the
last two school bond issues. The

new one now carries the extra
burden of racial emotions uris-
ing out of the desegregation
plan sponsored and approved by
Finch's Health, Education and
Welfare Department in Febru-
ary. That approval lifted
Finch's conditional ban on $700,-
000 worth of Federal school
ald—a cool 13 percent of the
county’s total budget—ordered
iv his first decision last Janu-
ary in the South's hottest poli-
tical lssue,

The plan eeems simple
enough, In the 1969-1970 school
year, the board has agreed to
assign 26 percent of the 4,000
Negro pupils to classes with the
3,200 white puplls and exchange
60 black and white teachers.

Complete desegregation will
start in the fall of 1970, with
all high school students going
into the two new schools to be
financed by the bond issue.

But the plun Is selling very
hard. “Trouble is,’"" one pillar
told us,
“some of the whites still don't
believe this will ever really
come about."”

private school route poses al-
most Insuperable financial bur-
dens, Novertheless, pledges of
more than $100,000 have already
been made and at least 200
families are sald to have ex-
pressed solid interest.

If it goes that way, the bond
insue cammot win, for the ob-
vious reason that’ all the
private-school families will fight
. (the last school-bond {issue
falled by less than 600 votes),

Worse yet, however, s the
cultural and economic split in-
side the white community that
would follow establishment of o
private school for well-heeled
white families. As a local busi-
nessman told us: "'"That private
school idea is just Uke an eatin'
cancer. The rural white families
couldn't stand it and it would
just build up a whole other
clasa."

But the poasibility of a boy-
colt by some of the whites In
this tobacco-and-peanut county
Is no more dangerous to the de-
segregation plan than the threat
of a aimilar boycott by blacks,
The Negroes are funious that the
plan involves only one-way traf-
tic — the assignment of Negro
puplls to white classrooms, but
no white pupils to black class-
rooms.

Last fall the school board
abandoned freedom of cholce,
which simply hadn't worked be-
cause, for s0 many reasons,
Negro mothers refused to send
thelr kids to distant white
schools, 8o to Increase the
snail’s pace of desegregation,
the board . assigned 700 Negro
puplls to white schools. Result
An immediate black boycott.

With Negro pupll-assignment
way up next fall, another black
boycott is highly probable. One
of the school board's Negro ad-
visers, Mrs, Rosalle Hassell, re-
fused to predict what would
happen, but she attacked the
HEW-approved plan as “‘a bad
pian that doesn't represent the
Negro point of view," and told
ua she hadn't even seen it until
after HEW's approval,

Backing Bills
On Road Safety

The Manchester Chamber .o!
Commerce executive board is
giving its unanimous backing to

& proposed act which would pro-
vide for periodic inspection of
motor vehicles, re-examination
of all automobile drivers and
stricter control of drunken driv-
ers.

The bill, being pushed by the
Connecticut Safety Commission,
s patterned after the National
Highway Bafety Act.

In addition to mandatory in-

spection of motor vehicles and
re-examination of operators, the
act, if adopted, would stipulate
the lowering of the determining
blood-alcohol level from the
present 15 per cent to a propos-
ed .10 per cent. .
“ A seven-day mandatory jall
term would be imposed for a
first conviction of driving while
under the Influence of alcohol
of druge.

The act would inaugurate a
medical advisory commission,
to counsel and assist the motor
vehicle commissioner of medi-
cal aspects of driver licensing.
And, it would authorize the com-
missioner to suspend the operat-
ing privileges of those refusing
to submit to a chemical exam-
ination.

The act would place Connect-
feut In an Interstate driver
Ucense compact, which would
stipulate that a driver who fs
refused a license In one state
could not get one in another
state,
