$260,000 in Taxable Property
Found Missing from Tax List

The Board of Tax review has
discovered what appears to be
a deficlency of approximately
$200000 on the list of taxable
property as prepared by a
bank's data processing service.

In making their yearly review
of the abstract, as presented to
them by the assessors, the three
men on tax review board began
to uncover properties not Hsted
on the abstract but listed In the
assessors records. A thorough
comparison of assesor’ cards
and the list revealed a posaible
deficiency of some $260,000. Un-
less listed In the abstract, the
property is not taxed.

This startiing Information was
presented to the selectmen at
their meeting jast night by the
three Board of Tax Review
members, who had been work-
ing overtime on the investiga-
tion, once the extent of the er-
rors became apparent.

The board consists of chair-
man Frederick Barcomb, a De-
mocrat; Robert Dixon, Repub-
lican candidate for selectman in
this epring’s election, and
Eugene Gagliardone, former Re-
publican representative to the
state legislature,

Ray Cocconl, chairman of the
Board of Assessors (and a Re-
publican was also present Coc-
coni has complained for a num-
ber of years about errors in the
abstract resulting from the data
processing system.

Cocconl  reported that this
year the abstract was delnyed
50 long by the bank that his
board did not have time to look
it over for errors before present-
ing it to the Board of Tax Re-
view. (The state sets a time
limit on all these procedures.)

Cocconl sald that what ap-
parently happens is that some
of the changes to the list of
property sent lo the bank’s data
processing service do not get
recorded, and the assessors are
unaware that they have not been
recorded,

Asked whether duplicate cop-
les of the change requests are
kept, Cocconi said that he had
asked the board clerk to do so,
but that apparently she had not
made duplicates on all changes.

He sald that the bank did not
send back any notification that
the changes had been made,

Mrs. Catherine Peterson, town
treasurer, asked i{f there were
a control sheet, with a grand
total of reanl estate values, and
wns told that there was not.

After hearing the problem,
Selectman Joseph Licitra, a
former member of the Board of
Tax Review, remarked that
“this Is terrible. Either we
should straighten it out, or get
off'" data processing,

Cocconl sald that this appears
to be “the worst year yet'" but
added that there are ‘“not too
many errors that have gone un-
noticed" in the p&,t.

The Board of Tax Review sald
that of the $260,000, $180,000
would not have been taxed last
year because the houses weren’t
bullt, but that “the other $80,.-
000 may have been lost over
varying periods of time."

Four Categories Cited

The tax review board broke
the $260,000 down Into four cate-
gories of errors. The major por-
tion, gboul $180,000, is the tax-
able value of new homes, com-
pleted since the previous assess-
ment. The property on which
these houses stand is on the
abstract, but the houses them-
selves apparently never made it
onto the bank’s abstract list.

The second highest amount,
approximately  $38,000, rep-
regents the value of additions
to houses, not all in the last
fiscal year, which never got
transferred to the abstract.

The third category, some $29,-
000, pertains to property not
listed at all on the absract

cards.

The fourth category, some
$16,600, is the result of Incor-
rect listing on the abstract.

The Board of Tax Review
pointed ont that perhaps not all
the $260,000 will hold up in the
""show case’ hearing it will have
April 12

The board has mailed notitica-
tion of assessments, or increases
in nssessments, to all the prop-
erty owners involved (some of
whom were blissfully untaxed).
If there are any complaints,
theae persons may register them
with the board April 12.

A final supplemental lst will
be prepared, to be added to the
Grand ILdst, after this hearing,

The selectmen instructed the
tax review board to go ahead
withi the hearing and noted that
when the data processing con.
tract comes up for renewand, the
stipulation should be made that
there should e a minimum
number of errors, and a control
sheet,

Licitra praised the members
of Board of Tax Review for all
the free work they have done
for the town, because their
smull salaries obviously did not
cover thelr long hours.

All of this obscures the fact
that the Board of Tax Review
has completed its normal activi-
ties of the year — that of hear
ing taxpayer's complaints.

