HONG KONG (AP) — Four
Americans and nine other per-
sons retumed to Hong Kong to-
day on two yachts the Commu-
nist Chinese selzed seven weeks
ago,

Another yacht and two Amerl.
cans captured with her were
kept *‘for further investigation,'
Peking announced. The Ameni-
ciins are Simeon Baldwin, a na-
tive of Los Angeles who heads n
Hong Kong firm representing
American aircraft companles,
and Bessle Hope Donald, a
lorg-time resident of Hong Kong
from Bristol, Va.

The three yachts and the 15
persons aboard them were cap-
tured F'eb, 17 while on a holiday
crulse from Hong Kong to the
Portuguese colony of Mncao, 40
miles to the west,

Peking’'s official Hainhua
{(New China) news agency an-
nounced today that the three
vessels “Intruded Into China’s
territorial waters.”

It sald that one yacht was

Swedish-owned and one British-
owned, and sald thelr owmners
“achmitted thelr transgression.'
The announcement added:

“An American-owned yacht
also intruded into China's terri-
torial waters at the same time
+++ This yacht and those aboard
are being detained by the
Chinese authorities concerned
for further investigation.'

Indian Project

Thomas Mikula, executive di-
rector of ""A Better Chance"
program at Dartmouth College,
spoke to town leaders this week
and told of the hopes of setting
up a program to aid underpriv-
lleged boys” and girls of all
races and backgrounds.

Mikula sald they have been
least succesaful with the Amer-
lcan Indian, a project which
should be dear to the hearts of
townspeople as Moor's Indlan
Charity School was the nucleus
of Dartmouth and included the
education of Indian children.

This happens to be the 200th
anniversary of Dartmouth and
coincldes with the 280th anni-
versary of Columbia’s Congre-
gational Church for which Dr,
Eleazar Wheelock, first presi-
dent of Dartmouth, was min.
ister for 35 years.

Mikula sald the program has
been least successful with the
American Indians because they
find it difflcult to adjust to the
larger culture, and he added,
“Thefr educational background
and home influence does not
help them and they cannot ac-
cept being the minority and
are, thus, the biggest dropouts
(in upper grades)."

He proposes having the In-
dians live In a single commun-
ity home,

He added, “The Indians of
our country are not getting the
education other groups are
and outsiders only bring us the
thinga we can only read about,”

He continued, “Our Dart-
mouth boys benefitted (by this
program) and they see boys put
themselves out to study and get
all they can of what they them-
selves take for granted.”

The ABC is not & summer
program but requires a com-
munity-wide organization to un-
dertake the program which
costs $30,000 a year. It would
cost Columbia about $10,000 as
Dartmouth provides the rest of

Scientist Hits
Statistics on
Cancer Cures

By ALTON BLAKESLEE

NEW ORLBANS (AP) —A
Callifornin scientist challeages
the statistics stating that more
people mow are being saved
from cancer than ever before—
and hia views are in turm chal-

The American Cancer Soclety
and the National Cancer Insti-
tute cite figures that one out of
three cancer patients are being
saved now, as against ape In
four some 20 years ago. If exist-
ing knowledge were applied ful-
ly, half of all cancer patients
could be cured, these agenclea
say.

The challenge came from Dr.
Hardin B, Raones, professor of
medical physica and physiology
at the University of California
at Berkeley. He is not a doctor
of medicine.

Dr. Jones esaid his analysis
found little difference over the
last 50 years in results whether
people were treated for cancer
or not—by surgery or radiation
or by a handful now of drugs
and other techmiques—but he
added, I am not brave enough
to say people should not be
treated.”

He sald that vigorous treat-
ment may interfere with the
body's own natural defences so
much that the patient usually
doesn't live amy longer or better
than he might without treat-
meént, or at least by undergoing
only the simplest of treatments,
Objective studles should be
made about thiz point, Dr,
Jones said.

