Bank Suggests Easing Curbs

In Town Pension Investment

By SOL E. COHEN

The Ufting of three restric-
tions which govern the invest-
ment of Manchester Penalon
Plan funds, ls being recom-
mended by the Hartford Nation-
al Bank and Trust Co., which
has been managing the fund
since 1960,

Appearing beforé the Pension
Board yesterday, to explain
its management and to recom-
mend procedurea for Increased
returns on Investments, were
three top officials of the bank.

They are: Robert Dell, senlor
vice president, in charge of the
investment department; Neal
Currie, vice president and in-
vestment officer, assigned to
the Manchester Pension ac-
count; and Eugene Mulligan,
vice president in charge of the
employe-benefit department,

The three recommended
changes, designed to Increase
the yleld on Investments, are:

1. To raise to 76 per cent the
amount that may be invested
In common stocks. The Iimit
now s 40 per cent, with the
other 60 per cent for bonds. The
change would permit more in-
vestment in high-return stocks.

2. To remove the regulation
which restricts fixed-lncome
bond purchases to public util.
ity, bank and insurance c¢om-
pany lasues,

Removal of the restriction
would permit the purchase of
industrial bonds of a converti-
ble nature.

Convertible bonds have a fea-
ture which provides that the
bond is convertible to common
stocks of the same company, at
the prevailing rate. If not con-
verted, the bond return would
increase or decrease in the
same proportion as the stock,

The bonds being purchased
now uare at fixed incomes and
returms. A change to convertible
bonds would offset inflation and
would help Keep pace with
future increased payments to
pPensioners.

.3, To give the bank full au-
thorily W Invest without first
getting the permission of the
Pension Board,

The present method is for the
bank to mall its recommenda-
tions to the Pension Board, re-
questing authorization to buy or
sell, and to take action when
the signed suthorization {5 muil-
ed back. The procedure takes
several days.

The bank's argument is that
the method takes so long that,
by the time it has the authori-
ztion, the opportunity for tak-
ing advantage of a favorable
situation has passed.

The change would make the
bank the Pension Fund's
managing agent. It now Is the
ugent,

Dell, explained that the
vagaries of the stock and bond
murket require quick action, to
take advantage of opportunities.

School Director at St. Luke
Has Unique Role in Diocese

By JUNE LINTON

As the newly-appointed lay di-
rector of a Catholic church-
school program, Miss Edith
Preusse takes on a position at
8t. Luke Church in Ellington
that Is unique in the Diocese of
Norwich.

It happens to be one of very
few parish-oriented positions for
the lay Catholic woman. Until
now Miss Preusse has spent her

time either in highly mtellecxuﬂ\bundlabn in a

surroundings, studying or teach-
ing, or working among the poor-
est people on earth, the matives
of India.

Her career started, sur-
prisingly, with an A.B.degree
in math with a French minor
from M. Holyoke College. She
then attended and graduated
from the Hartford Theological
Seminary and was commission.
ed In 194 by the American
Board of Foreign Missions of
the Congregational Church to
serve as a missionary In India.

During one of her furloughs
she did graduate work at Union
Theological Seminary In New
York, but immediately upon
completing this returned to
India to complete 18 years of
service in that . She
then enrolled in the Cathollc
Pontifical Institute  Regina
Mundi in Rome.

When asked hadn't she gone
far afield of her favorite sub-
ject, math, she quietly answer-
ed that math was not her favor-
ite, that she has been working
in her chosen profession all
along

And It was here in the con-
versation that one realized that
it was only miles and time be-
tween the years Miss Preusse
spent at the seminary in Hart-
ford and at the pontifical col-
lege in Rome, a continuous span
of service,

Miss Preusse embarked on
her long trip to western India
in 144, She lved in the small
town of Rahuri where the 6,000
inhabitants lived in mud houses
having dung or stone floors, de-
pending on the degree of afflu-
ence they endured. She added
Marathi to her list of languages
which included French, Ger-
man, Hebrew, Greek and Latin,
and taught for there three years
in the local Bible tmaining
school,

