That Christianity which teaches the
story of renewal and hope for the human
being is itself In continual process of re-
birth In Ms own functional and dootrinal
existence,

As an Inheritor of revealed truth, it
never loses or exhausts the poasibility
of attaining the fuller, clearer meaning
of its doctrine or the possibility of find-
Ing new application of the doctrine to
the problems of a changing world.

It, too, is being comtinually reborn.

Sometimes the process s made
explicit, as when, playing & game or
trying to make a parable, modern times
try out modern language and modern
methods. ‘God is dead!" was the name
of the game in that long mock Good
Friday which lasted so many months,
& few months ago. It turned out, of
course, that this was another way of
saying that God was more alive than
ever, and being continually reborn in
new and cleaner and truer perceptions
of what people ought to mean when they
speak of God.

We Hve in times which have provided
other symbols of the continual rebirth

In some instances, these signs of
vitality shape thomselves into wun-
orthodox challenge to the common cus-
toms and common values of the past.
No ers of Christianity, except for those
of actual schism, has paralleled this one
for its efforts at insurrections and its
efforts at disciplines. It is a lively, res.
tive religion we have upon us. It ques-
tions iself; It seeks more Immediate
redemption of its potential promises to
the character of lfe on earth: perhaps
it is in error in doing so; the contest
between that patience which thinks most
of a next world and the urgency which
thinks of doing what ought to be done
for this world is sometimes deep and
bitter, in a realm where there should
be no bitterness,

But out of this all, out of this new
expression of Iideas and testing of
doctrine and flexing of muscles, there
may come a religion which is the
stronger because It has succeeded in ad-
justing its own eternal simplicities to the
exciting  and challenging modemn
variables of man’s scientific ventures In-
to universe space on one hand, into the
behavioral psychology and biology of
homo saplens on the other,

Truth is never closed and finished, any
more than the thirsts of the human spirit
are ever permanently quenched. And
religion, like life itself, renews itself in
evolutionary struggle, a4 never-ending,
neverstatic, never-complacent matching
of changeless principles to the swiftly
changing knowledge of a world which
seems to be able to provide Its own
sclentific formula for every possible need
excepl that of saving itself.

Perhaps the boldest exhorlation one
could givé at Easter, 1960, would be this:

Do not be afraid if Christianity in our
time comes to new life and to a new
directness and immedincy of meaning

Dangers Of Neglecting History

In order to discover the advamtages of
studying history, we may consider the
dangers of neglecting history, For both
mations and individuals have sometimes
made a virtue of neglecting history; and
history has taken its revenge on them.

One Instance of such historical! revenge
is the rise of nationalism in the 18th
century. In many ways nationalism ds
the revolt of historically minded people
against rulers who have thought in non-
historical terms. In 18th century Europe
most enlightened men were cosmopoli-
tan, international. They looked back at
history and saw it as a ‘“gothie” past
from which they had emerged into the
full light of freedom of the present; and
they regarded ‘‘patriotism,"” mational
loyalty, national pride, as a vulgar relic
of tribalism. How condescendingly the
“‘enlightened” French Encyclopaedists
looked at the Mterature of the past, of
which one of them, D'Alembert, would
have made a periodic bonfire! How con-
temptuously they dismissed the atavistic,
irrational complaints of the bigoted, un-
enlightened Poles who squealed and
squirmed in a most undignified fashion
when their country was carved up and
absorbed by the Enlightened Despots of
Prussia, Russia and Austria! How im-
patiently, u generation later, the Bona-
partist afrancesados of S8pain looked
down on the obscurantist bigots who re-
sisted their rational reforms!

But this triumph of reason did not
last. In the next century the nations re-
volted; and their revolt was nourished,
everywhere, by history. It was the “his-
toric nations," the nations which were
conscious of their history —the Poles,
Itallans, Germans —which led the re-
volt; and all the nations in revolt began
by discovering, or Inventing, their his.
tory. No doubt the history which they
discovered was not very good: The cos-
mopolitans of the 18th century were
probably better as historians: but there
was a large area of history which those
historians had dangerously ignored and
which now took Its revenge.

We see the same process today in his-
toric Asia and unhistoric Africa. In 1900
the colonial empires seemed '‘enlight-
ened'’; did they not bring material {m-
provement, utility, modernity? The
West was benevolent, cosmopolitan, the
Zducator of the world, In 1942, Mr, Wen-
ell Willkie, Franklin Roosevell's de-
feated rival for the Presidency of the
United States, flew from country to coun-
iry preaching the glowing message of
"“One World,"" and Vice President Wal-
lace afterwards further defined the new
American idenl as “the century of the
common man." I confess, T detest both
these concepts of these two well-mean-
ing men. T prefer variety and sophisti.
cation to such uniform banality. But
quite’ apart from personal preference,
such variety, 1 believe, |Is necessary.
The variety of custom In the world |8
not merely the superficial diversity of
a fundamentally uniform humanity: It
has independent historic roots, and those
roots will continue to thrust up shoots,
after their kind: Shoots which may be
Iguored, or cuf, or fostered or distort-
ed, but cannot be arbitrarily changed,
This has been shown clearly in the past
20 years. Perhaps we would understand
today's struggle in the Far East better
if we knew less than “‘all the facts about
Vietrmm"' and at least something about
the Wars of the Roses. —HUGH TREV-

Connecticut Yankee

In logic, there doesn't seem
to be much fundamental differ-
ence between what Catholic
Connecticut sought from the
Legislature In 1857 and what It
is seeking from the Laegisla.
ture 12 years later, In 1969,

In 1857, the concrele proposi-
tion was to legalize the assump-
tion, by .he town and city gov-
ernments of the state, of the re-
sponsibility for busing children
to non-public schools, It was
atipulated, however, that it
would take a local referendum
in each community to accom-
plish this.

