causing no casualttes.

Fred Merrill Gets 
Term of 10-20 Years
Ekedeclpk J. MerriH, who es­

caped from prison guards last 
December with the help ot Ids 
mother, got a 10 to 20-year pri­
son term today In Superior Court 
fa Rockville.

Hla mother, Mrs. Gladys Mer- 
rih cf ToUand, was sentenced 
two to six yecue. She la a widow 
and has eight grown children.

Merrill, vdw la 22, la already 
serving a two to five-year sen- 
tettce tor an eecape from the 
state prison farm In December 
of 1987, a month before he was 
to be released. He had been 
serving a term on breaking and 
entering chargee.

The trial of the pair ended 
last month when both changed 
their plea to guilty to a total of 
eight charges.

In court today, the Merrills’ 
attorney appeared to place the 
blame tor MerrUl’s prison es­
capes on his mother.

Atty. Edward O’Brien said 
Merrill’s imprisonment had be­
come an "obsession’ ’ with Mrs. 
Merrill and added that her con­
stant visits to prison hid left 
him unable to accept his sen­
tence.

But he asked tendency tor 
Mrs. MierrlU. "To punish a 62- 
year-old grandmother would re­
flect a mindless menace of the 
Inequity of justice,’ ’ he said.

Merrill, standing before Judge 
Alva P. Loiselle, apologized 
"for what I’ve done In the

past.’ ’ He added, ‘Td R^e to 
make a ftiture tor myself."

Judge Ahra Loiselle passed 
sentencs w ltl^ t comment,

Merrill leaned over, kiaaed 
hie mother and was from 
court with Ms fists tdenched. 
Mrs. Merrill burst into tears. 
The two were later allowed a 
few minutes together before be­
ing brought to prison.

Merrill was sentenced on six 
charges, the heaviest a 10 to 16- 
year sentence on a charge of 
kidnaping. Other charges were: 
Escaping while being transport­
ed to correctional Institution, 
one year; conspiracy, one 
year; possession of weapons by 
an Inmate, one year; theft of 
motor vehicle, one year, and 
binding with Intent to commit a 
crime, one year.

Mrs. Merrill was sentenced 
on two charges: Conspiracy, 
one year, and conveying unau­
thorized items to an inmate, 
two to five years.

Merrill escaped on Dec. 19 as 
he was being driven back to 
state prison after sentencing in 
Rockville Superior Court tor the 
1967 escape. He pulled a gun on 
three guards In the car as they 
drove through Ellington, tied 
two to a tree and placed the 
third In the car trunk.

Merrill then drove to a motel 
on Tolland Tpke. in MlEuiches- 
ter where his mother worked 
and abandoned the car, joining 
his mother In her car.

Swiss Plant 
E xplodes, 
Nine Killed

AARAU, Swttnriaiid (AP) — 
An expkMivee factory blew up 
today at the village of Dottlkoa, 
killing nine penons and kijurfag 
40 others, poUoe repotted.

Alarm siren* and church bells 
began ringing In villages and 
towns for miles around as the 
explosion sent a shook wave 
through tte countryside and 
raised a gigantic mushroom 
cloud over the village.

Within minute* hundreds of 
ambulances, fire engines and 
patrot cars from the entire can­
ton of Aarau raced to DottHcon, 
an Industrie village of some 
2,000 iittabltants.

The blast was felt 12 miles 
away In Aarau, and for five 
miles around tt shattered nearly 
all window panes.

Police headquarters said ttw 
exploeion blew off roofs end 
cracked and damaged the walla 
of several dozen houses fa Dottl- 
kon. A small forest next to the 
factory caught fire, but con­
trary to early repoita the only 
buildings that coUapsed were 
some of those of the explostvee 
company.

The dxplosion oocurred In a 
nitrate plant at 7:16 a.m. short­
ly after the factory's 400 em­
ployes had oome to work. But 
police said elaborate safety ar- 
rangemente prevented the ex­
plosion from setting off stootai 
of oombustiblea.

It weft libt immddlatef'y cirar 
what had caused the blast.

It was the third major occi­
dental exjrfoalon In Switzerland 
this year. One destroyed s  fire­
cracker factory near Lausanne 
in January, kUllng a pedestrian 
who was walking past. PVxv 
workers were seriously injured 
in an expIosl<m that deatre^ed a 
house under conatructlco at 
Herglswil In February.

