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Mahler Work 
Well Played

By JOHN GRUBER
Arthur WUnograd offered 

Mahler’s Third Symphony last 
night at the Bushnell, as anoth­
er in the series of Hartford 
Symphony Subscription Oon- 
oerts. A large, sprawling work 
that requires an hour and a half 
for pertormance, it also re­
quires an enlarged orchestra, 
a women’s chorus, and a chil­
dren’s chorus.

The female contingent of 
the Hartford Symphony Chorale 
provided one chorus, Christ 
Church Cathedral provided the 
boys’ choir, and the A.F. of M. 
provided the extra personnel for 
the orchestra. Incidentally, Ber­
nard Lurie acted as concert- 
master while John Riley acted 
as principal cellist. Both did ex­
ceptionally well.

The work also requires a fe­
male soloist, in this instance 
Marija Kova, heard here some 
years ago as a soloist in 
Mahler’s “ Lied von der Erde," 
and as Suzuki in Puccini’s “ Ma- 
dama Butterfly.’ ’ She likewise 
did extremely well, but seemed 
a bit throaty in her voice 
production. Her voice seemed 
larger and warmer than on her 
previous appearances here.

This is a very large, complex, 
and difficult score which Mr. 
Winogmd had defintely studied, 
giving a rending that was as 
reasonable as the score itself is 
unreasonable.

I do wish he had heeded the 
dictum of Richard Strauss, 
“ Never encourage the brass; 
they always play too loud any­
way." On a couple of occasions 
the sound became noisy in the 
Bernstein manner rather than 
impressively grand in the 
Mltropoulos vein.

Obviously an analysis of the 
entire six movements is not 
within the scope of this article, 
but a few words about the sel­
dom-heard composition may not 
to amiss. The first movement 
Is extremely long and one of 
the noisier sections of the entire 
work.

One was inevitably reminded 
that in his childhood Mahler 
was fascinated by brass bands, 
and that in 1902, when the work 
was premiered, Mahler had 
only to ask the Emperor Franz 
Josef to get a military band 
with which to augment his 
forces. That isn’t so easy today, 
and the extra men must have 
upset the budget.

As is customary, there was 
an intermission after the first

iovement during which one 
could wonder why an ex­
perienced conductor-composer 
like Mahler could be so insen­
sitive at times. He scored for 
two harps, for example, but 
consistently drowned them out 
with the rest of the forces.

’The third movement has the 
Mahler-given title, “ What the 
Animals of the Forest Tell Me.’ ’ 
It employs an offstage trumpet, 
one of the commonly employed 
devices of the composer. But 
the offstage trumpet twice 
sounds a theme written by an 
obscure Spanish composer and 
quoted not only by Liszt in his 
“ Spanish Rhapsody”  but by 
another predecessor of Mahler 
in search of Spanish idiom.

'The message seemed to be 
clear. The animals talked to 
Mr. Mahler in Spanish; a lan­
guage I ’m not at all sure he 
understood.

Much has been said and writ­
ten about the beauties of the 
finale. Actually It sounds like 
Wagner’s “ Parsifal" warmed 
over. There are some fine mo-

NOTRUMP CONTRACT 
IS MOST DIFFICULT

By ALFRED SHEINWOLD
A contract of one notrump, 

although not dramatic, is the 
most difficult of all contracts. 
'The opponents usually have al­
most as much hi^h-card 
strength as your side, and they 
strike the first blow with their 
opening lead. Today’s hand, 
played last month in the an­
nual contest for the Vanderbilt 
Cup, shows a typical tense 
struggle for the seventh trick.

East dealer.
North-South vulnerable.
Opening lead—eight of hearts.
Ira Rubin, declarer, won the 

first trick in dummy with the 
king of hearts. He could expect 
to win three spades, two hearts 
and one diamond, but his 
seventh trick was much harder 
to find.

