This is that the |deal way
to handie the problem involved s to
change the basic living conditions and
the environment into which these chil-
dren are born.

That, of course, I8 no news to any-
one. And the experience of every work-
er in Head Start has, one can be sure,
merely reconfirmed that basic, ele-
mental conclusion.

But before that major, basic thing can
be done there has to be & meantime.
And i the meantime it seems to us
that Head Start must be Jjudged a
worthwhile remedial measure which is
throwing so much good effort Into the
situation it has to be dolng some good,
even if it may not always be the kind
of good which can be measured by
ntatistios.

Traffic By Computer

A huge computer within a decade will
control all traffic on Chicago’s 75-mile
expressway system. If the system o
succeasful it le expected tu set the pat-
tern for similar installations on urban
expressways throughout the mation.

The project is aimed at ellowing the
big roads to be used for the purpose for
which they were designed —to handle
certain amounts of vehicles each hour
at specific speeds.

Vehicle movement deobectors will be
imbedded in each traffic lane every
three miles and will record the num-
ber and speed of vehicles crossing each
checkpoint. Eventually, the detectors
will be increased in number and will
be planted every half-mile in the center
lane roadbeds of the expressways.

Information from the detectors then
will be fed into 2 compubter housed in
an Illinois DIGISION OF Highwayw fa
In suburban Oak Park. The computer
will use the Information to operate con-
trol lights on ramps feeding traffic on-
to the expressways,

When expressway traffic is at near
capacity, the ramp Hghts will turn red,
blocking the entrance for more vehicles.

Ultimately, George March, the state’s
Chicagoarea highway engineer, hopes
the computer will correlate signs on
streets that lead to expresaways, inform-
ing motorists blocks awny when the ex-
presswnys are at capacity, The signs
also will advise motorists which second-
ary streets parallel to the expressway
would be their best alternate route.

144 population; District 42,
Windsor, 10,467 population; Dis-

HUD spending
estimates weére cut by $74 mll-
lUorr to $2.8 billion while HEW's
forecast outlays, apart from So-
cial Security, were reduced by
$179 million to $50.5 billion.

Over-all reductions in "human
resources’ programs were put
at §390 million.

A $420 million cut was attrib-
uted largely to reductions in the
programs of the Post Office and
Transportation Depaptments. In
agriculture and natural re-
sources, the cutback came to
$345 million,

Atomic energy and space pro-
grams were reduced by $140
million. The budget for veterans
showed a drop of a245 million—
mostly refiecting planned sales
of assets—and about $185 mil-
lon was dropped from interna-
tional programs.

Dacca today as rescue workers
dug out mone bodies and the es-
timated death toll in Monday's
killer tornado rose to 1,000,

Hospitals sent out an urgent
appeal for blood donore. Doctors
and nurees struggied to cope
with a continuous flood of thou-
sands of Injured. Students of

WABHINGTON — The U.8.
Navy plane missing off North
Korea might best be described

Almost #dentical versions of
the plane have been used by
both the Navy and Air Force
for nearly two decades for a
variety of. missions ranging
from the sampling of atr in the
eye of a tornado to electronic
eavesdropping to the jamming

Though the Pentagon would
not discuss the mission of the
lost plane, it s almost certain
that it included the monitoring
of North Korean Radio com-
munications and the detection
of mdar actlvities,

In this respect, the activities
of the four-engine propeller.
driven EC-121 resembled those
of the USS Pueblo, the U.8. In-
telligence ship captured by
North Korea in January 1968,

The BEC-121 s a modification
of the commercial and troop-
carrier varsions of the
constellation, which flew most
major airline routes before jets
were introduced,

Manchester Man
In Plane’s Crew

A Manchester man is
among the 81 missing
crewmen of a Navy recon-
nafissance plane reported-
ly shot out of the sky over
the Sea of Japan by North
Korean jets at 11:50 Mon-
day morning—our time,

Chief Petty Officer Marshall
McNamara, 34, and a 164 -year
Navy veteran, is listed among
the missing crewmen of the
huge tri-tailed reconnaissance
plane,

His parents, Mr. and Mrs,
Lawrence McNamara, of 107
Hemlock Bt. learned that he
was aboard the plane when they
received a telegram about 8
p.m. yesterday.

A massive search for the
downed plane ia being carried
on by & combination of Boviet
destroyers, U.8. Navy destroy-
ers, Navy planes, and Japanese
fishing boats, but so far, only a
trace of the plane—a wheel and
a ladder—have been found by
the Soviet ships. None of the
plane's life rafts have been
spotted In the 4050 degree
water.

The size of the crew depends
on the electronic tasks involved
in the mission.

lengthy missions and frequently
armed gunrds (o prevent inter-
mingling  between the flight
crew and the highly clasaified
activities in the intelligence sec-
tlon of the plane.

In the Puebio Incident, a key
cniticism has been the command
structure within the ship. Com.
mander Lioyd Bucher, though
caplain of the vessel, had no
command authority over the in-
telligence center and could not
enter it. The Pentagon would
nol say Tuesday whether such
division of command existed on
the missing BC-121.

Because much of the com-
munication to be monitored fol-
lows a Uneof-sight track and
does not reach beyond the hor-
izon, alrplanes such as the EC-

McNamara and his wife live
in Yokohama, Japan, where he
has been stationed at Atsugl
Naval Air Base for the past two
years. Before Atsugi, McNama-
ra was stationed atf Brunswick
Naval Air Station, Brunswick,
Maline, and before that he was
stationed in Japan for three
years.

His motter Marjorie, who is
a secretary for the Town Fire
Department, said this
that he hus always flown on
this kind of plane. He was a
fight engineer, she sald. It was
his job to see that the plane,
cramnved with six tons of elec-
tronle equipment, was Kt in
top mechanical condition. '

Mrs. McNamara sald that her
daughter-in-law, Alma Joanne
McNamara, called her from
Japan this moming to check to
"Aee how I wae doing.” Mvs,
McNamara added that her
daughter-in-law ocould not pro-
