Both the Ameri-
cana and the SBouth Vietnamese
reported increases in the num-
ber of their wounded, however,
with the U.8, total rising sharp-
ly from 1,285 the previous weak

Most of the wounded appar-
ently resulted from the nightly
rocket and mortar attacks on
U.B. military bases that have
characterized the enemy offen-
sive, Such attacks frequently
cause large numbers of shrap-
nel wounds, But the drop in the
number of dead reflected the
slacking off of enemy ground at-
tacks in recent weeks.

Former President Johnson's guns and

butter budget has been trimmed by Pres-
ldent Nixon and rightly so.

There was for instunce about a. million
cut from President Johnson's proposed
increases In Sockal Security benefits,
benefits to those who are most severely
hit by the seemingly inevitable cheapen-
ing of the dollar.

Transplanted Values?
It Is just as well, we think, that a cer-

At firet glance these medical advances
wouldaeuntobeaboontohummty.
and perhaps that is the conclusion that
should ultimately be drawn. In the
meantime the problems and the doubts
remain,

In the opinion of a number of medi-
cal men, heart transplants themselves
are not a satisfactory answer to heart
disease. Even if a great many more
patients survived than have so far, it
would contimue to be difficult to mateh
patient and donor. Many who could bene-
fit from a transplant would perforce be
denied . Who s to get #7 Who decides?

This problem has already béen en-
countered with the scarce, costly kidney
machines (they are externally operated).
The ethical question of cholce of patients
and denial of othery, in the circumstances
of cost and soarcity, troubles thoughtful
people.

Given the madequacy of heart trane-
plants, anyway, the trend apparently
will be toward artificial hearts, which
would be much more promising for the
purpose.  The one that has just kept
& man alive for three days in Houston
was not internally self-sustaining, but un-
doubtedly such a type will be developed
in due course; the same with regard to
various other synthetic organw.

When that time comes —when people
are able to function “normally’’ with
completely internal artificial organy —
it presumably will not be too difficult to
solve the problem of supply at reason-
able cost, and so largely resolve the
ethical question of choide. But then
what?

What happened to the society in gen-
eral when many people can with these
aids Mve much loger than today’'s al-
ready lengthened lives? The peril of
population growth presses now; will the
widespread use of artificial orgens not
intensify it? What happens to the people
themselves? Will the artificiality even-
tually amount, in effect, to a mutation?
Will they, or will they not, able to
maintain the standards and vior that
civilization regards as enduringly hu-
man?

It may be objected that all tis is hy-
pothetical and highly speculative, and of
course it is, and yet the actua! advances
are coming very rapldly, Science iz at
the threshold of the ability to create life,
8 breakthrough of unimaginable poten-
tinl consequences. Should man do that,
and If eo for what purpose? In the same
way, should man prolong Hfe indefinitely?

The argument about the medical pro-
fession playing God is an anclent one
but more vexed than ever now. It ls'in
part, we suppose, a matter of degree
and of common gense. It is a question
olhow(uymgonnda:whupﬂce.

Thus few oppose the many artificial
means, such as drugs and vaccinations,
of saving life or improving health. Yet
when a person Is incurably Il and =o
longer conscious, it s Indeed a question
whether his life should be artificlally
maintained as long as possible. At what'
point should nature be allowed to inter:
vene? The issue concerning artificlal or-
gans ts similarly not clear-out.

Since men value life, the experimen-
tation with artificlal organs and other
means of further prolonging Mfe will ac-
oelmta.mu:pcﬂupathatuultmud
be; perhape it ls the right and moral
thing for the humaen species to seek. The
caution is that all such Progressy  does
have i3 price, and we should not refuse
to look at what it might be, The obges-

of the good life,

The tremendous medical, scientific and
technological advancements of the past
century or 50 have benefited mankind in
many ways, but the blessing has hardly
been unmixed. Those developments are
also in large measure responsible for a
Population growth threatening to become
exXoeswive; It, In turn, aggravates the en-

nlal damage that some people
fear menaces the very future of the race.

