Now every state­
ment about marijuana Ss looked 
on a.s another lie. There is a 
definite lack of convmunlcatlon.

Parents can’t .. understand 
drugs. It’s 'Uke the new matii. 
We don’t tmderstand so wie 
can’t help them. Drugs are not 
like our use of aloolMd or sex.

"If you find drugs in your 
boy’s Jeans, don’t panic. It’s 
most likely he 'wmtbed them 
found. He wants someone to 
talk to. He has a piroUlem.

"Kids today are under tre­
mendous pressure. You make 
It. They’ve got to go to college. 
They’ve got to be a lawyer or 
a doctor or they’ne a flop.

"Drugs are their escape."

He repeated criticlem that the 
Dubcek regime had allowed

Harvard students voted to 
suspend their strike for seven 
days after the university agreed 
to reduce the status of the Re­
serve Officers ’Training Corp to 
an extracurricular activity, 
part of the tactics protestors 
ended a nine-day sit-in at an 
electronics lab.

A new protest by a breakaway 
group of Students for a Demo­
cratic Society at Columbia Uni­
versity fiszled when It tall^  to 
get any widespread Support.

The protestors had blocked 
the trustees briefly Thursday 
then released them when a 
meeting was set tor Friday. 
About 100 students blocked the 
officials Friday moniing. They 
chained and locked the doors 
from the inside.

Dr. Thomas D. Jarrett, presi­
dent of Atlanta University, told 
school officials not to send secu­
rity guards or city police.

In Ccunbridge, Mass., a mass 
meeting of 3,500 Hareaird atu­
dents voted 2-1 to suspend the 
eight-day strike touched off by 
the arrest of 200 sit-ins at the 
administration building.

However, SDS members and 
about 180 black students seeking 
a lirge voice in setting up a 
black studies program, said 
they would continue the class 
boycott.

TACSDKAWA, Japan (AP) ~  
"We’re com ing, .down, please 
don’t fear," a  Russian-speaking 
Ainorican pilot radioed to a So­
viet destroyer.

Then followed what the pilot 
called a "cordial'’ conversation 
with toe Russians, who were 
helping U.S. forces search for 
remnants of an American Navy 
apy plane shot down in the Sea 
of Japan last Tuesday by the 
North Koreans.

The unusual story came out 
today at a news conference with 
members of toe search teams. 
'Diey said the 'wreckage they 
saw within four hours of the 
crash was too far from the 
North Kreana coast to back up 
Oommuniat claima that toe 
plane was intruding In North 
Korean air apace.

\The plane was reported miss­
ing at 2 p.m. Tuesday.

"At 3:26 the horn blew and at 
3:41 we vrere airborne," said 
Air Force MaJ. George W. Hll- 
lyer, 34, Tyler, Tex.

On Wednesday, Capt. Thomas 
R. Van Wlnlde, 36, Blum, Tex. 
came acroes two Soviet dertroy- 
ers In the search area and tried 
to establish contact to ask about 
possible survivors.

"It never occurred to me that 
these people would be anything 
but friendly," he said. They , 
were obviously trying to help us 
in this <»taatr(^)he.”

But the Soviets couldn’t un­
derstand his flashing light sig­
nals, so Van Winkle dropped a 
small radio that the HC180 Air 
Force reacue planes use to com­
municate with parareacue men 
work In the ocean.

The Rusrtan who picked up

toe radio spoke hardly any Eng­
lish, but ^an Winkle remem­
bered that Hlllyer's copilot on 
another HCISO at Osan, South 
Korea, spoke Russian. He wa­
ist. U. Roy B. Petit, 28, Wen­
atchee, Wash. Van Winkle ra­
dioed Hlllyer and Petit to fly out 
immediately.

When his plane arrived. Petit 
asked toe Russians if the de­
stroyer had picked up aiw survi­
vors or aircraft parts. The sMp 
rejriied it had seen no sign of 
survivom but had some debris 
on the rear deck. Petit replied 
the Americans would like to 
take a look.

"Please don’t fear," he told 
the Russians at the HClSO began 
descending.

