IAM Contract
Gives Employes
$5,500 Increase

WINDSOR LOCKS, Conn. (AP)
(AP) —Union contracts with
two divisions of United Aircraft
Corp. will give the state's econ-
omy “a $400 million shot in
the arm over the next three
years,"” a spokesman for Lhe
International Association of Ma-

chinists said after one of the
pacts was ratified Sunday.

Justin Ostro, IAM grand
lodge representative, comment-
ed following approval by IAM
local 743 of a contract with
Hamiton Standard Division of
United Alrcraft,

The new pact gives 4,600 em-
ployes about $5,500 in wage
boosts and fringe benefits over
the three years, the union sald.
The contract is similar to one
signed between the IAM and
United Aircraft's Pratt & Whit-
ney Divislon four months ago.

Ostro sald the benefits won
by the IAM negotiators will be
extended to other unions and
non-union, supervisory and white
collar workers of United Afr-
craft, bringing wage boosts and
Improved fringe benefits to 70,-
000 persons in the state. UAC
is Connecticut’s largest employ-
er.

At Hamilton Standard, a wage
boost of eight per cent is ef-
fective today. Wage rates dur-
ing the first yeur of the con-
tract will range from $2.75 to
$4.92 an hour,

The fringe benefits include a
reduction in retirement wge for
pensions from 65 o 62, and full
penston after 20 years,

Rules on F ingerprinting

Court Curbs Police
Investigative Power

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

Supreme Court today cut into
the power of police to make ar-
rests for the sake of investiga-
ton.
In & 62 ruling, the court sald
2 judge's permission must be
given before a suspect is selzed
to be fingerprinted.

The declsion upset the convic-
tion of & 14-year-old Missisaippl
Negro boy In the rape of an 86
year-old white woman. It found
his fingerprints should not have
been used at trial,

Once again, Justice Hugo L.
Black disscnted, scoring his col-
leagues for expanding the pro-
tection of the Fourth Amend.
ment, He said they shoudd cut it
back to what he called its in-
tended alze and “‘make our cit-
les a safer place for men, wom-
en and children to live.”

Celibacy Rule
Renounced by
31 NY Priests

NEW YORK (AP) —Thirty-
one Roman Catholic priests
from the Diocese of Brookiyn
say they will disregard papal di-
rectives on marriage and wed if
they feel lke 8.

The dlocese, which covers the
boroughs of Brooklyn and
Queens, has 1,300 priests, ac-
cording to its chancellor, the
Right Rev. James P. King.

“While vwe ourselves have no
intention of marrying at this
time,"" the priests sald Monday
in a statement, “‘we are setting
ourselves against the directives
of the Pope and the bighops on
the question of celibacy."”

Several of the signers told a
news conference the Church's
stand on celibacy '‘ts doing vio-
lence to the gospel of Jesus
Christ” and confining church
leadership to the unmarried.

In their eotatement, the 31
priests said almost 3,000 priests
left the active ministry last
year, primarily over the celiba-
cy issue, and added:

“We call into question to the
validity of a law that seems to
be doing so much damage to the
church.

He wanted to lberalizse a Communist
Tule of Csachoslovalkia so that it became
a Cwsech rather than a Russian thing.
He wanted to be able to face West for
trade, ideas, and culture, not as a be-
lever in democracy, but as a bellever
in a Czech brand of Communism.

Dubcek's eventual trouble came not so
much from anything he himseif speci-
fically tried to accomplish, as from the
uncontrollable enthusiasm for greater
degrees of national lbery end indivi-
duality his leadership Inspired among
his own people. In the end, Dubcek suf-
fered the political fate of Masaryk, not
s0 much because he himself hnd gone
much too far, but because the people
of Czechosiovakia ocould not restrain
themselves, They refused to submit
politely to Russian cutbacks of the Dub-
cek liberalization; a lttle freedom to do
their own kind of thing had become so0
precious to them they could not tolerate
doing anything except trying to expand
it. Freedom, it was proved once ageain,
can be a contugious, wild-running, pes-
slonate thing — particularly to people
who have had to undergo the ex-
perience of losing it after having been
brought up in it.

Now, after a grinding close-range and
long-range struggle between the people
in Czechoslovakia and the Russian lead-
ers in the Kremlin, Dubcek has been
thrown, not out of any window, as yet,
at any rate, but out of his position of
power in the Communist Party.

Once again, then, the battie of Cuech-
aslovakia for ita own individuality has
been lost.

