WABHINGTON (AP) — The
General Acoounting Office says
the Peace Corps is contributing
to the pation's balance of pay-
maents problem by paying return
fares to some volunteers In dol-
lars Instead of In avallable ex-
cesa forelgn currencles,

. The congreasional agency sald

volunteers serving in Coylon, In-
dia, Morocco and Tunisia could
be provided transportation
home at virtually no coat to the
government—and with no harm
to the payments deficit—If ex-
cess currencies avallable In
thoss countries were used, More
than 1,200 volunteera serve in
those countries.

The Amssociated Press re-
vealed in February 1068 that the
Peace Corps was distributing $3
million & year to volunteers for
return fares without taking any
precautions to insure the ex-
penditures did not contribute to
the dollar drain,

The GAQO report covered one
element of this problem—the
fallure to use meveral foreign
currenciea which the United
States has accumulated in vast
amounts through salea of agri-
cultural goods. Thase currencies
cannot be exchanged for dol-
lars,

The GAO sald the Peace
Corps transportation pollicy con-
tributed #18,000 to the dollar

drain in India alone during one
17-month period.

Former Poace Corps Director
Jack H. Vaughn told the GAO
the pollcy was justified because
for most volunteers, only
significant opportunity to fulfill
the purpose of ac-
quiring knowledge and under-
standing of countries and peo-
ples other than those they ac-
tually ' serve will be In the
course of their return to the
United States.'

The GAO said return travel
would not be essentially lmited
if the volunteers were given
government travel wvouchers
paid for in foreign currencies
rather than cash.

The AP story last year point-
ed out that returning volunteers
are under no direction to use
U.8. Alrlines whére posasible on
their government-financed tray-
el. Use of forelgn carriers in
place of American lines contrib-
utes to the balance of payments
deficit.

Although government em-
ployes are required to fly U.8.
carriers where possible, the
government finances millions of
dollars in other travel without
nafeguards againat ita contribut.
ing to the balance of payments
deficit. Some agencies tightened
procedures last year after the
problem was publicized.

In Calro, the semlofficial
newspaper Al Ahram  sald
Hgyptian officials had told Lt,
Gen, Odd Bull, the U.N. cease-
fire supervisor in the Middle
East, that injuries suffered by
some U.N. observeras on the east
bank of the canal were caused
by mines laid by the Isrgells.

U.N. observers had reported
to the BSecurity Council that
Egyptians fired rifles and ma-
chine guns ot one of their posts
along the canal Tuesday night
and Wedneaday even though no
Israell troops were in the area.

Al Ahram sald the
officials told Bull that Egypt
“will do ita utmost to ensure the
safety'' of U.N. cease-fire ob-
servers.

The newspaper also sald Bull
waa told that Egypt considers
the cease-fire line imposed by
the United Nations at the and of
the 1067 war is “'virtually nonex.
futent.”

The Egyptian view is that the
Israelis kept moving to their
present positions on the east
bank of the canal after the U.N.
cease-fire resolution was passed
June 7, 1967, Al Ahram said.

It added that any cesse-fire
resolution could not be consid-
ered effective “indefinitely,
without a time limit, because
the cease-fire lines may then
achieve the status of permanen-
cy."

In Washington, the State De-
partmentt said the Egyptian gov-
ernment’s repudiation of the
cease-fire agreement was ‘‘re-
trogressive and can only in-
crease tensions in the area.” It
again appealed to both sides in
the Israeli-Arab dispute to ob-
gerve the agreement.
