WASHmOTON (AP) — The 

29-ship Navy force which has 
been operating in the Sea of Ja­
pan te being redeployed to the 
Yellow Sea on the eastern aide 
of North Korea, the Pentagon 
dlacloaed today.

‘Odd Couple’ 
Total Theater

The 89th Season of The Man­

chester Community Player* 
comes to an end with a spark­
ling performance of Nell Si­
mons' "The Odd Couple.”  The 
play whteh opened to a full 
house last night at the Bowers 
School will be presented again 
tonight at 8:80 p.m.

“The Odd Couple" Is the 
story (rf Oscar Madlsoh and Fe­
lix Unger. The former a di­
vorced man of rather casual air 
and the latter a fasUdlous, 
about-to-be-dlvorced gentleman. 
Oscar invites Felix to live with 
him while his divorce is being 
completed. The arrangement 
provides Playwright Simon arlth 
the opportunity of creating a 
play of riotous personality con­
flict as the two opposites at­
tempt to be something mere 
than “ The Odd Couple.”  Fur­
ther delineation of the story will 
only reduce the play's genulne- 
ely humorous impact.

As was noted earlier, this la 
the 89th season of production 
for the Players. After receiv­
ing last night's near perfect 
opening night, one wonders'lit­
tle that this energetic theatrical 
organisation has survived and 
made themselves truly one of 
the most successful groups in 
amateur theater in Connecticut.

Sitting through the play, one 
can detect what a complete 
theater production is. Setting 
acting, costuming and direction 
were blended smoothly Into a 
unified performance.

Don Rlberdy as Oscar Miadi- 
son took what could have been 
a feast for the ham actor and 
peKomned naturally with the 
timing of a prafeEstonal. His 
subtle approach to the nrfe 
came across most effectively 
and Ms acting rhythm moved 
toe play. He performs so 
in fact, that the audience easily 
belierves what he is doing. 
Rlberdy’s frustration at an 
eventual sensitivity to Felix 
makes his performance '  a 
theatrical tour de force.

In the role of Fdlx Unger, 
Rick dentUoore again proves 
his ability with the comic and 
character line. His portrayal 
Strikes a sound balance with 
Riberdy's role. The two 
compliment each other well. 
OentUcore's pace was a testl- 
mony to the seasoned actor. His 
characterization was filled wito 
a vitality which he sustains 
throughout toe performance. 
From'the remorse-filled, upum- 

, ed spouse to the frenetic mani­
pulator of ladle and m< ,̂ Oen- 
tilcore developed a ra i^ it with 
Ms audience without losiiig Ms 
relationsMp with the otoer 
players.

One of the difficulties with 
amateur productions is that 
strong performances from the 
lead characters often times 
overshadow the minor
characters. Such was not the 
case test night. Oscar's poker- 
playing buddies played hy Karl 
Then, Howard Becker, Manny 
Shona and J. Fernand Chamber- 
land were notable in the ease 
and effecUvenees of their 
characterizations. The four are 
to be congratmlted for getting 
the play off to a humorous start.

As the "two girls upstairs,” 
Linda Revzon and Mary Valente 
played well, effecting a most 
natural English accent. Their 
scene with Felix in the second 
act is one of the show’s many 
hilarious moments.

Upon reflection, last night’s 
performance of “ The Odd Cou­
ple" was a masterful balance 
of restraint, energy, with oc­
casional slapstick and grand 
entertainment. AH of this is re­
flected in the obvious expertise 
of Gloria DellaFera, director. 
She was able to mMd Into an 
evening of humor the kind of 
stage movement, play rhythm 
and story tellli^ wMch are the 
task of a director. Her Inter­
pretation of the play waa such 
that the audience was never 
lulled into boredom. Miss Della- 
Fera does not faU in her at­
tempt to communicate w it h 
the audience through her play­
ers.

Mike Aude, a newcomer to 
the players and one they should 
hold onto, designed and con­
structed a set which was not 
ostentatious and provided an 
eye-pleasing background to the 
evening's romp. Aude knows 
how to create a setting wMch 
aids actors and is visually ap­
pealing.

Theater-goers who, in a world 
of violence, sex and perversion, 
are in store for a rare treat— 
a pleasant evening of total thea­
ter.

