On<» in a while 
you even got one with two necks 
and os many as fourteen pairs 
of strings, but commonly only 
four pairs were used os In toe 
mandoline.

Recorders are a form of "flp- 
ple flute" similar to today’s “ to- 
nettes.”  The sound is produced 
just as It Is In a whistle and toe 
pitch is titered by Ito ^  In toe 
barrel of toe instrument. A 
whole family exists, from so­
prano down to bass, but the base 
instrument Is seldom heard 
since It requires a player wito 
very large hands to cover the 
widely spaced holee. Alto and 
tenor recorders are common, 
even today, and are actUEdly 
enjoying a rervlval of interest. 
A number of Manchester resi­
dents jday recxnders to my 
knowledge.

Mr. Winograd than took over 
with a reading of tha Slbaliua 
First Symphony.

To one brought up on perform­
ances ofthja work by the com- 
toser'himsW And by Horowits, 
Mr..,Watts’ performance eeem- 
ed to' present only about half of 
what had been put into the work 
during its eomposiUon. Mr. Win­
ograd presented even less in the 
orchestral portions.

This is a truly virtuoso con­
certo that should be played with 
abandon 'by the performer. Both 
Horowits and the composer used 
to emphasise thla aspect of the 
work as well as Its Russian fla­
vor. Mr. Watts played carefully 
with little dynamic variation. 
Mr. Winograd played with all 
the verve ot an old maid play­
ing hymns In the back parlor on 
a Sunday afternoon, behind 
drawn shades in the midst of 
Victorian bric-a-brac.

With Mr. watts offering about 
(M) cents on the dollar and Mr. 
'Winograd offering about 25 cents 
worth, the average would seem 
to be about 87H cents. We were 
definitely short-changed musi­
cally. However, the audience, 
unfamiliar with the work, only 
assimilated about a dime’s

worth, so it tbflught It was get­
ting a bexgaln.

What they were doing, adien they vot­
ed thoa to end the career of the leader 
whom they called autocratic and dic­
tatorial wan to employ the baatceUy 
democratic device of the referendum, 
which he hlmeelf had Instated be Includ­
ed in the pirfitloal pmcUce of the new 
France he wee trying to iaiBd, and whldi 
he himself voluntarily foOowed.

JuA as it is refreshing to reellae that 
the strong man was ousted by the demo­
cratic tantrument he himself had been 
careful to provide, no other rhaseg of 
the de Gaulle leadership and policy are 
likely to be under favorable review in 
the years ahead. The world’s editorialists 
and cartoonists'  may soon find them- 
aelves. In fact, devoting an much time 
and‘ space to mounnlng hla absence an 
Uiey have Mtfaerto been devotli« to com­
plaints about his presence on tb* na- 
tlooBl and the world scene.

He was a man and a mind, and sub­
limely matter of fact in Ms own gracious 
recognitlan of both capacities.

The War’s Effect On Society
In his Iriaursly, oblique axpoaMton ot 

Ms aiknlidatration's objectives. Presi­
dent Nboon now Indlcatee that endk« 
toe war In Vletaam holda fa^ priority, 
thts Is entirely aa ft riiould be, and 
tor more than the obvlouo principal rea-

and tbe recovery of the good opinlan of 
peopiea all over the world. Tbe loasea 
<9 Ife , reewurcea, anri preetlge are by 
no means the only ones. Perhape some 
day tbere wUl be a mcMagtoal study 
of the HI effecta of IMs war on the 
American commuidby. Already aome of 
toeae are dismayingly apparent.

Pmfeoeor Steven M am » of Gbhimbla 
Univenlty ia quoted far Newnweek aa 
aaylgg that *‘pornography is Just a enmll 
symptom of a  crMs connected with the 
Vietnam war. Tbara la no longer any 
moral legitimacy to suppress pornog­
raphy. All the moewl torcea in the coun­
try have been leeUdng out in the war." 
A ataitUng atstement, surely, and 
probably an exaggeration, but not to be 
dtamlaeed as simply silly.

Tbe moral forces which failed to coti- 
fnwt toe moral questions kivdved In 
our ftiU-soaie, all-out particlpaitfon, or 
which otdy glanced at them belatedly 
and pronounced on them equivocally, 
have indeed lost some of the authority 
they must have lf '«thdr vdoes are to 
he effectlvdy heard about otoer mat­
ters with moral aspects of vital impor­
tance to the healto and aonlty of Amer­
ican society.

