But 
that both of them wBl, If the other 
great powers offer them no better kind 
of example, can be taken for granted. 
In Oermany, the arrival of some leader 
who beghw preaching ttw cauae of 
German tpilty, and who finally proposes 
to get it by taking  It, ia now beghinlng 
to be overdue. Jhpan. afber neaiiy a 
ipiarter of a century of living under a 
pacifist Constitution, is now getting 
sharp and urgent on a naUooallst cause 
—the retum of Okinawa — and impatient 
with the preemce on Us own soU of the 
ralHtary power of the nation which oc- 
cupies Okinawa.

AB thtae possible present trends, all 
mch possible future devdc^nnenta, apeak 
one lesson. It is that unless the great 
powwa of the wnrid soon set a striking 
example by turning themselves and their 
resources heartily and completely to the 
■endde of the principles and laws of the 
United Nettons, then the effort to build 
a peace eyWem after World War n  has 
been only a few wars — Korea, the Cbo- 
go, the flrst Suez, Cypnw — better at 
stopping war and preventing aggression 
than was the League of Nations, which 
■topped and prevented nothit^.

The fact that the United Nations did 
function successfully to contain aggres- 
don and war in Korea, in the Suez, in 
the Congo, in Cyprus, makes it all the 
naore tragic that It was not allowed to 
continue to function In other trouble 
spots. But we. the United States, 
shouldered it out of Southeast Asia be­
cause we thought our national inteieats 
required that we play the internatk>nal 
policeman in that particular area. And 
both we and Russia have been hesitant 
about letting the United Nations become 
reaUy effective in the Near East.

The recent history of the world and 
of the United Nations in it is that the 
two biggest powers of the world have 
been exerclsli^ their veto power over the 
functioning of the United Nations iMtead 
of contributing their siqiport to the idea 
of United Nations JurisdioUon and their 
sooeptance of potential United Nations 
verdicts. Maybe we are. maybe we're 
not, turning more militaristic, we the 
world's great powers. But there la Uttie 
uaeettalnty about what we are do li« to 
the United Nations. We are not do­
ing anything about making it what it 
ttwuld be. We are not acting as if w « 
kasw we had this choice, and no olfaer, 
(or the survival of dviilaatian. We act 
aa if we bdleve we can get along with­
out tt. That we should so act now aeems, 
to any who can remember what we 
knew for sure in IMS, utatelievable.

> More time sod more money are 
generally pronounced to be, by the en­
thusiasts tor legislative reform now 
flooding tbs country in what ■nsms a 
mass propaganda campaign, the ingre­
dients necessary for better leglalatures.

But before anybody buys that simple 
theory, there should be kept in mind 
something about the nature of legtafa- 
turea.

Over in Albany tbs other day. New 
York's logiBlators, beliv paid $10,000 a 
year and tree to meet every week In 
the year if they feel it neceasary, found 
themselves in such a legislative tan<;le 
they considered it necessary to bold, for 
the first time in memory, a Sunday aes- 
sion of the liegislature.

P.S. The Sunday session didn't do what 
it was supposed to do, either.

There is a law about leglfiatures which 
nobody can repeal or ch a i^ . It is that 
they can never get themselvea enough 
time or money to keep them from work­
ing themselvea into a position where they 
need stiU more time end still more 
money.

A Thought for Today

CAIRO — A chilling under­
cover drama involving the 
capture of an exceptionally 
prominent Egyptian pilot la now 
being secretly played out by 
Intermediaries acting for Bigypt 
and Israel, the result of vdiich 
will decide the fate of Mveral 
hundred Jews under detention 
here.

Contrary to what is general­
ly thought. President Nasser of 
the United Arab RepubUc has 
taken significant steps for the 
release of “ stateless'' Jews who 
hold no passport and hence are 
unacceptable to any other coun­
try.

Working mainly with the 
Spanish government, whose 
embassy here represents the 
United States, the Egyptian gov­
ernment graduaBy released aU 
the foreign Jews trapped here 
when the 1967 war brcrice out, 
and some Egyptian Jews who 
asked to get out. It waa well 
al<mg toward final release of 
some 200 stateless Jews in late 
February and early March 
when the Egyptian fighter pilot 
was captured In the Sinai desert 
after parachuting from his 
stricken MIG-21.

What gave that capture a 
transcendent drama was the 
identity of the pilot — the son 
of a high Egyptian Intelligence 
official.

For obvious reasons, the 
Israelis decided to keep him. 
Wanting him back badly, the 
Uidted Arab RepubUc (Egypt) 
began delicate negotiations 
through third parties with ths 
Israeli government. It was clear 
from the rtart that U the IsraeU 
government could be moved. It 
would only be through the In- 
terceaslon of the United States, 
which has more influence with 
Israel than all other countries 
put together.

