Wonders of the Univers
Mercury Flyby of 1973

By DR, L. M. LEVITT, Director
The Fela Planstariom
of the Frankiin Institute
With the conquest of the moon
assured, some aclentists are
contemplating future space
goals for this country. No mat-

 tear how the options are assess.
'ed, it appéars that trips to the

planets — unmanned in the near
future and manned in the fore-
secable future-are the logical ob-
jectives,

launched spacecraft to Venus
and the United States launched
Mariner 6, a Mars spacecraft, in
February and Mariner 7 in
March, Thus, the two closest
planets will be receiving con-
siderable attention within the
next few months, The next
question is: where do we go
beyond Mars and Venus?

Jupiter is an exciting planet,
and in 1972 the Ploneer F, In
1873 the Pioneer G and in 1974 a
spldery Jupiter spacecraft will
be launched to pave the way
for more sophisticated ones later
and for the Grand Tour of the
solar system in 1978. The Grand
Tour — & ence -in - a - century
launch — must be undertaken.

Scientists have studied jhe
possibility of launching 4
spacecTaft to Merclury and find
that it would not be more dii-
ficult than a flyby to the near-
er planets, Mariner 2 was
launched to Venus with a ve-
focity ‘of 42,000 feet per sec
ond. To reach” Meréury would
require an additional 4,000 feet
per secondl, This (ncrease in
speed can easlly be avhieved, \

Scientists ocontemplate using
the Atlas-Centaur booster to
Isunch the spacecraft to Mer.
cury. Because it is mage pow-
ful than the Atlas-Agena D used
to lsunch Mariner 5, it will be
able to launch almost twice the
Mariner § payload to Mercury.
This shows the tremendous ad-
vantage of using the gravita-
tionnd assist of a planst to
shorten travel time and (ncrease
usable payload.

The 1878 Mercury launch -will
begin by alming the spacecraft
toward the planet Venus some-
time between Oct. 20 and Nov.
11. About six days after In-
Jection into the Venus path a
guldance correction. will be
made 'and another vcorrection
will be made aix days before
& reaches its closest approach
to Venus et about 3,000 miles.
The spacecraft will then oon-

“tnus tn an ditered direction to

Hu!:ury About eight days af-

Rer the Venus encounter, an-
aother course correction will be
made and the spacecraft will
pass Mercury at a distance of
about 4,500 miles.

Thoe trip will take from 131 to
165 days with Mercury .en-
counter taldng place between
March 21 and April 3, 1074,
Lewis T. Seaman, manager of
hmar and planetary systems
engincering of the General Elec-
tric Co., indicates that the
spacecruft will flyby both Ven-
us and Mercury in only two to
X weeks longer than the Mar-
{ner § mission to Venus.

There is something odd about
the inner planets, Venus spins
on its axis backwdrd — & most
difficuit characteristlc to ex-
plain, Mercury appears to be
locked into a peculiar revolu
tion-rotation period. The day on
Mercury is 58,6 eath-days while
its period of revolution — ita
year — is' 88 days. Thus, the
day is precisely two-thirds the
length of the year and no one
at this time can provide a de-
finftive reason for this behavior,
One posaible explanation are the
thermal bulges on Mercury's
surface, S

This curious relationahip
means that some of our former
concepts of Mercury's surface
characteristics must be chang-
ed. Not too long ago It was as-
sumed that Mercury rotated so
that if always kept the same
side toward the sun — just as
the moon does with respect to
the carth, If this were true,
the other side of Mercury would
be one of the coldest places in
the solar system, despite {ita
proximity to the sun, Today we
know this is untrue and we
would Hke to determine the
femperature range on thg, sur-
face. |
Because of {ts proximity to
the sun, Mercury losea its at-
mosphere, yet it is so small
thal it alno captures a hydrogen
ntmosphere from the  solar
wind,

We do not know what Mer-

cury's surface features are lke.
Maps made of the tiny planet
must be erroneous for these
maps calculated an incorrect
length o1 day. Thus, there are
many coharacteristics of . this
planet which are susceptible to
regsolution with a flyby.

A Mariner-type spacecraft
carrying television equipment,
an ultraviolet spectrometer, in-
frared and microwave radio-
nmeters could map the surface
temperature contours, provide
information on the Merourian
atimosphere and, most Im-
portant, provide pletures of the
planel — as Mariner 4 did of
Mars — to yleld a realistic sur-
face picture of the innermost
planet. Such information may
resolve many of the problems
relating to the golar system.

As of this moment, it appears
that the 1970s will be the de-
cade of planetary exploration.
From this may eome the answer
as to how a planstary system
evolves and, with that, clues
to the presence of other plane-
tary systemsa in space.

The Board of Education has
called a special public meeting
of the board Wednesday night
10 discuss the various effects
of the $175,000 budget cut rec-
ommended by the Board of
Finance,

The meeting, to which all
townspedple are-invited, will be
held at 8 pm. In the Tolland
High School cafeteria.

The Tolland Education Asso-
ciation has come out in oppo-
aition to the proposed cut in the
education budget, according to
THA Chalrman John Benedict.

"“A cut this size would have
drastic implications not only
for the upcoming school year
byt also for the total educa-
tional future of the town,” he
atated yesterday.

‘“The rapid growth of the town
and the increased student en-
rollmént neceasitates increased
costs,' according to Benedict.
‘“Most of the proposéd increase
in the Board of BEducation's
budget request Is a result of
the town's growth."

““Any reduction In the educa-
tion budget can only result in
a corresponding reduction in
educational opportunities for
the children of the town of Tol-
land,”” he continued.

“In view of theae facts, the
Tolland teachera urge that all
townspeople’ make themselves
aware of this situation and its
potential effect on theéir chil-
dren," Benedict stated. *"The
kind of education they recelve
in future years may depend on
the presence of concerned par-
ents at a town meeting to be
held at Tolland High School,
May 18 at 8 p.m." i

Opposition to the $175,000 bud-
get cut was also volced yester-
day by the Tolland PTA iIn its
monthly  newsletter,  “The Hot

proved at the annual town meet-

ing.
1t also cited the lack of guid-
ance personnel now available,
noting that “it will be impos-
sible to staff our schools to pro-
vide guidance services next
year if the bOdget s out.”

Other areas cited by the PTA
as in danger of being cut still
further are art, music, reading,
psychological examiner and
nurses, “Ea¢h school should
have a fulltime nurse on duty
with close to,1,000 pupils in each
building,'” it sald.
