to the Board of Rep-
resantatives last night,

The recommendation was
made by the Swimming facili-
ties Advisory Committee headed
by Donaid B. Eden.

The town's current swimming
tacilities Include Horowitz Pool
at Henry Park and .the swim-
ming arca at Valley Falls Park,

"It is the committee's feeling

that the town should assume the
respansibility of satistying the
recreational needs which the in-
dividual citisens cesnot prac-
ticably provide for themselves.
The Horowits Pool was oom-
pleted in August 1953, Tts first
full season, according to the
committee, saw some 14,000
persons make use of the pool.
Uso has fncreased over the
yoars and last season the at-
tendance ran over 45,000,

The Valley Falls bathing area
opened for public use in 1065
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and has experienced a yearly
estimated useage of 8,000 to 9,
000 persons. -

Donald Berger, recremtion di-
rector, indicated that in addition
to heavy uscage during general
swim periods, capacity enroll-
ment in swimming classes at
the pool has caused a shifting
of classes to Valley Falls, Ber.
ger noted that while Valley
Falls has absorbed much of the
over-flow, i too ls reaching ita
capacity.

Turming to the future, tmmed-
fate and long range, the com.
mittee referred to the current
population estimate of 23,500
and the ultimate population in
excess of 42,000 and noted that
this is a stark reminder that
existing facilities, now in-
adequate, will become increas-
ingly more so.

Questioned on his thoughts of
additionnl swimming facilities,
acting director of health Dr.
Joseph Kristan said he feels ad-
ditional pools would be = real
amset to the' town.

In making the recommenda.
tion for the pool at the Vernon
Elementary School the com-
mittee urged that it be acted
upon without delay and be con-
sidered a paramount and im-
mediate need of the commun.

posed complex Is $125,000. This
Includes, the committee sald,
all construction, site develop-
ment and fees. If the project
were 10 be started when school
closes in June, it could be com-
pleted by early fall, Eden sald.

The committee noted that the
existing school parking area
would be adequate to service
users of the pool.

Board members questioned
drainage in the e and re-
gquested that Andrew Tricarico,
director of public works, do a
preliminary enginee¢ring study
of the area. The motion includ:
ed a socalled gentlemen's
agreement that Tricarico also
bring In recommendations as
to the possibility of other sites
for the pool.

Board menther Abner Brooks
sald he feels the town doés need
another pool, but he would not
be “in favor of having Rt on
school property. He sald he
would not want It to be under
the jurisdiction of the Board of
Education.

For Bhase Two of the propos-
ed five-phase program, the com-
mittee recommendations in.
clude a dugl-purpose indoor pool
at the high school, The panel
said final planning should be un-
dertaken to implement this
phase In the Immediate future
with the project completion
acheduled for the fall of 1970,
This phase, although reviewed
by the board along with the oth-
ors, s nol being considered at
thia time.

Adhough no cost was mention-
ed for this phase, the commit-
tee noted various federal grants
are avallable for such & project.

The committee offered al-
lernate plans for the. Indoor fa-
cllity, One suggests construction
of & bullding to the rear of the
present boys’ locker room And
the second involves the oon-
struction of a #2-by-76-foot pool
within the present boys' gym.

High School Pool

In Phase Three the committee
suggests that an indoor pool be
included in the planning of o
new high school or middle school
building, {f bullt at other than
the present high school site.

The fourth recommendation
of the ' committee involves the
soquisition of land for the future
development of additional man-
mads swimming pools and re-
creafional areas,

Finally the committes recom-
mends a confinuing awareness
on the part of the Recreation
Commission and the town plan-
ner for further augmenting pre-
sent and future pool facilities.

‘“‘Concluding that I could not under-
take the assignment, I retumed the fee
with my thanks.'

That however, wax 11 months later,
after Woifson Imd been formally indicted
for selling unregistered securities,

Justice Fortas, in his statement, fully
dended having tried to intervene for Wolf-
son with the S8.E.C. or any other gov-
emmental agency.

But taking all of the explanation and
assurance Justice Fortas offers at face
value, the point is still the same. Even
on such a basis, he bhad no business
enlertaining the idea of service to or a
fee from either an individual or an in-
dividual's foundation.

Membershlp on the nation's highest
court is supposed to convey enough re-
ward in honor, {f not in money, 10 make
it worth while for the member to con-
duot himself as Iif hs were In a clolster,
professionally speaking. Justice Fortas
may be'proving to be the present Court's
worst offender against such standards

- of conduct, but he is not the only offend-
~2r, as the willingness of other court
members to appear on public platforms
or at_public microphones has illustrated.

Supreme Court Justices should not only
be above suspicion, but .above letting
themselves become involved in circum-
stances which allow even the slightest
question to be raised.

Anti-War Trend Getting Serious?

Occasionally, one news development
has proportions and impact which direct
attention to & lot of other things that
have been happening, and which suggest
that this old\world might conceivably
be trying to head in a differént and new
direction.

The decision of the Massachusetts In-
stitule of Technology, the largest hold-
or of federal military resesarch grants,
to decline temporarily to accept any
more classified projects from the gov-
ernment untll a 22.man panel reports
next October with' recommendation on
the subject, i such « potential milestone
declsion,

The nature and direction of that Oc-
tober report may take that milestone
down, or reinforce it.

But meanwhile the present reality is
that & shocking new impact has been
given to the possibility that we are real-
ly, in this age of ours, beginning to ques-
tion and threaten to root out and abolish
all the underlying routine assumptions
" on'which the institution of war has been
nourished througiout the history of man.

