10-Point Peace Plan 
Advance^ by Viet Cong

PARIS (AP) — The Viet <3ong 
today advanced a 10-point peace 
plan calling for establishment df 
a coalition government and 
leaving to the Vietnamese peo­
ple the question ot dealing with 
Vietnam armed forces.

The plan, presented to the 
16th session of the Vietnam 
peace talks by Than Buu Kiem, 
representative of the Viet 
C c^ 'a National Liberation 
Front, combined elements of 
prevkxiB North Vietnamese and 
front proposals, but added some 
new provisions.

The idea ot a coalition govern­
ment as well as some other 
terms of the plan previously had 
been rejected by the United 
States and the South Viet­
namese govenunent.

Kiem. called the propoeals a 
plan to allow the Vietnamese 
people “ to settle their own af­
fairs without foreign interfer­
ence.”

It was quickly supported by 
North Vietnam's Xuan Thuy.

The proposals did not refer 
specifically to the presence of 
North Vietnamese toroes, but 
the reference to leaving the

quertion of Vietnam armed 
forces to the Vietnamese them­
selves appeared to be intended 
to cover the North Vietnamese 
troops.

Kiem made his proposal after 
the United States told the North 
Vietnamese and the front that 
“we must be ready for the un­
welcome contingency that your 
side does not want to negotiate 
a peaceful settlement.”

Klem’s plan called for a pro­
visional coalition govenunent to 
take over betwem the establish­
ment of peace and general elec-. 
tions. This government would be 
made up from representatives 
of all political trends. Including- 
personalities who for political 
reasons are now living outside 
Vietnam. »

The election would be to 
choose a constituent assembly. 
There would then be a coalition 
government based on the' out­
come of the election.

Kiem called tor the total with­
drawal ot U.S. forces, arms and 
war material without poelng any 
conditions whatsoever. He also 
demanded the withdrawal of all 
non-Vietnamese allied forces

and the liquidation of all allied 
bases.

"The qu ests of the Viet­
namese armed forces in South 
Vietnam shall be resolved by 
the Vietnamese parties among 
themselves,”  Kiem said.

Few people, Mrs. Baidassi r lo  
atated, are aware that the Fed­
eral Communications Com- 
tnisalan has authorised Pay TV 
beginning June 12, and that un- 
ISM Oongraea enacts legislation 
prior to such dste amending the 
Oonununicattone Act, prchlblt- 
Ing the FOC from authorising 
Pay TV. Pay TV will become a 
reality on that date and mark 
the beginning of the end of the 
public's right to free television 
vieariiig.

Mra. Baldassarlo pointed out 
that Pay TV, in any form, is 
a masalve giveaway to prhmte 
interesta, and that unless the 
pubUo registers its protest to 
their U.8. Senators and Con­
gressmen, they will find them­
selves having to stStscrlbe and 
p6iy for the same type of tele­
vision programs they now re­
ceive on free television.

"The objective of the national 
committee," Mra. Baldassarlo 
declared, "is  to Join with local, 
dvlc, fraternal, labor, social, old 
age, school, hospital and other 
groups in soliciting a minimum 
of 28,000,000 signatures on peti­
tions urging their Senators and 
Congressmen to take immediate 
action to preclude the FOC 
from authorlxing Pay TV, in any 
form, whether ovar-the-air or by 
cable, and to - preserve their 
right to free television view­
ing

"There are many - people in 
our community,'' Mra. Baldaa- 
aario added, “who depend on 
free televiskm as tlielr main 
source of entertainment, recrea­
tion, education and information, 
who would be unable to pay for 
programs on Pay TV. Some of 
these people are shut-ins, aged 
or sick.

The faculty and students ot Amhanrt 
OoUege have just axperienoed an ax- 
traoranary two days. Our usual educa­
tional octtvltUa were rej^ooed by de­
bate, dtocuaalon atid mndltottoit wtaidi 
have, given ohapa to our beUofs about 
tea nature of Ugtaar aduoatlon and the 
governance of eduootlonal inaUtutlana.

It la door that we have much to do to 
set our own house In order. Wa are 
oonvinead, and have shown during these 
days, that diorgas, even fundament­
al onao, can take place without physical 
duress.

