Teen-Agers Try Life
In Mock Depression

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) —
Fremont Junior High BSchool
students endured a mock Great
Depression this week in an ex-

periment aimed at increasing
understanding between the gen-
erations,

Each of the youngsters was to
spend only 25 cents for the
week. They walked to school,
washed their socks and under-
wear each night with bar sokp,
ate beans, hot doge, hamburg-
orm, lettuce sandwiches and
bolled potatoes.

Two hundred students started
the experiment Monday on the
suggestion of Mrs. Marcella
Othus, eighth grade social stud-
fea teacher. About 150 contin.
ued.
"The goal of the experiment
is to increase understanding be-
tween | the generations,” said
Mre, Othus in & letter to par-
enta,

“For once your child may be
ready to hear how i was when
you were a kid,”' she said.

She allowed only convenlences
avallable in 1830, For the girls
that meant no pastel lpsticks,
hair spray, plastic curlers or
hatr dryers.

It also meant no television.

“But what gets to me is not
being able to'play my stereo re-
cords,”’ said Jon ‘Goodling, stu.
dent body president, 2

Two girls asked Mra. Othus it
they ocould eat candy bars and
cookies during the Depresaion.
The teacher sald yes and the
girls ran to a candy machine.

“But remember,"” Mrs. Othus
ghouted ~after them, “if you
spend 10 cents for & candy bar,
that will leave & big hole in your
allowance of 25 cents & week."

That was one of the good
things about the Great Depres-
sion,- the girls ssid. In thoee
days candy bars coat a nickel or
leas,

The students were given a
clothing list, but many choae ‘to
wear clothes that had been
stored in their parents’ attion
since the 1880s.

Underwear and socks were
the, only clothing they had to
wash by hand.

NAIROBI, Kenya (AP) —
George. Adamson, whose wife
wrote ""Born Free,” is under or-
ders to drive away three favor
fte llons and make them fear
him and other humans,

A  retired game warden,
Adamson set out severaul years
fgo to save a group of lions
from going to the zoo after they
had appeared In the movie of
his wife's book.

Three lions called Boy, Girl
and Ugus have lived in peace
and amity with Adamson for the
past five years. He has a camp
at Mugwongo, in Meru National
Park about 180 milea from Nai-
robl. The camp is fenced to
keep the lons out, but he built a
platform outside for them to sun
themselves,

Nine Hons hang around there,
and Adamson has recorded
their dally activities In note-
books and on film.

Boy, Girl and Ugus came to
Adameon for food and affection.

There had been pressure be-
fore for Adamson to part with
the lions, the Idea being that
while he knew how to handle
them, they might approach oth-
er humans who wouldn't. Then
Boy Injured the young son of
Peter Jenkins, park warden at
Meru, and the board of direc-
tors of Kenya's national parks
directed that Adamson drive the
three lions away after teaching
them to distrist man.

Wire-Tap Barred

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
A cochairman of ‘the legisla-
ture's Judiciary Committee said
today his committes declined to
recommend a bill to allow Wwire-
tapping In investigations be-
cause the measure constitutes
an “invasion of privacy.”

Rep. John F. Carrozzells, D-
Wallingford, matld: ‘““The bill, as
drafted, didn't protect the rights
of the indlvidual as much as
they ehould be protected. The
right to privacy,we felt, out-
weighed any benefits the bill
might produce.”

Thursday, the chief prosecutor
of the Connecticut Circult Court
system said the lack of a bill
on wire tapping will handicap
severely any serjous attempt to
combat organized crime.

JERUBALEM-—There ia an in-
tense and special quality about
the hate that more and more
Arabs feel for Israel, the same
hate that brought about the re-
cent downfall of the government
of Lebanon following pro-com-
mando riots.

Far to the south on the edge
of the Sinal desert, in the notor-
fous Gaza Strip where 280,000
Palestinian refugees are pemned
up in shanties and fed a sur-
vival minimum of 1,500 calories
a day, the hate is palpable,

“'Our hate for Israel in strong-
er than a thousand planes and
a thousand tanks,"” a Gaza mer-
chant told us, ‘“They have their
walling wall, but {t is 2,000 years
old. We have our walling walls,
too, and they are fresh in our
memory. They have our land,
but we will get {t back, There
will never bhe peace.”

Outside along the squalid
street that bordered the main
market place were Israell ‘“‘red
hats'" the justly-famed para-
troopers who were recently sent
here to keep order. They walked
warily in twos and threes—
watching the Arabs, fingering
the trigger of the Uzl subma-
chine gun in one hand, swing-
ing a heavy club in the other.

For one month, all the second-
ary schools have been shut in
reprisal-for anti-Israell riota by
school children who demanded
the right to make peaceful
demonstrations. The Israell
price for reopening the schools:
a pledge by civic leaders that
it will not bappen again (a
pledge the Arabs cannot en-
force).

