Many Officers in Vietnam Convinced

US. Could Withdraw 50,000 Troops

BAIGON — Many American officers

serving in Vietnam believe that at least

« 50,000 1.8, troops could now be with-
drawn without significantly affecting the
allied war effort.

These withdrawals could come from
what Is known here aa ‘“‘fat’ or ‘'‘ex-
cess assets,'' In the opinlon of several
dozen officera Interviewed in the last
two weeks. Every one of these officers,
from captains in the fleld to members
of the top command, said the U.8, has
more men than it needs in Vietnam,

According to Informed sources, U.8.
officials are now Uvying to ldentify the
exoceis manpower that could be spent
home, or to other foreign bases.

"We have a margin'' one member of
the American command said, """We have
A lot of smmets we can call on. Gen.
Abrams (Creighton W. Abrams, U.S.
Commander in Vietnam) doesn't feel
that his back ls up against the wall."

The “"margin' will be withdrawn in
the coming months, according to this
informait. He cannot be mamed under
ground rules of the interview, -

This highoranking officer sald there
were three preconditions for any uni-
lateral withdrawal — the South Viet-
namese army must be ready to take
over for withdrawn Amencuns, progress

in pucification must appear stable, and
the enemy must appear unable to. mount
any wuccessful new offensive.

But. virtually all the other officera
irterviewed in the last fortnight expect
withdrawals to begin soon whether or
not these conditions. are fully met. The
recent flurry of speculation kn Washing-
ton sbout Imminent troop withdrawals
has had & powerful effect in Vietnam.
Every base camp and outpost seems to
have its own collection of rumors about
what units will be withdrawn first,

One popular rumor — that the 28th
Infantry Division will soon be withdrawn
—appearsd in print Friday in a report
by United Press International. Military
spokesmen quickly issued a flat and firm
denial

if needed,

Many American officlals here expect
that the first withdrawals will include
at least one full Infantry division, if only
for political effect. But many officers
sugge:t other tactics the U8, commuand
could use to thin out umneeded forces.

Forelgn observers, including the mill-
tary attaches of several friendly Euro-
pean countries, are outspoken in their
bellef that the U.8, could use far fewer

The American soldler in Vietnam s
certainly the best equipped fighting man
In the history of warfare. Most troops
can expect at least one hot meal a day,
almost all gel a mail delivery every day,
many base camps have olympicsizse
swimming pools, movie theaters and
other impressive recreational facilities,

The First Logistics Command (FLO),
which lles most of the fighting
forces here, includes 50,000 men. Tens
of thousands more troops in combat units
are also detailed to logistics and suppost,
(About 100,000 of the American roops
here are regularly fighting the eaemy.)

NEW YORK — The strange
shape of politics in New York
City this spring was outlined
clearly a few days ago In the
Mzarre results of a canvass by
one of the mayoral candidotes
of a middle-class Jewish nelgh-
borhood in Manhattan.

The favorite In this neigh-
borhood, surprisingly, was
Mario Procaccino, the often
clownish City Controller run-
ning on a hard law-and-order
platform. Close behind was for-
mer ‘Mayor Robert F. Wagner.
A poor third was Rep James
Scheuer, an  above-average
young Congresaman who most
clearly conforma to the mold of
the cold-fashioned reform move-
ment here which has relied
for rank-and-file support on the
Jewish middle class,

Although ths absence of any

effective organization in New
York's Democratic party makes
the June 18 primary an open
contest, the results of this one
canvass point up two centmal
political facts here today. The
first s the paramountcy of
law-and-order among all issues,
The other I8 the undramatic,
barely noticed death of the
city'a Democoratic Reform move-
ment,
Fear over crime in the streets
has dramatically pushed New
York's political spectrum right-
ward. Outside the upper-income
bracket, there are few white
New Yorkers whose families
have not been touched by crime
in this unhappy city. The result
Is rampant anti-Negro senti-
ment and a desire for a strong-
man in the mayor's seat.-

This switch of Ned Yorkers
from support for liberal social
welfare policies to a demand
for stricter police enforcement
complements the stagnation of
the city's Reform Democratic
movement, spawned in the Ad-

lai Btevenson campalgn for
President and at full flower in
the late 18508, The reform clubs
have not mounted any house-
to-house canvassing for years
and today rank even below the
tiredout regular Democratic
clubs in effectiveness. Only the
Brooklyn regulars can be called
A viable organization.

The result Is a Democratic
campalgn devoid of
volunteer workers (except for
the struggling campaign of Her-
man Badillo, Bronx borough

fact that Procaccino, Wagner,
and Scheuwer all have had to
hire campaign workers,

The major Democratic vie-
tim of this new politics of New
York is Scheuer, who is run-
ning fthe best-financed (though
he is now running short of
funds) and best-organized ceam-
paign —conducted by the most
effective old-line reform poli-
ticians. But Scheuer does not
impress crime-weary New York
ers as the restorer of order, and
he has falled to revive the pros-
trate reform .government. In-
deed, the Manhattan reform
clubhouses have endorsed Badil-
lo over’ Scheuer.

Thus, barring a switch In vot-
er opinion by virtue of Scheu-
er's expensive television biits
being planned, the vote now
looms as a two-way contest be-
tween Procaccino and Wagner,
with the edge to Wagner,

Desplte many notable individ-
ual successes amobg his  stu-
dents, including the Indlan Sam-
son Occum, Mr., Wheelock en-
countered difficully in recruit-
ing young Indians, and decided
he thould transfer his enterprise
into the wilderness, where he
would be closer to the larger
numbers of Indian youths than
in Conneclicut.

On Dec. 13, 1789, he received
a Royal Charter from New
Hampshire Governor  John
Wentworth to found Dartmouth
College  to provide Christian
learning  to  Indians, English

youths and others, Then In the
summer of 1770, with the con-
timiing aid of funds from
English and Scottish supporters,
he arrived In Hanover, New
Hampshire, 150 miles up the
Co:necticut River from Colum-
bla, and started building the col-
lege which he named after the
S8econd Earl of Dartmouth,
chrlrman of the English Fund
and King George III's Secretary
of State for Colonles.

When it soon became ap-
rarent that the nothern Indians
were more disposed to continu-
ing their traditional ways than
in acquiring a Christian educa-
tion, Dartmouth College broad-
en~d its scope and, over the
yearsa, became n leader in high-
er education,
