denied him by the Ehrlichman.

In his new role, Dent (at 39,
ten years older than Sears)
must have total nccess to Mr.
Nixon's Oval Office, as Sears
never did, if he is to avold the
fate of Sears (who chose to
ftay on under Dent at the
White House rather than accept
Morton's offer of a Job at the
National Committee).

Pham Dang Lam. South Viet-
nam’s representative, referrsd
only briefly to the Nixon plan,
saying that It ‘‘demonstrated
the ‘good will of the United
States’” and was ‘“‘consistent
with the spirit” of Salgon's bas-
ic position. He said recent Viet
Cong terrorist attacks ‘‘strained
and credibility’' of the NLF
plan,

Lam repeated his govemn-
ment's offer to hold private and
secret talks to “help the nego-
tiating sides overcome distine-
tions between military and polit-
lcal questions, overcome &iffi-
culties related to the status of
the parties...so as to proceed to
useful discussions.””

, In opening the sesslon, North
Vietnam's Thuy spoke contemp-
tuously . of Nixon’s Insistence
that the South Vietnamese peo-
ple should have the right to de-
termine thelr own destiny.

‘“The truth is,'" he sald, "that
for the past 15 years the govermn-
ment of the United States has
never ceased to trample under
foot the right of the South Viet-
namese population to self-deter-
mination.”

Thuy sald the United States
seeks to maintain in power ‘'the
warlike and corrupt” Balgon
government despite demands of
the South Vietnamese people for
8 peace cabinet,

He repeated that the Parls
discussions should proceed; on
the basis of the NLF's 10-point
peace formula.

Kiem also stressed that the
NLF had repeatedly rejected
U.§. proposals for a mutual
withdrawal of forces, but hiis
statement was noticeably more
moderate than that of Thuy.

“Tt is obvious,” Kiem sald,
“that the Nixon administration
does not seek peace, Instead, It
only seeks a way for the United
States to maintaln i{ts neo-colo-
nialist regime in South - Vietnam.
This Is not a proper response to
the over-all solution to the South
Vietnamese problem set forth
by the National Liberation
Front."”

Kiem* sald some of his 10
points which Nixon described on
Wednesday as unacceptable
“were precisely the most funda-
mental and crucial guestions for
putting an end to the American
war of .aggreasion, to re-estab-
lish peace In Vietnam.”

He sald the U.8. demand for

mutual troop withdrawals had
been made by the United States
in each of the previous 10 ses-
slons of the talks,
. “'This time President Nixon
once again repeated this formu-
la,’” he sald, “This is-a way of
posing conditions for the with-
drawal of American troops
which we have many times re-
jected (because) everyone
knows that' theAmerican and
satellite troops are the only for-
elgn aggressors In South Viet-
nam.!'

Nixon *“‘seeks at all costa to
maintain’ his demand concern-
ing the mutual withdrawal, a
moat absurd poaition which I
have repeatedly rejected,"”
Thuy declared. :

Turning to Nixon's proposals
for n political settlement, he
said the President had talked
about ‘'‘the free cholce of the
South Vietnamese population.'
But he said Nixon is concerned
only “‘with a free cholce In his
own fashion.”

Thuys main emphasgis, how-
ever, was on the question of
troop withdrawals. He repeated
the demand in the Viet Cong's
peage plan for the complele and
unconditional withdrawal of
U8, and all other non-Viet-
namese troops,

The question of U.S. troops,
he sald, ls one to be discussed
between the United States and
the Vietnampse people.

““The United States does not
have the right to confuse thia

problem with problems to be
ciscussed between the Viet-
namese,"” he. sald, apparently
referring to North Vietnamess
forces in South Vietnam.

The negotiators met today for
the first time with conorete pro-
posals before them. Thers was
expectation on the U.8. side of
real bargaining, much of 1t to be
conducted undoubtedly in se.

forward in a speech Wednesday
night.

Although the NLF in its first
comment Thursday on the Nix-
on plan rejected a key provi-
sion, a phased simultaneous
withdrawal of American and
North Vietnamese troops, it did
not reject the plan as a whole.
Similarly, Salgon rejected the
NLF's proposal for a provision-
al coalition government but did
not reject the plan as a whole,

Before he left Washington to
return to the talks, U.8, chief
negotintor Henry Cabot Lodge
said he didn't think the U.B.
government had to take the
NLF“s rejection of Nixon's troop
withdrawal provislon “at face
value."”

Lodge said that by avoiding
total rejection of the U.8. plan,
the other side had created a cli-
mate In which “real solld meadt-
and-potatoes discussion about
the real lasues” can take place.

Nixon's provision for troop
withdrawal calls for a “‘simulta-
neous start on withdrawal by
both wmides; agreement on a mu-
tually acceptable timetable and
for the withdrawal to be accom-
plished quickly,' generally over
2 12-month period.

