“FISHING:

CATFISH ARE GLUTTONS

CHannel catfish are probably
the hungriest fresh water (fish
in the United States, They'll eat
almost anything, and stay up
all night to do so.

Studies show the kinds of food
eaten by catfish number into
the thousands and include mam-
mals, birds, amphiblans, in-
sects, reptiles, frult, seeds,
leaves and odditi¢és too numer-
ous to mention.

Yet with such a versatile ap-
petite, ~ catfish are selective
about what they'll eat—and
when they'll feed. Successful
catfish ‘angierd, say the fishing
authorities st Mercury out-
boards, are just as selective
in their cholce of catfish balts.

“Stink’* baits are the most
common catfish lure. They're
particularly effective in spring
and fall. Cheese Iy usually the
base ingredlent. Additives such
as flour or corn meal provide
substance, and such things as
oil of anise, tankage, or
asafetida join the mess Yo pro-
vide the correct odor. 8tink balt
is generally fished on the bot-
tom.

Chicken blood is probably the
best catfish bait of all. The
main problem is to keep it on
the hook. Blood balt is made
by' letting fresh blood coagulate
under refrigeration, and cutting
coagulum into strips. To fish
blood bait, anchor your boat,
