‘Last year the pitcher had his
say, setting more major league
records than ever. This senson
the hitter was supposed to take
over, Baseball officlals, secking
to put more action into the
game, insist the hitting is bet-
ter.

You can’'t prove it by some of
the things that have happened
this spring.

The strike zone was made
smaller and the pitching mound
was reduced in elevation from
16 inghes to 10. Both changes
were supposed to put added bur-
dens on the pitcher. There
would be more fat pitches with
less velocity.

“I wish I could get up there
and hit now,"” said 60-year-old
Ted Willlams, ‘‘There are some
pitches that look very inviting."

But jn the firat 25 days of the
1989/neason things happened
that never happened before.
There were three no-hitters, two
of them on successive nights in
Cincinnati, In a park that was
bullt in the trolley car days.

Bill Stoneham of the expan-

sionist Montreal Expos, an un--

wanted pitcher who had never
pitched & complete game in the
majors and only one in the mi-
nors, tossed the first no-hitter
aguinst the Philadelphia Phillies
on their home grounds, This
algo Is one of those non-modern
day parks. They even shortened
the center fleld fence to help the
hitter,

On April 30, Cincinnat! ace
Jim Maloney hurled the second
nine-inning ' no-hitter of his ca-
reer, this one agalnst the hap-
less Houston Astros, The next
night, Astro pitcher Don Wilson
got into the act and toased a no-
hitter at the Reds. Wilson had a

no-hitter againat Atlanta for one
of his 10 victories in 1067.

Never before had three no-hit,
no-run games been achieved in
the first 25 days of a major
league season. And baseball's
‘“Little Red Book” goes back to
18706.

Baseball. this year will be
playing more games—324 more
—than ever before because
there now are 24 teams In the
big leagues and it stands to
reason that more no-hit games
will be pitched.

Last year there were five no-
hitters and four of them were
shutouts. Seven years ago was
the last time that five no-hit,
no-run games were recorded.
The only other time that hap-
pened was in 1915,

Néver has there been six no-
hit, no-run games In the majors.
But 1068, the year of the hitter,
promises to be different.

Since the season started the
20-second rule has been en-
forced by some umpires, mak-
ing it even tougher on some
pitchers., Once a pitcher is on
the slab and the batter Is in the
batter’'s box, the pitcher must
deliver the bsall within 20 sec.
onds. If he doesn't, the pitch is
an automatic ball which 18 one
way baseball is getting around
to a base on balls on three pitch-
es. Of course, this happens only
when the bases are empty.

The 20-second rule was put on
the books to cut down stalling
by certain pltchefs. Nothing has
been dohe about the batter who
leaves the batter's box to con-
verse with his third base coach
halfway down the line when
take, swing and bunt gignals are
missed.
