GROVETON, N.H. (AP) —
Five men were unaccounted for

today following a flash flood
Tuesday that resulted when a
p00-foot earthen dam gave way,
Civil Defense Director 8hep Ma-
hurin said.

Five other men, who had been
reported unaccounted for earlier
in the same flood, were spotted
from the air and presumed safe,

Mahurin sald n search party
was seeking the other five, who

were not Immediately identi-
fled.

In the food, a 20-foot wall of
water from Nash Btream tore
out bridge abutments, knocked
down telephone poles and flood-
ed 'the Groveton Paper Co.

At dawn today, the same
stream washed ot two bridges
and about three-quarters of &
mlile of road at Stark, about 10
miles east of QGroveton In
northwestern New Hampshire.

Stark Selectman William
Joyce sald 20 to 30 feet of water
roared down the atream bed. It
caused an estimated §105,000
damage to the bridges, Joyce
sald. The Molton Bridge col-
lapsed in the center, and the 50-

foot Nash Stream Bridge was
washed completely down-
stream.

Coos County Deputy SBheriff
Terry Arsenault said the five
men who have been found at
Groveton were Inspecting the
dam. They included Groveton
Distriet Court Judge Ralph Ro-
din, who also {»s manager of the
paper company plant.

When they failed to return aft-
er the dam burst, a search par-
ty was sent out on a bulldozer.
The searchers went about one
mile into woods but were halted
by debris and fallen trees.

The dam is about 15 miles up-
stream from Grovelon, a town
of 2,800 persons, Arsenault

sald the flve were spotted at the
Nash Stream Bog, and he pre-
sumed they had spent the night
al a nearby camp. He said #
would take several hours before
they could get out of the woodas.

Several familles in Groveton
evacuated their homes but were
able to return when the water
receded, leaving six to eight
inches of silt on roadas.

The committee also rejected

The bill approved includes aid
for the purchase of textbooks,
giving $10 for each youngster in
grades 1.8 and $15 for each in
grades 9-12.

As a bonus, participating
schools that open -thelr doors
to poor or minority group stu-
dents could receive additional
state aid. Roman Catholic lead-
ers in Connecticut have indicat-
ed they would accept certain
regulations under a program of
state’ funding, although the mat-
ter of open enrollment has
caused controversy,

Most of the pnonpublic schools
in the state are church-run, with
the Roman Catholic parochial
system the largest, enrolling 84,-
000 students.

The bill Is a substitute for the
so-called SEER bill, which
would have reimbursed parents
of nonpublic school pupils for
tuition costs. The Roman Catho-
lic church had backed the
SEER bill, which reportedly
would have cost from $18 to
$20 milllon in state funds,

Geologists Ask
338 To Revive
Mohole Project

WASHINGTON — The results
of a scientific driiling project
in the Atlantic and Pacific
Oceans have so excited the na-
tion's geologists that they want
to revive the Mohole Project.

'"We can now sec that the sea
floor s spreading,” UCLA geo-
physiclst David T. Griggs told
a news briefing at the annual
meeting of the American Geo-
physical Union. *‘Thia
we're on the threshold of under-
standing how the earth moves
beneath us. Among other things
It could lead us to an under
standing of carthquakes.'

Towether with Princeton Uni-
versity geologist Harry H. Hess,
Griggs then went on to tell
newsmen what it is that's need-
od to carry them to this under-
standing. \

One of the most controversial
scientific projects of recent
time, Mohole was an ambitious
scheme to drill through the
earth’s crust, and the so-called
Mohoroviclc discontinuity Into
the earth's mantle.

Since the crust is extremely
thin below the oceans, the ldea

How Get Rid Of Nerve Gases?

No wonder people are worried about
27,000 tons of nerve and mustard gas
which, aecording to the Pentagon, are
to be dumped in the Atlantic deeps.

