A Shau Valley Mission

CAMP EAGLE, Bouth Viet-
nam (AP) —'‘My mission was
o find and destroy the enemy in
the A Shau Valley, and I found

him, and I was proceeding to
destroy him as best I could.”

Thus did Maj. Gen. Melvin
Zals, commander of the 101st
Airborne Division, defend his
decision to tight for Dong Ap
Bia, the mountain overlooking
the A Shau Valley on which 48
Americans were killed. The
paratroopers claimed they killed
ot least 517 North Vistnamese in
the 10-day battle before driving
several hundred more off the
mountain Tuesday and Into
nearby Laoa,

Zais spoke today at a newa
conference called in answer to
criticlsm by Sen.

Here are a few samples of the instruc-
tion tags that cover two walls of my
basement laundry room: Men's alacke
—Wash gently, use cool water, partially
dry on warm setting, bang by cufts to
dry. Boys’ slacks —Wash in wram wa-
ter at normal setting, remove from wash.
er after rinse cycle, and hang to drip
dry. Ladies' slacks —Wash in warm
suds, do not use bleach, ringe in warm
water, squeeze, do not wring out, smooth
into shape over taut line or rustproof
bar, press with warm fron before com-
pletely dry.

WASHINGTON — A secret
agresment by House Demoora-
tic leaders to make the Senate
act first now threatens Pres-
Ident Nixon with a tactical set-
back of possibly major propor-
tions in his battle for the Safe-
guard anti-ballistic missile
(ABM) program.

Speaker John McCormack of
Massachusetts has privately in.
formed Bryce Harlow, the Pres-
ident's chief Congressfonal lob-
byist that the House ,will not
even consider the Safeguard
proposal until after the Senate
has voted,

This means that the hottest,
mogt difficult legislative lssue
now facing the President will
have its first test not In the
friendly atmosphere of the
House, where approval s
assured for the $891 million
ABM  awthorization for the
fiscal year starting July 1.

Instead, the first teat will be
in the hostile Senate, where
both sides now agree that the
vote is about 50-50 and neither
slde can count on a solld majo-
rity.

Both Harlow, who carries a
major part of the ABM fight
as Mr. Nixon's Congressional
operative, and Republican lead-
ers in the House are angry
about McCormack's declslon.

Rep. Mendel Rivers of South
Carolina, the autocratic chair
man of the House Armed Serv-
fces Committee, Is alno distinet-
ly unhappy. The decislon re-
verses normal practice, where-
by the House acts first on ma-
Jor authorization bills. But
Rivers, an allout ABM back-
er, has given his relcutant con-
sent and the Republican lead-
ers have no alternative but to
go along with the majority De-
mocrata,

The reason for this secret de-
clsion by House Democratic
leaders tells. much about the
hazards that confront the Pres-
ident in the SBenate vote..In a
word, McCormack and his
aldes, all of whom are for the
ABM proposal, are fearful that
the Senate wil] reject the pro-

If the Bafeguard plan were
defeated in the Senate after its
passage by the House, indivi-
dual Congressmen who stayed
with the President and voted
yes in the House could pay
steep political consequences, to
no avall, because’ the plan
would be dead. Thus the decl
sion to make the Senals act
first protects - these marginal
House Democrats from a poten-
tinlly dangercus vote until after
Senate passage,

The decision to delay is based
on the bitter experience of 1085,
when the House took up a highly

to the Taft-Hartley Act, under
maximum White House
sure, only to see the bill die in
the Senate, which never even
brought it up for a vote,

“We dost at least one good
Democrat in the 1808 election as
a result of that vote,"” a House
leader recalls today, ‘‘We're not
going to let it happen again.'
Moreover, this critical deci-

sion by the House Democratic
leadership means a dslay of
weeks, possibly months, before
the Safeguard plan gets to any
vole at all in Congress.

The reason for that Is the
Benate rule perniltting virtually
unlimited debate. When the pro-
pasal gets to the floor of the
Senats, it will be debated for
soveral weeks at the least,
House Democratic leaders say
thelr private soundings in the
Senate indicated the strong pos-
sibility of a fiilbuster by die-
hard opponents,

This means that the first
vote in the Senate could be post-
poned until after the start of
arms-control negotiations this
summer between Washington
and Moscow, Opponents of the
President’s trimmed-down Safe-
guard plan (which would install
defensive AMBs to protect two
long-range offensive missile
sites in Montana and North
Dakota) say thit -the actual
start of arms tads with the
Russians’ by the time the Sen-
ate votes would give their side
a psychological boost.

The only path open to Presi-
dent Nixon to reverse the tim-
ing of the vote and bring it up
first for certain passage in the
house 18 to change Speaker
McCormack’s mind, but as of to-
day that path is blocked by the

Connecticut Yankee

One s never safe In selling
the Connecticut legisiation sys-.
tem short because ohe never
knows when it is going to sur-
prise even itself by turning to
sense and sanity.

