BAIGON (AP) — The US.
Command charged North Viet-

Pentagon Waste Charged

Pentagon for wasgting ‘‘Mterally billions
of dollars' each year in “bloated and
inflated” defense budgeta.

The document, ‘The Economics of
Military  Procurement,”” was produced
by a subcommittese of the Joint Eco-
nomic Committee. An advance copy was
obtained by the Washington Post.

The report finds “extensive and per-
vasive economic inefficlency and
waste;" and "ebsence of effective coat
control' over procurement that totaled
44 ‘billion dollars in the last budget year;
and @ - variety of aloppy practices that
add up to "a vast subsidy for tse de-
ferse Industry, particularly the larger
contractors.'’

The document not only blames - the
Pentagon for ‘‘mismanagement and laxi-
"ty of control.” It also accuses the defense
department of regarding cost-consclous-
ness as an "antl-social activity” and
funishing thoce who attempt It. As an
exampie, it cltes A. Ernest Fitsgerald,
the Pentagon management expert who
tried to ride herd on the ballooning costs
of the C.5A and was rewarded with loss
of his senjority and other penalities.

The report was signed by Chairman
Willlam Proxmire (D-Wis.) and seven
other tubcommitiee members,

Rep. Barber B. Conmble (R-N.Y.) did
not eign, saying that the subcommittee's
heariogs were held before he bécame
a member. Sen. Stuart Symington (D-
Mo.), who is conducting a separate in-
quiry into unneeded military bases, sald
he had not taken part in enbugh hear-
Ings to wign,

The subcommittee's other three Re-
publicans, Former Rep. Donald Rums-
feld (1) and Bens, Charles H. Percy
(IIL) and Len B. Jondan (Idaho) - con-
tributed a foolnote, observing that mll
the practices complained of took place

before the Nixon administration took
office. They expressed their hopes that
things would change now and commend-

““ed Defense Secretary Melvin Laird for

promising a ‘‘thorough' review of the
2 Billion dollar overrun on the C-5A jet

In Seven Flights

Pratt & Whitney Aircraft fuel
cells, which provided electricity
for the Apollo 10 spacecraft,
have now accumulated more
than 2,600 hours of operation in
space. They have been used in
seven Apollo missions — three
unmanned and four manngd—
beginning in August 1968,

The three Powercel R 3A
fuel cells, operating on hydro-
gen, are each capable of supply-
ing up to 2,200 watts, Thay
furnish electricity for the vari-
ous systems (n the command
and service modules — including
navigution, instruments, com-
puters, communications, en-
vironmental controls, rockets
used for course and attitude
changea, and the TV broad-
casts to earth.

A by-product of the fuel cell
operation s pure water, used
by the astronauts for drinking
and food preparation. The water
is pure when It leaves the fuel
cell. However, (o preveny possi-
ble bacterla contamination the
water might receive while in
the storage tank and its pipes,
chlorine ls added to it.

The Apollo Powercel was de-
signed and developed by Pratt
& Whitney Aircraft division of
United Alrcraft Corporntion, and
the units are produced in the
division’s fuel cell laboratory in
South Windsor,

Democrats Reject
Caucus Proposal

The Vernon Democratic Town
Committee, by & vote of 821,
last night turmed down A& rec-
ommendation of the town's Cau-

cus of Concerned Democrats for
a change in the method of en-
dorsing candidates and naming
delegnates to conventions.

At present candidates and
delegates are chosen by the 78
member town committee.

The CCD proposed selection
of candidates and delegates by
all registered Democrats. Its
main objection to the present
method is on the basis that the
town committee, although elect-
ed by all registered Democrats
every two years, endorses the
slate which is elected.

The effect, the OCD claims,
{s that an existing town com-
mittee decides the membership
of the new town committee.

The caucus proposal was pre-
sented in the formreof A resolu-
tion by Robert Goldberg, who
represented the group.

Speaking after the negative
vote was registered, Goldberg
thanked the town committee for
acting so quickly on the reso-
lution. He added, ‘“We feel the
opinion of registered Democrats
should be considered on this
subject and we plan to solicit
their opinions. We intend to re-
maln active in town politica.”

The one member of the town
committee voting for the
change was Atty, Harry Ham-
mer who argued, before the
vote, that the caucus procedure
would incresse the value of
membenship in the Democratic
party.
