NEW YORK (AP) — The hos-
pital s going to the patient in
New York, speeding help to
heart attack victima at the spot
where they fall.

A special team is giving inten-

. mive care to patients in subway
' stations, on the streets, In res-

taurants and churches, In stores
and railroad stations and even a
flophouse on Bleeker Street In
Greenwich Village.

The ‘‘Moblle Coronary Care
Unit" at 8t. Vincent's Hospital
has been in operation for eight
months, and has made about 350
emergency runs through the
city’a crowded streets.

The 8t. Vincent's unit was the
firet in this country. A number
of other citles are working on
similar units now, including one
in operation since April 1 at the
Ohlo Stats University Medical
Centaer.

On May 8, the 8t, Vincent's
team members found Leo Shep-
tin, 54, on the floor of the kosher
provisions firm where he is a
clerical worker. They treated
him there.

Sheptin sat up in his bed a few
days ago and sald he feels pret-
ty good now, despite angina
pain and worry about getting:

Planned in Tropical Atlantic

MIAMI (AP) — This could be
the year when man makes his
firet major assault on a hurri-
cane—a daring, hopeful sffort to
drain some of the man-killing
energy from the tervor of the
tropica, >

The hurricane season opens
Sunday but weather patterns (n-
dicate a long wait for the first
blg blow to come howling across
tropic seas.

‘“The Atlantic Ocean is com-
pletely covered with antioyclone
conditions,” sald Armold Bugg,
deputy director, of the Miaml
Hurricane Center, *‘We have
spotted only three (tropical
depresaions this year. All over
the tropics, pressures are nor
mal and holding steady."

Conditions this year are &l
rectly opposite to those at the
start of the 1088 season, when
low pressurea and a mass of
warm, moist alr over the wost-
orn Caribbean spawned two hur
ricanes and & tropical storm In
June.

With photographic satellites
providing a constant view of the
tropics from space, a speoial
hurricane watch began Sunday
and extends through November.
Alding the Weather Bureau are
reconnaissance flyers of the
Navy and Alr Force and the
communications experts of the
Federal Aviation Agency.

If & hurricane moves into a
prescribed area, pilots of Opera-
tion Stormfury will hit it with
massive barrages of sllver lo-
dide crystals to try to tame it,

Dr. Cecil Gentry, Stormfury
director, sald the planes will not
be launched unless the hurri-
cane is well away from-.land and
nat the same time within easy
aircraft range of the main base
at Roosevelt Roads, Puerto
Rlico.

VC Shell Saigon,

SAIGON (AP) — The Viet

ing American adviser In a rock-
ot attack in the central high-
lands.

Four hours after two rockets
fell Inside the South Vietnamese
capital, paratroopers from the
82nd Airborne Divialon and mill-
tlamen on an offensive sweep
ran into small groups of enamy
soldlers, They were 11 miles
northwest of Salgon but on the
opposite side of the city from
whers the rockets were fired.

The paratroopers were sweeop-
ing through the same general
area where a Viet Cong force
took one of thelr ambush patrols
by surprise last Friday, killing
eight Americans and wounding
three,

Spokesmen sald the fighting
today was sporadic and lasted
for about five hours, until the
Viet Cong troops withdrew. At
least six of the enemy were
known dead and three were cap-
tured, U.S. headquarters sald.
One American was killed, 12
were wounded and no casualties
were reported among the South
Vietnamese militiamen.

The U.8. Command reported
elght rocket and mortar attacka
during the night that caused
casualties or damage but sald
over-all the Iatter were light.

Yorty Had Help

Meyor Samuel Yorty came from be-
hind and won himself a decisive reelec-
tion as Mayor of Los Angeles, but he
didn't do it all by himself.

He had help.

Some of this help conalsted of the ap-
pesrance on the scene, uninvited by the
yoters of Los Angeles themselvas, of a
number of mational Democratic figures
who ook time out to let those voters
know thet they preferred Councilman
Thomas Bradisy to Mayor Yorty. There
fs no andit possible in such matters, but
one can at least speculats that the net
result of participation in the Los Angeles
campalgn by such outaside worthies as
Semmtor Bdward Kemnedy, former Vice
President Hubert Humphrey, Demo-
cratic Nationsd Chalrmen Fred Harris
and Senator George McGovern was to
create more votes for Yorty, whom they
were against, than for Bradiey, whom
they favored,

Meyor Yorty also had belp from all
the headlines, from all over the rest of
the country, which told of violence and
unrest related to, or getting some of
its impetus from, racial issues.

And he even had help from his op-
ponent, the basically dignified and
earmmest Councilman who was seeking to
become the city's first Negro mzyor.
Councilman Bradiey answered Mayor
Yorty’'s obvious resorts to the polsons of
racial prejudice with salf control and
poise. Yet he himself ylelded enough
to the temptations of his situation to
resort to the rather easily made per-
somal aftacks on Mayor Yorty, thus, by
his own indulgence in something less
than high level campaigning, taking
some of the curse off Mayor Yorty's
low level efforts.

