SUBIC BAY, Philippines (AP)

the destroyer Frank E. Evans
recalled alt a news conference
Friday how he bent with his
hands the jagged metal that
was barring escape from his
room. )

—and we were saved. I don't
know how I escaped.”

His terms were similar to
those used Wednesday by the
President In denunclation of
“new  Isolationism.””

"This is a responsibility we
cannot ghrug off, for at a time
when the world Is getting small-
er and when the problems
among nations are become
more complex, it would be
ceriminal for the United Btates to
move away from its ahare of re-
sponsibility .In coping with inter-
national crises,'’ McGee sald.
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Troop level discussions raise
the question of troop withdraw-
als, And Nixon promised In his
May 14 speech outlining mn
eight-point psace pian that there
will be no unilsteral American
withdrawal.

Wilson, Labor
Dispute Over
Anti-Strike Law

LONDON (AP) — Prime Min-
ister Harold Wilson and British
trade union leaders today ap-
peared at a standstill in their
dispute over the Labor govermn-
ment's proposed antl-strike leg-
islation.

Wilson believes he has mas-
sive public support for hia bid to
curb wildcat strikes which he
says are undermining the na-
tion's drive for econamic recov-
ery. He has pledged to get the
bill through Parllament before
mid-July and feels he can't back
down now.

Orgamnized labor, however,
voted 25 to 1 Friday to fight the
bill which would fine strikers
who violate agreed grievance
procedure.

At the first emergency assem-
bly of the Trades Union Con-
gress (TUC) in 49 years, the
delegates rejected the Labor
governmemt's proposal and vot-
ed to set up thelr own machin-
ery 1o bring a measure of disci.
pline to Britain's chaotic labor
relations.

Wilson and Employment Sec-
retary Barbara Castle, author
of the proposed legisintion,
prompuly  rejected the TUC
move as inadequate, saying it
wasn't tough enough.

Wilson stheduled meetings to-
day with his Key ministers to
weigh the TUC's action and
plans to meet with his inner
Cabinet Sunday to determine
how the government can soothe
the irate urdon opposition.

The prime. minister and Mrs
Castle will hold a last-minute
session with union leaders Mon-
day In an effort to work out a
compromise, If they fail, & full-
scalé umion rebellion not only
could defest the bill but might
bring down the government.

The Labor party has a 89-vote
majority in the House of Com-
mons, but 30 to 40 leftwing party
members  already have an-
nounced their opposition to the
antistrike bill, and nearly 100
Bther Laborites are committed
to the TUC for getting them
elected.

Silence Of The Center

The amouncement by Dr. James A.
Perkins that he intends to resign from
the Presidency of Cornell University is
8 tragic reflection to the inaMility of &
greatl educational imstitution to abeorb
the strains of severe cultural shock and
the consequent polarizat'on of the cam-
pus. It Is a triumph for extremists of all
varieties, and a mtber commentary on
the fallure of the '‘silent center' to make
itoelf heard.

Dr, Perkins, a plomeer {n opening the
doors of higher education to Negroes
from the alums, is a classic example
of the genuine lberal, an educator of
outstanding aubility and deep conviction,
trarped (v a crossfine between black
militants and white crossburners, eniped
8t by radicals and conservatives among
faculty and students allke, and inade-
quately supported by the great silent
majority of the university community
which, as usual, falled to articulate the
moderate positions in time to be of help,

The presence of guns on the campus,
the croma burning, the selzure of a unl-
vergity bullding, the compromises in dis-
ciplinary procedures that the admings-
tration, perhaps mistakenly, felt it
necewary to make in order to avert open
warfare — all these elements helped
create a picture at Cornell more chaotic
than at most universities where there
have been campus doturtances. But the
essential problem is not unique: The
ability ot amall groups of militants—in
this case primarily black, tn other cases
often white—to provoke reaction and
counterreaction leading to total dis-
ruption of the academic community.

There s no easy solution; but one sure
way of not solving the problem raised
by introducing relatively large numbers
of slum Negrves into a previcusly
“white'"" university is to try to ignore |t
And it is certa'nly no solution to attempt
—i8 some professors at Cornell and else-
where would do—to shut out from the
academic clolster the deepest concern
of contemporary American soclety.