The board made a net reduc-
tlon of $15814 and the total

That was how we got there, We did
it not because we wanted anybody else’s
Lerritory, but because our military need-
ed an advance floatling aircraft carrier
in order to be able to police the main.
land of Asia

Has It been good for us, or for any
hody else, that we have been there?
To answer that question, one might
tirst have to try to decide why we made
our military intéervention in Vietnam
Was it o rescue the South Vietnamese
political regime? Or was it, as both
President Johnson' and Secretary of
State Rusk confessed every now and
then, becouse the United States had
compelling national Interests to pro-
tect in Asia?

In the latter case, of course, one has
to ask a further guestion. Did we, In a
sense, invade Vietnam in order to pro-
tect our position in Okinawa? Was It
our originul commitment In Okinawa
which bred the later commitment In
Vietnam? And, if we want to worry more
#about the future, is the present gigantic
commitment we have bullt in Vietnam
going to transform itself, in time, into
the logical springboard for some new
commitment deeper into the Aslan main-
Innd?

The lantalizing question to end all
questioning iu this:

What would bave herppened if we had

really kept our word about not wanting
anybody else's territory, and had never
taken Okinawa? Would we have lost the
Paclfic, and to whom?

Trylng to answer such questions
merely croates new perplexities, There
s, however, one certainty, one lesson
all nations blessed with great power
haye to learn for themselves. Booner or
Iater, the alien uniform has to go home.

" God And War ’

Aa often happena in controversies in-
volving religion, the more trily religious
point of view may be the one which
opposes, or atl least lacks enthusiesm
for, the enforced promotion of religious
practice and conoepl.

It seems that way in the controversy
now flaring up over the functioning of
Army chaplains.

Thelr main function — that of con-
ducling services which members of the
armed forces may attend of thelr own
volition, and that '‘of giving personal
oounsel to those who seek it — s not
involved.

The Army chaplains have, however.
one more function, which consists of
giving ‘‘character building’’ courses at
which attendunce is mandatory for the
soldlers involved.

Here the American Civil Liberties
Union has complained about references
to God and to religious philosophy, and
the complaint apparently led to prepa-
ration of A new code which Is being
attacked, by some members of Con-
gress, and by some of our clergy, be-
fore It has been put Into effect. It mnay
not now ever be put into effect.

The opposing arguments, however,
take the usual form. There are some
members of the clergy who think this
ldea of keeping the separation of church
and state as clean and complete as pos-
aible is good, And one clergyman says
he thinks ‘‘there hms been an unfortunate
tendency to associate the deity with acts
of government. To my mind, this is a
valuable effort to prevent this kind of
propaganda.’’

That opinion, from an.obviously liberal
Massachusetts cleric, meeta its opposite
in one from a Georgian gentlemen of
the cloth, who says “I'm not really too
surprised. Again, this is another stab at
the heart of America to take the name
of God out of everything we hold dear."

Fundamentally, then, this is an argu-
ment between those who are willing to
belleve that God belleves in war and
those who suspect that even the organiz-
ed killing of one’s fellow men, even in
self defense, carmot be considered o
Christian aot.

Needless to say, it would be o tremen-
dous stroke of guidance for civilization if
this coniroversy could be decided, once
and for all, and firm guidelines estabiish-
ed for all believers,

But until there & some such deter
mination, or some supernaturel sign or
verdict, some of us will continue to doubt
that golng to war is a duty one owes
to one's® God. At Nuremberg the United
States took the lead In establishing that
it Is not even a duty one owes blindly
even to one's country. 1t fs time to
have done with the use of God and
religious appeal as psychological drill
sergeants,

Parochial Schools

Parochial schools are in troyble, and
the trouble could mean an end to a
significant part of the American educa-
Uondl system. This ralses two broad
questions: Should the taxpayers come to

» the rescue of these schools, and, If not,

what should the churches. that sponsor
parochial schools do with the resources
now employed to keep those schools go-
ing?