He spoke at closing ses<'on of
an American Cancer Soclety
seminiar bringing cancer spe-
cialists together with science
writers,

Several speclallsts in cancer
research and in treating
tients took the floor in rebuttal,

They pointed to more cures of
some kinds of cancers and
asked what kind of cases Dr.
Jones was including, whether
advanced or slow growing can-
cers, or early ones, or suspi
cious conditions that might or
might not turn into serious or le-
thal cancers, They admitted to
dealing with ditflcult questions
and problems.

In one remark, Dr. Arthur 1.
Holleb, chief medical officer of
the Cancer Soclety, said that as
doctors “'we must wonder
whether those who look at (sta-
tittical) data rather than the pa-
tients who come for treatment
and subzequert followup, do
they know more about the na-
tural history of the disense? 1
suspect they know less,'

Not that he gloried the war,
On the ocontrary, he later
wrote, "War Is the most stupld
and tragic of human ventures. ...

wars as vile crimes against hu-
manity, World War II, not
sought by the people of the Unit.
ed Btates or its allles, was cer-

warded those who survived and
who, in loyalty to country and
fdeals, answered the attacks.'

The satisfactions for Risen.
hower were many.

The war years brought him to
the pinnacle of his profession,
supreme commander of the
mightiest group of armies ever
asgembled.

They gave him the scope to
exercise his gifta for planning
and organizing, plarining and di-
recting the Invasion of North Af-
rica, Italy, Bouthern France,
and the most massive amphibi.
ous operation of all, the invasion
of Normandy. They gave him
the opportunity to map the
strabegy that sent the Allled
armies hurtling eastward across
France, across the Rhine and on
to the Elbe Rlver “far more
swiftly than either friend or foe
had anticipated.

He developed as well a Iatent
talent for tact and diplomacy
that enabled him to compose the
differences  between  wstrong-
willed men of different national-
fties and weld them Into a
smooth-working team. This was
among his greatest contribu.
tions,

The war yeara throbbed with
a sense of achievement, of for.
ward motion toward the great
goal of victory in Europe, There
were serious setbacks, Kasse-
rine Pass in North Africa, and
the Battle of the Bulge. But Ei-
senhower never doubted the -
nal outcome.

Finally, during those 3%
years, he formed lifeling friend-
ships with many distinguished
men and some whom he clasal-
fied as “'great.”

President Johnson left office not sure
what the fina] verdict on his policies in
Vietnam would be, The fact that, before
leaving office, he reversed some of those

The retiring President felt easier, how,
ever, abowt his intervention in the
Dominican Republic. This, he was willing
to olaim, had been all suocess, and had
come out right, And there had been o
great deal of contemporary comment
ready (o admft that, despite the deep
national division our intervention caus-
edutheUme.bothlnﬂmenmlcln
Rcmhlclndhmuhomo. things came
out pretty well.

This complacent assumption was seri-
ously challenged the other day, however,
byomoherver.uwuH.Dthof
the Washington Post, writing from Banto
Domingo.

He found the Dominiean Republic st
divided, and "obsessively dependent” on
American help and advice and enter-
prise. ‘“Democracy,” he reported, ‘‘ls
only a catchword in the remarkably
cynical Dominican game of politics."
Even the erstwhile Dominican liberals,
who once held power by virtue of a
democratic electioh, and who lost: that
power at the hands of the Dominican
army and the U.S. Marines four years
880, have gone mour on the ides that
dcmocmcyhatlun‘lhu'eanmkfor
Dominicans, and are now talking about
bypassipg the electoral process, if they
get a chance, and establishing a “‘popular
dictatorship.'* .

Only the bellef that the Marines would
land again, writes this correspondent,
- keeps the Domindcan politiclans from
having owt, again, the same showdown
they were staging in 1855, when Pres-
Ident Johnson ordered in our troops,

Our 1955 intervention, concludes Cor-
respondenmt Diuguid, may have resolved
nothing, but merely postponed the ‘con-
flict.