Helped in Relief

It was later as a district min-
ister at Ahmednagar that she
helped in the distribution of re-
lief supplies sent by the World

Council of Churches, and it was
there that she participated in a
“first” ecumenical event,

Tie ooccasion wus a series of
elght jolnt worship services dur-
ing the Unity Octave which in-
cluded Catholics, Protestanls,
the Salvation Army and the
Anglican Church of India,
Pakistan, Burma and Ceylon. It
was the first time that an An-
glican bishop pronounced the
Catholic
Church, a year before Vatican
II.

Miss Preusse arrived at the
Pontifical Institute in Rome just
as the firat Vatican Council ses-
sion was to begin, in October,
1962,

“Tt was a wonderful time to
be there, to hear bishops and
periti (experts) from all over
the world speak at press con-
ferences and special gather-

She entered as the first and
only Protestant at the institute
and she gradunted with honors.
Retuming to this country as a
Catholic she became teacher,
counselor and associate direc-
tor of ecumenical nctivities un-
der the Newman Apostolate in
Cleveland at University Circle.

A related project during her
stay was the showing and theo-
logical diacussion of art films
as a now way to reach and n-
terest more students, “La Dolce
Vita™ and such films as “David
and Lisa' provided the here and
now for a study of life,

8he later taurht canonical
novices in South Bend, Ind.,
and attended two seminars at
Notre Dame University in the
Graduate School of Theolorv.

Miss Preusse has been asked
to participate in a study being
made by the National Council
of Catholic Women on the sub-
jet of women's role in the Iftur.
gv, or official worship, of the
Catholic Church. Besides her
extensive knowledge of matters

liturgical she also has the fairly
recent experience of putting
aside professional status in one
religion to becomnse a lay person,
because of her sex, in another.
Women as Pricsts

The National Council will
guestion the matter of represen-
tation by women on liturgical
commissions at the arch-dioce-
san level, and sttempt to dis-
cover the maximum possibili-
ties permitted in official docu-
ments for feminine participa-
tion. Recommendntions of the
special study committee are ex-
pectad to be submitted to the
National Conference of Catholic
Bishops.

Asked if she feels women whil
ever be ordained as priests,
Miss Preusse answered, I think
it Is a possibility I the ordi-
nation of women is seen as 8
new and deeper theological in-
sight, ar if special pastoral
needs are best regarded as ful-
filled by women."

She added the point that the
ordination of “men only" is a
church rule and that there is
no theological reasan a women
could not be ordained, “as I un-
derstand it."

AL 8t, Luke, where she directs
41 teachers and aides in the
School of Religion, Miss Preusse
enjoys working in a world far
removed from her others. Ell-
ington also happens to be home.

Teaching stress will be placed
on working with objects, rather
than the highly vocal teaching
usually relled on in the normal
classroom situation, This per-
mils the teacher to expand the
normally short attention span of
many of the children puffering
from learning disabilities.

Examples of children [fitting
into this category are those of
normal Intelligence, but suffer-
ing perceptual handicaps, brain
damag= or other proplems of o
similar nature,

A strong phonics approach to
reading will be stressed, as op-
posed to the more ocommonly
used Basil or word-picture as-
sociation form of learning. The
sounds of letbers will be stress-
ed.
Complementing the teaching
will be the use of language mas-
ter machines and other special-
Ized equipment designed to re-
inforce the learning process.
The children will be exposed to
learning tools which will appeal
lo several senses.

The use of the language mas-
ter will permit the child to hear
and see o word aas prepared by
his teacher, to then record his
own wvolce saying the word and
to play it back comparing the
two.

The feeling of success will in

turn Improve the child's confi.
dence In himself and (n his
Jearmning abilities. The children
who will be involved in the pro-
gram are those who ape per-
forming at least one year be-
hind thelr grade level but who
have normal or above normal
intelligence, but are not lving
up to their potentinl for various
medical and psychological rea-