In 1869 the proposition is to
have the state pay a maney
grant to the parents of children
attending parochial or non-pub-
lic schools, There would be no
referendum involved anywhere;
passnge of the bill by the Leg-
islature and signature by the
Governor wows.. put the system
of payments into effect,

And the chief difference be-
tween these two requests might
seem to be one of degree. 1his
time a lot more money is in-
volved, and any possibility of
local community option s re-
moved. But the 1989 proposi-
tion could be, in the net, meraly
an extension of the 1857 propo-
sition,

That isn't, however, quite the
way the proposition sits with
this observer., We find ourselves
troubled with a feeling that the
two situations are not exactly
alike.

In 1857 the struggle was pri-
marily symbolic. It was a atrug-
gle waged to determine whethey
this could forever remain "Yan.
kee Connecticut” and whether
fts Catholic citizens could for-
ever be held in a “'second class"
status. And when Speaker Nel-
son Brown cast the declding
vote which broke the tie'in the
Hcuse of Representatives, that
was the grace note which put
into the history of the State of
Connecticut the symbolic end
of the Yankee dominance, the
symbolic abolition of grades of
Connecticut eitizenship.

Afterward, it was to be noted,
just about everybody felt good
and clean and healthy and
sanctiffed by the result, But |t
was also to be noted that, the
symbolic victory having been
galned, not very much was ever
done about putting the symbolle
victory to the practical test.
And, In truth, the symbolism
was vastly more Important than
the specific issue involved. It
was about Catholica ns citizens
more than it was about buses or
parochial schools,

If the 1057 test was one of how
Connecticut felt about Catholics,
with the result In the Legisla-
ture opening a new day for Con-
necticut, the 1889 test turns first
to a specific Issue, and then to
a potential new symbolism,

The specitic issue in 1968 Is
indeed the parochial schooly

.which, in & way, merely served

aa an Incidental in e 1857 de-
bate. And the attitude of the
state toward Cathollcs and
toward parochial schools is not
the same thing, as, indeed, the
attitude of Catholics themselves
toward parochial schools is
divided.

As the pressure for passage
of the 1969 proposition mounts,
and opposition forms, the issue
seems likely -to turn symbolic
again. Only this time, instead
of answering the question of
whether this could stay Yankee
Connecticut forever, the deci-
slon will be answering the ques-
tion of whether this is to
become Catholic Connecticut,
Those who experienced, In 1957,
those good, warm feelings which
were roused by an end of one
psychological dominance of the
state are not necessarily dis.
posed to an equally cordial wel-
come to an open exercise of
power by & new order.

We don't expect any good
feelings to follow this 1980
astruggle, whatever the result,

six astronauts on the moon this
year and another group in 1970,
sclentists must conslder the
problem of exploring the moon
and establishing & permanent
bhase there.

The moon's murface charac-
teristics are completely unlike
those of the earth, The moon's
diameter la about one-quarter
that of the earth, and It has
only 1-8ist of the earth's mass.
The pull of gravity on tha moon
{s thus one-sixth that on the
earth.

More important, however, is
that escape velocity — the speed
necessary to get away from the
moon—is 1% miles per second
compared to the earth's 7 miles
per second. This lower escape
speed means that if the moon
ever had an atmosphere (and
sclentists believe it did) that
atmosphere has long since been
dissipated into interplanetary
8 ,
p:oedmnuuh on the moon will
find the variation in tempera-
turms quite high. Mensures of
the Surveyor spacecraft disclos-
ed that under an overhead sun
the temperatune can reach 240
degrees F. while two weeks
later the temperature drops to
minus 260 degrees.

The lack of an atmosphere
from space will not be absorb-
ed or attenuated. Meteoroides
will not burn out high above
the wmurface and ecan impact
with speeds up to 45 miles a
second. This makes the moon's
surface a4 most unpleasant
place — and yet an Ideal loca-
tion for astronomical observa-
Uon, .

Becauss the moon turns once
on its axis in the time it takes
to revolve around the earth, it
keeps the same side toward the
earth. (This Is not strictly true,
however, for the moon nods and
oscillates & bit so that we see
about 59 per cent of its surface.)
If you are on the moon and look
at the earth, it will appear ta
move up and down a little bit
but essentially it remalna in the
same part of the aky.

You will also ses the earth go
through phases. Like the moon,
it has no light of its own and

the Milky Way nebulas, just
ely visible from the earth,

NEW YORK (AP) —‘‘There
was nothing to really inspire the
stock market to do any better,””
an analyst sald of the market’s
losing performance the past
week, ‘“What it needs to met it
off is a blg plece of good news."