BRIDGEPORT, Conn. (AP) 
— Acting Fire Chief John F. 
Gleason said today that a 
cigarette probably caused 
the Easter Sunday fire that 
took the lives of 11 persons 
In an eastside tenement.

Chief Gleason said investi­
gation believe the fire origi­
nated tn a metal drum con­
tainer that was used as a 
rubbish receptacle on a sec­
ond-floor rear poroh of tte 
three-story wooden dwelling.
.He said no evidence of ar­

son has been found.

TEL AVIV (AP) — Israel and 
the Araha battled at the bead of 
the Gulf of Aqaba and acroas 
the Suez Canal today, with aaoh 
side accusing the other of start­
ing the hostUlUea.

The IsraeU army said rockets 
from the Jordanian port of Aqa­
ba landed on the nearby Israeli 
port of Elath, and Israeli olr 
force ' jets quickly retaliated 
with an attack <m the Jordanian 
port.

A1 Ehtah, the Arab guerrilla 
organizaUon, charged that the 
IsraeU planes struck first and 
said Its troops aheUed Elath 
with heavy rockets fa retali­
ation. A1 Fatah claimed its 
rockets heavily damaged "vital 
instaUaUona’ ’ fa the IsraeU town 
and port and kiUed or wounded 
a large number of Israelis.

Meanwhile, IsraeU and Egyp­
tian guns dueled across the Suez 
Canal throughout the morning.

An attempt by U.N.' observers 
to get a cease-fire at mldmorn- 
ing failed, with Israel and 
Egypt each blaming the other 
for the continuation at firing.

Later U.N. observers man­
aged to arrange oeaseftre In 
both the Gulf of Aqaba end Sues 
Canal aectors after fighting had 
raged for more then five hoioe 
on each frortt.

A Jordanian army spteceaman 
aald eight civilians were kiUed, 
Including a wonuui and four 
chUdren, and nine were wound­
ed when two IsraeU jets fired 
rockets Into a residential section 
of Aqaba, Jordan’s only port. 
He said tte wounded Included 
the Belgian vicar of a Homan 
CathoUc church and Ms mother.

The spokesman said the jets 
damaged IS houses, a church 
and girls’ sciiool and a poUce 
post. The spokesman mafo no 
mention of the attack of Elath

and sold Jordan was comjrfaln- 
Ing to the U.N. Se(»rity Council 
about the raid on Aqaba.

An IsraeU army spokes­
man soM the planes were dls- 
pat<tted to sUence rocket 
launohers blasting XUath, Is- 
rael’s gateway to Boat Africa 
and the Far Bloat.

We quoted CBS President Dr. Frank 
Stanton as Mlowar

“In our society the detewntnatton of 
taste and propriety aa to TV programs 
muto be ptimllstlc. A single last word 
would be harmful, indeed dangerous."

We agreed with that statement. We 
said the only prcgier location for any 
single last word Aould be with the 
"patron pubSc Itadf."

In the front page news which was 
appeeuing even aa we were compUment- 
ing CBS on Ita deOanoe of advance cen- 
aonUp of programs, CBS was mak­
ing news by cancelling one of its own 
entertatenent programs on the ground 
that it had not been able to achieve 
advance censorship or satisfactoiry con­
trol of the content of that program.

The resustkHi of the New York Times 
to this display of split network personali­
ty waa to write an editotlal ttded ‘Win 
The Real CBS Stand Up?"

R has to  stand, imfortuneUely, that if 
CBS was ruUy right in one instance, 
it was ignobly wrong in the other.

The show in question, that of the 
Smothers Brothera, has made both its 
poeitlve and its negative contributions to 
the evduttan of television entertain­
m ent It has bad touches, in instances 
where tta aasaulte on standard assump- 
Uona in religion or in public Ufe have 
been nothing more then crude, heavy- 
handed attempt to shock for the sake 
of shock, when it has fallen very low 
from the adertainment point of view 
and made a  miserable misuse of its time 
on the air. Were the ehow to keep on 
turning itself this side up, the public 
would eventually cancel its own watch­
ing, and save CBS the decision.

On its better side, the Smothers Broth­
ers show crested some moments of rare 
fun, sometimes tinged with controversial 
but not objectionable social comment, 
which helped break the ground for some 
new life In television comedy, and for 
"Laugh In,” the highly rated NBC show 
which would be being censored all the 
time it it ever slowed down enough to 
let its off color touches grow heavy and 
insistent in Smothers Brothers style.