Planning an end-play from the 
very beginning, Rubin led a dia­
mond from dummy and allowed 
East to hold the trick with the 
king. Diamonds was the only 
neutral suit, and Rubin planned 
to deprive the enemy of safe 
diamond exits.

East returned his singleton 
club, and Rubin played low. 
West won with the nine of clubs 
and returned his other heart. 
Rubin played low from dummy, 
and East won with the jack.

Returns Spade
East could safely return a 

low spade, and West’s jack forc­
ed out dummy’s king. Now 
Rubin cashed the queen of 
spades and the ace of diamonds 
and got out with the ten of 
diamonds, forcing the opponents 
to yield the seventh trick.

I f East won the third round 
of diamonds with the queen he 
would have to lead a heart or 
a spade. Either play would give 
dummy a free finesse.

If East dumped his queen of 
diamonds on declarer’s ace, 
permitting West to win the third 
(and fourth) round of diamonds, 
West would then be obliged to 
lead a club. ’This would give 
South a club trick.

While all this was going on, 
the defenders could take only 
one heart, three diamonds and

The announcement by Prime lOnlater 

Pierre Elliott Trudeau that Oanada will 
remain in the NATO alUanoe but begin, 
next year, a  phased reduction ot Ita 10,- 
000 man cootributloti to NATO forces In 
Europe Is a  oomimoinise policy; there 
were members of his Oablnet who would 
Hke to have Canada get all the way out 
of the allianoe, now.

Even the Canadian compromise, how­
ever, following the de Oiuille withdraw­
al o f France’s armed llorcee, has to be 
clasalfled as bad news for the ooncept 
of the NATO alliance, unless, o f course, 
one takes the view that that concept It­
self was always and always baa been 
bad news. FV>r good or 111, it le NATO 
Itself wtdoh is obvioualy being phastd 
down and, eventually out.

Whether It has* been good or bad, 
sound policy or a  mistake, may depend 
on Judgments which will not be made 
untU there has been some final disposi­
tion o f NATO, and some conclusion writ­
ten to the story of W<H4d,War n .

Most contemporary comment remains 
completely generous to the NATO con­
cept, and refrains from stating the oQi- 
er side o f the coin, wMdi is, neverthe­
less, always present

One csn  get to boUi points of view 
very easily by taking the normal com ­
ment Prime Minister TYudeau himsaU 
made in announcing Canada's plans the 
other day, and turning It into its own 
direct opposite.

He acknouiedged (hat “ for 20 years 
NATO has contributed to the mainten­
ance of world peace through Its stabiliz­
ing Influence In E u r t^ .’ ’

It could be said that NATO happens 
to have been the policy and the instru­
ment which has kept EJurope dangerous­
ly divided Into two armed camps.

Prime Minister Trudeau said that 
“ NATO continues to contribute to peace 
by reducing the likelihood of a major 

. conflict breaking out In Europe, where, 
because the vital interests of the two 
major powers are Involved, any out­
break of hostilities could easily escalate 
into a  war of world proportions.”

One could say that instead of prevent­
ing new world war, the dilef function 
of NATO has been to prevent the prop­
er ending of World War n, which It has 
prevented by a policy of dividing Ger- 
'ttiany In order to make a rearmed mili­
tary ally out of one half o f it. '

Prime Minister Trudeau found that It 
is “ the declared aim of NATO to foster 
Improvements in East-West relations.'’

It would have to be said that the East’s 
response to the West’s NATO was t h e  
Warsaw Pact, with that much more 
consequent hardening of the divisions be­
tween East and West.

Even the simplest and most frequent­
ly used claim for NATO—that it prevent­
ed any Russian attempt to conquer all 
of Europe—has never even begun to 
prove that there was ever any such Rus­
sia plot or capability. Russia, at the mo­
ment, seems to be having trouble enough 
Just trying to control events inside the 
Warsaw Pact.