Plainly it would be presumptuous to
Lo Jogmatic about the new turm toward
& further lengthening of lfe. For now
the hope must be that man can
that course without undue impairment

Sen. Mansfield Giving
Nixon ‘Good Marks’

WASHINGTON (AP) Sen-
ate Democratic Mike
Manafield with a few excep-
tons, has given good muarks to
President Nixon's newly de.
tailed legislative program.

“By and large I approve of
what he has suggested,” Mans-
fleld sald in an interview, ‘I am
pleased to note that he has
placed strong emphasis  on
peace as his first priority."

The Montana senator also
sald the President’s proposed
budget changes and planned re-
vislons of existing programs
add up o “a cautious and care.
ful” approach to domestic prob-
lems,

Mansfield said he approves of
Nixon's plan to Incresse funds
for fighting crime urd the pro-
posal to extengd tax credits to
encourage privite business
plant Investment in ghetto
areas,

But, Mansfield sald, he thinks
Congress should slash spendirg
by an additional $1 billion to add
to the ¥ billion cut proposed by
the President. Nixon wants a
budget for fiscal 1970 of $192.9
billion, $4 bilion under former
President Johnson's figure.

Nixon sald the trimming s
necessary to fight iInflation,
which he has indicated (s among
the first orders of domestic
business,

Mansfield also sald he does
not regard Nixon's proposal for
& 7 per cent increase In ‘social
socurity benefits as suffictent.

Leader

He aaid the Increase should be
around 10 per cent,

Mansfield Indlcated he thinks
Nixon will win his fight to close
59 Job Corps centers, a move
fome Democrats have lined up
to fight,

“I think the advantage is on
the President’s side In this con-
troversy,"” said Mansfield who
himself has expressed misgiv-
ings over the closings. ''Once
you begin to dsmantle these
centeérs it becomes’ harder to
reinstate them and a good deal
more costly, to boot."

Mansfield's pleasure over
Nixon's program is not shsred

Sen. William Proxmire of
Wisconsin said earller that the

In Chinese Power Sti'uggle

HONG KONG — While the

One of the chief reasons for
the Impending new wave of vio-
lence 3 the blatant aswertion of
supremacy by the flagrantly-
ambitious Lin Piso, siccessor-
designate to chatrman Mao
Tse-Tung of the Communist
Party.

While the Central Broadeast-
Ing Station of Peking was pro-
claiming the unanimity of 1.512
delegatles to the Congress und
thelr acclumation of the new
pollces—exact nature still un.
specified —enunciuted by De-
fense Minister Lin Plao, the
Hunan dally, organ of the be.
leaguered revolutionary com-
mittee of Mao's home province,
was telling quite a different
tlale,

The editorial demanded alert-
ness againet the renewed plots
of “"clasy enemies who profound-

The oblique reference to the
extremist Red Guard faction,
owing primary loyalty to Mao's
termagant wife Chiang Ching,
wasg as pointed as it was inten-
tional. Private reports from
China indicate the extreme left-
isty feel themselves Imperiled
by the relegation of their con-
gressional delegates to a most
inferior position — and by the
fact  their unofficial leader,
Chiang Ching, has so far played
& subdued, (ndeed mute, role at
the Congress.

They are further disturbed by
the obvious passing of the power
of decision In Peking from Mao
Ise-Tung to Lin Piao, whom
they consider the representative
of the military faction which
both moderates and radicals
fear., The most recent com-
murdque of the Congress, they
point out, ordered publication of
Lin Piso's political reportand
the new party constitution, but
indicated no present intention to
promulgate either of the ‘‘very
important'' speeches Mno him-
self has delivered,

Adultation of Lin Piao has
now, In a sense, transcended
that accorded to Mao Tse-Tung
himself. Mao Is treated as o de-
migod, above partisan strife and
mundane policy, while Lin |s

hailed as the man sctually run,,

ning the country.