The Russians said "come 
ahead," Prtit said, and the 
Americans saw a wheel, a lad­

der and some other aircraft 
parts displayed.

Then Hlllyer headed for the 
other Soviet destroyer. His crew 
dropped a radio for wMch Petit 
had written tnstructiona in Rus­
sians, and another converaaticn 
began.

Both ships asked the Ainerl- 
oans to direct them to toe res­
cue If they sighted survivors. 
But Petit said the Russians 
broke off the conversation when 
asked about ships Hlllyer had 
seen the previous night in the 
area.

On Thursday Soviet ship No. 
429 broadcast hi Bngliah: "Thte 
is Soviet destroyer 429. Rsd 
Banher Pacific Fleet sends con­
dolences on the loss of your air­
craft." There was no explana­
tion at “ Red Banner.'’

Stock M arket 
Cautious in 
Slow TradeI \

NEW YORK (AP)—The stock 
market spent most of the past 
week drifting in a fairly narrow 
range—except for one session In 
which it took a sharp loss—after 
the prevloua week’s Vietnam 
peace-hope rally failed to follow 
througji.

Some analysts had h<q>ed the 
'peace reports which fueled the 
market to a good gain the week 
before would continue to atimu- 
late trading activity.

"But no significant peace 
news broke over the weekend," 
Larry Wachtel, a Bache A Co. 
vice president, eaid, i’and the 
market Just aort of drifted. 
When the North Korean incident 
came along, it moved into this 
vacuum and sent the market 
akidding."

The incident Wachtel referred 
to waa North Korea’s shooting 
down of a U.S. Navy plane with 
31 men aboard over the Sea of 
Japan. Investor concern over 
the possible consequences that 
could result from the incident 
sent the market skidding, bro­
kers said, and the Dow Jones in­
dustrial average which had 
been off fractionally Monday 
and Tuesday loet 8.45 points In 
Wednesday’s session.

Investor fears, however, were 
eased Thursday by administra­
tion indications that It would 
deal with the matter through 
diplomatic action rather than 
military retaliation, and the 
Dow posted tiny gains In the fi­
nal two sessions. Its total loss 
for the week waa 8.64 aa it 
closed at 924.82, compared with 
a gain of 6.16 in the previous 
week.

Wachtel said conditions "basi­
cally stifling Investor enthu­
siasm continued to be a lack of 
any solid news on peace In Viet­
nam and a constant concern 
over fiscal and monetary re­
straint."

Investor concern with these 
Issues are "giving the market a 
renewed attack of schizophre­
nia,’ ’ according to Wright Advi­
sory Reports.

"Tile market’s split personali­
ty.’ ’ Wright said, "now alter­
nates between optimism gener­
ated by hope of accelerating 
de-escalation In Vietnam, and 
depression stemming from fear 
of disinflationary ‘over-kill’ . 
Sooner or later, both will come 
to pass; but the odds are that 
the last shall be the first."

Until they do, Wachtel said, 
"the caution that has prevailed 
through much of thia year is 
likely to continue.”

The stock market closed its fi­
nal session with a tiny advance. 
Wall Street felt investors were 
made calitios by the approach­
ing weekend as well as by state­
ments by President Nixon that 
administration decisions on tax 
reform and the 7 per cent In­
vestment credit would not be 
announced until the following 
week.

Volume for the week totaled 
48,506,000 shares.

South doesn’t know what to dis­
card from dummy. If Bast has 
Q-k-x of diamonds, declarer can 
win a finesse with the Jack of 
dlanumds, cash the top dia­
monds and eventually dLsoard 
a club on dummy’s last dia­
mond (which win thesi be good).

If East has the ten of clubs 
and either two other clubs or 
perhaps 10-x-x-x of clubs, de­
clarer might lead a low club 
from dummy to fodce out a top 
club with the nine. By carefid 
play he might win two <dub 
tricks, discarding a diamond 
from his hand on dummy’s 
extra club.

To avoid throwing away a 
potential trick on the opening 
lead, South must discard n 
trump from dummy.