Once again a potential bridge between

' Enst and West has been closed off,

And once again the Kremlin, seat of
Communist empire, has been unable to
tolerate deviation on the part of ane of
its satellites, even though, to tell the
truth, the lberallzed movement in
Czechoslovakia had some kinship with
the lliberalisation of conditions inside
Russia Uself which followed the repudis-
tion of Salin's stringent standards,

Once again, finally, there has been a
trin] of the theory that it is in peaceful
evolution, rather than in violent, bioody,
risky revolution, that the best chances
lle for the future freedom of the satellite
mations, The theory may still be correct.
But when does it begin to work? How
long will it take?

Obviously, thare are no certain
answers that could be of guaranteed
comfort to any particular generation,

The generation of Masaryk made its
move and lost, and a long night follow-

The Town Counocil last night
transferred §82.488 from the
general fund to the contingency
fund over the objections of for-
mer Mayor John Madden in or-
der to complete the purchase of
approximately 30 acres of land
which will be used as part of
the proposed high school site,

Madden objected to the use
of general funds for this pur
poss when, under his adminis-
tration, he claimed, the capitol
and non-recurring expenditures
fund had been established to fi-
nance just such projects,

Madden ocommented that
since the fund, which amounts
to several hundred thousand dol-
lars, is apparently not being
set aside for any specific use,
he “oan see no reason why peo-
ple ahould be burdened with an
additional eight-tenths of a mill,
when money has already been
set agide for this purpose.”

‘“The people of South Wind-
sor," Mndden added, '"are get-
ting to the point, if care is not
taken, where there will be & tax
rovolt.” :

Mayor Richard Fitts, In re-
sponse to Madden's query, said
that the council had considered
three alternate methods of fi-
nancing this project, and de-
cided to choose the general
fund method over either short.
term borrowing or use of the
capital and non-recwrring ex-
penditures fund.

The $8,000 appropriated laat
night represents the second and
final payment for approximate-
ly 80 acres of property owned
Kupchunos, Bros., Inc. which
will ‘be used as part of the prop-
erty planned as the site of the
new high school. The firat pay-
ment to Kupchunos Bros. was
$33,000,

It is hoped that approximately
50 per cent of the cost of pur-
chase will be returned to the
town in the form of federal open
space grants. An sdditional 26
per cent of the purchase price
may be returried to the town
from atate grants.

The council last night appro-
priated $1,200 to pay for its
share of the cost of the Com-
munity Mental Health Council.
This §1,200, coupled with a $3,-
400 state grant and $3,400 Board
of Education matching funds,
will enable the town to go for-
ward with establishing a pro-
gram of social and psychologi-
cal services for the town, ac.

Unetani Sets Record Pace
In 73rd Boston Marathon

BOSTON (AP) — Yosghi-
aki Unetani, a survivor of
the atom bomb bhlast in
Hiroshima in 1946, is. the
lgrage Brelon A A Magra-
thon hero from Japan.

The 24-year-old physical edu-
cation instructor tumed the 73rd
annual Patriot's Day classic
into a one-man race Monday as
he overpowered & fisld of 1,152
and covered the 28-mile, 385
yard course from Hopkinton to
Boston in a record time of 2
hours, 13 minutes, 40 seconds.

“This is the biggest marathon
I ever won," the muscular 188
pound Unetant said after romp-
ing to an easy victory in sunny,
S8-degree weather, ‘I've run in
21 marathons, all except this
oo in Japan, and I've won four.
This was the biggest.”

Unetand, who was just 9
monthe old when the atom bomb
was dropped In Hiroshima,

about 15 miles fromr his home,
sald he has been rumming since

childhood,
distances the past five years.
"I went to Mexico City for
training last year but did not
run in the Olympilc marathon,'
he said, “Then I qualified for a
trip to Boston by winning the
Fukuoka Marathon in Japan (in
2:12:40.6) last December."
Unetani shook off a double-
barrelled challenge by Mexico's
Pablo Garrido and Alfredo Pen-
aloza end shattered the course
record of 2:1545 eet by New
Wm 's Dave MoKensle in
1967.
Records were set at all six
checkpolnts en route as Unetani
became the third Japanese run-
ner to win the BAA since 19685
and the sixth since 1981,
Unetani smurendered the lead
briefly to Garrido after 17
miles, then charged to the front
W stay. He opened a B0-yard

lead after 18 miles and then
poured it on &s he plodded flat-
footed over the three tough tlls,
making famed Heartbreak HiUll,
the grave of many marathoners,
look lke a miniature slope.