Some c.urprise was expreaced at the 
failure of the sit-ins to designate a  suc­
cessor to In d e n t  Middleroad. Later it 
was learned that they had sharply dBivld- 
ed on this point; a few  favored William 
Buckley but It was quickly pointed out 
that he had become a Birch-baiter and, 
moreover, he was under 80. It was final­
ly agreed to preaerA the more Hmlted—
but "non-negotlable"—demarjd for veto
power over Mlcklleroad's successor.

Amid the glare of TV lights never be- 
fore sreen at Siwasih, the putsch stirred 
vaiC-od vocal reactions. Leaders of Stu­
dents for a Democratic Society branded 
It a “ flagrant fasedst takeover that tore- 
oliadowB the begiimirjg of a  mllitary- 
i.ghtest dictatorahip and the ruthleas 
suppression of democratic rights." But 
a splinter group disassociated Itself from 
the staitement. observing that “ while we 
dUagree with msuiy of the Birch 
demands, we support their call tor the 
ramoval of Middleroad, who has shown 
himself a craven tool of imperialist re- 
actio.-i by permitting continuance of 
voluntary ROTC."

Prof. John Lawendorder, a right-wing 
academician widely known as the Birch- 
Ites' Marcuse, defended the armed sit-in, 
declaring; "There comes a time when 
abstract verbal argume.nts about so-call- 
cd ‘peaceful means of protest' become 
a camouflage for the cotrsplracy of the 
crypto-Communlsts and their liberal 
mouthpieces. When students know they 
are right, they have a right to act. 
especially when our freedoms are men­
aced by knowing and unwitting agents 
of Moscow."

In WeshLngton J. Edgar Hoover declln- 
to comment, but a spokesman said 

"M r. Hoover haa authorized me to say 
that whatever questions may be raised 
about the tactics used by these students, 
we have no reason to question their 
patriotism.”

Some right-wing alumni rallied to the 
support o f the occupiers and even offer­
ed to contribute funds tor their legal 
defense; they also bitterly condemned 
left-wing proposals tor police action. A 
more moderate conservative faction de­
plored the wearing of ROTC uniforms 
and the brandishing of rifles but said 
t h ^  "disagreeable" strategems 
“ thould not obsure the merits of the 
students' fight for decency and loyalty 
In the face of the growing danger to 
morality and oid-fashtoned American­
ism.”

In the etxl the flare-up was resolved 
when, through the discreet Intervention 
of President NUon, Dr. Middleroad re­
signed and Dr. B illy Graham agreed to 
terve as his successor tor at least five 
years. A  leader of the Blrchite rebellion 
tald "this doesn't mean we've won 
•verythlng we wanted, but we believe 
we can live with him " The board of 
trustees h a^ ly  retiiied the change; an 
8D8 statement, while hailing president 
Mlddleroad's departure os a defeat for 
"the pseudo-Uberal Establlahmeitt," de­
cried "the university’s, capitulation to 
armed force and mirxMity rule."—

'Wonders of the Universe-

Tool Maker in Space: 
Cost $500 an Hour
By DR. I.M . LEVITT, 

DIRECTOR

The idea of manufacturing 
artifacts under the unique and 
alien conditions in space was 
given a significant boost with 
the announcement that space 
manufacturing modules are be­
ing contemplated to orbit as 
part of the Apollo Applications 
Program Orbital Workshop in 
1971.

James R. WUUams of the 
Marshall Space Flight Center 
haa proposed a three-phase pro­
gram to prove the feasibility of 
using space as a manufacturing 
center.

In the first phase, an elec­
tron-beam heat source w ill be 
used. Phase two w ill be a tollow- 
on to phase one, In which the 
process chamber w ill be larger 
and more versatile than the ini­
tial experimental chamber. A 
cooling capability w ill be used 
with phase two. The last phase 
w ill have a larger separate 
facility to be docked with the 
orbiting space station in the 
mid-1970s, in which there w ill 
be room tor at least two work­
ing astronauts. In this phase 
they w ill aim tor the production 
of small quantities of speclcdlz- 
ed items that w ill beat be pro­
duced in the zero-gravity en­
vironment.