/toother domestic consequence of the 
Vietnam war Is student revdt and vio­
lence. War or no war, there would have 
been rising dtocontent with the offer­
ings and toe adminietratlon of colleges 
and universities. These were not keep­
ing pace with the times or with the 
needs of young people supposedly be­
ing prepared tor life in a technological 
age and a radically altered society. Stu­
dent protest also stems from toe in­
tensified confUct between generations 
and would have been more visible and 
audible than in the post, in any case.

But dmost certainly it would not 
have been as epidemic, as fierce, and 
as extreme sa It has'now become. The 
war made the difference. It occasioned 
dissent and disgust, and when all critl- 
ctan was ignored end the war was stub­
bornly escalated again and again, al­
ways without issue or even promise of 
Lssuev the response of youth was bitter 
rage. The militant mood carried over 
to otoer targets, among them toe In- 
riituUons of higher teaming.

Much toe same can be said of black 
militancy. Progress In improving toe 
Negro cltizen:̂ s positton and prospects 
was gradually occuning, especially 
after certain Supreme Court decisions 
fai the middle 1960's. AppeUte grows 
by what tt feeds on, and modest ame­
lioration of too Negro’s condition led. 
undenttandably, to a demand for a 
speediqg and spreading of toe process. 
The blacks were bound to be more 
forthright cmd impatient in their Just 
requirements of toe community.

But It was Vietnam which fired black 
fury. Great rjumbers of young Negroes 
were being dratted to fight a war ixtt 
of their choice, and against people of 
«rior, and to risk injury and death in 
messy and inconclusive oombat. This 
was imposed on them by the leaders trf 
a society in which repreeaion and ex­
ploitation of toe blacks penrist. The 
resultant fruMrattan and anger among 
their kind sparked the itotog', the 
•Jwon, the guerilla warfare, and toe 
<lestnictlon of whoie areas In some 
cities and whole blodks In others.

The Vietnam war Is, In a real sense, 
an American tragedy. We may reason- 
aUy aomme that the Intentions of ttx>se 
who plunged us so deeply into it, were 
nof faidecent. The aim, or at least the 
ihetoric, could pass as noble. Principle 
virtue, and institutions to which Amer­
ica ia, ideally, oommittetik were said to 
be ^  stake, and their vlndloation was 
represeitted as an inescapable duty. We 
wera told that we were, os Theotkire 
Roosevelt put it, battling (or toe Lord.

But toe batUi^ has been in vain, 
end tbe gains to toe Lord are impos­
sible to discover. The chief cowe- 
quenoe has been acute fxttttloal crista 
at home, as the events ot 1988 repeat­
edly evidenced, as well aa social conse­
quence of such gravity os is oMy now 
beginning to he appnedated.

It is blind folly to aasume that one's 
cause la neoeasarily righteous: Udi can 
be detsnufaMd only by conUnuing crit­
ical examination. And if Its ilghteoua- 
Moa la estaWlahed, it la sboutd and 
tMngsrous to assume that t l «  means 
one Is uring in that cause are neoes- 
"trOy righteous; they must be ilgar- 
ously wetghed and tested. TV> neglect 
eltoer part of thu procedura Is to court 
whois galaxlea of tiouhies, as tos 
Amoriotn people ace noett learntng.—

Mills, Mrs. Taxation on Capl- 
toi H ill aa “ Chairman of the 
House Ways and Means Com­
mittee, made clear In pitoHc 
hearings this week that he re­
gards the Treasury’s catch-all 
approach as insufficient and 
will insist on ttem-by-ttam tax 
reform. What he did not reveal 
are his plans to lower Ml’s 27.5 
per cent allowance to 22.5 or 
peihaps even down to 20 — a 
feat until now considered un­
attainable.

As a keen student of the tax 
code. Mills knows the oil 
industry's prodigious tax ad­
vantages can be sliced away 
significantly without lowering 
the 27.5 figure—thereby avoid­
ing a maximum campaign by 
the oil lobby.

But as a shrewd Congression­
al politician who may well be 
the next speaker of the House, 
Mills also knows that no tax re­
form measure will be credible 
to House liberals — or the gen­
eral public—If percentage deple­
tion for oil Is retained Intact.