Thus, through diplomatic 
labyrinths, the case flnaUy ar­
rived In Washington where U.S. 
officials approached the IsraeU 
embassy. Their msasage: If the 
pilot is not released, the Egyp­
tian government could make no 
guarantees about oontlpulng its 
work to  free the last kOO-odd 
stateless Jews (by now releas­
ed from the high security prison 
St Tora and awaiting final de­
parture at Bawaag, a barracka 
In the NUe delta).

It had, tai short, come down to 
a tord swap and the IsraeU em- 
bsissy In Washington sought in­
structions from the government 
in Jerusalem. The word came 
back: “ We liave this idiot and 
we think he will talk.”  In other 
words, no deal.

As a result of this impsiss, 
the stateleas Jews, who wtth 
their families total some 800, 
are stuck at Bawaag and nsgo- 
Uatlons involving at least five

nations have come to a sop. 
Foremast among these nuMew. 
Is Spain, which had offered 
legal residence papers to near­
ly M of (the stateless Jews. 
Ftance agreed to take nearly 
40, Italy 16, and Austria one.

HiVieen others wore peimlt- 
tied to wrtte “aomewbere’ ’ as 
their destination, wWch Is a 
euphemism tor laraM, and 26 
decided they wanted to stay tai 
Egypt. It now appears that tiwy 
wtU aB stay in Egypt, at least 
until laraiel rudeoses the pttot.

Some dlptomalB here suqwct 
the IsraeU motives In retalntaig 
the pilot goes beyond the Im­
portant ones of eoctimcUng in- 
teUlgenoe. They say that Israel 
has been oomptolning tor years 
about the treatment of Jews In 
Arab countries (climaxed by the 
notorious ^>y-trial hangings of 
Jews in Iraq).

Israel, In toot, has made the 
pBght of the Jewa in Arab 
states tts basic argument for 
refusing United Nations ap­
peals for taitematlonal inq;>ec- 
tton of the West Bortk and other 
IsraeU-occupied Arab lands. If 
the UN Is allowed to inspect 
the condition of Arabs In the 
Weet Bank, saya Israel, then 
the Arab states must allow In- 
temetlonal inapeotion of the

pUgix of the Jews to Arab 
oouRtrtee. v

With Egypt now claiming to 
have cleared the way for the 
exit of vlrtarally aB Jews who 
want to leave, the Israeli argu­
ment might kae some of ttg 
force.

Whether or not this has af- 
tocted the Israeli decision, the 
ironic fact Is that these wretch- 
^  stateless Jews may now be 
no closer to fliuUng a  homeland 
of their own—inchidlrg: Israel 
ttnelf—than they were before 
the secret negotiations started 
two years ago.

paid for by the mayor. Me- 
Quaker changed that Mayor 
Grant has turned it Into "T^ax- 
psyer's Day," because he re- 
h lM  to supply (he treats and 
turns the bivotce Into Ms ex­
pense account

“However, he does accept the 
pat on the back and free pub­
licity," McOusker said.

Turning to the oar now used 
by the mayor and the director 
of adminlstratlan, McCusker 
said the mayor ex^dalned to the 
board in a letter that he wras 
saving the town money fay let- 
ttng “ us furnish a vehicle for 
Us tranqxMtation."

OMes "Bickering"
McCusker further charged 

that Grant came into office with 
“no pottUcal experience, but the 
moat harrowing thing of it all 
is that he also had no experi­
ence whatever in government 
or the handling of perscmnel."

The latter, McCusker said, 
has cost the town money but 
the biggest loss was continued 
bickertng with employes and  
pe(g>le in services of the town 
wMch resulted in many resigna­
tions and the possible loss of 
oven more. “ These are people 
who are much more valuable 
to Vernon than Mayor Grant," 
McCusker asserts.

“ Instead of $2,600, the cost

of Grant to our community on 
the surtace skme," McCusker 
notes, “ Is $6,000 with much 
more beneath the surface.”

McCusker further added that 
the trend of thought in town at 
this time Is that when the ex­
pense of a part-time Mayor is 
bordering on the $10,000 mark, 
“ it is time to get a profession­
al town manager to take over.”

“ The taxpayer should not be 
required to pay for non-experi­
ence in government wMch our 
present mayor, has displayed," 
McCusker notes, “ and t h e y  
shouldn’t be forced to pay ex­
penses tor someone who appar­
ently does not care what the 
cost is to us as long as he is 
taken care of."

“ I  believe he called himself 
a dedicated public servant," 
McCusker said.

McCusker termed as “ in­
credible”  the action taken by 
the board in approving the in­
creases for the mayor. He cit­
ed the foct that the only two 
opposing were himself and 
another Democrat, Peter Hum­
phry. Two other Democrats 
present at last ’Ihursday’s 
budget meeting, Abner Brooks 
favor of the increases, along 
with the Republicans present.

“ I  siqtpose it would be natural 
tor the Republican members to 
agree with their maymr, some­
what ashamedly and with 
tongue in cheek," McCusker 
said. ’ I f  the Board of R ^  
resentaftlves foils to represent 
the peoiple then the people them­
selves should attend the budget 
meeting and make their feel­
ings known,”  McCusker advises.