*  Dosa all the pacifism of the day, all
the draft dodging, all the consclentions
objecting, all the opest criticlam of the
particular war in which we are engaged,
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of blooms, the white lifting luminous ir-
regular apires into the twilight.

All in all, those who have had some
experience in Mays, and complete Mayn
at that, are saying that you could live
& thousand years and never come upon
more beautiful May in any year than we
have already had this year, in just six
days,

The “Green Re\:olution" Paradox

In recent years, the awarenesa has
grown that the technology permreating
our lives s not 50 much progress as
paradox. Devices thal solve exsting
problems create new ones, whether in
advanced weaponry or advanced agri
culture.

In the fleld of agriculture, for exam-
ple, publicity iz begimming to bulld up
around the ‘‘green revolution'-—the re.
cent development of high yleld vari-
etles of such food staples as wheat,
rice and ocom. The breakthroughs are
halled 8s o major victory In efforts to
celay the scemingly inevitable food.
population catastrophe, especlally In
Ceveloping areas. But Clifton R. Whar-
ton Jr., observes in the current For-
eign Affalrs that though-the benefits of
the new advances are obvious and un-
denlable, it 8 nalve-to view them with
total optimism.

In the firat place, the existence of a
technical discovery, evem when of ob-
vious tenefit, doesn't always lead to its
widespread use. Thus the new food
grow:ng technology involves much
more than just  planting new seeds;
#uccessful harvests would also depend
07 new investment in lrrigation sys
tems, and sophisticated use of pesti
cldes,
ment, The problems of education and
financing may prove formidable.

Even if the new technology were
C'ffused rapidly, however, & host of so-
cial, political and economic problems
would threaten,

To mention n few:

In the beginning at lenst, the ad-
vanced methods and mechanization
would appesr more suited for use by
the sophisticated large planter than
the small subslstence farmer, Making
the countryside more efficient would
tend to displace the small farmer,
rather than to enrie him. The impact
on the already acute problem of migra-
tion o the cities, as well as on other
cestabllizing roclal trends, would seem
of major proportions. 3

The huge new harvests will tot in
the fields withowt wide, end =0 doubt
costly, expansion of storage, drying or
other hundllng_’ facilities, The prospect
of market gluts, depressed prices and
othér economic copmequences of &
quantum  ‘jump. in production might
well  destroy incentives to plant the
high yleld seeds. Economically _sound
new markets for the mew harvests
must be developed; as  Mr, Wharton
observes, no matter how hungry, peo-
ple cafinot buy food If they have no
money to pay for H.

In some regions, trade ties between
food exporting and food im ng
countries are u source of politically
unu?'mg economic integration, If the
Importers become self-sufficient with
the new agricultural technology, they
may simultaneously destroy ‘the econ:
omy of a friendly nation, with unpre-
dictable results,

It would be superficial, of course, to
suggest the new agriculture should be
tuppressed because it won't solve the
problem ‘of hunger easily. But an early
awnreness! of the difficulties that are
kely to develop is crucial

The pamadox of technology results
from the 'depresaingly apparent fact
that It has grown easier to devise tech-
ical means to solve practical prob
lems than to efféect human change, And
disillusionment at best
who fall to- realize that for technical
advance lo be effective, It must often
rely on massive human change as well. —
WALL STREET JOURNAL

TEL AVIV — If Egypt per-
sists In commando-style ralds
against Israecll's dug-in forces
along the east bank of the Suez
Canal, many more reprisals
deep into the territory of the
United Aradb Republic are ab-
solutely predictable.

The Isreell - general staff,
which. is probably the ablest in
the world today, has been study-
ing Egypt's economic structure
for months, Caoncealed in the
bowels of army headquarters
here are precise descriptions of
Egyptian targets for surgically-
planned hit-and-run ralds design-
ed to deeply wound Hgypt, just
as Israel already has wrecked
Egypt's two oll refineries, worth
$150 million, at the bottom end
of the canal in Port Suez.

““We have discoversd the most
sensitive parts of their body,"" an
Isracll expert told us coolly,
‘and we will destroy them one
by one if they continue attack-
ing us across the canal.'

This chilling prospect must be
taken exactly at face value, The
shelling of those .refineries,
which processed most-oll pro-
oossed most oll products con:
sumed by Egypt, was a response
to Egypt's sheiling of the Israell
positions opposite Port Suez. In
that shelling, President Nasser
gained nothing militarily, What
he /gained was political — thé
image of an embattled leader
who refuses to countenance the
occupation of - Egyptian terzi-
tary. ;

Now,Nasser has enhanced this
image-meaking by permitting his.
army to conduct ‘'small, killing
ralds across the canal in the
dark of night. At this writing,
these raids have cost the
Israells about 10 Mves — the
equivalent of 1,000 American
dead.

bridal- budget allows for, they may chip in the additional cash,

tionally borne by the bride—particularly If the groom’s family is
considerably wealthier than that of the bride, If the groom him-
self is financially established he may wish to foot all the wedding
expenses, (In keeping with propriety, however, he should not pay
for the more Intimate {tems In his bride’s trousseaun,)

Sometimes, particularly when the bride has no family, the
groom's family will make tH& couple a gift of the entire wedding
and . get much pleasure by dolng so, One mother of a recent
groom 'explained the situition thus: ‘“When my son, @ recent
college graduate, got engaged he and his fiancee came to us and
.explained that because of the bride’s family elrcumstances—her
father was dead and she wus sending herself through college—
they would be unable to have an elaborate reception unless we
helped out, And an @élaborate wedding with the works was what
they hoth wanted, We're well able to afford It so we offered to
pay for eVerything. Not only did they get what they wanted, but
it made us very happy too; It's a gift which will always give us