It wU. require oU our core and energy 
in tee months ahead to emnUne change 
with continuity, to provide atudento with 
a real rod regular role in influencing 
thdr education and the cdlage’s govern­
ment, and to honor both intellectual die- 
didlne and creativity.

We have aa a odlege emerged from 
tease two days with a renewed eiense 
of tea urgency and Berlousneaa with 
wMch we must attend to our primary 
purpooe.

Our- conviction is that such a view is 
serlouely in error If it to taken to 
mean teat no legitimate end important 
I'easocB exist for the anger and sense of 
impotence feU by many students and 
faculty.

The pervasive and Insistent dfequiet on 
many campufi’ s throughout the nation in­
dicates that unrest results, not from a 
co.-.Bpiracy by a few, but from a shared 
I'ense that the nation has no adequate 
plans for meeting the crises of our so­
ciety. To name only one issue of special 
concern to the students; since the Ker- 
ner Commission's report, there has been 
no dactoive ^sponse to its recommenda- 
tto.'.e.

We do not say that all the problems 
laced by colleges and universities are a 
reflection of the malaise of the larger 
loclety. That Is not true. But we do say 
that until political leadership addresses 
Itself to the major problems of our so­
ciety — the huge expenditure of natloial 
resources for military purposes, the in­
equities practiced by the preaent draft 
system, the critical needs of America's 
23,000,000 poor, the unequal division of 
our life os racial issues —until this hap­
pens, the concern “and energy of those 
who know .the need ftM- change wUl seek 
outlets for their fnistnation.

We Teallzs that in witting this letter 
We have taken the unusual step of speak­
ing publicly for our community on press­
ing Isiues of the moment. We do this 
but of an urgent concern to question the 
widely held view that university unrest 
is merfely an internal problem, or at 
most fomented by an outside influence.

More, we believe that if poliUcal lead­
ers act on this mUtaken assumption, 
their actions will serve -bniy to widen 
the separations within the university and 
between the utoverslUes and society at 
large.

If, however, this important element in 
student unrest is understood. It would be 
possible for you, Mr. President, to 
redirect youthful energy toward those 
more idealistic, creative and generous 
actions which reflect a concern for 
others. Your influence can provide that 
hope which encourages those visions to 
which young men so gladly dedicate 
themselves, and we will support those 
efforts.

I tend this letter to you on behalf 
of an overwhelming majority of Amherst 
ttudents, faeulty and administration who 
attended the closing meeting of our days 
of Inquiry tonight. Copies of this letter 
w ^  the signatures of all those who 
wibh to subscribe will follow as soon 
possible.

NEW YORK—As Mayor John 
V. Lindsay began a walking 
tour in his o l^  Manhattan Oon- 
grassjonal district last week, a 
well-dreased matron broke 
through the phalanx of Negro 
boys ttailing ttae Mayor to ask 
him a question.

“ Do you know what’s going 
on down there?” she asked, 
pointing to a Lindsay adminis­
tration vest-pocket pork on the 
edge lof the Murray Hill dis- 
lirlct. "There’s drugs and sex 
and who knows what lelse.”

“ Yea, I  know,”  Lindsay re­
plied softly and moved ion.

“ You bet you know,” the 
woman shouted otter h'm, “ but 
jrou don’t  do a damn thing about 
It.”  Later, she described her- 
setf to us os a registered Re­
publican wtao had worked tor 
Lindsay tince his flrst Congres­
sional campaign in 1958 but now 
would work ogaindt him tor re- 
nomination Cn the June 16 pri­
mary.

Such Ideological alienation 
represenlts one level of Und- 
say’u dUftculty within his own 
poky. The other Is at the club­
house ievOl where stalwarts of 
the New York Republican or- 
gonization have defected from 
Lindsay in alarming numbers.

Brooklyn, for example, has 
become an lorganizatlomLl dis­
aster area for the Mayor. De­
spite coimty leader J<*n 
Crew’s support tor Lindsay, 
most of Brooklyn’s Republican 
officeholders (including Angelo 
Arculeo, city,, council minority 
leader) and three of the tour 
most important district lead­
ers (including Ed Seergy, lead­
er of the heavily Republican 
Bay Ridge area) are opposing 
Lindsay.