Gaza Is a unique place in the
Israell occupation, a place that
the Israells definitely do not
want to keep If a settlement s
ever reached.

But Gaza ls only one of many
places seized by Israel in the
six-day war. Although Israell of-
ficlals swear they would gladly
give most of the occupied ter-
ritories back In return for gen-
uine peace, the mood among
most Israelis today Is that,
whatever 18 Gone with Gaza,
much of the seized lands must
never, never retarn to Arab
rule. Particulafly s this true
in | those half dozen places
where, as in Bar Etzion, 15
miles south of here, Israell set-
tlers have put down deep roots
in what used to be the Weat
Bank of Jordan, °

On our first visit to Bar
Ettlon, over a year ago, half
a dozen couples were living in
old Jordanian Quonset huts,
planting an orchard and looking
more llke weekend vacationers
than permanent settlers. Now
that air of Impermanénce has
vanished. The population has
grown close to 100 and the steel
frame of a small factory that
will make electronic equipment
for the Iaraell army has been
erected on & leveled fleld.

Ask these young Israells
about the future of the West
Bank and they are surprised
the question is raised.

"'Of course there is no doubt
about & said a 25-year-old
transplanted American from
Trenton, N.J., who moved to
Isrnel four months ago. ‘‘Ac-
cording to the bible, this Is part
of Palestine. Who cares what
the United Nations says? That's
just talk.

And another young man

chimed in: “We keep the West
Bank and we should some day
take the Hast Bank (the re-
muining part of Jordan), It will
not be easy but it was not easy
ctablishing our country in the
firet place."

The settlers at Bar Bizion be-
long to & minonity religious sect
(called Hapoel Hamlzral) that
is fundamentalist and takes its
politicel direction from the Old
Testament. But their conviction
about the future of Israel is not
much different from that of
other Israells,

Can these two extremes—''the
hate that 8 stronger than a
thousand planes'' that grips
Goza and the expectation of a
greater Israel that thrills the
settlers at Bar Etzion—ever
find & way to exist in peace?
The question answers itself:
Never, unless Egypt and the
Arab stales give up the battle,
and that's not going to happen.

What is going to happen |s
years, perhaps decades, of half-
war with the Russians and the
Americans bargaining to keep
each other on the sidelines and
with the Isreells, for the fore-
secable future, holding all the
important cards,

Against Meat-Ax Approach

Finch Denies Split
Over Campus Funds

WABHINGTON (AP) — Wel-
fare Becretary Robert H. Finch,
denying he ia at odds with other
top administration officlals,
says cutting off federal funds to
schools caught up In campus
disorders is a ‘“meat-ax ap-
proach” that penalizes innocent
students,

Campus eruptions are a '‘phe-
nomenon and not a conspiracy,"
Finch sald Thursday. ‘“To cut
off funds just hurts a great
many, and 0 per cent of the
students we are talking about
here want an education. They
are the onea who suffer when
you take this meat-ax ap-
proach,”

Finch's comments, at & news
conference following the swear-
ing in of Dr. James Allen as as-
mistant secretary for education,
appeared to conflict with state-
ments last week by Vice Preasl-
dent Spiro T. Agnew and Atty.
Gen. John N. Mitchell, both of
whom called for tough aotion
against student violence.

But, sald Finch, “There Is no
division of opinion. There Is no
royal battle going on with re-
epect to.hard or soft line,'

Agnew told & newa conference
fn Lexington, Ky., last week
that Congress had a right to cut
off funds to schools and students
when the actions of dny of them
“went beyond the lUmits of per-

* missibility,”

‘A day later Mitchell and two
top aldes used the forums of
Law Day appearances to take
what seemed to be a hard line
on campus unrest,

Declaring *‘the time has come
for an end to patience,' Mitch-
ell called on university officlals
and police to start arresting and
prosecuting ‘me ““profeasional

militanta” he sald wers behind
campus disorders.

This pronouncement and the
others were widely interprefad
as a turnabout from the official
administration position set down
by Finch in March.

Finch, a confidant of Prest-
dent Nixon, spelled out his poai-
tion in letters to the preaidents
of all the nation’s colleges and
universitics, He called for en-
forcement of the law while mak-
ing sure "the right of legitimate
and responsible dissent is fully
protected."’

After the letters were re-
leased Finch was widely deplot-
ed as the victor in a hard-line
versus soft-line struggle within
the administration.

But reports circulating Thurs-
day had it that ¥inch was not
consulted before the Mitchell-
Agnew onslaught and strongly
implied that he was displeased.

“You might say Finch won
the first round and Mitchell won
the second, except Finch wamn't
even In the ring the second
time,”" one official said,

U.S. Troops Batter
~North Viet Forces

SAIGON (AP) — U5, Ma-
rines, fighter-bombers and artil-
lery battered as many as 600
North Vietnamese troops in an
area south of Da Nang military
spokeamen reported today.

and pay $100 fines each for