Nixon nlso said that the “mill-
tary withdrawal involves out-
aide forces, and can, be proper-
ly negotiated by North Vietnam
and the United States.”

Point two of the NL¥' plan
says withdrawal of U.8. and oth-
er non-Vietnamese troops must
be accomplished “without pos-
ing any condition whatasoever."
Its point three says ‘‘the ques-
tion of North Vietnamese forcea
In Bouth Vietnam ghall be re-

solved by the Vietnamese par-
ties thempelves,'

The NLF in ita statement
Thursday sald Nixon was stick-
ing to the "old unjust and un-
reasonable formula for & mu-
tual withdrawal of troops, a for-
mula which we have repeatedly
rejected.”

On political questions, the po-
sitions of the two zldes ssem to
be closer together.

The NLF's point four, for ex-
ample, calls for the esatablish.
ment of South Vietnam's future
political regime ‘‘through frée
and democratic electiona."”

Nixon called for full participa-
tion of the people of Vietnam in
a political settlement with two
conditions. First, he sald, “a
process that would allow the
South Vietnamess to express
their cholce, and Bsecond, a
guarantee that this process
would be o fair one,”

The NLF i lts point six said
South Vietnam would adopt a
policy of '‘peace and neutrall-
ty.” Nixon eaid: "“We are will-
ing to agree to neutrality if that
in what the South. Vietnamess
freely choose.”

The neutrality gquestion s a

touchy one with the Salgon re-
gime, howeven, because it equ-
ates npeutrality with commu-
niem.
The NLF's point saven calls
for the reunification of Vietnam
"step by step, by peaceful
means, through discussions and
agreement ... without forelgn
interference.' Nixon said: "'We
have no objection to reunifica-
tion if that turns out to be what
the people of South Vietnam
want; and what the people of
North Vietnram want."

Both plams said all parties
would agree to abide by the Ge-
neva accords of 1954 on Vietnam
and Camboda end of 1962 on
Lawds.

Both plans also contuined sim-
flar provisions on exchange of
prisoners of war, although the
NLF's point nine said the Unit-
ed States '‘must bear full re-
eponsibility” for losses and dev-
astation in. North snd South
Vietnam,

Nixon celled for “an interns-
tional supervisory body"' to ver-
iy troop withdrawmls and for
“other purposes,’ possibly to
supervise elections. The NLF
point 10 calls for “international
supervision" of troop withdraw-
als but its views on supervisfon
of electlons are not known.

ABA Sugge;sts A ppeal Rights

For Criminal Prosecutors

CHICAGO—An advisory com-
mittee of The American Bar
Assn. “recommended that pros-
ecutors in criminal cases be al-
Jowed to appeal rulings by
trin]l judges. that impede or
prevent effective prosecution,
especially predrial decisions to
suppress  evidence or  confes-
slons,

Various state and federal
courts differ widely In their
rules on appeals by the prose-
cution. but few now permét the
state to appeal decisions to
suppress evidence.

The ABA committee would
permit prosecutors to appeal
all Trial Court judgments dis-
missing an indictment on sub-
stantive grounds, such as a rul-
ing that the law Involved is
Unconstitutionsl, and from oth-
er pretrial orders that ter-
minate prosecution.

Appeal could also be taken
on pretrial orders “'That ser.
jously impede” prosecution
even i they do not technically
prevent it, such as those sup-
pressing evidénce on grounds of
{Hlegal search and seizure.

Few ssues In Criminnl Law
are as controversial as pro-
posals to give prosecutors great-
er freedom to appeal. but the
ABA commilee’s recommenda-
tions are similar to those of
The President's Commission on

Thus, they would allow a de-
fendant to appeal a conviction
in which sentence wes suspend-
ed or In which a term of pro-
bation was orderad and convic-
tions stemming from pleas of
guilty or ‘“Nolo Cantendre'’ (no
contest).

In General, however, the
standards would permit defense

A major exception to this
principle would be for defend-
ants found incompetent to stand
trial, provided the finding was
not on the defendant's own mo-
tion. Rulings of Incompetence
usually result in the defendant's
confinement “To & criminal or
quasicriminal Institution.” the
commitiee satd. '

Such confinement can be "'For
an [ndefinite period of time, pos
aibly longer than the maximum
prison term authorized for the
sentence with  which he s
charged,” it said, and “It is
quite important to recognize the
right to review such decisions.”

It was also recommended that
defense eppeals be nllowed be-
fore final judgment where neces.
sary to prevent "A sham trial”
— in cases, for example, where
‘the ‘only possible defense s a
contention that evidence ought to
he supperssed as {llegally sedzed.