Disposal of large amounts during the
mext ten or twenty years is inevitable,
yet to simply use the ocean as’'a
sink i morally untenable, If the action
of sea water will hydrolyse these nerve
agents into imnocuous compounds with-
In a few duys or a few weelks, then an
acid hydrolysis plant designed for the
purpose could do this in seconds—or at
most minutes, It & time to bulld such
plants. In the past there may have been
transient excuses for making deadly
materials without thought of their ulti-
mate disposal, But there s no longer
an excuse for such dangerous negleot:
abuse of the oceans, although cheap and
expedlent, &y no substitute for moral re-

WASHINGTON — Just how
much the new consensus be-
tween the Administration and
the Democratic Congreas to im-
poste 5 Federal spending cell
ing constitutes a personal vic-
tory for Rep. Wilbur D. Milla
can be understood only by turn-
ing back to an April 14 White
House meeting.

Mills, along with other senlor
members of the Congressional
appropriations and tax-writing
committees, was at the White
House that evening for a pri-
vite preview of President Nix-
on's budget estimatea. Mr.
Nixon was quite pleased with
having sliced four billion dol-
lars from President Johnson's
Inst budget. Bo were most of
the Congressions! leaders pres-
ent. But Mills, chairman of the
House Ways and Means Com-
mittee, was not at all pleased,

The budget simply was not
tight enough, Mills bluntly told
the President. When Mr. Nixon
roplied that nothing more could
be cut, Mills replied he had
heard the same kind of talk
from Mr. Johnson. He then
warned that, unless Congress
placed an impenetrable celling
on expenditures, the extension
of the 10 per cent surtax de-
sired by Mr: Nixon was dead.

Only Sen, John J. Willlams of
Delaware, senlor Republican on
the Senate Finance Committee,
backed up Mills. High Admin-
istration officials were lcy cold
to the Idea of an expenditure
limit. The two top members of
the House Appropriations Com-
mittee—Democrat George Ma-~
hon of Texgs and Republican
Frank Bow ‘of Ohio—were not
interestéd.

In just one month these skep-
tics have reluctantly swallow-
ed the expenditure idea—an-
other step In Mill's long-range
campalgn for Congressional re-
capture of the Federal purse
atrings.

Mills has been quietly per.
suading Mahon, chalrman of the
Appropriationsa Committee, that
his committee ought to enact
the expenditure limit—a device
Mahon dislikes. Implicitly, Ma-
hon was given this choice! Set
a limit or the Ways and Means

Committee will seize jurisdic-
tlon and do it for you. Con-
fronting that challenge, Mahon
went along.

Simultaneously, Mills was
making it clear to unhappy
Treasury and Budget Bureau
officials that an expenditure
limit was the maximum price
for permitting the surtax re-
newal to emerge from his Ways
and Means Committee. Al-
though White House counselor
Arthur Burns Is  personally
strong for an expenditure limit,
most Presidential advisors feel
it unnecessarily restricts the
government's flexibility.

The decision came some two
weeks ago when Rep. Gerald
Ford of Michigan, the House Re-
publican leader, informed the
President that he had no choice
but to accept an expenditure
limit equal to the $192.9 billion
spending estimate for fiscal year
1970 (beginning July 1). The
White House “acquiesced” (the
phrase of one Presidential
aide), thereby avolding last
year's impasse between Mills
and President Johnson,

Actually, even the expenditure
limit may not be carrot enough
to pass the unpalatable surtax
through the House. Mills is
only too aware that the surtax
would be beaten in the House
today and that some tax re-
form amendments may be need-
ed to sweeten it for liberals, But
quite apart from the surtax, an
expenditure limit is a vital tool
in the struggle for coptrol over
Federal purse strings.

Although last year's spending
Imit was the first effective
Congressional challenge (o ex-
ecutive ‘money power in a gen-
eration, exceptions were added
covering the Vietnam war, in-
torest rates, veteran bonuses,
and other cruclal areas, This
permitted spending to slither $6
billion above the limit,

Mills has insisted on pushing
Congressionnl control ax addi-
tional step this year by eliminat.
ing all exceptions—a step agreed
to by Mahon, Because of this,
Mills, while préferring a spend-
ing limit actually below the
Presidential estimates, Is clearly