Toward the end of every ses-
sion, one has to watch for such
intoxicating posaibilities. One
has to watch for them especial-
Iy in the House. No one can re-
member when the Senate did
anything unexpected, But the
House has had, in every sesalon,
its moments when it suddenly
erupts from its natural routines
and tendencies and begins
wheeling and dealing out com-
mon sense and justice instead
of playing the normal legislative
game,

The normal legislative game
was described to us the other
day, by one of {ts more jaded
participants, as one in which
those legislators reporting bills
and moving thelr passage would
be more correct to say “This is
a bad bill and ought to pass'
than what they usually-do say,
which involves the use of the
words ‘“‘good bill."

But there do sometimes come
to the House, at least, those
witching moments in which a
bad bill can be killed instead of
passed, ar, if not killed, at least
altered in the direction.of civi-
lized intelligence,

This current House had such &
moment the other afternocon, It
was dealing with the proposal
to make the wearing of helmets
compulsory for drivers and pas-
sengers of motorcycles. SBuch a
bill had passed the General
Assembly two years ago, but
falled of enforcement because it
had failed to make its require-
ments specific enough. Now the
bill had been tightened, and pre-
sumably could romp through
the Legislature again, even
though It represented an ex-
treme example of the totalitar-
fan example of legislating the

conduct of Individuals in situa.
tions where only thelr own good
and welfare were involved, with
no question of threat to the
safety of others.

But this time the story had a

slightly different ending. Al-

though the backers of the bill
seemed to be claiming with as
much fervor as ever that ‘‘this
is a lousy blll and ought to
pass” there was o sudden tide
of life in the dissidents; the first
thing they knew they had the
adoption of an amendment
which, in & gracious concession
to Individual freedom, merely
required that the helmet be on
the motorcycle, but not neces-
sarily on the driver's head.

One is grateful for such occa-
sional moments of sweetneas
and light whén they do come
to the Connecticut House, usual-
1y toward the end of the session,
but one hesitates to tender the
outright compliment. Sometimes
the House {s merely compensat-
ing. Just the week before this
same House had, by another
surprise rush, ylelded to a
temptation it had nobly resisted
in previous sessions—the temp-
tation to delight its lawyer
members and dismay the state's
safely experts by trying to re-
peal the automatic suspension
of licenses for speeding convic-
tions. The House sometimes fol-
lows & low with a high, or a
high with a low, but they do
not always average one another
out. We think a ‘healthy respect
for the state's speed laws more
important than helmets, even on
everybody's head.

Drag Racing Started as Hot-Rodding in ’30s

There’s Room for Everybne

NEW YORK (AP) —In
the “wonderful world of
drag racing,” says debonair
Wally Parks, “there’s room
for everybody. Even De-
troit's big automakers.”

Parks is the founder and pres-
ident of the National Hot Rod
Association.

Drag racing, Parks says,
draws more participants with
thelr own machinery than any
other facet of the sport. "Our
alm has been to take the kids
off the streets and give them an
outlet for their hot-rodding,’ he
says, "I think we've been large-
ly successtul.”

Last year the NHRA sanc-
tioned 2,660 drag .meets that
drew 4,648,838 paid spectators,
430,664 entries. It supervised
2,197,820 timed runs and
3,200,730 miles of racing. Prize
money ran into the milllons.

“Drag racing is a combina-
tion of many things," Parks
says, "It's for the hobbyist. It'a
recreation. t's big business, sci-
ence, challenge and crusade, It
represents people, dolng things
they like to do."

Drag racing started gut in the
1080s as hot-rodding. It four-
ished following World War II,
when mechanically minded kids
began matching Model A
frames with 1082 Ford roadster
bodies, then sticking in a V-8 en-
gine, adding oversized rear
wheels, a generous application
of chrome and clean, bright
paint. They also kept the neigh-
bors awake at night.

“The idea then was for one
youngster to drag another be-
tween stoplights or on a dark
country road,' mays Parks.
““Thingn have changed. Same of
the kids atill do this, but now
most of them can ocompets
where they have supervision.'

Hol-rodding has come so far

in recemt. years, has become
such a part of the lives of many
young people, that the big auto-
makers—Chevrolet, for example
—are tuming out legitimate hot
rods or drag cars of their own.

The Chevelle 88 306 s an ex-
ample; Or‘the Dodge Charger,
packed with a “stréet hem!” en-
gine only slightly lesa powerful
than those used In Chrysler's
stock racing cers, Or the Plym-
outh Road Runner, or ths Amer-
lcan Motors AMX and Javelin,
the Pontiac GTO, the Chevvy
Camaro, or the Ford ‘‘Bossus-
tang' or Mustang Mach 1.

mile run, His mount was a fuel-
injected, hemipowered dragster