In addition to all this help, Mayor
Yorty also had the crucial assistance of
those prejudices among Los Angeles vot-
ars to which be was directing his main
appeal. There were indeed voters who
allowed themselves to be frightened by
his dire warnings of what would happen
i Los Angeles got itself a black Mayor.
There is Jdndeed in this country, every.
where, some percentage of the popula-
tion which lives In Lnsunct.lve almost
ungovernable fear of e progress of in-
tegration in any of the processes of our
democracy.

With all this special help, Mayor Yor-
ty got some 53 per cent and Councll-
man Bradley some 47 per cent of the
vote in a city which has a population
about 18 per cent Negro.

The result indicstes that Mayor Yor-
ty can guide his city with safety ogly
if he makes himself a better Mayor and
a more principled individual than he
has seemed in the past. The hope has
o be that the way he campaigned and
the way he won have not re-polsoned the
city of Watts beyond antidote.

The Cure Is Adult Unrest

I have plenty of opportunity to talk
with students but this column s ad.
dressed to grown-ups, to persons of my
own generation:

Students are riaing in revolt all over
the worid. Keep that in mind as you
worry about American students. They
are in rebelon in Tokyo, Madrid,
Prague, Berlin, Warsaw. In each place
they present differert complaints and
make different demands, Much of what
they say is hard for even reasonable
and sympathetic grown-ups to bear, They
make and are going to go on making
all the mistakes in the calendar.

But nome of that absolves us, the
grown-ups of this world, We, not they,
have copped out, They are just trying
to tell us about it.

When a youngster nowadays saks a
grown-up a plain question, what he gets
back 18 not an answer at all. It is the
kird of non-answer, however, that grown-
ups have grown o used to that they
think they are sayirg something.

Would you like an example?

Almost ‘any day in the business world
and also in the university, which includes
its own big business world—you can run
irto zome block, some gross negligence,
come blatant ineffectunlity, perhaps an
outrageous cost for a ftrivial service.
When you ask for an explanation, you
are told, “You see, it's big. Big organ-
izations inevitably grow bigger, and as
they grow bigger, that's what happens.'

Beautiful, dan’t {t?

The yourg—or old--person fares hard-
ly better when he asks how to stop the
Vietnam war. Or, why we have a peace-
t‘me draft, how to divert a crushing
military budget to meeting human needs,
how to curb the political power of the
military-industrial complex, how to stop
labor undons from supporting the right
wing, ¢r how to cul the present insane
levels of world armament. These and a
host of similar problems plague our pres-
ent condition.

Just now grown-ups all over the coun-
try are horrifled because some militant
stedents in various universities have in-
vaded the administrative offices and re-
moved and sometimes published docu-
ments out of confidential files. That has
juet happened at Harvard and we are
horrified. May I say al once that the
Fapere purlozed at Harvard contained
rothing of great interest. But Llhis is
lirelevant,

What s relevant is lhnt‘? years past
the grown-ups of this counlry have reg-
ulnrly read In their newspapers the con-
oty of confidential documents and con-
versations “leaked” from our Govern-
ment in Washington. How they are leak-
ed, nobody seems to inquire, Nor does
this process occasgion any great moral
outrage, We are quite used to It and
if the contents prove interesting, that
% ull we nask.

For example, I have lately been clting
the estimate of General  Starbird,
“"Manager' of the ABM program, that
a full-scale nuclear attack from Soviet
Russin would cost about 120 million
American lives, That estimate appeared
in a secret report prepared by General
Starbird for his superiors In the
Pentagon. How do 1 know what was
in that secret report? Beecause in some
unexpliined way it came into the hands
of The Washington Post and then was
published. all-oVver the country.

The mood of the young people of this
nation, and, =0 far as I can tell, of the
world, Is & mixture of frustration, dis-
gust and anger. The most corrosive fea-
ture of that widespread sense of frustra-
tion that™plagues the young is not that
they don't know what to do, but that we
don't know what to do,

Those young persons are hardly past
the time when they relied upon their
parents for protection, wisdom, some
guldance in the conduct of their lves,
Nothing is as destructive' to the young
as the realization that we, their elders,
are bafflead and helpleas, That we so
plainly cannot begin tw cope with situa.
tons we freely concede to be altogether
wrong, land that thresten their and our
lives.

The only cure for student unrest g
adull unrest,

You produce enough adult unrest and
I think I can promise you that the sti-
dents of this world will be glad to stay
in their classes, getling ready to live In
that better world that we adults are

WASHINGTON — Thres times
the door was opened into the
White House Cabinet Room by
a Presidential aide and three
times President - Nixon shook
his head, indicating he wasn't
ready to end the extraordinary
meeting then in process,

This, more than anything
specifically sald by the Preal-
dent, was the best evidence of
how transfixed Mr, Nixon and
top members of his domestic
affairs staff were at the words
they were hearing.