Among the second-gueasers at Cornell
and eleewhere, ircluding Berkeley and
Cambridge, are many who had no
ftomach for partcipation In the prob-
lems of university goVernance before the
kettle bolled over. As one Cormell pro-
fessor observed: “Most faculty mem-
bers are more interested In carrying on
scademic business as usus! and don't
want to be bothered with having to face
up to the sociul problems of the day.”
The same' thing fa true of most of the stu-
dent body, essentinlly concerned with
mocderate reform of the university, op-
posed to violence but unwilling to ex-
press itself untll the explosion Is at
hand,

It iy self-defeating to sacrifice a pro-
gremxive president of a great university
in crigis conditions, especially If he is
one of the relatively few top educators
who recognizes the necessity for change
and |s willing to stick his neck out by do-
Ing something about {t. Rather than
make scapegoats of such men, the great
moderate power centers of the uni.
verzity—trustees, faculty, atudents,
alumni—would be wiser to recognize that
the fallure at Cornell was leas that of
one individual than of the scademic so-
clety as a whole. No college president
can operate succesafully (n isolation;
and unless the other moderate elements
of the university community articulate
In time their own sensitive concern In
the new rmacial situation now affecting
every major American campus, disaster
—prompted by militancy on the one hand
and Irre~w'tivity on the other—Iis more
than likely to strike. — NEW YORK

Wonders of the Univers

Its Origin

11 in July. The title of the se-
ries Is ““The Moon—From Gen-
eals to Conquest.'')

within the next few weeks, two
astronauts will step omto the
lunar surface, culminating a
bold, imaginative program pre-
sented to this courtry as a na-
tional oblective by President
John F. Kennedy in 1061. Be-
cause this program was con-
celved in desperation, It may
well be thot even he did not
appreciate the magnitude of the
task nor the rich consequences
for the progress of future l‘fe
and science, However, with the
succeseful completion of the
Apolio 11 lunar mission, the
first plateau in the conquest of
space will have been attained.
It will then be up to the imag-
ination of the moet daring and
intrepld planners to chart the
course of the future.

This future space exploration
will Inrgely depend upon the
wealth of material we discover
on the moon. By wealth I do not
mean precious minerals or
stones. but those basic ma-
barialc necessary to perpetuste
Nfe. And since the presence or
absence of such preclous com-
modties as water s so Inti-
mately related to the moon's
history, the whole matter of
junar origin takes on a new
significance at this time.

The origin of the moon |Is
shrouded in mystery. No def-
initive proof exists as to pre-
clsely how or when R came
into being,

During the 18th century it
was popular to assume that the
moon was once part of the
earth, torn from the Pacific
Basin during early terrestrial
history.

Sir George H, Darwin, in 1878,
suggested that in the distant

the ampiitude, ar height, of the
tides, Finally, according to Dar-
win, the earth became unstable
and to regain (ts equilibrium
threw into the sky a large seg-
ment of one tidal bulge, creat-
ing the moon. The Pacific Basin,
® 1s pointed out, bears testi.
mony to the scar left when the
moon separated.

There wes ample reason for
this speculation. The moon's
density 1s sbout 3.3, which ia
similar to the density of the
rocks on the earth's surfuce,
The floor of the Pacific is a
basalt rock, which s a rock
underlying the sedimentary
rocks on earth, We also find
active earthquake and volcanic
regions bordering the Pacific
Basin, indicating that this area
is, Indeed, a scar from which
volecanoes could more easlly
erupt and where the setiling
processes could give rise to
ecarthquakes, Thus, the argu-
ments advanced for this tidal
genesis appeared founded on
substantial evidence.

However, in the 1920s the bril-
Mant English scientist 8ir Har-
old Jeffreys, in a study of this
problem, showed that so much
energy would be dissipated in
viscous friction inside the earth
that the tides could never be-
come large enough to detach
end from the moon.

Additional negutive evidence
has been presented by UCLA
scientists, By tracing the lunar
orbit back in time, they have
discovered that it could never
have been moving in the plane
of the earth's egquator. And
this s the only region where

Fischetti
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the moon could have been de-
tached.