As opur story on Page One reports,
parochial schools — chiefly Roman Cath-
olic—are closing in many areas of the
country. The cost of maintaining the
schools is rising, and the money to meet
the cost through tuition and church con-
tributions is becoming searcer. For
Roman Catholic schools, - costs are in-
creasing  especially rapidly because a
traditional source of low-salaried teach-
ers, religious ordeérs of nuns, are attract-
Ing fewer and fewer members.

So Cathollc groups in several states
are campaigning in legisiatures for
parochial-school subsidies.

Strictly as n matter of economics, sub-
sidles would muake sense. Parochial
schools would remain o bargain for tax-
payers, because any increase in taxes (o
cover the subsidies would still not equal
the increases necessury to absorb cur-
rent  parochjal-school  envollments into
publie-: chool systems.

In addition, education In  general
should benefit from continuing a system
of elementary and secondary  schools
drtawing  thelr  support largely from

®private sources. Diversity and competi-

tion 1% beneficial,

Yel there is more behind the closing
of parochial schools than financial prob-
lems, Many Roman Ciathalle leaders now
believe that o full-fledged school system
for their co-relgionists is no langer a
necesgily, and is nol worth the private
and public funds necded to keep it go-
ing. If this is s0, and If pnrochial schools
are doomed, the churches especinlly the
Catholic Church-—must find new uses for
the valluble resources that would be
freed

The chi¢f resource (s human, Even
though there are fewer candidates for
leaching orders, the women who do elect
to dedicate thelr lves as nuns have in
tecent decades risen to higher standards
of competence. In addition, muany huaye
expressed o desire to broaden their serv-
jee beyond the traditional limitations of
the neighborhood parish school,

With their responsibilities for parochial
schools lifted, these nuns would be (reed
for teaching assignments In slum
schools, in rural poverty areas, and in
other communities where schools are
poor and salaries aren't high enough to
lure enough competent teacheérs, The
church could establish new schpols In
these areas for pupils of all faiths, oy
states and citles could find a new c¢du-
cationnl bargain by employing nuns to
staff nondenominational schools there

The emphasis in many churches today
e on Urelevance,” and such a misslon
would surely be most relevant to the cur-
rent nepds of American society. And
there ls renewed emphasis today on vol-
untsry scrvice. Such a new migsion for
teaching nuns would make excellent use
of a centuries-old tradition of dedicuated
volunteers, Just g Importunt, such o mis-
dlon would be a worthy successor 1o o
school system that' may have out-lived
its urefulness.

RALEIGH, N.C. — President
Nixon's failure to slow down
public school desegregation so
far has cost him no votes at all
in this crucial Southern peri-
meter state, one of the five he
carried last November,

That {s the only conclusion to
be drawn from an extensive
house-to-house polling expedi-
tion we took in Wake County
(Raleigh) with the help of the
Oliver Quayle polling organi-
zation and Mrs. Eleanor Cran-
ford, Quayle's North Carolina
pollster. The resuits will aston.
Ish edgy Southern Republican
politicians who have been ham-
mering at the White House door
for two months, warning of im-
pending-disaster (n Dixie if Mr.
Nixon does not tone down the
Johnson administration’s de-
segregration policies,

To the contrary, Mr., Nixon
today is actually stronger here
than last Nov. 5 when he
thrashed Hubert Humphrey by a
margin of almost three-to-two in
this traditionally Democratic
county. Today he would beat
Humphrey by an even grealer
margin,

Only one Nixon backer out of
the 49 voters we interviewed in
four typical communities In
Wake County would switch to
Humphrey today, but two Hum-
phré¥ volers said they would
switeh to Mr. Nixen, Fuar more
surprising, one 1968 voter for
George Wallace, the segregation-
st candidate, is now sorry he
didn't vote for Mr. Nixon.

Thus the President's vurrent
strength leads (o two conclu-
slong: Flirst, one month before
the end of the truditionnl first
100 days, his honeymoon con-
tinues; second, Mr, Nixon's per-
formance is pleasing both liber-
als who backed Humphrey and
conservatives who voted for
Wallace,

Moreover, we found the school
desegregation Issue does not
come near the top of voter
grievances which we asked
voters to rank in o;der of im-
portance. By itself, “'school de-
segregation'' was rated first by
only 4 percent. Even when cou-
pled with two other racind cate-
gories, “handling roace rela.
tions' and *'law and order,'" the
race question was most impor-
tant to only one-third of those
sampled—far below the 60 per-
cent who sald that ending the
war in Vietnam was the most
important {ssue facing President
Nixon.