Not all observers win take this view.
They will note that surface law and order
prevail in the Dominican Republie, and
they will tend to discount some of the
tales of oppreasion by the regime which
maintalns such law and order, And they
will say this is better for the Dominicans,
as well as safer for the United States,
than it would have been to allow some
susplciously liberal regime win the 1955
revolution, and perhaps establish ties
with Castro,

For those of us who like to play the
game of balance sheets with current his.
tory, the main thing seems to be that
the record of the Dominican intervention
Is still open for continuing returns. If the
four years of enforced relative quiet and
order have also been years of deepening,
unrelenting stress and strain, of new op-
pressions generating new {nstincts to-
ward rebellion, of American military
strength serving as the unofficial boss of
4 country supposed to develop Its own
capacity for self government, then there
may be an eventua®price greater for
the Dominicans than they would ever

have paid If our Marines had stayed
home {n 1655.

A Credibility Lag?

One would have thought there had been
enough public attention pald to a thing
called a credibllity gap, during a previ-
ous administration, to warn al) members
of the new national administration.

Certainly the leader of that new ad.
ministration, Presidents Nixon himselt,
has been more than scrupulous in
establishing candor as his number one
standard in his relations with the press,
or in his pursuit of policy objectives.

But the lesson he has learned rather
saslly, perhapa because he is @ practiced
politician, does not meem to have pene-
trated some of the less experienced new-
comers to high Washington place.

8o far, the chief offender has been
Deputy Secretary of Defense David Pack-
ard, His first mistake lay in telling the
Benats Disarmament Bubcommittee that
he had “consulted’’ a West Coast aclen-
tUst on the anti-missile misslle Yefense
sywter, whon all he had done was ex-
change & word or two with the sclentist
at an alirport,

evidence or testimony that might impreas
the committee. In each case, he bullt
up future suspicion of his own future
public stetetnents,

This performance, togother with that
of Defense Secretary Laird which preced-
ed i, bas helped get the new Dopart.
ment of Defense, and s Pentagon
promipters, off to & very poor start in
the new age of credibility.

Lord Snow, Flatterer

It would, of course, take o wise old
character Mke C. P. Snow, the famous
British novelist and physicist combined,
to present the proposition to an audi-
ence at a Jewish Institite of Religion

Is a problem that haes Intrigued many
lesser minds, too, and tempted them to-
ward the kind of answer he gave.

“Why," asked Lord Snow before his
not-unsympathetic audlence, "“have the
Jews been so successful?

"‘The record,” he went on, “is remmark-
able, and quite outside any sort of
statistical probabilities. Well, take any
test of nchievement you llke—in any
branch of sclence, mathematics, ltera-
ture, music, public Mfe. The Jewish per-
formance has been not only dispropor-
tionate, but almost Fidiculously dispro-
portionate. To use & crude criterion, run
your eye down' the liste of Nobel Prize
winners for the Sast 26 years. You will
find something between a third and e
quarter have Jewish names,

“Roughly the same astonishing per-
formance turns up whatever kind of
human excellence you examine,

“This Isn't arguable,” Lord 8now con-
tUnued. “The facts are plain. Bux why in
it? One answer fs, of course, that the
Jewish environment makes for the ut-
most use of talent. The very obvious
truth that a Jewlish person starts with
tWo strikes against him means that he
will  struggle through where others
don't.”

Lord Snow wondered, as he made that
point, whether the progressive easing of
that struggle will cause *‘the explogion
of talent in due ocourse to lose its
force."

"WIill that happen?” he asked. "“Or iy
there something in the Jewish gene-pool
which produces talent on quite a dif-
ferent scale from, say, the Anglo-S8axon

gene-pool. T am prepared to belleve that *

may be so."

What most of us think, we Buess, s
that the subjects of Lord 8now’'s ad-
miration have both things going for
them-—they are born smarter and, then,
on top of that, they work harder, As
for the final guestion, they don't ssem
to let success §poil them, either.