•* The eventual balance of the Smothers 
Brothers show, the eventual determina­
tion of whether or not It would stay In 
the public enteirtalnment field, would 
have depended, in the end, on what they 
themselves evolved In the way of future 
entertaliunent. Whether they succeeded 
or not was not as important a  question 
as the question of whether CBS would 
schleve consistency In its own operating 
principles. The outcome of the Smothers 
Brothers’ toruggle with themselves is 
incomidete. But the verdict on CBS is 
in. CBS wrestled with itself and threw 
lltoelf for a loss. To reach oonslstency 
again it should either restore the Smoth­
ers Brothers or submit Itself to Senator 
Psskore and his proposed code authority.

One advantage of this arrangement ie 
that although there are 12 teams in each 
league, no team need ever finish lower 
than sixth place, which meaw that, sta- 
tlsficaUy, everybody is going to play a 
lot better baseball this year.

Another (tring that will be accomidlrti- 
by the Increase In the number of teams 
wm. it is hoped, be to  bait the decline 
in total attendance which has been re-, 
corded tn recent years. The ‘ rule of 
thumb seems to be to add ftour new 
teams every time the total 
for a season goes down 1,000,000.

There have been other changes for the 
1969 season. The mounds which will be 
occupied, for the moot part, by unknown 
pitchers throwing to a  reduced strike 
zone on largely anenymow battens wM 
be lower mounds than in other years.

In addition, some of the game’s 
leaders are known to be wishta^ that 
baseball could be played a little faster, 
and perhaps have a  few more touches 
of violence in its aetton, in order to 
provide better appeal to an American 
sporting public which Is supposedly fas­
cinated Ity the scoring ^ e d  of profes­
sional basketball, and the get-the-passer 
pile-on violence of professional football.

It is that everything the baseball 
establishment has done In the effort to 
woo him back, has had the actual effect 
of making It more and more of an ef­
fort for him to Interest himself In the 
game.

Why Not?
’The point of proposals to Umlt man­

datory census questions is not that the 
queatUons asked so far have been espe­
cially odious.

Senator Sam Ervin, It seema to us, 
Is talking about a  sotutfon that would 
be a good compromise between the de­
mands for privacy and the Buieau’e need 
tor flexibility. This would, quite simply, 
be to allow the census to ask whatever 
H wants, but apply the fine and jail 
•entence only to questions spedfloally 
approved by Oongross.

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A T h o u g h t fo r  Today
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WASHING’TON—An accelerat­
ed schedule of U.S. troop with­
drawals is now under prepara­
tion by Secretary of Defense 
Melvin Laird with the possi­
bility that as many as 200,000 
U.S. titmps will be brought home 
from Vietnam by the election- 
year fall of 1970.

Although details axe secret, 
this policy of relatively rapid 
troop pullback—which is not con­
tingent on North Vietnam’s do­
ing the same—was baaed partly 
on Laird’s confidentlail r^>ort to 
President Nixon after his trip 
to Vietnam last month.

Laird knows American support 
of the war has worn so thin that 
endless negotiations in Paris 
will not be tolerated. Conse­
quently the tentative plan calls 
for the pullout of a division plus 
supporting air—about 60,000 men 
— probably In late spring or 
early siunmer. Once started, this 
withdrawal is exjrected to  ac­
celerate, with more than 6,000 
men a month going home, re­
placed by South Vietnamese.

’The policy was worked out by 
President Nixem, Laird, and Dr. 
Henry Kissinger, White House 
foreign policy adviser, and has 
the full backing of Secretary of 
State William P. Rogers.

Laird, In some of the tensest 
talks any American official has 
ever had with South Vietnamese 
president Ngiiyen Van Thieu 
and Vice President Nguyen Cao 
Ky, ruthlessly pressed Saigon 
during his Inspection trip to put 
top-grade Vietnamese forces into 
the frontline at once. In par­
ticular, he demanded that Scil- 
gon's best units get into combat 
simidtaneously with a military 
training program preparing Sai­
gon’s army to fight both the 
Vietcong and North Vietnamese 
regulius as the U.S. troops with­
draw.

Ideally, the U.S. withdrawal 
would be matched by a  pull­

back of North Vietnamese re­
gulars. If it were, mutual with-. 
draw€il could go faster. In fact, 
however. Administration policy­
makers are pessimistic over 
any such happy result in Paris.

Two political developments. It 
Is hoped here, will be set In mo­
tion by rapid U.S. trithdrawaJs: 
first it will confront Hanoi with 
a radicaily changed political oU- 
mate in which the main enemy 
will no longer be white "imper- 
laHsts’’ but fellow Vietnamese; 
second, it will force the ’Thleu 
regime to go faster in broaden­
ing its political base.