And just as Russia is having trouble 
maintaining order and unity iralde the 
Warsaw Pact, so the United States is 
having trouble with discipline Inside 
NATO.

The sooner both pacts go the better. 
Good luck to Czechoslovakia and to Oan-

ly located and Interested Americans, 
such as those who actually fear for 
their own health or  property, have al­
ways been uneasy about th i^  govern­
ment’s  testing of nuclear weapons.

They will judge how much 
surface rmdlatlan, seismic shock and 
underground water contamination Um 
government’s  testing may be about to 
create, and rula accordingly.

And In cose the government, or the 
courts, are not impressed by the find­
ing* of the scientists and experts al­
ready in the Hughes empire, he Is pre­
pared to fiv e  grants to Independent  re­
search oiganlaetlona, JuM like the gor- 
ernment doee when It wants Its own po­
sition backed iqi, so  they can make 
irapresMve reports on the problems in­
volved.

Everybody wonders What the United 
States Government Is going to do, now 
that It is being challenged by an Inde­
pendent power Uke Hughes, and flrat 
reporia are that the United States is wor­
ried, so  worried It is even eoneldering 
the dramatic step o f  racognisiiig Hughee 
in order to exchangeeunbaamdora with 
him, and perhapa negotiate a  treaty gov­
erning the depth and megaton limits of 
nuclear teati>« In tefiUory where both 
(he United States and Hugbealand Maim 
sovereignty.

ConW Rolls Gave Less?
We think we undentand why all the 

Rolls-Royce • and Bentley automobllee 
manufactured in the last four years have 
been recalled for correction of a 
potential defect.

The recall was swiftly becoming the 
mark of manufacturing distinction. And 
If ordinary, plebeian American manu­
facturers were suddenly discovering de­
fects, potential or Imaginary, which 
justified a solicitous recall of hundreds 
of thousands of new models, surriy it 
would be reasonaUe to expect that the 
manufacturer of the Rolls-Royce, with 
hie standards of refinement and 
precision, would be aUe to discover, or 
imagine, something which would make it 
poasible for Rolls owners to feel in the 
main current. It would be an intolemble 
situation for Rolls to seem to  care less 
than General Motors.

At this point, with some Sherlock 
Holmes and a  microacope called in tor 
the task, a fancied imperfection was 
discovered In a  nut at the steering wheel, 
and the joyous call went out to the 1,880 
Rolls and Bentley owners in the United 
States, to bring in thedr automobiles, 
just as If they were being mothered 
by General Motors.

Np one wlH ever really Imagine that 
there Is really any such imperfection In 
the Rolls. It has to  be merely a  
tender fiction of an imperfectiem, manu­
factured to show how much Rolls does 
love Its products and their owners, a 
deception made innocent by its senti­
mental Intent.

Community Interdependence
The interdependence between Water- 

bury and the surrounding communities 
has been graphically demonstfated by 
the problem facing Watertown In provid­
ing a  new location for the Oakville Go. 
Dlvlaion of SoovUl’a. ScovlU Is consider­
ing moving Its plant to the new 800- 
acre indiutrial plot off Echo Lake Road. 
The problem lies In providing proper 
sewage disposal facilities.

Waterbury is on the verge of relbuild- 
ing Hs sewage plant to reduce pollution 
ot the Naugatuck River as required by 
the state. Torrlngton has started a  new 
treatment plant. Other communities 
along the river are also doing so.

The destruction of the Naugatuck 
River through pollution Is evidence of 
the lack of concern we have had In post 
years for the God-given advantages of 
clean air and clean water. IncidentsJly, 
Woodbury and Southbury must act now 
to save the Pomperaug River from 
similar destruction by pollution. It is Im­
portant not merely from a scenic stand­
point or because of recreation but be­
cause the Pomperaug Valley Is the 
source of clean drinking water for the 
future. Pollution left unchecked now will 
increase and eliminate the river as a 
benefit to the entire area.