In the middle of the sesslon of
the Congress, which began April
1, the Chekiang Dally, organ of
the revolutionary committee of
the coastal province northwest
of Formosa, declared: '"We feel
infinitely happy and very proud
indeed to have deputy- chalrman
Lin, closest comrade-in-arms of
chairman Mao, a5 chairman
Mao's successor and to have the
leadership of our country and
our party in the hands of such
& great revolutionary.” 2

Although Lin Piao's own con-
trad of the divided military es-
tablishment definitely is finw-
od, both extremista and prag-
matists fear the peoples’
tlon army will crack down on

them even harder in the future
than it has in the past. They
note with alarm that almost
every senior general prominent-
ly represented at the Congress
previously has suppreased lib-
ertarian tendenclea of the left
and the right, often by the use
of armed force,

As if preparing its own waver-
ing followers for the struggle
to come, the Hunan daily had a
day earller warned: “The
struggle is becoming radically
more penetrating and complex .

On Fees to Doctors

WASHINGTON—The govern-
ment, biggest payer of medical
bills in the coumtry, announced
a major reduction Tuesday in
the fees and charges thet doe-
tors and hospitals can eol'ect
from it

The reductions will take ef-
fect Jvly 1 if the Nixon admin-
I"tration can stand firm in the
face of oppositon expected
cgainst its budget-culting moves
from  physiclans, hospitals and
nursing homes, among others.

The controversial new rules of
payment are pant of a six-point
administration plan for cutting
medical costs, The plan is cal
culated to produce one-third of
& bilkon dollars In federal budg-
et savings In the fiscal year
tarting July 1.

Officials estimated that the
new rules of payment will
mean’

—Reductions averaging about
20 per cent nationwide in the
fees that doctors and dentists
ere charging the government
for trent'ng welfare cllents and
the near-poor under the so-
called ““Medicaid" program,
This would save the federal
Fovernment 60 million dollars a
year,

—A reduction of two per cent
In the charges that hospitals can
collect for caring for
“"Medicaid" patients. Thia
would save the federnl govern-
ment an estimated 28 million
dollars,

—Reductions of 1.6 per cent
o 2 per cent 'in the level of
charges that hospitals and nurs-
ing homés can collect under the
existing reimbursement formula
for treating elderly patients un-
der the '‘Medicare'’ program of
hospitalization insurance. This
would save the federal hospital
insurance trust fund an estimat-
ed 65 million dollars, '

Doctors and hospitals could
éither accept the lower pay-
ments or refuse to participate

in these programs. They could
not charge the patient to make
up for the cutback in govern-
ment payments,

There would be no change in
the method of relmbursing phy-
sleians under Medlicare's
doctor-bill insurence program.
Doctors would continue to
charge customary and prevail-
Ing feen for, such patients,

However, fee achedules
would be established to NHmit
the amounts that doctors and
dentists could coliect for treat-
ing Medicaid patients. These
are welfare cHents and the
near-poor whose medical ex-
penses are pald under pro-
grams which the states admin-
ister bt for which the federal
government pays at least one-
half the cost.

The admindstration an-
nounced that the schedules
"would be based on the lowest
prevalling Blue Shield payment
rates for non-government medi-
cal services."

The fees which doctors and
dantists are permitied to
charge under the 'state-admin-
istered Medicald programs vary
sharply from state to state. In
some stules the new fee sched-
ule would not require a cutback
I fees. But it would mean a re-
duction in payments to doctors
in states where the physicians
now are permitted to charge on
the basis of “customary, pre.
valling, and reasonable'’ fees,

Since the start of the
programg the retmbursement
formula for hospitals under both
Medicare and Medicald, and
for nursing homes under Madi-
care, has permitted them to
colleot from the government
reasonable coeta ‘‘plus two, per
cent,” The plus factor has been
bet at L5 per cent for profit-
making hospitals and nursing
homes,

Under the new regulations
these ‘‘plus’ factors would be
eliminated.