Nixon’s Reassurance
If the United State* must oonUnue air 

reconnaissance near North Korea, and 
Presidelit Nixon is evidently convinced 
that It must, then his decision to  provide 
ppotectton tor the pianes to tight.

It gives aome oomtort and raaanir- 
aiwe to the American people who are 
honifled at the proapect o f leaving, 
erewa at the mercy o f an IrresponeUile 
and headatroog nation.

It does not, however, automatlcaUy 
guarantee the aatoty of the miaalana. 
There to every raaoan to brilnve that 
North Korea, acting without any kind of 
oooperatian or aanctton from' any major 
Oonununist power, to intent on provok­
ing the United States into military re- 
tiaUaticn. The Pueblo Incident, to the 
credit o f  Ameiioan diplomacy, did not 
do that. It merely caused the UnRed 
Statea a  kwa o f face.

The EC121 affair, aa President Nixon 
pointed out In hto preaa contorenoe yes­
terday, required a further atitotch by the 
North Koreans. Ttwy ga've no prior 
wamlnga, o s  (bey had in the Pueblo 
ineldent, and there la confirmation from 
eeveral sourcee — Includiiig Russian 
radar reading to whicfa this naticn has 

— that the assaidt oocurred in 
inteinational territory.

The North Koreans must have known 
that flights like this one were part 
this coixitry’s routine surveiltonce. 
seems clear that North Korea acted 
alone and with the sole purpose o f pro­
voking us, a move that might have 
gained several objectives tor M m  n  
Sung, the ambitious North Korean 
premier.

It could, for instance, boost his own 
personal stock In the Communist world. 
It could give him a blackmail weapon 
against the Soviet Union in Ms quest 
tor better weapons. It could revitalize 
his people who are no doubt tired of 
war and tired of comparing themselves 
with their South Korean brothers who 
have greater prosperity.

There Is reason to believe that Kim 
has been busy tunneling Ms key mili­
tary and industrial facilities Into the 
ground, even to the point of carving 
waterways into mountains along the 
coast to provide a place for hiding sub­
marines, according to one source.

Veterans of Korean war bombing mis­
sions will recall the difficulty of locat­
ing and destroying such targets.

This is one argument for continuing 
reconnaissance and at the same time an 
explanation of why North Korea can 
afford ithe provocation.

Is there any real guarantee then that 
an armed escort will dissuade the North 
Koreans if this episode falls to produce 
the results they seek, arid fortunately so 
far It has failed?

Ttie surest way to  avoid provocation 
would be to a'void the flights, but, if 
they ore a necessity for security, that 
will be Impossible.

President Nixon did not say that pro­
tecting the flighits was the only action 
that would be taken In the aftermath 
of the shooting, but he did leave the 
clear impression that no headstrong 
response would be made that would af­
fect our position in the worldwide 
picture. He echoed the thought ol Secre­
tary of State William P. Rogers who 
s^d, "The weak can be rash, the power­
ful must be more restrained."

The nation can breath easier lutving 
heard the moderate tone ot his remarks. 
A real accompUahment now would be 
to quietly phase out as many potential 
sources of provocation as possible with­
out endangering security. This wUl teke 
a careful balancing of dlplomaUc and 
military necessities.

Probate Courts
UntU the 1007 session c f  ths General 

Assembly, every attempt to bring about 
sweeping reforms o f the state’s  probate 
court syotosn ended in failure. Last tall 
the State Supreme Oourt o f Errors pa'ved 
the way tor reforms by upholding key 
features c f  the measure passed in 1967. 
The changes were the first m ajor re- 
'vlsians since the 17th Oentury.

Few disputed the fact that tho system 
was archaic and crying tor modemiza- 
tfon but poUiical pressures year after 
year prevented any streamlining until 
two yean  ago, vdien the Judges were 
placed under a  Probate Oourt AdnSinto- 
trator and other riianges were brought 
about.