Williams visualizes the pro­
duction of absolutely pure ma­
terials (because no crucibles 
are necessary), the growing of 
single, large, super-strength 
crystals and the conversion of 
compacted powders Into cast­
ings. The Items In orbit must 
be produced economically and 
w ill be returned to earth tor 
use In specialized applications.

However, the products and 
processes are still in the neb­
ulous stage, since technical de­
velopments ijiave appeared so 
sw iftly that iengineers and scien­
tists have not had the time to 
crystallize a set o f objectives 
concerning the commerrial 
utilization of space. What w ill 
finally evolve w ill result from 
a combination of wisdom and 
imagination.

Many factors enter into the 
problem of space manufacture. 
The first consideration is the 
type of product — preferably it 
should be smati and lightweight. 
Electronic components fit this 
category. Obviously heavy or 
bulky objects do not lend them­
selves to space manufacture. 
The end usage of any 'product 
Is also critical because of Its 
relationship to transportation 
costs. These costs, are the prin­
cipal factor in determlnlnj; the 
ptecticallty o f manutecturing 
In spaoa

Transportation coots are 
measured in terms of thousands 
oi dollars per pound. However, 
this can be slashed to about 
8600 per pound with the Saturn 
5 booster. Eventually It is hoped 
that reusable boosters w ill drop 
the cost to perfaiqM fS per pound 
and then the field o f space 
manufacturing w ill UteraUy ex­
plode. Transportation oasts re­
present the key to broad-steUe 
use o f this faculty.

Another element In space 
manufacturing Is labor cost Of 
course, tt w ill be considerably 
higher than on earth. I f a 
monthly personnel rotation Is 
assumed with premium pay for 
workers, plus the cost of sup­
porting this orbital labor, it is 
estimated that tt wUl co^ 1 (X> 
times as much per hour for the 
same tyt>e of labor as on the 
earth. Thus, a 'toolmaker getting 
86 per hour on the earth wlU 
cost about 8S00 per hour in or­
bit. This wUl still be consider­
ably cheaper than putting this 
faculty on the moon, again be­
cause of additional transporta­
tion costs. However, there is one 
way of reducing these costs, 
and that Is to stretch out the 
rotation period. I f  the stay per­
iod in orbit is lengthened, costs 
wUl decrease.

There Is also a posslbUity that 
some d ^ ree  of automation may 
be introduced to reasonably 
balance costs. The only problem 
In this would be the weight of 
the automation machinery. It 
may exceed the weight of con­
ventional equipment by so much 
as to preclude Its use. Thus, 
automation remains only a pos­
sibility.

In the process suggested by 
the Marshall Space Flight Cen­
ter ;ttudy, the unique environ­
ment o f zero gravity would be 
used to advantage. High tem­
peratures and those approach­
ing absolute zero are both read­
ily available In space, a n d  
these are most difficult to pro­
duce and maintain on eartji. 
The combination o f zero g, 
varying temperatures, together 
with vacuums o f large size 
may make feasible some of the 
most sophisticated manufactur­
ing processes.

There has been, considerable

How­
ever, within the next 10 years 
we may derive from the space 
program ithe ability to forecast 
weather with an accuracy of 80 
per cent for a five-day period.

And this is only the begin­
ning of the spinoffs wtilch w ill 
make the Space Age self-sus­
taining. Within the next f e w  
years orbital workshops w ill 
become manufacturing facili­
ties may influence our path to 
the fitture. The feedback to the 
world economy from s p a c e  
manufacturing may reach tens 
of billions of dollars a year, 
and the passionate criticisms 
voiced in the past w ill then be 
silenced forever.

The Space Age Is but 12 
years old and already the pace 
of our technological and scien­
tific advance Is incredibly swift. 
Discovery after discovery has 
cascaded down upon the con­
temporary scene.

The abortion Issue has now 
become the -same kind of direct 
bitterness between religious af­
filiations or non-afflliatlons that 
the birth control issue used to 
be and that the parochial school 
issue is today. Somehow, the 
bitterness on the abortion issue 
seems even more intense than 
that on birth control ever was, 
and more Intense than the cur­
rent division on the Issue of 
state aid to non-public schools.

M. Terry said that she bought' 
a couple of his loaves while 
visiting friends here In town lari 
Oct. 17. She put them In a deep 
freeze to wait for her flight 
home to England.