Thus, Ml depletion promises a 
head-on confrontation between 
Prerident Nixon and Chairman 
Mills. Although his tax reform 
plan presented to Congress In­
cluded suiprlsing bites Into Ml 
tsx advantages which Utteriy 
disappointed oU lobbylats, Mr. 
Nfanm la barred by his unequi­
vocal campaign statements from 
tampering with 27.5 per cent de- 
pletlon.

Since neither the Preeident 
nor MCUls figured to do anything 
about oil taxation when the 
year began, their current posl- 
tions reflect how much public 
opinlan has stampeded tax ro- 
ferm. President Johnson's Im­
mensely unpopular 10 per <veit 
Income tax aurchazge at long 
last forced middle-income tax­
payers to compare their fate 
wlto that of mUllonaires eoc- 
cuaed from moot or all taxa­
tion.

The alcwly rtaing popular de­
mand for tax reform triggered 
Ckx^reosicnal auipart which. In 
turn, pushed t n  reform up from 
dead last among Mr. Nixon’s 
domeMio priorities. Woriting 
with a haste umwual in thla Ad- 
mlnlstratlan, Assistant Secre­
tary of the Treasury Edwin 
Cohen in three weeks devised a 
Umlted tax prefarenoe (L/TP) 
scheme — «  variant of toe 
" minimum tax" ccncept-oequlr- 
ing even toe very rich to pay 
sometaxoa.

Indeed, Cliarls Walker, th e  
canny Under Secretary of t h e 
^''••Mury, was oonvinesd that 
toe L IP  hod enabled the Nfacon 
*dmlnUtraaon to catch up with 
tax-reform sentiment A f t e r  
telepbone eonverasttons’ w ith  
Mills and Rap. John Byrnes of 
Wlsoonain, Waya and Maans’ 
senior RapubUean, Walkar was 
aura they would buy L IP .

He was wrong. Both Mills and 
Byrnes feel anti-tax asntlmant 
■puBitad by tha suraham haa 
craatsd a n rs  poUtleal oHmata 
for tax raform that riiould not

be wasted with an LTP or a 
"minimum tax" merely plas­
tering over exiotlng tax loop­
holes. Both Mills and Byrnes 
are determined to get broad- 
scale tax reform fai 1969 (though 
it is not yet sure whether 
Byrnes will Join' MUIa otorm- 
ing the 37.5 per cent barricades 
on oil depletion).

In fact. Mills may try to put 
some tax reform on the statute 
books by midsummer as amend­
ments to Mr. Nixon’s renewal 
of the 10 per cent tax surcharge 
(due to expire July 1). Without 
such adornment. Mills f e e l s ,  
the surchsuge may die on the 
House floor.

It was largely in reaponoe to 
this view by Mills that th e  
Treasury talked President Nix­
on into reversing hlmaelf and 
recommending the repeal of 
the 7 per cent inveatment cred­
it, a major subsidy for Indua- 
tiy. Tacking on repeal of the 
investment credit. Mills h ad  
informed the White House, 
would make surcharge renewal 
vastly more palatable.

But evep that may not be 
enough now. When the Ways 
and Means Committee begins 
closed-door sessions this week. 
It will start refining some items 
of tax reform to tie onto th e  
surcharge extension. Mills Is 
even toying with the Idea of 
wedding the Administration’s 
LTP scheme with the 10 per 
cent Income tax surcharge — 
the tax reform remaining in ef­
fect for the life of the s u r- 
charge.

But "What Mills (and Byrnes 
aa well) really wants la a com­
prehensive assault on the tax 
shelters that now pepper the 
tax structure, with hopes fo r  
House passage of a bill by the 
end of August. The fact that 
Mills has decided to Include an­
cient tax prlvUegea of the oil 
Industry among the aheltera un­
der attack insures a battle of 
heroic proportions on Ci^iltol 
Hill-this spring and summer.

Unconstitutional 
Picketing Rstrictions

WASHINGTON (AP) — A fed­
eral Judge has ruled unconstitu­
tional toe reatrictiona on picket­
ing and demonatrationa outalde 
toe White House.

However, toe ruling of Dis­
trict Judge William B. Bryant 
Saturday was stayed by the 
Court of Appeals which will now 
hear arguments and decide to 
uphold or throw out the deci­
sion.

At Issue was the limit of 100 
pickets at one time on the White 
Houae curb, toe requirement of 
a permit to picket there, and the 
limit of 600 people for any dem- 
onatrationa across the street in 
Lafayette Square.

The restrictions were drawn 
in August, 1967, by the Depart­
ment of Interior, which has Jur­
isdiction of the park and presi­
dential groimda.