This alienation by rank-and- 
file Republican voters and de­
sertion by tha regulars mean 
most of the city's 600,000 reg­
istered Republicans probably 
would vote against Lindsay tf 
they actually got to the polls. 
Nevertheless, Lindsay is likely 
to win the nomination because 
he is apt to be more skillful 
tean his toes In actually get­
ting out his own vote and be­
cause his primary opposition is 
spilt between two opponents.

That Lindsay should be on the 
brink of destruction by New 
York RepuUlcans can be ex­
plained partially In terms of 
Lindsay's broader predicament. 
While championing the young 
and the black, he has—unde­
servedly-won a reputation 
among the middle-aged white 
as a coddler of crimlnalijty.

But beyond that, Lindsay Is 
now suffering from the cav- 
Alier treatment of .the Repub­
lican party by his former poli­
tical mastmnind, Robert 
Pierce. ~

Price, who wielded immeasur­
able power in the Lindsay camp 
unUl his break wHh the Mayor 
two years ago, had no time 
whatever for the Republican 
clubhouses. Ignoring them dur­
ing the campaign. Price after 
victory tried, unsuccessfully, to 
build a new Republican party ih 
the Bronx and shortchanged 
party leaders In Queens and 
Brooklyn on patrdhage.

Piuthermore, building a 
broader Republican base here 
has been ignored throughout the 
Lindsay administration. Thus, 
the Mayor finds himself vrith a 
Republican electorate more 
philosophically in tune with 
Barry Ooldwater than John V. 
Lindsay. To Lindsay's own 
amazement, analysis shows that 
less than 5 per cent of New 
York Republicans are under 25 
and over 40 per cent are older 
than so.

Undsay is belatedly mend­
ing his Republican fences, jour­
neying to Queens to address vet- 
erans' groups and assigning staff 
members to cidtlvate district 
party leaders previously ignored

by City lOalL With conslderaible 
justification, Lindsay argues to 
yqtera that hla administration 
both modernized and enlarged 
tee police department.

Even Lindsay’s advisors ad­
mit it won’t work. More to the 
political point is their compu­
terized a tten d  to identify Lind­
say voters among the city’s 
widely scattered attempt to 
identify Lindsay voters among 
the city’s widely scattered Re­
publicans and then vote them— 
and nobody else—on June 16.

But Lindsay’s most valuable 
asset Is the split in his opposi­
tion between state Sen. John 
Marchl, a respectable conserva­
tive, and state Assemblyman 
Vito Battista, a perennial gadfly 
candidate. Although anti- Lind­
say party regulars are turning 
to Marohl, early surveys show

Battista running well among the 
rank-and-file. Thus, Marchi’s 
supporters are pleading for Bat­
tista's withdrawal, even sug­
gesting that the legislature 
might carve out a new Con­
gressional district tor Mm.

Even with Battista’s unin­
tended help, however, the prim­
ary has disrupted Liiidsay’s up­
hill fight for re-elecUon. It has 
forced the Lindsay operation to 
spetui the spring hunting down 
Republican voters among New 
York’s multitudes of - Demo­
crats and holding hands with 
loyalist clubhouse Republicans 
who reveal in their new-found 
status at City Hall. Lindsay’s 
broader campaign to re-estab­
lish himsell with New York’s an­
gry, disillusioned voters at large 
is delayied just that much long- 
er.

Each day we read in our 
newsxiapera tee reports of the 
latest battle in Vietnam or tee 
most recent skirmish jn tee 
Middle East. All of us are very 
conscious of tee struggle taking 
place In our complex world.

Tolland

School Board Asks Restoration 
O f $73,000 in New Budget Cuts
The Board of Education wUl 

formhUy request the Board of 
Finance to restore $7S,0(X) of its 
$178,000 cut in the educational 
budget, as the resuH of actions 
taken during last night’s hear­
ing on the sriiool board budget.

Whether the finance board 
wlU delay the annual town 
meeting scheduled for Tuesday 
to permit the reinstatement of 
the $75,000, remains to be seen.

Board of Finance members 
Stuart Joslin and Donald Mor- 
ganson appeared unbudged with 
last night's hearing, which they 
attended. Neither would commit 
the finance board to any action 
or confirm whether a meeting of 
the board would be scheduled 
before the aimual tovm meeting.