What Mr. Nixon was hearing
a report from six Congreasional
Republicans, led by Rep. Wil
liam E, Brock 3rd of Tennessee,
on the campus revolution and
the dangerous gap, widening
every day, between the new and
the old generations,

One surprising aspect of this
unemotional, no-nonsense re-
port was the fact that those
who made it were no zealots
of the left. By no stretch of the
{imagination could any of these
Republicans (all but two are
under 40) ever have been a
recruit for Students for n Dem-

ocratic Society (SD8). To a man,.

they represent the Establish-
ment — the system that the
SDS wants to revolutionize.

Perhaps Mr. Nixon's interest
stemmed from just that fact —
‘that those reporting to him were
not liberals from the left but
Republicans generally a bit to
the right of center. Their report
was based on the findings of
their unpublicized tour of college
campuses, touching every type
of institution from small private
colleges to large state univer-
sities, which Brock organized
after the confrontation at Cornell
last month.

Whatever the mood of Brock
and his fact-finding team when
they left Washington, they came
back angry, saddened, and
gravely worried about the rapid
alienation of Americdan youth,
the rising political reaction
against campus disorders, and
the use of overkill in some
polica actions,

More than that, they dis-
covered a fact that some col-
lego presidents hnve long sus-
pected: That (as one of them
told us) "the moment a cop sets
his foot on campus, that moment
the great middle ground of
moderate students may be lost."”

By coincidence, for example,
two members of the team were

on the Berkeley campus of the
University of Callfornia the day
that a National Guard hellcopter
sprayed tear gas over the cam-
pus to rout students and other
demonstrators from Peoples'
Park.

These two Congressmen were,
at that moment, talking to a
group of moderats students on
the fringe of the main body of
demonstrators. The effect on
these non-militant students was
instantaneous—*‘‘they were radl-
calized that moment." Thus, in-
stead of isolating the radicals;
this act, in effect, gave them
new allies.

None of the six Republicans
who went to the White House
—and about a dozen others who
helped in the fact-finding tour
on 50 campuses — would be
quoted by name, But the con-
sensus was clear,

They discovered, first, that
student allenation, far from be-
Ing restricted to & few mili-
tants, is widespread and grow-
ing, taking in an ever-larger
proportion of all students, They
also learned that there is no
single cause — that while the
draft and the war In Vietnam
are major sources of student
grief, they do not explain a
deeper motivation. They dis-
covered, too, that students are
raising ‘‘fundamental questions
about the way our values as
a soclety are evidenced,"” ques-
tions so baslc that these poli-
ticians say that they themselves
should be asking them,

There is nothing new in these
discoveries, What i{s new is that
these Republican politicians
have made the discovery them-
selves ahd have now taken on
a highly personal responsibility
to do something about it

“Frankly," one told us, “like
most every one else, T never
saw the nature and the depth
of this problem before.”

With the other five who spent
those 80 minutes with the Presi-
dent Wednesday—George Bush
of Texas, Willlam Steiger of
Wisconsin, Donald W. Riegle of
Michigan, Louis Frey of Florida,
and Edward Blester of Penn-
sylvania— Brook s now writ-
Ing a report for the President.
One of Its probable points: That
the student revolution is no
momentary aberration but a
deadly serious  business that
workaday politiclans had better
learn a lot more about.

But it did emphasize that
judges accepting pleas of guilty
in cases that could lead to capl-
tal punishment must make sure
the defendant really knew what
he was doing when he gave up
his chance to plead innocent and
have & jury trial,

“A plea of gullty Is more than
an admisaion of conduct; it s a
conviction,' Justice Willlam O,
Douglas sald. He added:

“Ignorance, in comprehension,
coercion, terror, Iinducements,
subtle or blatant threats might
be a perfect cover-up of uncon-
stitutionality.”

Douglas, speaking for the ma-
jority added: ‘“What Is at stake
for an pccused facing death or
imprisonment demands utmost
solicitude of which courts are
capable in canvassing the mat.
ter with the acoused to makea
sure he has a full understanding
of what the plea cormotes and of
its consequence.”

In one of the robberies, all
within a fortnight in the spring
of 1988, a bullet ricocheted and
struck a girl In the leg.

Boykin pleaded gullty, Doug-
las sald: “'So far ks the record
shows, the judge asked no ques-
tions of petitioner (Boykin) con-
cerning his plea, and petitioner
did not address the court."”

The Alabama Supreme Court .

upheld Boykin’s conviction by a
4-3 vote in February 1988 and
then postponed execution until
the U.8. Supreme Court acted
on the appeal.

Justices John Maearshall Har-
lan and Hugo L. Black dissent-
ed.
Harlan sald the court had fas-
tened upon the states, as 8 mat-
ter of federal conatitutional law,
a rigid federal rule
showing that a defendant intelll-
gently and knowingly pleaded
guilty.

Harlan said: '"The court does
all this at the behest of u petl.
tioner who has never at any
time alleged that his gullty plea
was involuntary or made with-
out knowledge of the conse-
guences. I cannot possibly sub-
scribe to so bizarre a result.”