Other arguments have been
presented demolishing Darwin's
hypotheals; so many, In fact,
that today very few sclentists
consider it seriously.

The second popular theory
of origin states that the earth-
moon system was created as a
twin planet, with both bodies
accumulated from the primeval
material which formed the solar
nebule. The validity of this
theory depends on similar com-
position of the earth and moon.
In some instances they do
match closely and in others
thore exists a wide spread.

It may well be that the same
‘“‘mother stuff’ simuitaneously
created both the earth and
the moon.

Connecticut Yankee

By A.H.O.

On that dmamatic evening
when it functioned with the very
heavens flaming and thundering
disorder around its high win-
dows, the Connecticut House of
Representatives ended up con-
cerning Itself with the question
of campus disorders.

This iz one of those questions
which might be called "gut’” or
“‘heart” Iissues, by which we
menn that most positions taken
on it result from instinct rather
than intellectual process. Those
with self-righteous, authoritari-
an instincts, and hatred of any-
body and anything threatening
the world of yesterday, tended
© be on one side; those with
compuassionate, liberal instincts,
and hatred of anybody eager to
sit as jury, judge and execu-
tfloner all at once, were on the
other.

Normally, we confeas, our in-
stincts as an observer tend to
flinch away from both the self-
righteous authoritarian and the
soft mush of the extreme lb-
eral, But this was an occasion
in which the self-righteous au-
thoritarians were, to our taste,
turning maudlin and {rresponsl-
ble while the often mushy lb-
erals were, for once, cleaving
thelr way down to the clean
basic bone of democracy and
decency.

S0 we spent the small hours
of that stormy midnight doing
such a strange thing, for us, as
admiring the clarity and per-
fection of the speech Rep. Aud-
rey Beck of Mansfield deliver-
ed agalnst the adoption of any
measure trying to have the Leg-
islature decree the regulation
of and the punishment for cam-
pus disorders, It was probably
the most beautifully organized
and delivered speech made in
the House since the day of Ella
Grasso as a legislator, or that
of Hazel Thrall Sullivan before
her.

Or we sat in repentance over
past unkindness to that ublgul-
tous crusader, Rep. Norris

i
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O'Nelll of Hartford, as we
heard him rein in his mental
horses to ask the House the
very simple elemental question
of just whom it was it was pro-
posed to treat as if they were
outcasts, and heard him give
the simple answer that '‘they
are our children.'

We came, too, to the unbe-
llevable point where we for-
gave, for a moment at least,
Rep. Bruce Morris of New Ha-
ven, who perpetunlly fancies
himself as a great card in the
lite of the House, but who, on
this occasion, cut himself down
from levity to compassion for
those in the grip of rightist
nightmare.

We did not, from where we
sat on this particular issue,
have to spend the entire eve-
ning (n unfamiliar sympathies.
There were such present such
tried and proven and familiar
Intelligences and sanities as
those of Rep. David Neidits of
West Hartford, Rep. James T.
Healoy of Waterbury, and Rep.
Francis J. McCarthy of Weth.
ersfield,

But it remained for one in-
dividunl, Rep. William 8, Mayer
» East Granby, to gathér both
sides of the evening and bring
them together in one reassuring
demonstration of sincerity seek-
ing the right answer. We re.
member Mayer from another
historic midnight debate in the
House, when he dellvered what
we have always considered the
greatest speech we have ever
heard from the conservative
side of a civil rights issue—in
this case the issue of open hous-
Ing. He had then gone on to be
a great Connecticut enthusiast
for Goldwater, And he had,
quite consistently then, been
one of the first legisiators to
bridle at the news of disorders
at the University of Connectl-
cut, and to introduce punitive
pontrol legislation such as that
now under debate. In the mean-
time, however, Rep. Mayer had
gone up to Storra, and held long
seminar talks with all shades
of student opinion and leader-
thip there, One thing he en-
sountered; he: told the selfs
righteous House the other night,
was a decorum better than
that sometimes encounterséd in
the House {tself, The main
thing he encountered, or devel
oped within himgelf, was a con-
viction that gquestiona of campus
regulation and discipline were
best left to the campus admin-
lutrators themselves, and he
wound up opposing the legisla-
tion he himself had helped in-
troduce. The House still went on
o adopt a campus disorders
measure which took it into the
business It should have left
alone, But at least its con-
science had been spoken,

In his letter, Harrison stated,
““The Manchester Chamber of
Commerce board of directors

“Tt is boped that If such a
proposal is presented in future
years, as may be expected by
pressure from certain labor
leaders and enthusiasts, that
our representatives will certain.
ly =ee the obvious deficlencies
in such a proposal, For the
present, let it be restated that
your Manchester Chamber of
Commerce appreciates  your
legislative stand concerning this
particular measure.”