This Indicates that after 1§
years of extreme tension the
upper South may be developing
i tolerance to raclal contro.

The Jewiah holiday of Pass-
over begins today st sundown
and will continue for eight dayn
through Thursday, April 10. Of
these eight days only the first
two days and the last two days

are observed as full holidays
while the four Intervening days
are sami-holidays.

Services at Temple Beth 8Sho-
lom will be held tomorrow at
¢ p.m.,, Thursday and Friday,
at 10 a.m. and 8 p.m.

Passover reca.s the exodus
of the Israelites from Egypt in
ancient times, The story s re-
told on the first and the second
night of the holidays at a spe-
clal home service at the dinner
table known as Sedor. The story
begins with four questions ask-
ed by the youngest child about
the meaning of the Passover
symbols found on the table
which are answered by those
present with a lengthy explana-
tion of the events which led to
the exodus, The symbols used
at the Seder service are mor-
ror, bitter herbs, recalling the
bitter plight of the enslaved Is-
raelites, haroses, a mixture of
nuts, chopped apples and wine,
having the appearance of mor-
tar, and recalling the bricks
which the Israelites made In
Egypt; matzoh, unleavened
bread, a reminder of the haste
with which the Isrsentes left
Egypt and also of the meager
rations or the bread of poverty
which was the lot of the en-
slaved, and eggs, symbolizing
the renewal of life and possibil-
ity of human redemption.

In celebrating Passover for
the past three thousand years
the Jews have thought of their
own deliverance from the hands
of the many oppressors and
also of the redemption of all hu-
manity from slavery, from war
and from poverty. In recent
years they have considered the

rise of the State of Israel and
the return of the oppressed Jews
in many lands to their ancient
ancestral soil as the beginning
of the redemption for the Jew-
ish people foretold long ago by
thelr Hebrew Prophets,

Asked what might have
caused the blast, Heits sald: “It
seems now that the equipment
was functioning perfectly, That
could mean human error, but
this Is only a supposition.'
There are five interlaced
mines at Barroteran, 78 miles
south of the Texas border town
of Eagle Pass. All are at the
fool of Santa Rosa Mountain in
the Slerra Madre range. The
No. 2 and 3 mines, conneoted by
2,000-foot tunnels, were worst
hit,

Officials said all the bodiehs re-
covered mno far were badly
coversd so far were badly
scorched, bruised .and broken,
but it had not been determined
whether the men died of suffo-
cation or were crushed by
cave-ins,

About 150 miners were work-
ing around the clock to clear the
rock and rubble In the No. 2 and
3 mines. Every hour they were
rotated in groups of 20.

Initially they had to work with

oxygen masks, but by Tuesday
night more than 40,000 cuble
feet of fresh air was reportéd
circulating In the tunnels. Many
miners ‘enterod the aloping
No. 3 ramp holding half an on-
fon under their nose, to over-
come the nauseous effect of car-
bon monoxide fumes that' follow
any major mine blast,

A oompany official who wit-
nessed the biast sald it was
“like » mushroom cloud of coal
dust.’ Miners in Palau, 17 miles
from here, sald they felt the
earth trembiing and rushed
from their tunnels in fear. They
remembereéd a 1089 disaster in
thelr mine that killed 70 miners.

But aside from the frantic res-
cue workers, one can see lttle
evidence of the explosion above
ground except at the mine en-
trance, where foot-thick sup-
ports are strewn around like
matceh stichs,

Alabama-born Bap-
tist preacher who took over
SCOLC after King was killed by a
snlper In Memphis, Tenn., on
April 4, 1968,

Abernathy’s challenge Is not
simply to see that SCLC sur-
vives as an organization. It
must deal effectively with the
broad problems of poverty, rac-
lsm and war—the causes select.
ed by SCLC as its reason for
being.