Brevity is clearly defined In the pro-
posal for the annual sessions. Under the
legislative article approved by the
House, the Assembly will meet for ga
period of 80 days in eyvery even-num-
bered year, and for 30 days in every
odd-numbered year,

If this time schedule were incorporat-
ed in a plan for annual sessions in Con-
necticut there is a good chance that a
lot of the current opposition might die
down.

Another proposal passed by the Vir-
ginla House of Delegates was to end
the ban on paying legislators when ses-
sions have to be extended beyond their
regular cutoff point, The pay Is $35 per
diem.

It Is of historic Interest that the ban
on paying members for the extra days
dates back to Reconstruction Days when
members of the Assembly were tempted
to linger in Richmond because they could
earm more money that way than they
could back home.

That certainly lsn't the case with the
Nutmeg lawmakers, They can't wait to
Bel 'home after the first Wednesday af-

WASHINGTON —Even though
the fires of Inflation still roar
with no sign they will diminish,
economic  policymakers in the
Nixon administration are afraid
that the Federal Reserve Board
will go too far in batlling infla-
tion and do grave damage to
the economy.

Specifically, they fear that the
brakes put on the money sup-
pPly the Fed—the nation’s cen-
tral bank — might late this year
trigger a business decline and
rising unemployment that Pres-
ident Nixon feels would doom
his Administration,

Nobody in the Administration
Ia even faintly considering any-
thing so disruptive as an open
bid to bring lhe:.Fedeml Reserye
Board under control of the White
House and Treasury, Rather,
they are just hoping for better
coordination future Fed
moves with Administration eco-
nomic policy.

The irony is that the harsh
words are coming from a Re-
publican administration. Econo-
mic officials In the Democratic
administrations of the past eight
years were circumspect In deal-
ing with the Fed and its much
respected chairman, Willilam
McChesney Martin — sacred
cows of the financial establish-
ment. The Nixon officials, sup-
posedly the friends of the Fed,
are less wary of sniping at the
Fed (at least in private).

Such sniping hns been grow-
Ing outside government, particu-
larly in commerelal banking
cireles, on grounds that the Fed
has zigged when it should have
zagged in  recent years, A
favorite target is the Fed's
super-tight money policy of
1966, which produced a credit
crunch of nearly calamitous pro-
portions,

Furthermore, some Adminis-
tration officials feel chairman
Martin overstepped himself in.
to polities by loudly champion-
ing President Johnson's 10 per
cent surtax and then made an
economic blooper by depending
unduly on that tax Increase to
curb inflation, According to this
amalysis, Martin was so confi-
dent that the surtax would ap-
ply the economic brakes that
the Fed let the money supply
8TowW oo rapidly last fall —
inadvertently feeding inflation,

Thus, in February, top Ad-
mifistration officlals read with
great interest an lasue of the
high-price economic report writ-
ten by consultant Carter H.

Even of these officials did not
fully concur in the' scope of
Golembe's criticism, they agreed
with the general tenor of the

memorandum that the central
banking system devised in Wood-
row Wilson's day s overdue for
revamping. For example, one
Nixon pollcymaker passed the
Golembe report to another with
this memo attached to it: ‘“Ex-
treme, but interesting.'*

Since the Golembe report, of-
ficial concern about the Fed has
risen. Nixon officials were basic-
ally in sympathy with a recent
lead editorial of the New York
Times suggesting that the Fed's
trackdown on any growth in the
money supply since last Decem-
ber has lasted too long and
should now be replaced by re-
inforcing money reserves of the
nation's commercial banks,

The problem of the Nixon men
ls manifest, Attempting to kill
the inflationary psychology and
promote anti-inflation by every
word and deed, they can scarce-
ly take the Fed to task—in pub-
lic — for ndjusting the money
screws too tight.

In fact, however, the Nixon
economists believe that nelther
higher taxes nor a tight money
policy can stop inflation. Only
greatly reduced Federal spend-
ing Is the answer, and that may
prove Imposasible while the Viet-
nam war still rages. The worry
on Pennsylvanin Avenue now is
whether the independent Federal
Reserve Board has the subtiety
and expertise to weather this
most difficult economic period.