This second development is. 
central. While demanding "Viet- 
namizatlon” of the war effort, 
Washington also is pushing 
’Thleu Into negotiations with the 
Vletcong’s political arm, the 
National Liberation F r o n t  
(NLF). Only the broadening of 
Thleu’s base enabled him to 
offer to talk to the NLP, and 
far more broadening is need­
ed for Seilgon to make long- 
range political deals.

These hopeful prospects, re­
garded by some working-level 
officials as far too hopeful, are 
grounded on Laird’s conviction 
that substitution of Vietnamese 
for U.S. combat troops can in 
fact be accomplished quickly 
without serious military rever­
sals.

Confirming this, a study by

Hermcm Kahn, who runs the 
Hudson Institute brain trust. Is 
now cirmulating at high level. 
It concludes that removing up 
to 200,000 U.S. troops Is not only 
posslbile but essential if Saigon 
ever Is going to stand on its 
own feet.

But Kahn warns that the U.S. 
pullback must not give the im­
pression of total pullout. That 
would cross toe fine line of 
Saigon’s confidence In Washing­
ton, could help topple the 
TTileu regime and might shat­
ter U.S. prestige around the 
world.

Skeptics In working levels of 
the State Department, together 
with the uniformesd military 
here and In Vletnatn, fear that 
the Nixon-Lalrd plan will go too 
fast. They raise difficult ques­
tions about what Mr. Nixon 
would do if, in the midst of the 
pullback, the enemy Inflicted 
massive attacks 'that decimated 
Saigon’s troops and Inflicted 
heavy cascualties on the re­
maining U.S. force. Re-escala- 
tion by Washington would be 
probable.

But that is a risk the Admin­
istration will accept. There is 
some hope Hanoi would do noth­
ing to break the rhythm of the 
U.S. pullback — while attacking 
it in propaganda as evidence the 
Americans knew they were 
licked.

The propaganda defeat would

The Committee heard, and

anyone else.

Thanks to toe fact that toO 
1907 act It got passed proved 
difficult to Interpret and en­
force, toe Transportation Com­
mittee waa required, toe other 
day, to hold a 1909 hearing on 
toe same subject. It heard toe 
earns argumehta again. And, If 
we are any Judge Of committee 
moods, It i s ' almost certain to 
report out a new bill which wUl 
be easier to interpret and en­
force becauae it will use a  broad 
definition of what kind of hel­
met will be acceptable. We are 
still searching toe annals of 
legislation to find an inatance 
In which any committee, once 
having set itself to regulate ita 
constituents In a certain direc­
tion for their own good, has 
ever voluntarily desisted from 
toe effort.

So toe prospect la that toe 
motorcycle helmet law will be 
rewritten and passed again.

The Transportation Commit­
tee will do tola in a calm, be­
nign, bualneaallke way, aa if It 
were tidying up and cloelng a 
neatly isolated chapter In Its 
care and devotion to toe wel­
fare of toe people of Connecti­
cut.

Their Effect
Marijuana — Ckdled "pot" 

or "graaa.’’ Derived f r o m  
female hemp plant. Usually 
smoked. A mild hallucinogen 
that dlstorta perceptions of 
time, space and coordination. 
Strong doses can cause short­
term poychottc reactions. IXMig- 
term effects are not known. To 
use marijuana is to “gat high," 
"turn on," or “get sMied.” 
Marijuana cigarettes are called 
"Joints.’’

Hashish — CaUed "haoh," 
same aa .marijuana, e x c e p t  
more potimt

Amphetamines — Stimulants 
used to combat fatigue. Taken 
in pill form, although s o m e  
stronger forms are dissolved In 
a liquid and injected with a 
needle. They speed action <tf 
toe heart and metabolism. 
CaUed "bennies," "pep pUla," 
"diet pills,’’ and In s t r o n g  
doses, "speed.” Not addictive 
physically, but psychological 
dependence la commmi. Larger

doses are required for toe same 
e.'fect after a whUe.

Barbiturates — Sedatives, 
called "downs’’ or "goofballs.’’ 
They relax toe nervous a y a- 
tem, slow the heart rate, lower 
blocid preaaure and alow down 
breathing. Effects can resem­
ble drunkenness and u s e r s  
sometimes become irritable and 
angry. PhyalcaUy addictive, Uke 
heroin, barbiturates ara a lead­
ing cause of accidental deaths 
In toe coimtry.