Waterbury can’t afford to build a  sew­
age plant of unlimited size. The neigh- 
borli^ towns have to some extent been 
dependent on the ciy for the disposal 
of some sewage and for providing pure 
water.

Too many residents of the neighbor­
ing communities look down their noses 
at Waterbury's problems. Education In 
Waterbury is of c6ncem  to the nearby 
towns. If the core city cannot provide 
leadership, the area must suffer. Good 
fire protection Is of concern to the near­
by towns. The towns cannot afford some 
ot the sophisticated equipment that 
Waterbury can' provide. Good refuse dis­
posal, clean water, a  proper sewage sys­
tem, these are all of concern to the 
area. If Waterbury does not lead the 
way, the towns cannot follow.

In some areas, economy can best be 
served by regionalization. In other areas, 
economy can best be served by having 
the town help subsidize Waterbury’s  ad­
ditional construction' costs for larger 
facilities.

Waterbury can’t ignore Watertown’s 
need to  provide proper sewage facilities 
for any major plant, Soovill or anyone 
else. If the plant is  forced to move else­
where, the economy of the city must 
suffer.

Officials of Waterbury and Watertown 
should both do some prompt legal check­
ing. Is It possible for a  small town to 
contribute capital for the construction 
of a larger sewage plant In the big 
city? Is that the most economical way 
for Watertown to meet Us problems? 
Officials of both communities must re­
member that the Connecticut General 
Assembly meets only every other year. 
Problems of modern life cannot be 
solved annually—only biennially. If the 
answer to the problem lies in legislation 
of any kind, there isn’t much time to 
get it introduced. This Is an area 
prot»lem which muat be solved. Water­
bury cannot turn its back on Watertown. 
Neither can town residents ignore the 
core city. —WATERBURY REPUBU-

RALEIGH, N.C.—Presidential 
political aide John Seairs dM 
not pussyfoot when James 
Gardner, the defeated Republi­
can nominee for Governor of 
North Carolina, was summoned 
to the White House several 
weeks ago.

“ We don’t quite trust you,” 
Sears told Gardner, “ but we 
know we may have to use you.”

Thus did President Nixon ad­
mit that Gardner’SL growing 
power and influence in the 
North Oarollna RepubUcan 
party is now being felt in the 
White House itself.

This is a matter of no little 
irony for Mr. Nixon. As of last 
Nov. 5, Gardner, defeated and 
in 111-favor with the newly- 
eleofced President, seemed head­
ed for oblivion. But in -record 
t!)mo, he has not only revived 
but l.s leading the construction 
of a new statewide North Caro­
lina GOP to contend for George 
Wallace's hardcore segregation­
ist vote.

The implications transcend 
North Carolina. It may well be 
that, depstte Mr. Nixon’s ^ c -  
tory, the future of Southern Re­
publicanism rests more W iith  

neo - Wallacelte Jf oonservatlves 
such as Gardner, rather than 
old-guard moderates close to 
Mr. Nixon.

During his White House con­
frontation with Gardner, Sears

—with characteristic candor— 
recounted the Nixon camp’s an­
ger at Gardner for his last- 
minute endorsement of Gov. 
Ronald Reagan of Calllfbrnia at 
the Miami Beach convention. 
The controversial and unpre­
dictable Gardner had written 
Mr. Nixon in 1967 asking him to 
run for President, and Mr. Nix­
on, naturally, took that os 
equivalent to endorsement.

But once nominated for Gov­
ernor against the wishes of the 
moderate Nixon old guard, 
Gardner rebuffed his advisers 
and made a  secret commit­
ment to Reagan. When Reagan 
called tor delivery, he got Gard­
ner’s endorsement—to the fury 
of the vengeful odd guard.

It was precisely this desire 
tor revenge, coupled wltli Gtu d- 
ner’s loss of the election to 
Democrat Robert Scott, that 
seemed to doom Gardner’s 
mieteoric political career. In 
fact, howeveir, as proved by his 
summons to the White House, 
Gardner is on his way to 
greater power.