AMHERST, Mass. (AP) —
“None of us llkes to admit that
the tactic of student takeover
has boen succesasful,” says John
W. Lederie, president if the
University of Massachusetts,
“but it has.*

“Students have succeeded In
forcing dectsions on issues that
are usually debated long and
hard, but we, as univernity pres-
idents, can naver say that vio-
lence is justified,"” Lederie sald
in an interview.

“Academic administrators
have to try to keep ahead of the
problems that cause students to
take over bulldings.

Kent State Sit-In

By THE ASSOCIATED FRESS Mot of the 1,683 full-time stu.

. Ohlo State highway patrolmen
arrested 57 students at Kent
State  University Wedneaday
night, ending u three-hour sit-in,
Protests and sit-ins continued at
several other campuses around
the nation,

Officials at Kent State, in
Kent, Ohio, called the Highway
patrol after the demonstrators
smashed their way into the mu-
sic and speech building.

Seventy policemen arrested 35
male students and 22 coeds.
Seven selzed outside the build-
Ing were charged with Inciting
to riot. Fifty were charged with
forcible entry. The students left
the bullding peaceably in police
custody.

The protest was organized by
the suspended campus chapter
of Students for & Democratic 8o-
clety to demand open hearings
for students suspended during a
previous demonstration.

In Cambridge, Mass.,, Har-
vard's faculty of arts and sci-
ences will try to resolve today
the future of the Reserve Offi-
cer Truining Corps program on
campus, the key issue in a stu-
dent aft-in and strike that has
disrupted the nation's oldest
university.

Any resolution adopted by the
faculty will be subject to ap-
proval by the Harvard Corpors-
tion and the Ivy League univer-
sity's overseers.

When more than 200 protest-
ers seised University Hall last
Wednesday, their chief demand
was banning ROTC from cam-
pus. The faculty had already
voted to strip ROTC of academ-
ic credit, and the corporation
had concurred.

Police ended the sit-in Thurs-
day with 197 arrests. Many stu-
dents, incensed at police action
that caused about 40 injuries,
called a #trike and expanded
their demands to include drop-
ping criminal charges against
the sit-ins. The faculty accepted
that demand,

Attendance at Harvard is not
mandatory, making it impoasi-
ble to gauge whether low at-
tendance stems from the strike.

Sit-ins continued at Queens
College in New York and Stan-
ford University in California.

At Stanford, the faculty Ben-
ate voted to bar secret research
from the campus, and President
Kenneth 8. Pitzer endorsed the
vote. About 200 students contin-
ved their sit-in at the Applied
Electronics Laboratory, where
defense-connected research is
doné,

At Queens, several hundred
students escalated a week-old
sit-in by attempting to seize the
office of President Joseph P,
McMurray. The students were
stymied by barricades and en-
tered other offices.

They pulled out Wednesday
night and returned to the Social
8clences bullding, thelr head-
quarters, where 500 students
voted to call a strike Monday
and ask 12,000 day students to
boycott classes.

The students seek dropping of
tregpass charges against 88 stu-
dents and an instructor in an
earlier sit-in that protested the
disciplining of three students
who allegedly interfered with
campus recruiting by the Gen-
eral Electric Corp.

Mount St. Mary's College In
Emmitsburg, Md. canceled
classes Wednesday because of a
student boycott.

HALIFAX, N8 (AP) -~ A
proposal o merge the United
Church of Canada and the Axn.
giican Church was presented o
day to the General Commission
on Church Undon.

The plan, prepared after two
yeara of study by membeors of
both churches, is designed to re-
solve long-standing differences
in beliefs espoused by United
Church and Anglican theolo-
glams,

In a 8,500-word document, the
commission proposed formation
of an episcopal form of govern.
ment with elders of both ehurch-
o8 forming the hierarchy of a
single Christian body.

The study commission said it
would not be necessary lo re-
solve all theological disputes—
such as how many zacraments
there are—in order to unite the
two churches. Some
maintaln that only baptism and
the Lord's Supper or Holy Com-