A Waterbury member o f the House is 
drafting a bill which would reduce the 
number o f probate Judgeships in the state 
from 125 to three. Each of the three 
would represent a dtotrict and they would 
be elected. They would handle all the 
contested probate coses in their districts.

The proposal will be greeted with 
anguitoed cries from probate Judges all 
over the state. It Is natural that the in- 
cum'oents, often entrenched in lltotime 
jobs, will not be enthusiastic about a 
move to eliminate their lucrative posts.

But the pattern has been set. Changes 
have been made and more will be forth­
coming. Tho movement tor reform is 
almllar to the campaign instituted by 
former Gov. Abraham Rlblcoff when he 
called tor a revlelon of the minor court 
setup. City and town courts were re­
placed by the Circuit Court system and 
while the change did not Hve up to ex­
pectations and promtoes in every detail. 
It must be said that the present system 
to an improvement over Uie old one. — 
STAMFORD ADVOCATE.

Reusable Spacecrafts 
Will Cut Flight Costs

The fulfillment of the Apollo 
program based on the Gargan­
tuan Saturn 5 booster, signals 
the first significant step toward 
the full exploitation of rockeit 
transportation. Now Dr. George 
E. Mueller, chief of NASA’s 
manned space flight office, in­
dicates plans are under way for 
the development of more eco­
nomical boosters to develop a 
terrestrial flight system as well 
as fully explore the potential of 
space.

Writing In the March issue of 
Astronautics and Aeronautics, 
Dr. Mueller Indicates that we 
have come a' long way since the 
launching of our first satellites, 
the Explorer 1 and Vanguard, 
at a cost of about $1 million per 
pound. Today, the Saturn 5 can 
orbit ^m ost 300,000 pounds with 
the cost dropping to about $600 
per pound. The NASA scientist 
believes that eventually the or­
bital cost will plummet to about 
$5 per pound. When this figure 
is attained, then all forms .of 
space manufacturing and inter­
continental travel will become 
feasible at competitive costs.

How soon costs can be slashed 
so dramatically depends on the 
feasibility o l reusable vehicles.

To understand this philosophy, 
it must be realized that every 
time a  Saturn 5 booster is 
launched, the first two stages 
are Jettisoned and destroyed as 
the third stage is orbited. Thus, 
a tremendous mass of the most 
exquisitely engineered and fab- 
vricated machinery is lost in the 
sea. An analogous situation 
would be an airplane trip to 
Paris with only the cockpit ar­
riving. Jettisoning such large, 
costly structures would be con­
sidered unexcusable waste.

One method of eliminating 
this waste is to develop a boos­
ter system which would take off 
vertically, accelerate and, as 
it atlains orbit, release those 
structures which provided the 
speed to fly back to earth. Af­
ter a thorough refurbishing they 
would be used again. TTie sal­
vation of our space aspirations 
lies ?ii the development of these 
reusable structures.

Dr. Mueller indicates that 
currently two concepts are un­
der study 'which could achieve 
dramatic cuts in cost.

One of the most promising 
designs is the "stage and a 
half" configuration: A core ve­
hicle containing all the required 
functional elements for boost 
Aid re-entry plus external pro­

pellant 'tanks—all the high-cost 
equipment including .the en­
gines. This vehicle would take 
off vertically with about 50,- 
000 pounds of propellants In the 
core member and 540,000 pounds 
of propellants In the drop 
tanks. Each section 'would be 
pcwered by a 350,000-pound 
thrust hydrogen-oxygen eng'lne.

The pressurized crew com­
partment o f 800 cubic feet 
would serve as the command 
'tatlon In addition to carrying 
crew  and cargo. Sophisticated 
designs would provide a  heat 
to 26 entries, and advanced in­
sulation woidd keep the h'gh 
re-ertry heat out o f the crew 
compartment;.

This spacecraft would use ex-

to a 115-mile earth orbit.
It wordd be powered by six 

200,000-pound thrust engines, 
two on each of the three mod­
ules. At takeoff, all six en­
gines would igm te with the en­
gines in the three modules. At 
takeoff, all six engines would 
ignite, with the engines In the 
orbital element drawing pro­
pellants from the other two 
boaster sections. When the stag­
ing velocity of 8,000 feet per 
second was attained, the booster 
elements -would “ stage-off" -with 
the orbital element accelerating 
to orbital velocity.