She opened the first loaf Oct. 
24 in England and wrote, " I  
felt sure tt would be hard or 
with mildew, but no. I  was 
pleased to see that the bread 
was quite alright, and I would 
like you to know that it was as 
good to eat as the day we took 
tt from your bakery."

The second loaf she ate days! 
later and said, " I  enjoyed tt to| 
the ve iy  lari m orsel."

Among lullano’s bread mak­
ing tricks is an oven he said 
must be at least 80 years old. 
The oven was first used on

Main St. In Larry’s Bakery. It 
is one of a handful of coal burn­
ing oven in state bakeries to­
day, he said.

The oven has 360 square feet 
of hearth space Inside. There is 
about a foot of insulation all 
around It making even heat, 
luliano said he bakes all his 
bread right on the hearth, not 
In pane.

The groups also agreed that 
salaries for non-degree teachers 
would start at $3(X) below the 
bachelor’s scale, and depart­
ment heads would be paid $53 
a point baaed on a set of criteria 
eetabllshed several years ago.

Von Deck eatimated agree­
ment on the five points would 
cost about $1(X),(X)0 over and 
above the $623,(X)0 Increase al­
located by the board in the 1969- 
70 budget for professional sala­
ries.

He is also of the opinion the 
board will ' break even”  on the 
$100,000, "The budget calls for 
28 additional personnel at start­
ing salaries of $9,000 each. The 
MEA doesn’t believe the board 
will hire all teachers at this 
figure. Also, they will economise 
on teacher turnover, hiring 
starting teachers at lower sala­
ries than those of teachers leav­
ing.”

Still unresolved in the longev­
ity Item, Von Deck stated, was 
the question of an additional 
$50 at each of three steps—18, 
23, and 28 years of service, 
"Our main concern," he said, 
"Is for older teachers who 
lexve and return. They are 
placed on a lower step, and 
take longer to reach the longev­
ity steps than they would if 
they remained in teaching."

At retirement, he said, teach­
ers are paid for a maximum 
of 30 of the 120 unused sick 
days they are permitted to ac­
cumulate. The MEA la request­
in'* pay for a maximum of 60.

"For the last four years," 
Von Deck said. "8.9 per cent of 
the master's maximum scale 
has been the one used in the 
determination of administrative 
salaries. Now the board has 
come up with a lower schedule 
for administratore, because It 
feels their salaries are becom­
ing too high. The MEA (eels 
the board should have brought

up this point early In negotia­
tions. not at the eleventh hour. 
We don't feel they are acting 
in good faith."

He admitted that continuation 
of the 8, 9 figure would. In 
some instances, result in a prin­
cipal receiving a higher salary 
than that of an assistant super­
intendent.

Teacher facilities. Von Deck 
said, hinged on the MEA’e re­
quest tor 14 additional ditto ma­
chines in elementary schools. 
"Some larger schools have 
two," he pointed out, "but the 
average is one. We found 
where there Is one, teachers’ 
use Is limited because It is in 
the office. The MEA believes 
there should be one in each 
teacher workroom of each 
school. It doesn't make sense 
to pay a teacher $8,000 to stand 
in line to run off dittoed work.”

Recently, he said he h a d 
learned, a directive has gone 
out to all elementary achoola 
net to limit times when teach­
ers may use the macldnea.

The MEA wanted 10 teacher 
aidee Included in the budget. 
"But the board,”  he said, 
"would not bind on either the 
ditto machines or aides. O u r  
experience in the paet has been 
that when the board didn’t bind, 
the teachers never got it. The 
MEA felt there could be no con­
tract with binding these t w o  
Items In the package."

"The color should be great— 
as good If not better than any 
standard (xilor television seen," 
said Stanley . Lebar, program 
manager for the Westinghouse 
Electric Corp., builder of the 
color camera.

Weighting 10 pounds and 
about 12 Inches long, the cam­
era is similar to ones carried 
aboard previous spacecraft 
whicih relayed black-and-white 
pictures to earth.

Westinghouse modified the 
system, however, to include a 
filter wheel that ^vides the im­
age Into various colors which 
can then be reconstituted' at 
ground receiving stations.