The suit was brought by the 
American Civil Liberties Union 
in behalf of five organizations 
that frequently picket the Presi­
dent’s home.

$$ Sought for Coping 
With Animal Excretions
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

government’s Agricultural Re­
search Service asked for a mil­
lion dollars today to find waya 
of coping with two billion tons of 
animal excretions every year.

Animal waatea have the po­
tential to contaminate water, 
produce offensive odors and 
duata and serve as a spawning 
ground for vermin. Dr. G. W. 
Irving Jr., chief of the service, 
aald in a statement to a Houae 
appropriations subcommittee.

The problem has grown in re­
cent years Im  said, with the con­
centration of beef cattle into 
feed lots, centralised poultry 
and hog raising, and larger 
dairies.

A 10,000-heod cattle beeves IM 
Is estimated to produce 260 tons 
of animal waste every day.

The requested grant ot 
81,074,800 wrauld go for research 
to determine the properties of

the waste, better waya to re­
duce, use or dispose of It, and to 
see If toe pollution potential of 
waste can be cut.

Approach to inflation
Said Currently Better
WASHINOTON (XP) — Budg­

et, tax and fiscal policy can 
combat Inflation better than 
wage and price controls or 
guidelines, says Labor Secre­
tary George P. Schulta.

Wage and price guidelines 
"haven’t worked" In the past, 
Schults said Sunday. As tor the 
Nixon administration approach, 
he said, "It will be the middle of 
toe year before we begin to see 
the impact of these poliolM.”

The secretary appeared on 
the NBC program "Meet the 
Press."

Schultz defended the adminis­
tration decision to close 59 Job 
Corps centers by saying It waa 
like a poker game, "there's no 
point In putting good money aft­
er bad."

need to perfect ABM,”  he said. 
" ‘We are already behind Russia 
as they are now completing de­
ployment of their second ABM 
system.”

An Associated Press poll of 
the Senate shows 47 opposed to 
the Safeguard, 43 in favor end

three for the project.

Nixon got the added support 
from Sens. Robert Packwood of 
Oregon, Robert Dole of Kansas 
and Henry Bellmon—all Repub- 
llccui freshmen who had been 
prevloualy listed as uncommit­
ted.

Sen. Henry M. Jacksoti, D-

Nixon choice for eecretary of 
defense, said Sunday he had 
talked to the President and “ the 
White House is not entertaining 
any comxiromiae."

Another Democrat, Sen. Har­
ry F. Byrd Jr, of Virginia, aald 
he came away from a Nixon 
meeting Friday with "no Indica­
tion of any backing away" by 
the President.

"My impression is that the 
White House is very firm and 
strong in favor of the course 
^bey have already recommend­

ed,” Byrd said in an Interview. 
He added he has not made up 
his mind on the issue.

Jackson, Safeguard supporter, 
said the ABM is necessary be­
cause of Red China’s unpredic­
tability, but also because "Rus­
sia is refurbishing Satlinism.” 

Dr. John Foster, the Pentagon 
chief of research, also said Sun­
day there "is no question . . . 
that Safeguard will perform its 
mission, ft will work.”

Jackson and Foster were In­
terviewed on the ABC radio-tv 
program "Issues and Answers."

Senate Republican Leader Ev­
erett M- Dirksen, who usually 
knows administration thinking, 
said over the weekend he 
doesn't want a delay.

33 Elevated 
By Pope Paul

Nearly 2,000 frienda, relatives 
and wellAvlshers waited In the 
noom. Many had crossed the At- 
IsTitic for ‘the ceremonlea.

The 88 were the third group of 
cardinals created by Pope Paul 
In his six-year reign and the 
largest single group ever elevat­
ed to the otdlege at one time. 
The pontiff made 37 cardinala in 
1965 and another 27 In 1967.

With today's consistory Pope 
Paul has elevated a total at 87 
cardinals—more than the limit 
of 70 that had been malntainad 
in the college for four centuries 
until the tradition was broken 10 
fears ago.

The OEfopa’s choices also con­
tinued the IntemaUooalliation 
of the Church’s top rank by re­
ducing the ItaUan proportion of 
cardlnale from 82.0 par cent to 
30.0 pw cent. The new men etoo 
bring the average age of the 
caidiaato down from 71 to 68 
years.