Before the meeting, Joslin ex- 
I^ained the finance board had 
cut the school budget by 14 per 
cent, feeling a 20 per cent In­
crease in the budget was more 
in line with what the town could 
afford. The finance board also 
questions the estimates of 400 
additional children in the school 
system next year. '

Attendance at the school 
board hearing on the budget 
was surprisingly low. The 75 
people attending, including 
school^ board mem beEs_.and 
som e teachers, howevety-voicetf 
-strong sentiments for the bud­
get cut restoration. Many wont­
ed the entire cut _reinstate(J, 
while others seem ed willing to 
abide by the school board’s  re­
quested $75,000 cut.

Superintendent of Schools 
Robert Brairton outlined a pro­
gram .Which would absorb about 
$100,000 worth of budget cuts 
without ^rectly affecting the 
educational program at the 
local schools or. cut very much 
into the transportation budget.

He noted if the additional $75,- 
000 is ordered cut. the schools 
will likely still have to close 
early and transportation and ed­
ucational programs would 
receive large cuts.

Board chairman David <3ook 
added that the board would “ in 
good faith”  then have, to nego­
tiate teacher contracts on the 
basis of a nine-month school 
year rather than ten months, 
and the situation would blow 
up immediately, not next 
Spring.

The town will be held liable 
for the salary contracts signed, 
which account fo r 80 per cent 
of the school budget.

"If the $175,000 cut stands, 
we could not meet next year's 
payroll even on this year's 
salary schedule,”  Brlarton 
stated.

May Reject Budget
If the Board of Finance does 

not agree to restore $76,000 be­

fore the annual town meeting 
Tuesday, the entire cut will 
stand tmleas the voters at the 
meeting vote to reject the en­
tire budget. Cook explained.

The budget cannot be in­
creased at the meeting. If re­
jected the budget would be re­
turned to the Board of Finance 
with instructions and would be 
brought back to a subsequent 
town meeting for a vote.

Describing the budget, in­
cluding the $100,000 cut, as a 
“ baiic minimum bore-bones 
type of budget.”  Brairton stat­
ed it "eliminates some things 
felt originally very desirable. 
We have made economics 
wlieie possible and will have 
to make do in many .areas.’™

"This is the maximum reduc­
tion we can live with,”  he stat­
ed. Brairton and board mem­
ber Mrs. Barbara Kalas worked 
on the budget reductions while 
Cook worked up his ieductions 
by himself.

The final list is a Joint effort 
combining the two proposals. 
The cuts One not in areas de­
signed to arouse a public out­
cry.

Included in the list of pro­
posed budget cuts, totaling 
about $100,000, ate the elimina­
tion of a fifth grade teacher, 
the consolidation of an English 
and social studies teacher, elim ­
ination of a psychological ex­
aminer and part-time .■'-speech 
a.nd hearing specialist, elimiixi- 
tion of ii permanent sub-titute 
and one language teacher. 
Tti‘. se cuts reprekent" the larg­
est overall cut of .about $35,000 
to $40,000.

Brairton pointed out that the 
town can continue to contract 
for psychological tasting and 
speech and hearing from -Proj­
ect ASK.

Fifth grade classes will have 
about 27 students each in eight 
classes at the start of the school 
year.

Junior High Teacher*
The elimination of one lan­

guage teacher and the combin­
ing of the English and social 
studies at-the high school can be 
compensated for by the use of 
certified junior high school 
teachers In the same subject 
areas.

Another large item in the bud­
get cuts is the anticipated $25,, 
(KK) tuition adjustment for Ropk- 
vllle High School and another 
$12,000 for aides not Including 
those reimbursed by a federal 
grant.

Brairton recommended a $6,- 
000 cut in capital outlay ex­
penses.

The school board will with­
draw its support of athletic pro- 
gramh at the middle and high 
schools to save $3,100. It will 
conUnue a budget of $6,000 in

the account including providing 
coach’s for the teams,

Tolland High School is em­
barking on a varsity level sports 
program in September and the 
board proposes the athletic pro­
grams be mtide self-supporting 
by gate receipts.

A. possible $5,000 savings may 
be made by cutting the Rock­
ville High School bus run to one 
bus. This will necessitate the 
students' remaining on the bus 
for considerably longer times 
than at present, but is the only 
transportation adjustment to be 
made.