Barry, in explaining his vote
today, said, “It was not the in-
tent and the purpose of the
original unemployment compen-
sation Inw to reward strikers.

Pollution Fight Costly

NEW YORK-—Tho U.S, paper
industry has invested more than
$416 milllon in facilities to re-
duce air and water pollution,
and Its annual expenditure to
operale these facilities exceeds
$25 milton, the American Paper
Institute reports,
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idents in those citles will pro-
bably increase.’ The fact is that

at Columbia University publigh-
ed a book last year that states
that “‘over the years, the middie
class has tended to migrate to
suburbs, leaving the city large-
ly to the poorer classes.” There
has been a large migration of
the middie class to the suburbs,
but the poor are not taking over
the clities, Since under the gov-
ernment’s definition of poverty
based on an income of 8,800 dol-
lars for a non-farm family of
four, poor people today make up
only one-seventh of the olty
population, it i{s difficult to see
on what basis such a sweeping
generalization can be support-
ed.

Finally there is the recent
statement of Prof. John Kain,
eminent Harvard authority on
transportation and other urban
problems, that “in recent years
the young, employed, well-to-do
and white moved to suburban
areas, leaving behind the aged,
the unemployed, the poor and
the Negro." The fact Is that the
aged have not increased signi-
ficantly as a proportion of the
city population; poverty has
dropped rather sharply: unem-
ployment i notably lower than
it was in 1860; the occupational
distribution 18 unchanged; and
educational attainment has ris-
en gharply.

A recent report published by
the Census Bureau shows some
of the trends in social and eco-
nomic conditions in cities during
the past elght years., This re-
port presents some important
facts regarding changes in ra-
cial composition, age distribu-
tion, family structure, income,
employment, education and pov-
erty. It shows the good and the
bad. We might start with an
examination of the facts and
then turn to the policy implica-
tions,

Between 1860 and 1946, the
cities were growing bv about
one-guarter of a million peo-
ple per year. The white popu-
lation in central cittes dropped
by on average of about 140,000
per year, whereas the blacks
incrensad by about 370,000 per
year. In 1080, one owt of every
six residents of central cities
was black; by 1866 this pro-
partion rose to one out of five.

During the past two years,
however, there has been a dis-
tinct change. The o'ty popula-
tion has dropped by nearly
400,000 per year, The net move-
ment of whites ot of the cen.
tral cities rose sharply, 1w
nearly 500,000 per year, and
black migration into those cities
has dropped to 110,000 per year,
In other words, whiles appear
to be Jeaving the cities far
more rapidly than ever before
and blacks are replacing them
at a far slower rate than at
any time in the past 20 years.

Why the change? The truth is
we don’l know, nor can we even
say whother the figures repre-
sent more than a temporary
nberration in longterm trends,
The general decline in  birth
ratas and a reduction of migru-
tionn out of the rural south ac-
ocount for part of the change.
The Increased movement of
whites away from the central
cities and the slowdown of the
black population increase muay
also be a reaction 10 the riots
of the past few years,

The figures on Increase dis.
tribution show that there han
been some widening of the In-
come gap botween the citles
and the suburbs during the past
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leaving behind widows, desert-
ed wives and children, the aged
and uneducated — those least
able to cope with their social
and eoonomic problama. But

there is much more than & sta-

As a re-
sult, he concludea, ‘“‘one of the
challenges facing the metropolis
is to improve ita overall job
structure so that only a small
minority must hold these jobs.'