Connecticut Yankee

We spent a recent legislative
morning with the Committee on
State Development as it con-
ducted its hearings on bills con-
cerning various activities and
titles within ‘the jurisdiction of
the state Department of Com-
munity Affairs,

It was a morning spent in the
magical world of grants, In a
mysterious but fascinating ten-
gle of bureaucracies with labels
in capital letters, and in an at-
mosphere of pleasant, seeming-
ly irresistible ‘‘conglomerat-
ing,'" us one key speaker called
it,

We emerged ignorant and con-
tused, but nevertheless impreas.
ed.

We were impressed by the

feeling that we had been in the-

presence of the real government
of the future,

This Department of Communi-
ty Affairs, we felt, could prove
to be, tomorrow, the place
where the action is.

This was & remarkable view
for us to take, considering the
fact that, only yesterday, so to
speak, such a state department
did not even exist,

The Department of Communl-
ty Affairs appeared on the
scene after the 1087 sesslon of
the Legislature as if it had been
born full-blown from the brows
of one LeRoy Jonea, then di-
rector of the State Development
Commission, and the adminis-
tration braintrusters who work-
ed with him. When the new de-
partment was seen standing
there, In the wake of the ses-
slon, there were those who la-
beled it the most important ac-
complishment of the session, A
certain LeRoy Jonea became its
first commisajoner,

At the hearing the other day,
there was often evidence and
discuasion of the existence and
work of a Department of Com-
munity Affairs appenage called
CDAP, or “Community Devel-
opment Action Plan,” by which,
it appeared, an impressive num-
ber of Connecticut communi-

ties had already been brought
into linison with the new state
department, submitting to cer-
tain disciplines in return for cer-
toin state financial favors.

In addition there was discus-
sion of potential new departmen-
tal appendnges, llke ‘'Connecti-
cut Community Development
Foundation', which would, we
suppose, become CCDF, or
“Connecticut New ~Communi.
tles Commission,” which would
become CNCC.

In one way or another, by one
proposed department or function
or another, the Department of
Community Affairs was, during
the hearing, linked to every-
thing from the problems of the
day nursery to those of geron-
tology. And under the authority
of the CNCC, if that is created
for the department, the depart-
ment would apparently be able
to head right {nto the heart of
the state's ghettoes and become
the spearhead of the state's first
real attack an its most Impor-
tant problem,

In summary, the Department
of Community Affairs may be-
come the savior o, Connecticut's
greatest emergency soclal and
economic problem, the agency
which s golng to rescue the
towns and cities from paralysls
and bankruptcy, and a depart
ment which can carry on the
truly vital future functions of
the “state government in the
event those departments and
branches which existed prior to
1987 should ever have to be
closed down.

Crew Continues Digging
For 120 Miners’ Bodies

BARROTERAN, Mexico (AP)
— 'Rescue workeras continued
digging for the bodles of about
120 coal minera today with little
hope that any of the men
trapped in a methane gas explo-
slon Monday would be found
alive,

The count of known dead rose
to 33 Wednesday night with the
discovery of four more bodies
near the mouth of the Altos Hor-
nos Mine Co.'s Bhaft No. 2. One
of those killed was a rescue
worker overcome by gas,

There still has been no final
count of the number trapped in
the mhaft, but the company's
general manager, Juan Heitz,
sald the figure was between 150
and 155, Company officlals ex-
plained that somc’ miners often
worked extra ahifts or borrowed
others’ equipment, making It
impoasible to know which men
were in the mine Monday night.

Only a few feet from the mine
entrance, the miners’ dressing
room was converted hith a tem-
porary morgue. Other miners
washed the black coal dust off
the scorched, bruised and brok-
en bodies of their comrades as
the victims of Mexico's worst
mine digsaster were pulled to the
surface,