LSD—A powerful hallucino­
gen, ooU "acid." It causes 
sharp changes tai perception. 
Non-oddlcHve, but can cause 
panic, paranoia, and heUuclnh- 
ttans. Can atoo produce perman­
ent derangement and physical 
defeats. Mescaline, DMT, psU- 
ocybin are similar, but lees po­
tent subetancea.

H e r o i n  — Called "Junk,” 
"stuff,” and “scag." Derivative 
of opium. Usually Injected un­
der the aMn or "mainlined,” In­
jected directly into a  vein, It 
depresses centain areas of the 
bratai and nerves, causes physi­
cal psychological dependence, 
and gradually takes greater 
quanlUtiea to  achieve the same 
effeot. Cocaine la aimUar.

F or this is the tim e o f year 
when the wMms o f weather af­
fect fishing success the m ost 
During these critical weeks not 
only success, but the fun o f go­
ing fishing can be ruined by 
sudden weather changes.

However, you can be your 
ovrii weather expert. A ccord­
ing to the fishing authorities at 
M ercury outboards there are 
ways to analyM weather and 
what it means to your chances 
o f fishing success. H ie eecret 
lies in interpreting the forecast 
in terms o f how it affects fish.

Rapid changes In beurometrlc 
pressure, up or down, greatly 
affect fish feeding activity. A 
sudden change In air pressure 
seem s to disturb fish and they 
quit feeding. M ost barom etric 
changes are due to the tormor 
tlon o f fronts — either cold or 
warm.

Cold fronts form  when cold 
air pushes its way under a 
worm  air m oss, forcing it up. 
Cold a ir replaces warm air, 
clouds form , and violent rain­
storm s often rage in a narrow 
Une along the front. Air pres­
sure becom es heavier and the 
wind revenee direction from  tts

norm al clockw ise flow . Grid 
fronts generally mean riorm s; 
storm s usually put fish o ff their 
feed.

Warm fronts lessen the air 
pressure, bringing clouds and 
thunderstorms akmg a  wide 
belt. This, too, wlU cause fish 
to stop feeding.

Of course, there are excep­
tions to these general rules. 
At times fishing In the rain — 
a  alow driszle, usually can be 
very productive.

Watch for forecasts o f frontal 
activity. Know that they bring 
sudden changes in tem perature, 
wind direction and air preamve. 
Rem em ber that rapid changes 
In these three factors drastical­
ly  a ffect fishing success — 
usually for the worse.

Lawyers Oppose 
Insurance Plan

HARTFORD, Obim. (A P ) — 
Members of the Oonneoticut Bar 
Association and representatives 
of the state insurance Industry 
took opposite sides Monday In 
a hearing of the leglalaturo’s 
Judiciary O im m lttee over pro­
posed changes in the auto in­
surance system.

The lawyers’ group opposed a 
set of bills being put forward 
by State Insurance (tommlsslon- 
er William Cotter with the 
strong backing o f Insurance 
firm s.

The Bar Association contends 
the package of 12 Insurance re­
vision bills would remove citi­
zens’ rights to sue, would not 
save money for anyone except 
the Insurance companies, and 
would penalise the good driver 
while rewarding the irreepoa- 
slble.

Also tertifylng Monday was 
John J. DriaooU, president o f 
the (tonnectlcut Labor Council, 
AFL-CIO, who supported 0>t- 
ter's proposals as “ a  step to­
ward a no-fault system ”  In the 
settling of auto llablitty claim s.

The no-fault concept was lam­
basted from nearly all aides at 
the hearing, with organised la- 
beg and the Am erican Insurance 
Association Its only m ajor sup­
porters.

The problema with the preo- 
ent system, as expreaaed by the

tosurance com panies, ara 
It Is Ume-consumiiw and toef- 
ficient and requires legal 
in too many oaoea.

11)ey also contend that It re- 
imburaes the injured inequttahly 
—the slightly injured too much 
and the seriously Injured too 
little.

Also speaking against Ciotter's 
plan was Atty. Sanford Plepler 
of M anchester, substituting for 
Atty. Paul G roobert, pceoldent 
of the M anchester Bar A ssocia­
tion. Groobert la clerk o f the 
House of Representatives.

Plepler said that a poD tzUien 
of the m ajority o f the m em bers 
of the M anchester Bar Associa­
tion, those who custom arily han­
dle tort cases, shows thorn 
unanimously opposed to tho hill.