Gardner agents are now sys- 
temalfcically organizing North 
Carolina for Gardner-style Re­
publicanism in a way that the 
old guard never has. Since the 
election, this operation, run by 
two youthful ex - Democrats 
named Yates Nagle and Sesse 
Austin (a former state senator),

Fischetti

has compilied a list of 16,000 
Gardner volunteer workers in 
the primary and general elec­
tions 'last year.

Thus, the Republican party, 
until now localized in the west­
ern Piedmwit around Charlotte, 
is moving into the higtdy segre­
gationist East, where Wallace 
ran strongly and where Gardner 
sought Wallace’s  coattails.

Attempting to build a state­
wide party with active workers 
in every county, Gardner may 
well lay the groundwork for his 
election next year as state 
chairman over the incumbent, 
state Rep. James Holdiauser.

If that happens, Sears’s fore­
cast that the WWte House “ may 
have to use you”  will come to 
pass. As State Chairman, (3ard- 
ner could not be byparaed tor 
patronage or Ignored by the 
White House.

That would be quite a switch. 
Just last month when 
Holshauser convened the State 
executive committee in Greens­
boro to hear appeals from local 
party officials for Federal jobs, 
Gardner —titular head of the 
party— was' Ignored. When the 
appointments were finally made 
In Washington, Gardner men 
got nothing.

The reason Is the fued be­
tween the Gardner faction and 
the Nlxonlte old guard, headed

by Congressmen (Jhtu-les Jteios 
and James Broyhlll —political 
moderates who had tight control 
of the party before Gardner’s 
nomination tor Governor. Hols­
hauser, for instance. Is a Broy^ 
hill protege and has run the 
party in the interest of the 
Jonas - Brojdiill western Pied­
mont moderates.

But if Gardner con stay on 
the path he has laid out and 
becomes State Chairman next 
year, all that ■will 'Change. Even 
now, Gardner is maintaining a 
$40,000-a-year political operation

There la a  joyous uaortment 

of oharactars In the 1M9 Houae 
of RapresontatlTM. Tlioy pre­
sent, In their behavior durtaig 
their o(vn sessions, every color 
of the human ratnbow. Tliey 
strike different atUtiidee, and 
serve different Individual oom- 
pulsiona.

Any judgment based on the 
superficial traits o f behavior 
they exhibit would turve no dif­
ficulty at all coming up with a 
relative handful of legislatorB 
who are obviously the most Im­
portant, personabls, Indtspeosa- 
ble of all the 177 membera of 
the Houae.

For such observatiem, which 
will also surely lead to identi­
fication of the single most pa­
tient man in the entire h l s t ^  
of the Connecticut House, there 
is a particular situation which 
is ideal.

It Is on occasion on which the 
House Is engaged In a  series of 
roll call votes, as happens 
when It Is processing a  batch of 
judicial nominations.

The procedure In'volved in 
such a series of roll call votes 
Is standard and familiar. The 
names of the judges to be con­
firmed that day can be read on 
the House Calendar. Each 
judge, in the normal course of 
events, gets a nice little formal 
recommendation from some 
member of the Judiciary Com­
mittee which has, iflven the 
nomination its approval. Occa­
sionally, some additional legis­
lator will be moved, by rea­
sons of personal or geographical 
association, to add another *' 
word or two.

Then the voting machines are 
locked, the voting taken and 
tallied and announced, and the 
next nomination Is given the 
same processing.

It Is sensible decorum tor 
the House that, when a  roll call 
'vote Is taken, the aisles shall 
be cleared of non-members, and 
that the members themselves 
shall be in their own seats. This 
Is the status the most padlent 
man in the hostory of the Con­
necticut House, Speaker .Wil­
liam Ratchford of Danbury, 
conscientiously and properly 
enforces before each roll call Is 
taken.