■The two booster elements 
would make a gilding re-entry 
and extend wlrtgs to land under 
the power of turbofan eitgines at 
subsonic speeds. TTrey would 

, have the capability of traveling 
800 miles to a  predetermined 
landing site or cruising back to 
the launch site.

The orbital element— with 
perhaps nine men and 20,000 
pounds of cargo—could proceed 
Into orbit and, after fulfilling itstenslble wings and con-ventional 

tricycle landing gear to sqt ’  mission, eventually re-enter. It
down on a landing field. The Im- 
portart point is .that only the 
shell'i, plus t-wo engines, would 
be destroyed, wi$h all the high- 
cost equipment flown back to 
earth for .recovery.

The second concept is based 
on ihc reuse of all the booster 
elements. Three aerodynamlcal- 
ly similar elements would be 
used, ha-ving identical basic 
structures and propulsion sys­
tems. The booster liftoff weight 
would be 1 million pounds and 
could deliver 25,000 pounds in-

would also make a gliding en­
try, with two turbofan engines 
stored in the forward equipment 
bay extended for aubtonic 
flight. Like the booster 
elements, it also would have ex­
tensible wings to provide lift for 
gliding flight. The significant 
point about this concept is that 
all elements are reusable.

Dr. Mueller sees Intriguing 
possibilities in the use of these 
boosters. He believes that the 
same technology used to Inex­
pensively orbit payloads can al­

so be used on the earth for 
transportotlon and could be de­
veloped into a terrestrial point- 
to-point shuttle system. A shut­
tle of this type could carry pas­
sengers from New York to 
Tokyo In about 47 minutes.

If one projects performance of 
past aviation systems, it ap­
pears that by 1985 pertiaps 60 
of these space shuttles may be 
in operation.

How soon will we see re\u- 
able boosters? No definite an­
swer is available. However, it 
has been found, that the germin­
ation period of advanced aero­
space products is between six 
and 12 years. With reasonable 
application, we might expect to 
develop the apace shuttle in 
from six to 10 years, with the 
cost eventually dropping to 
about $50 million per shuttle. 
When we consider the cost of 
some of the airplanes In use or 
being contemplated, this to not 
an inordinate sum of money.

While aome may view reus­
able boosters as a means of 
saving money and eventueiUy 
providing terrestrial travel, 
other scientists view this de­
velopment aa the spark needed 
to ignite the manned lnteiplen»' 
tary  flight igogram. Up to this' 
point «q>ace flight has been so 
costly and time-consuming that 
manned planetary exploration 
seemed an evsnescenlt dream. 
With the development ol the 
space shuttle, it may become a 
reality In the foreseeable 
future.

It seems to call for plenty of 
courage. But why is the umpire 
protected from the players only 
by a face guard?

I came away surprised the 
S'port hasn’t caught on in other 
countries since it's slick, daring 
and fast moving. The hitters 
face only a few balls each, the 
innings are short and there is 
suspense In men trying to steal 
a base or slide in ahead of the 
ball.

It also has the novelty of a 
public announcer keeping spec­
tator participation by naming 
hitters, pitchers and fielders at 
regular intervals.

. Baseball seemed above all to 
have showmanship like no other 
sport. The pitcher acts uncon­
cerned until he whips round and 
throws a ball to a baseman; the 
batsmen swagger up, only to 
walk away humbled three short 
strikes later; and fielders non­
chalantly toss the ball around as 
if they had nothing else to do.

Yet the spectators are the 
people who make this game. 
They could teach those Apache 
Indians a les.‘'on In hom'leidal 
threats and blood-curdling cries. 
I wasn’ t surpr'sed to see a fo 'c e  
separating them from the play­
ers.