The new selections also in­
crease the power and prestige 
of diocesan bishops around the 
world and give developing na­
tions a greater {dace in the 
highest council of Roman Ca­
tholic lam. Only four of the new 
cardinals are members of the 
Vatican Curia, the central gov­
ernment of the Church. Four 
have been nundoe, the Vati­
can’s ambassadors abroad, 24 
are arch bishops or bishops and 
one is a Jesuit Iheologlan.

In announcing his nominations 
on March 28, Pope Paul sold he 
was also designating two other 
cardinals but was reserving 
their names "in pectore,”  in his 
heart. This is a procedure em­
ployed when a prelate is In a 
Communist country In which Ms 
promotian could increase his 
problems with the government, 
or when the prelate is in a key 
Vatican post from which his ele­
vation would remove him. Until 
Pope Paul announces the identi­
ties of the two men, they will 
not become cardinals, and he 
may not ever do this.

The new cardinals gather 
publicly for the first time In 
their bright scarlet robes on 
Wednesday evening tor the sec­
ond, semipublic consistory. 
Pope Paul will then give them 
their square red hots, or btrat- 
tas.

At the final consistory, to he 
held in St. Peter’s Basllloa <m 
Ttiursday, the Pope gives each 
cardinal his ring of office and 
-ooncelebrates Moss with them.

Pope Paul has gradually been 
curtailing the pomp and regal 
trappings of the ceremonies.

First he eliminated sword 
bearers and gentleman In wait­
ing. This year he ruled out the 
cardinals’ broad-brlnunad gale- 
ro hot, their rad shoes and Oli­
ver buckles and their ermine- 
lined oapp| magna, or great 
Mq>e.

Immediately after the consis­
tory elevating the cardinala, the 
doors of the oonststorlal hall 
were opened to admit bishops, 
airchblshops and abbots for a 
vote of apptxival on the canoni­
sation of Marie Rose BUllart. 
She was a crippled French nun 
who sheltered priests during the 
French Revolutlan and ftxmded 
the Order of Notre Dame of Na­
mur.

iegfried Sparkplug 
In Celtic Comeback

BOSTON (AP) — The 
Boetan Oeltics, lifted tMick 
into conten/tSon by Larry 
Siesfried’s in ^ ir^  per- 
flormance, hope to beo^ e 
the first team in National 
Basketball AssociatSon his­
tory to cdme back from a 
2-0 deficit to win the 
chaknpvonshfp playoff se­
ries.

“Siegfried waa the differ­
ence,”  Lies Angeles Coach Bfll 
van Breda Kolff said Sunday 
after the fiery backcourt per­
former came off the bench to 
lead the Celtics past the Lakers 
111-108 in the third game Sun­
day.

“ He gave lu a big game offen­
sively and defensively—and 
don’t forget he was hurting 
too,”  Boston player-Coach Bill 
Russell said of the former Ohio 
State star who has been ham­
pered by a hamatring pull and a 
hip injury.

Siegfried had averaged only

6.6 points in the two losses at 
Los Angeles. He exploded Sun­
day, however, before 14,088 
cheering fans at Boston Garden 
plus a national television audi­
ence.

Coming into the game late in 
the flnrt period he played most 
of the way after that, hitting 10 
of 16 shots and 8 of 9 free throws 
for 28 poliAs.

The scoring of Siegfried and 
John Havllcek, who scored 84 
points, kept the Celtics alive in 
the third period when the Lak­
ers erased a 17-point halftime 
deficit to go ahead by three 
points, 78-75.

The same pair led the CeltixM 
back in a fourth period counter­
rally to wrap up the game.

Coming off the bench is a lot 
tougher than starting,” Sieg­
fried said afterwards as he took 
a whirlpool treatment. "When 
you come off the bench you 
have to make it happen now, or 
you won’t be in there veiyjong. 
Today I hit a couple of shots

and had the hot hand so the 
guys rtarted playing to get the 
ball to me.”

Jerry West, who had aver­
aged 47 points in the two victo­
ries at Ijob Angeles, led the Lak­
ers with 24 points. He too 
thought Siegfried was the differ­
ence.

“ He hasn’t played very much, 
so when he comes up with a ball 
game like that it really hurts 
us,” Wert said.
/ ’After we caught up we Just 

died,” he said. “ I really got 
tired. I really didn’t have much 
left.”

’The defending champions 
have a chance to even the beet- 
of-7 aeries in the fourth game at 
Boston Garden Tuesday night.