Unless the additional $75,000 
cut is restored, children will be 
required to walk the additional 
distances permitted under state 
statutes.

A savings of $3,000 will be 
realized by manually schedul­
ing Grades 7 through 11 at the 
high school. Instead of doing it 
by computer. Administrative ex­
p ert's  were cut by $1,000; 
homebound instruction and sub­
stitute teachers by $6,0(X); $1,500 
eliminating secretarial substi­
tutes; $1,600 tn the general of­
fice supplies, and $1,500 in op- 
ereitional supplies for the main­
tenance of school buildings.

(Jook noted that only three 
towns in the state lowered their 
per pupil cost last year, one of 
which was Tollahd.

Teen-Agers Try Life 
In Mock Depression
PORTLAND, Ore. (AP ) — 

Fremont Junior High School 
students endured a mock Great 
Depreaston this week In an ex­
periment aimed at Increasing 
understanding between the gen­
erations.

Each o f  the youngatera was to 
spend only 38 cents tor the 
week. They walked to solKxri, 
washed their socka and under­
wear each night with bar soap, 
ate beans, hot doga, hamburg- 
era, lettuce aandwichea and 
boiled potatoes.
’Two hundred etudenta started 

the experiment Monday on tbe 
BUggeaptlon o f  Mrs. Marcella 
Othua, eighth grade social atud- 
lea teacher, Abouft 180 contin­
ued.

"Tha goal of the experiment 
la to increaae understanding be­
tween I the generations,”  said 
Mrs. Othua In a letter to par­
ents.

“For once your child may be 
ready to hear how It was when 
you were a kid,”  she aaid.

She allbwed only conveniences 
available in 1080. For the girls 
that meant no paStel Upattoka, 
hair aptay, plastic curlers or 
hair dryers.

It alao meant no televlaion.
"But what geta to me la not 

being able to'play my stereo re- 
oorda,”  said Jon-Goodllng, stu­
dent body president. . ,

Two girls asked Mrs. Othus If 
they could eat candy bars and 
cookies during the Depression. 
The teacher aald yes and the 
girls ran to a candy machine.

“But remember,” Mrs. Othua 
shouted after them, “ If you 
spend 10 cents for a candy bar, 
that will leave a big hole In yoiir 
allowance of 38 cents a week.”

That waa one of the good 
things about the Great Depres­
sion, the girls said. In those 
days candy bars cost a nickel or 
less.

The students were glven^a 
clothing list, but, many chose 'to 
wear clothes that had been 
stored in their parents’ aftios 
since the 1080s.

UzKlerwear and socks were 
the, only clothing they had to 
wash by hand.

“ Some o f the students have 
been complaining that their 
clotttes are attff and Itchy,” 
Mrs. Othua aaid. “They’re nek 
wringing all the Soap out.”  .

One mother wrote to Mrs. 
Othua; “Aa a child of the Great 
Depression, I hope your week 
wfll stress the fact that w e w n «  
materially short but not realty 
mentally depressed. What 
you’ve never had, you don’t 
miss.”

The students won’t receive a 
grade for the week. They will 
get a reward—a free Laukel and 
Hardy movie during claaa time.

Study Puts

WASHINOTON (A P ) — A pri­
vate study Indloates tbe Safe­
guard antlmlaafle system’s ulti- 
mste ookt may top *18 bflUon— 
08 per cent more than cfflclal 
estimates.

DisckMnire of the study Thurs­
day prompted Immediate asser­
tions, notably by Sen. Oeorge S. 
McOovem, D4S.D., tliat the mâ  
neuverlng over Safeguard “baa 
creeted a credihflUy gap tar tile 
Nixon administration."

The study, by d »  Defense 
Mariceting Survey, a MoOraw- 
HUl Service for Industrial firms, 

‘ estimated the coat of Safeguard 
between 1800 and 1878 at more 
than *11 faUHon.

Tbe stu4y did not imflude *1.3  
btUlon to be spmt by tbe Atomic 
Bnergy Omninlsalan on nuclear 
wailwads and Its coat estimates 
tor Safeguard’s radar 
Sprint mlaaUes were more than 
*1 UlUon leas tbaa calculated by 
otiier e>q;)erts.