This description of the chang-
ing job structure in metropoll-
tan areas doea not apply at all
to the central clties during the
past elght years. Among wom-
en, there haa been virtually no
change in the occupational dis-
tribution of employed workers;
among men, there was a alight
increase in the proportion em-
ployed In white collar and man-
agerial jobs offset by a cor-
responding drop in the propor-
tion employed as clerical work-
ers, There was no aignificant
change in the proportions em-
ployed in the other occupa-
tiona.

Negro men in central cities
have had only a slight upgrad-
ing In employment: The Iim.
provement for Negro women,
however, has been most dra-
matic. The proportion employ-
ed as domestics dropped from
34 per cent in 1880 to 20 per
cent In 1883, The proportion
employed as clerical and sales
workers rose from 13 per cent
to 23 per cent during the same
period. "

The facts cited above focus
on the progress that has been
made. There has been deterjo-
ration as well, some of it of a
very serfous nature.

Of major significance is the
sharp drop in the white adult
population in central cities,
most of whom are productive
workers, and the sharp increase
in the number of black teen-
ugers and black familles head-
ed by women, many of whom
end up on relief rolls.

During the past eight years,
there was a 60 per cent in.
crease In the number of black
youths aged 16 to 19 and a
similar increase in the propor-
tions of black families headed
by women. At present, 1,2 mil-
lion black low-income youth
(three-fourths of all black chil-
dren in city families with In.
come under 4,000 dolliars( are
living in fatheriess homes.

The figures suggest that al-

though there has been an over-
all drop in poverty in the cities,
today's poor are more likely to
be dependent poor on rellef
rolls rather than working class
poor.
Another Important fact that
shows up in the statistics Is
that the gains of the past eight
years have not been evenly dis-
tributed, The figures that we
have for the very poorest areas
in Cleveland and Los Angeles,
places like Hough and Watts,
show that poverty in these
places has increased, average
family income has not risen and
unemplopment rates have re-
mained very high.

This deterioration may refléct
the migration of the more auc-

As & result, an important part
of the city tax base has been
erodad. Even if city realdents
had the same income distribu-
tion as suburbanites, the city
coffers would be in trouble.

The recent changes in popu-
Jation growth and raclal com-
position of cities could have
perions implcations, if they
continue in the future, If the
aocelerated movement of
whites out of the cities continues
and Is accompanied by a drop In
the rate of immigration of
blacks, the cities will experi-

successful families are the ones
most likely to leave.

Whether or not the blacks will
continue to increase as a pro-
portion of the total cily popu-
lation will depend on redmtive
changes in both groups. About
one out of every five central
city residents is now black, the
same proportion as in 1966,

The black concentration in the
citles may not increase much
in the future, particularly if
blacks continue to make the
gains in education, employment
and income recorded during the
past few years. At present, aone-
fitth of the black families In
large cities have incomes over
10,000 dollars, As this propor-
tion grows, the increase in buy-
ing power will give blacks a
greater choice in where to live,
particularly if open housing be-
comes more widespread.

With the growth of a black
middie class of major propor-
tlons, we may find that more
blacks as well as whitea will
shun the cities until they pro-
vide more of the kind of life
people want o Mve.

At last report, in fact, the
sports camps of America were
about to replace fire extinguish-
ers, hamburgers, fried chicken
and carry-out pasta as supreme
off-sesson money-makers for
coaches and professional ath-
letes,

Only U.8. Army Reserve
camps are more popular. The
last five years have seen young
boys sent off to such diztant
points as Bridgewater, Va., and
Covington, La., at a rate (num-
ber and expensel even druft
boards wouldn’t believe,

Latest sttmales are that
, more than T00 sports camps
now exist, with more on the
way.

The ariginal concept wius sim-
ple and effective. Sports camps
were formulated by:

An established coach or pro
athlete who would give his
name to a camp which would
specialize iIn his fleld.

Renting a camp site (usuallv
& college gym and dormitory)
where boys could be housed and
fed

Hiring a staff of .aren high
school or college coaches and
some players to help conduct
the camp.

And ususlly bringing in  at
least one big name star for one
day to perhaps stege a shoot-
Ing exhibition and meet the
kids,

The camps usually consisted
of two one-week sessions, with
sbout 200 boys paying beteen
$60 and $100 each for his six-
day stay.

Obviously, the camps made
major universities found 1t
sived revenue for their coaches
to conduct ocampa.