When the business of the hour 
is a series of judicial nomina­
tions, there Is a certain Inter­
val between the closing of the 
voting on one nomination and 
the beginning of the voting on 
the next. We think we timed 
one such Interval the other day 
at about 90 seconds. It can be 
longer, say as long as two or 
three minutes.

This is the interval when the 
truly Important members of the 
House identify themselves.- They 
do this by getting out of their 
seats and prooeedlng busily, 
purposefully, to some point In 
the Chamber as far as possible 
from their own seat. There they 
proceed to engage some other 
legislator in weighty, urgent 
conference, so urgent and 
weighty they do not even hear 
the first announcement of the 
Speaker that the House is 
about to take another vote and 
will an members please take 
their seats.

They finally hear an an­
nouncement, after all the rest 
of the House is seated and quiet, 
and then, with the eyes of the 
world upon them, they make 
their own progress toward their 
own seat. Sometimes they run, 
in a smirking imitation of con­
scientious hurry. Sometimes 
they saunter with a suweme 
demonstration of frosty preoc­
cupation with matters more 
weighty than that of being in 
their own seat at the proper 
time.

But they are always, roll call 
after roU call, essentially the 
same relatively small cast of 
characters, whose conduct re­
veals their surpassing industry, 
charm and Importance.

Courteously, patiently, time af­
ter time, Speaker Ratchford 
shephet^ them gently out of 
their precious limelight and 
Into the momentary obscurity 
of their own seats. But that 
momentary obscurity would 
never fool any observers up In 
the gallery. They know who the 
really big men o f the session 
are because they can see them 
operating.

A curriculum proposal which 

wouM pennlt Mlaeted TMlaiMl 
BIgh M mxiI aladents to portlcl-

•Ml todependent atudy w u  pto- 
pooad to a puMlc moetiiig of the 
Board Of Blducatlan laat night 

The curriculum profMoal, aa 
prw t ad bjr Toilaad Edueatlan 
Aaaodatian Curriculum Com­
mittee Chairman Robert Italia, 
la the raault of about IH yeara 
of effort on the part of t h e  
taaohwa and department chair­
man hnrolred.

The SO-page curriculum la 
crammed with the detalla of an 
hmorattre educational phlloao- 
phy, partteularly in the areaa 
of flexible adieduling, indepen­
dent atudy and atudent reaource 
centera. A dreaa code la alao. 
propoaed but Ita importance waa 
played down 1^ Italia.

Board membera, although in- 
tereated in die propoaala, heal- 
tated orer what they termed a 
'Tack of qieclfica." The p ro -  
poaal doea not explain how the 
program can be eftectlvety car­
ried out at the local achool.

ItaUa emphaaixed the p r o ­
poaala are an extenalon of the 
extatlng philoaophy of die high 
adiool adildi emphaalaea the 
unlqueneaa of each atudent.

Superintendent at Bdioola 
Robert Bralrton in a  memo to 
the TBA Currleultun Commit 
tee peopoaea a  partial adoption 
of the recommendationa, but 
aeea the baalc llmltationa of 
budget and qpaoe aa llabllltiea 
to adoption of the curriculum 
aa propoaed.

During laat nlght’a meeting, 
high adiool principal How­
ard Harvey noted the ahortage 
of ‘claaarooma at the achool next 
year, already caualng achedul- 
ing dlfflcultlea.

The propoaed curriculum 
waa deacribed by Italia as "a 
bunt of energy on the part of 
the toachen" and the "bade of 
looldag beyond die present into 
dm future.”

Although devlaed by aoveral 
teachen and department beads 
a t the high schooi, it-camie in for 
orltlriani from Mrs. Doris 
ToMaasen, a long-time Tolland 
teacher and BkigUsh Department
raiMlwnum

She endoceed some of the 
Ideaa in the report but expressed 
the fear of aacrlflcing academic 
progveaa in favor of innovation.