When they ask me back home 
what's so good about ba*'eball 
I’ll compare it with golf where 
there is silence ar' a man lines 
up his putt. I’ll talk about crick­
et fans who clam up when the 
bowler cornea in for Ms run. 
Then I ’ll talk about what hap­
pens when a pitcher prepares 
for his throw.

Thanks to those tans in OomUe 
Mack Stadium I’ ll be retum'ng 
for a  lot more of this cabaret.

"This thing has come on aw­
fully fast”  was the way one 
panelist put it at Thursday’s In- 
formaUonal meeting on the 
Catholic 8ch(x>l crlals. Approxi­
mately 160 persona attended the 
session at St. Joseph’s Church 
hall.

A panel of four experts from 
the Norwich Diocese presented 
facts about the financial situa­
tion which could result in the 
closing of many Catholic 
elementary and Mgh schools in 
the state. They urged those pre­
sent to write to legislators in 
support of state grants under 
the proposed §BER Bill.

Panelists included Msgr. 
Joseph King, the Rev. Richard 
Archambault, superintendent of 
schools for the diocese, Eugene 
Goundrey of the chancery office 
and Dr. Bernard Sheridan of 
Bolton, a member of the 
diocesan Board of Education.

They described the SEER Bill 
which ia now under scrutiny by 
members of the State Legisla^ 
live Committee on Education. 
The bill, “ Secular Educational 
Equalization Reimbursements," 
proposes that the state make 
direct reimbursements to par­
ents for cMldren attending ap­
proved non-public sch(x>ls to 
help defray the cost of tuition. 
The amount paid back would be 
75 per cent of the tuition or 
$160, whichever Is less.

Msgir. King said that taxes 
are going up to such an extent 
that parents who went to ex­
ercise freedom of choice in re­
gards to the school their chil­
dren attend are not able to do 
so because of the burden of 
taxation. He said he was fear­
ful "that If freedom of choice 
is taken away then it won’t be 
long before other basic free­
doms are In Jeopardy, such as 
freedom of speech or religion."

"W e are not talking about pos­
sibilities or probabilities," he 
went on. " I f  a way Is not found 
by constitutional means to 
reimburse parents, then only a 
few wealthy can afford private
8Ch(X>lS."

Msgr. King stressed that the 
parochial schools serve a public 
purpose and that "good, friend­
ly competlUon" Is good for edu­
cation. “ There has always been 
an excellent spirit of harmony 
and competition between the

With only one uniform system 
he feared “ despotism over the 
mind”  and a future bureau­
cracy in Washington that would 
“ dictate the entire curriculum.”

High School Plans Dropped
'WMle non-public schools 

presently educate 20 per cent of 
the school population in the 
state, the figure and situation is 
somewhat different in 'Vernon. 
Plans were dropped over a year 
ago to build a new Catholic high 
school in town and now there 
are Just two parochial ele­
mentary schoohi in Vernon and 
only one other in the county. 
The two, St. Bernard’s and St. 
Joseph’s, have a total enroll­
ment tMs year of 470 students, 
accoimting for leas than seven 
per cent of the sclux)! popula­
tion.

Goundrey said that the coun-, 
try was fortunate In that the 
three parishes which operated 
the schools were without debt 
themselves. According to the 
parish priests of the two Vernon 
parochial schools, these schools 
will remain open whether or not 
the SEER Bill is passed.

They are afflicted with the 
same malady of skyrocketing 
costs, however. Half o f the eight 
teachers at St. Bernard’s are 
lay teachers as are two of the 
eight at St. Joseph’s. Teaching 
nuns are recompensed much 
leas than lay teachers and as 
their number dwindles, costs of 
teacher’s salaries rise.

At St. Joseph’s the nuns are 
provided with a furnished resi­
dence but they must buy their 
o-wn food out of the $1,200 sal­
ary they receive for ten months 
work.

Houley At Parley
As Msgr. Ring emphasized, 

"W e’re offering the state a 
bargain. If we go out of exis­
tence it’ll cost four times as 
much, $80 or $100 million, to 
educate the present non-public 
school population In the state.”  
With the SEER bill the cost 
would be $16 million.