Critic* were quick to point out 
that adding In these figures 
woifld bring the total to more 
than *18 hUUon, compared wWi 
the current offloia] admiitetra- 
tton eetimate of *7A bUUon.

“ In a program aa oomplex as 
Safeguard,”  the study conclud­
ed, “hlatortoal mqwrience indi­
cates ooata fat the long run are 
likely to be considerably high­
er."

Sen. MioGcvern, a leading 
critic at Safeguard, said “ It has 
not reached' the a t^ e yet of tbe 
Johnson admfaitetratlon’s credl- 
hllity gap on Vietnam, but It’s

Laird, In bia first 100 days as 
secretary of defense; has rough­
ed out a new "Grand Design’’ 
tor the American military-indus­
trial atnicture.

American production tes* fo 
win an arms race with Russia—

tiig the way the Pentagon buys 
weapons.

The raateping of the world’s 
Uggett military eetabMahment 
has already atarted—allfaough 
It will he some time before 
It shows up dramatically.

Much more obvious than 
what to going on Inside Laird’s 
Pentagon to tbe way It to being 
aol4 on tite outaide. The grand 
design requfaea Laird to take

WlUlam P. Roigero.

“ I know It's much more po^ 
ular to talk Uke a secretary (rf 
atato,’£ Laird aaid in an inter­
view covering where he wonts 
to go in his new job. "But I 
feel—and the President feels 
that I siMuld talk like a sec­
retary of defense.”

He believes former Defense

Hto rul­
ing came In the specific case 
of Weterbury—where the Bojard 
of Finance and Board of Aider- 
men felt they had the right to 
overrule teachers’ agreements. 
The judge agreed.
“ The ruling puU the final de­
cision In the hands of the boorda 
that are responsible for the town 
budget,”  MacDonald said today. 
In aome towns it to the board 
ol finance in conjunction with 
the board of aldermen, others 
the board of selectman or town 
meeting, and In some cases the 
city council. Some communltiea 
do not have a 'Board of Fi­
nance, and the Mlectmen or 
toivn meeting has the sole budg­
et authority.

MacDonald’s r u l^  goes hand 
In hand with the provlrioas of 
Waterbury’s charter from the 
state—that the board of finance 
and board of aldermen have the 
final say In budget matters. 
Many communities acrooa the 
state have a almilar charten.

But the bulk of hto decision 
reata on General AaMtnbly acta 
of onl/ two yeara ago.

Judge .MacDonald went to

great lengths In comparing the 
pair of 1M7 legislature acts that 
gave municipal employee and 
teadiera tte right to bargln col­
lectively.

The legislature "decreed that 
minflolpal employes other than' 
teachers, through the cMlectlve 
bargaining process, could effect 
with the municipal emifloyer 
agreements which must be fund­
ed cmd implemented,’’ MacDon­
ald said.

But the legislature “ granted 
teachers only the mechanism of 
Mledttng duly authorized repre- 
sentatlvea for the purpose of 
negotiation and only the right 
to demand that the Board of 
Education negotiate with such

In effect, the 19^ legislature 
created two clasees of local gov­
ernment employes—with teach­
ers as the lower class.

Judge MacDonald told the Wa- 
terbury Teachers Association, 
which filed suit against the city 
In 1988, 1987 and 1988, that It 
should seek changes In the law 
rather than fight tbe matter In 
the oourta.

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP)—The 
court reorganlaation bill befog 
<taufted by the lagtolaturo’a Ju­
diciary Committee has been 
changed to add IB Judges to the 
state court system—instead of 
tha four new judgesblps origin­
ally cootemptotod.

The propoaed increaae In 
judges apparenUy caught even 
Democratic State Chairman 
John M. Bailey by surprise.

However, Bailey aaid whan 
questioned by newsman that tbe 
additional Judges are naedad.

The bill wqifld merge the 
court of Oommen Ptaea Into the 
(Xrcutt Court and create a per-' 
monent appelate section within 
the beefed-up Circuit Onirt.

It would also give salary In­
creases to all judges—and levy 
a *1IX> annual fee on all law­
yers to help pay for the added 
cost of running the court aya- 
tem.

The coat of the propoaed sal­
ary boosts plus the new judge-

year.