'T would do nothing to sacri­
fice acadendo progrees,” ItaUa 
replied. 'T feel wie can offer 
more for the improvement of the

The iHOpoaal as an education­
al theory wee endorsed by 
Bralrton, who noted he had 
made the same recommenda­
tion five yean  ago in Bast Hart­
ford.

Oarrylng the use of flexible 
scheduling further, Italia loc- 
ommended giving the student 
opportunities fw  "independent 
study."

In d ^ n d e n t atiafy to Italia 
meant permitting the student to 
proceed on his own to devrtop 
a  theory or an eduoatioiutl proj­
ect. The student would check 
often wttb his teacher and is­
sue periodic progress reports. 
He would tap various resource 
centera in the scluxH to purue 
his theory.

Biiarton’a concept of inde­
pendent study differs from 
Italia's. The superintendent
views it as a "directed prog­
ram in which the independence 
refers to the methods and tech­
niques used by the student in 
pursuing a carefully worked-out 
objective," wdiether tt la a 
project or a term paper.

"Turning a student lose is not 
independent study," Briarton 
emphasized. He did endorse the 
independent atudy concept as

being of "inestimable value to 
some students."

The tapping of available 
equipment in the various 
resource centera at the school 
by the Students appears to be 
the most probable recommenda­
tion to be implemented.

It is already being done on a 
modified scale at the high 
school. Some students are per­
mitted to use the equipment in 
the $11,000 language lab when 
it is not being used for classes.

This is done for various pur­
poses, sometimes to permit a 
student to improve himself by 
trying more advanced tapes and 
work and also to provide enjoy­
ment for an A-plus French- 
Ouiadian student who enjoys 
listening to the tapes and the 
music.

Self-Supervision
Another aspect of the 

proposed qurriculum Is the self­
supervision portion, which 
would permit selected students 
to reort only to scheduled 
classes. The students would not 
be restricted to the school build­
ing but would be allowed on the 
lawn outside the building.

Students would be able to 
audit courses in which they

are intensMed, without receiv­
ing credit toward graduation. 
This would permit a  atudent to 
attend a  cfaas In a  subject in 
which he waa Interested, but 
not for credit.

A atudent lounge would be 
provided for and maintained by 
the rtudents, according to the 
proposed curriculum. The right 
to paitidpete in the seH-super- 
vCalon program would have to 
be earned each quarter.

Three-Hour Discussion
This concept seemed to raise 

the most objections from par­
ents attending the meeting 
while the board appeared hesi­
tant about its responslbiiay for 
the student wdiUe he is not in a 
class.

The presentation of the cur­
riculum and the subsequent 
discussions continued for over 
three hours before being brought 
to a close by school board chair­
man David Oook.

Cook promised the board 
would not make any attempt to 
squelch the report, citing the 
holding of the public presenta­
tion as an illustration of this 
point.

He described the meeting as 
an attempt to get the report {uid 
its recommendations "out of 
private kltehens and into pub­
lic knowledge where we can ob­
tain direction and umdenstand- 
Ing."

Reaction to last night’s meet­
ing would indicate an eventual ■ 
adoption of some of the report's 
recommendatHons, but not ,all 
of them. The actual implemen­
tation may be slow, due in a 
lairge pert to the many students

housed a t  the high school, un­
til the middle school is com­
pleted.

Although ttie town hiCs devri- 
oped one of the most unstruc­
tured high school currictdums 
around, it likes to taka a  good 
look at proposed innovations be­
fore Implemanting them.

"You are wotidng in a  staM 
New England community,” 
board member Baibara Kalas 
told Italia. "We tend to move 
slowly, giving a proposal a  good 
looking over to make sure It is

a better way before Implemant- 
Ing R."

Braiiton’s recommpndstions 
would indicate the further de­
velopment of pr esent reeourae 
centers wouM be Implemented. 
He also pledged every efloet I 
will be made on the part of the 
high achool principal to arrange 
flexible scheduling in depart-1 
ments wishing this.

flexUde srtieduling would be 
the hey to the rest of the rec­
ommendations included in the 
report, ttalia told the 60 towns­
people present.

Flexible scheduling would per­
mit a tXudent to spend more 
time in some classes and lees 
time in others.

It is not always necessary for 
a gym period to be as long as 
a history or shop course. Some 
periods would be limited to 22 
minutes while others could run 
for an hour, Italia explained.

SAIGON (AP) — Unleashing 
the heaviest aheUing of South 
Vietnamese towns and allied 
b g ra  In three weeks, the Viet 
C o ^  iqipeared today to have 
opened a new and more violent 
phase of ita aaven-week-old 
spring oftonslve.

Rockets and mortars Mt more 
than 46 towns and baaes during 
the night. ’Ihe heavleat attacka 
were made on provincial capi­
tals on opposite aides of Saigon, 
Tay Ninh to the northwest and 
Vinh Long to the eouthwest.
At leGurt 31 persons were killed 

300 were wounded In the two cit­
ies and alxnit 80 others were 
missing In ’Tay Nlnh. Some 
Americana were among the 
wounded, but no American 
deatha were reported.

’The night's attacks were 
among the moat devaatatlng of 
the offensive which began Feb. 
38 and the heaviest since the 
night of March 30-31, when 05 
rocket and mortar attacka were 
reported.

During the past three weeks

the shelling had droppd off to 
between 10 to 30 attacks a night. 
U.S. military analyats asld ear­
lier this week the offensive was 
In a lull wMle the enemy re­
ceived replacemente and sup­
plies after suffering heavy loas- 
ea.

But the American exparta 
predicted an Increase in enemy 
activity tills weekend and said 
most of the attacks would be 
"by fire,”  meaning roeketa and 
mortars.

Touth Vietnamese cources 
said more than 100 mortar 
rounds Mt the market place, a 
prison and Vletncunese officers’ 
mess in Vlinh Long, a delta city 
65 miles southwest of Saigon.

Israel Reacts Coolly 
To Hussein’s Plan

JBSRUSiOJDM (AP) — King 
Hussein’ s 'slx-polnt play got the 
usual cold shoulder In the lorae- 
II capital today. A source close 
to the government aald there 
was nothing new In It.

"A  solution cannot be 
achieved through pronounce­
ments at the preaa club In 
WaaMngtbn, but only through 
negotlatlona between the parties 
involved,”  the source said. “ If 
the Araba have a constructive 
plan, let them come forward 
with It to the negotiating taUe."

The Jordiuilan king made Ma 
proposals In a apeech Thuraday 
at the National Preaa Club In 
Washington. His points included 
a guarantee tor peesage of Is­
raeli iMps through the Gulf ot 
Aqaba and the Sues Chmal, Arab 
acceptance of larael'a existence 
as a nation, Israeli withdrawal 
from all territory (xscupled dur­
ing the June 1967 war and a 
"juat settlement’ ’ of the Pales­
tine relugeee’ claims againat Is­
rael.

’ ’Israel may have either 
peace or territory, but ahe can 
never have both,”  Huaaeln said.

The king said he was author­
ized to speak tor Egyptian Pres­
ident Qamal Abdel Nasser.

In the Israeli view, Hussein’s 
prop<Mal has two defecto: It 
seeks Israel’s withdrawal from 
all the occupied territory and 
does not say whether the Arate 
will sign a peace treaty.

While the laraella have Indi­
cated they would be willing to 
give up much of the land they 
are holding In return for an end 
to Arab belligerency, there are 
two areas where they want to 
keep full control.'tiiS Old City of 
Jetuealem and the Golan 
Heights on the Syrian border.

They also are adamant In 
tneir demand for direct Arab-Ia- 
raell negotiations to produce a 
signed peace treaty wMch wUl 
make formal Arab recognition 
of Israel aa a nation.
