slderable crying. Is half Negro, 
half Caucasian.

Next day both were assigned 
to already approved families.

A fourth case worker held a 
photo of Dick, 7, a handsome 
white boy.

Everybody 
usually wants a little baby, a 
Caucasian female with big blue 
eyes and curly hair, who looks 
like Daddy.

Radio Harms Sleeper
OTTAWA—If you let yourself 

bo hilled to sleep by a quietly 
playing radio, you may be 
harming yourself. Canadian re­
search using a new high-speed 
method of analyzing the effects 
of noise on sleeping subjects 
shows that noise levels as low 
as 50 decibels—the rating of a 
quiet radio—can disturb a sleep­
er without waking him It can 
change his sleep from deep to 
shallow, and this can be harm- 
lul.

Tlila effort 
hae involved InteHlgent leaderahlp wlih- 
In the North Bind community Usedf; U 
has also tevotved a  many^ided, msny- 
faceied, maiiy^programmed effort on the 
part of the outeide wotU which ndgbt, 
we suppose, be oaBed “the eataWWi- 
ment.’’

Fourth, proof of the outside “edtab- 
iiatanenfs” conoem, end evidence of 
touches of progress for all the efforts 
of individuals, budness orgaiRsatlom, 
and church organlsatianB m ay hearten 
and engage middle groigie but still dis­
appoint two separate and opposing wings 
of thought. One such group may be dto- 
posed to cause troufaie *iiix-jiii«a k  be- 
llevos the good work being done end 
the MtUe progress being made is too 
little and too late. But trouble, when 
it oomes, is more hkely to  be trigger­
ed by the belief of another group, udiich 
believes It has to dlsngit and destroy 
such gradualistic progress in order to 
build up the pressure for aH-out rovodu- 
tlon which will give instant satisfac­
tion to  long-pent ambdUoro and desires 
by smashing down the existing order 
and e*abU*m ent. so that some shin­
ing new world may rise from Its ashes.

Fifth, those who fere working in the 
slow vineyard of gradualistic progress 
must not allow themselves to be dis­
couraged, or caused to  throw up their 
hands and their interest, because vio­
lence seems determined to disnipt their 
efforts, scotn their interest, and destroy 
the good they may already have ac- 
compUfbed. There is only one certain 
way the conscientious gradualisUc ap­
proach can lose in these battles of the 
ghetto, and that is tor the people In­
volved In ‘t, inside and outside the ghet­
to, to give It up.

From what has been going on durii* 
the peM few years, we do not believe 
anybody needs to urge the Individuals 
and in^ tu tions already involved In the 
proUems of the North Ekid to carry on, 
now, aa If there had been no Intemiiv 
tloo last week, and to take wnat did 
h a p p »  Last week not necesaarily as a 
*'*?*<»<* to the slowness of their prog­
ress but pcrtiaps as a  kind of savage 
compliment proving that tMs progress, 
though edow, has stUt been good enough 
to  make the extremists feel that Hart­
ford is an opportunity gradually slip­
ping away from them. Last week’s vio­
lences were more H k ^  to be testimony 
that an those involved in tryiig: to help 
must have been doing something right 
than evidence that they were not doli« 
enough fast enough, although that, one 
knows, will also be something re­
mains true for a  long loa^ time.

If Hartford la to be saved. It wlH be 
by a continuation and ampUfication of 
the same kind of ettoct which has kept 
the worst from happening so far, tai 
^ itte of the fact that there have probab­
ly been some elements sttem pUi^ to 
trigger it. Every tourit of outside In- 
tereat, asaistanoe, and undentandliv 
helps defuse the situdUon a  Mttie. Soane 
day the battle to r justice and peace may 
bo won. wMfaout having destroyed a  city, 
o r taJcep Innocent vtoUmM.

Masters Of Our Environment
The flve-yeaixild who preferred the 

Lucy Show to Apollo in mid-flight on 
television had something of that down- 
to-earth simple logic which is one of the 
enviable qualities of the child. PrlorlUes 
are rational in the innocent mlndt but 
they do not survive uncomqked in the 
adult. That sam e child will quite prob­
ably find himjself climbing mountains 
the tmrd and dangerous way simi^y 
because it is hard and dangerous. Ttmt, 
of course, is the much hackneyed justl- 
floatian for putting a  man on the moon 
—because It te there, llloe Everest, and 
the North (Pole and the South Pole, and 
source of the Arnason. Hackneyed and 
sentimentalised though this may be, it 
is true that one of the distinctive quali­
ties of m an is to attempt the seemingly 
unattainable and attain It. That Is what 
makes men godlike, as we suppose. We 
are masters of our environment. Or we 
can be when we try.

What remains In doubt is whether we 
try the right thing, or the right thing 
first. To contrast the Apollo mission 
with .the ghettoee of the American 
cities is trite. Yet It does lead to the 
conclusion that to organise a  lunar 
expedition is perhaps easier than to 
grapple with poverty. When President 
Kennedy set the time limit of ttes 
decade for a  landing on the moon he 
prescribed an exact, defined target. 
Poverty is (Uffuse, not exactly definable. 
So, while the -^graphs of technological 
progress soar upwards, some parts of 
the world are getting poorer. What is 
missing in the areas of neglect In 
human affairs Is the precise target, the 
purposeful planning, the rational 
priorities.

Marshall McLuhan, in one of his 
pontifical circumlocutions, has said, 
"There is absolutely no inevitability as 
lo.-:g as there is a willingness to con­
template wrhat is happening.” This 
implies a degree of detachment, reason 
and restraint wlilch is in itself unreason­
able because It ignores the way people 
behave. Stendhal put it in a somewhat 
differe.‘.t sense: "Nearly all our miseries 
in life come from our false notions of 
what is actually happening to us. Thus 
to judge events tanely is a great step 
toward happiness." That, of course, 
begs any number of questions, and it 
cannot have been without Irony that 
Stephen Vizlnciey chose it as a prefatory 
text for his reflections on the unpredict­
able incoherence of life which he pub- 
kahed under the title “Tlie Rules of 
Chaos.”

Yet what could be more perfectly 
organised, what less chaotic, than the 
return of ApoIlo-10 a mere 28 seconds 
late to its predetermined splash-down 
site In the Pacific? Could something of 
the same precision not be brought to 
bear on, say, the housing programme? 
Probably not, because the things that 
matter most, like a  good home, ’ are 
Issues so sprawling and confused that 
chaos, in some degree or other, will 
prevail. Similarly, a  heart traireplant Is 
paradoxically easier to affect than the 
care of subnormal children. The glamor­
ous, prestige adventure will always 
command the necessary resourcea, 
though it may be of limited usefulness.

It would be a  mistake, though, to take 
an exoesstvely pessimistic view of our 
choice of priorities. The so - called 
aptn-off from extravagant ventures 
might never have been obtained other­
wise. There is a  real prospect now of 
an agricuHural revolution In some of 
the developing countries, thanks to the 
breeding of new strains of grain In nu­
clear research stations. The original 
stimulus, nevertheless, was the search 
for nuclear weapons. 8o too the space 
programmes have already‘yielded vastly 
better communication^ new ways of 
predicting the weather, and new possi­
bilities for exploration of the resources 
of the remoter *parts of the world. 
Whether, after all that, we shall be 
better and happier people is still—to 
some extent at least—a matter for 
rational choiM.—MANCHEE8TER (ENG­

PRAGUE—A young Czech
steel worloer polishing off a  bot­
tle of wine In a Prague bar 
explained that the principal rea­
son why he and his friends so 
detest Dr. Gustav Husak, the 
country's new leader. Is not be­
cause of possible new price in­
creases nor the wray the news­
papers have been turned back 
into unreadable propaganda 
tracts nor even the fact that 
Husak is a Slovak.

“We cannot stand Husak be- 
caasc he loves the Russians so 
much," the worker continued 
in terms considerably more col­
orful than that. “For that, we 
can never forgive him."

That barroom analysis sue- 
clnctly<<eKplains C?zechosovakia's 
bleak prospect feoday. Husak 
and his even more strongly pro- 
Soviet rivals are in power sole­
ly at the pleasure of Moscow. 
That makes it impossible for 
them to effectively Lead a coun­
try whose masses, once deeply 
russophUe, were made the most 
anti-Russian in the world by 
last August's invasion.

Accordingly, continued eco­
nomic stagnation and national 
despair are forecast by Czech 
liberal.® such as one professor 
at Charles University who told 
us: “The people hate the Rus­
sians and the Russians are de­
termined to run the country. 
I see a very poor future for 
Czechoslovakia."

That Soviet determine is evi­
denced in Moscow's stage man- 
agemert of both the repression 
of free expression and the 
purges—for instance, the recent 
removal of Milos Cernovsky, 
tha highly respected public 
prosecutor. Cemovsky's crit­
icism of Zpravy, the noxious So­
viet occupation newspaper, and 
his insistence that Soviet sol­
diers charged with crimes be 
tried- -by Czechoslovak authori­
ties had made him unaccept­
able. His ouster was the pre­
lude to purging six Central

Committee members for anti- 
Soviet utterances.

Similarly, the Soviets are be­
hind the shocking proposal now 
secretly considered by the re­
gime to close Czechoslovakia's 
distinguished Aoadema—source 
of the past year's economic and 
political reform schemes and 
a hotbed of Communist heresy 
in Moscow's eyes.

Leas abrasively, the Russians 
are pressing the Husak regime 
to reforge Sovlet-Czech cultural 
tias. After much foot-dragging 
by the theatrical producer, the 
Czech government recently 
scheduled a musical theater 
troupe to perform In Moscow. 
In Prague, Russian fibns have 
suddenly reappeared on televis­
ion.

In response, the people are 
sullen and passive. They retd- 
Ize their anti-Soviet rioting of 
March 28 handed the Russians 
the long-awaited pretext to re­
press surviving reforms of 1968. 
They also know further vio­
lence would produce harsher 
repression.

But there are safer ways for 
Czechs to show how they feel 
about the Russians. When a 
Soviet trade mission held a 
press conference here, Czerti 
Journaliarts decHned the buffet 
and vodka — even after annoy­
ed Russian urging. A more 
forceful protest, unpublicized lo­
cally, came two weeks ago at 
a  shipbuilding plant In Prague's 
industrial suburbs where work­
ers Staged an impromptu sit- 
down strike rather than put on 
a program for visiting Soviet 
officers. Russian occupation 
troops still get the silent treat­
ment in provincial towns where 
they are quartered.

Russophobla, strong though it 
is in the masses, is deeper still 
among liberal inteUectuals who 
believe last August's Soviet 
tanks destroyed history's last 
chance to show that Oommu-

at their convenienoe.

In thla mood, tho logiolattvo 
leaderehlpo played It up to  tho 
last hour on the eieumptlon 
that no mere Governor would 
dare exorcise a  veto.

Oovenior John Dempsey did 
dare, whleh had made ua a 
great prophet of a  speelal aes- 
si<», and which haa made Pro- 
feaaor Bailey enroll in  a  re­
fresher course in the olaaalc 
textbook he hlmaeU has writ­
ten over the past thraa 
but which, we are afraid, arUl 
hardly make a  dent in tha t m ir­
ror in which the Lagtalature 
currently *ees itaelf.

Imagine the effrontery ot the 
Governor even oxlatlng!

He axtste, end he oame out 
of the woodwork, and rootorad, 
for a moment at least, although 
possibly never In that logUla- 
tivo mirror, tha lUuston 
thla la a  state of govenimoBt by

niam and individual liberty can 
be compatihte.

Aware that any hint of Ckech- 
oalovalda’s leaving the Soviet 
bloc would instantly bring Rus­
sian Intervention, these liberals 
severely limited all reto im  talk 
in 1666 to domestic m atters. For 
instance, the Liberal weekly Re­
porter killed all material even 
remotely suggesting a  Caechos- 
lovak non-alignment policy. 
Now, the liberals realize that 
the effort was futile because the 
Soviet system' cannot tolerate 
the infection of free expression 
anywhere among Warsaw Pact 
nations.

That reality precludes any re­
naissance of I968’s golden days, 
but surprisingly few liberals are 
emigrating. A typical case is 
Emil Zatopek, the former Olym­
pic distance running champion 
and Czech national hero who 
was cashiered as an  arm y of­
ficer because of anti-Soviet 
statements. Zatopek has coach­
ing offers from many countries 
(including the U.B.), hut he’s 
not accepting any. “My place 
is here to  the bitter end,’’ be 
told a fidendi recently.

That end will be bitter. In­
deed, In the opinion of the liber­
als until the day, fa r off If it 
ever comes, of a  liberalization 
in the Soviet regime Itself. A 
former commentator for Radio 
Prague, prohi’bited now from 
writing or broadcasting, told us 
with typical Czech irony: “I 
see the Russians relenting — 
about 20 years from, now.’’ It 
waa the most optimistic prophe­
cy we heard in PTague.

The seeker 
never claims totality, only that 
or haa touched him does he 
claim to know—but never own, 
and always In port, never to­
tally.

Too often, in times past, the 
church's reach has been pro­
found, but It has extended It­
self to claim all truth when Its 
experience has been partial, 
limited, and conditioned.

The authorities of this world.

with authentic reputations, are 
those who grasp their subject 
by their largeness of underatend- 
Ing of its rebuUonahips and Its 
overlaya of meaning. And only 
when the church has done its 
homework, has oontinuolly 
sought Individually or groupwlse 
to  understand Its world, to  un­
derstand what truth comee to 
be, doee it then begin to  have 
an authmity given it by otfaen 
becsaine of Ite knowledge of whad 
it has explored. I t  has earned 
Us truth, not claimed It.

The church, then, to recover 
the position it could have, needs 
to study so much more ser­
iously the world In which it 
hves, the relations In which U 
is invrtved the conditions that 
Influence all our lives and Its 
vision as related to all of the 
foregoing. Then its authority wUl 
bo granted it by the society In 
which It exlrts because It knows 
thereof what It speaks; tt wUl 
recommend Itself by Ua g raq i 
of thruth to all.

Law Demands Clear Data 
On Cost of Loans. Credit

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
new federal tniOi-ln-lendlng law 
which becomes etfectiva July 1 
won’t  make otadlt any cheaper, 
but It could enoourogie borrow- 
eta to  Miop around for the beet 
poetfUe desL

Lenden to r  the flrat time wUl 
have to tumlah potential bor­
rowers wtth complete and de­
t a i l ^  Ogures on how much 
credit 'Will coot and a  reallsUo 
riatem ent of ttie Interest 
charge.

T h ^  also will have to be 
niore epeciflc In odveitlatng.

No longer wUl H suffice to ad- 
' ’orilee a  $10 eleotric Iron, for 
exanqAe, for | l  down and | i  
weoU^ pnymertlo. The ad will 
hk'va to  say how long the pay­
ments must be made and what 
the Iron ■will have coat wtien the 
final payment la made.

The stated purpose of the new 
law is  to let borrowers and cue- 
totnera kiww the exact coat of 
credit. I t  does not fix maxlmunv 
or minimum ohaigee tor credit.

The law applies to banlas, sav­
ings and loan aeaociatlons, de- 
pai^tment stores, credit card is- 
Miers, credit unions, automobile 
dealers, residential mortgage 
brokers and cuiyone extendiiq; 
o r arranging credit for wWch a 
finance charge Is payaUe.

Exempted from tte provUlonB 
are  business and connnercial 
credit, except agricultural cred­
it, and credit over $29,000, ex­
cept real estate transactions.

The Federal Trade Oommls- 
eloh, ttte primary enforcement 
agency, mqiects credit grantors 
to  encounter dUflculUee adjust­
ing to  the new requirements.

The FederaL Reserve Board 
sent about 800,000 coplee of Us 
“Rlegulatlon Z to affected credi­
tors' to explain the law.

Here are eome questions 
raised and the answers provided 
In “Regulation Z " :

Q : What U the finance 
ohorgeT

A: The total of all ooets the 
borrower must pay, directly or 
indlrootly.

Q: 'What ooete are Included In 
the finahoe charge?'

A : mterest, loan fee, any 
amowit paid as a  discount, serv­
ice or carrying charge, credit 
Investigation tee, cost of life or 
other insurance. The dollar and 
centM total of these charges, and 
the percentage they represent, 
m ust be stated In writing except 
that only the annual per cent 
rate m urt be Included in the 
eale of dwelUnge,

Q: What is the annual per­
centage rate?

A: The relative cost of credit 
in percentage terms, with all 
costa Included.

Q: What le open end credit?
A: Normally it covers most 

credit card  chargee and revolv­
ing accounits In retail stores 
wltere finance charges usually 
cup hosed on unpaid balances 
each montb.

Q: What Information must be 
given on open end oustomier?

A: The period in which pay­
ment may be made without in­
curring a  finance oharge; the 
method used to determine the 
batonoe on which the charge is 
naade; how the actual charge is 
calculated; description of any 
lien tlie lender may acquire on a 
customer's property, and the 
minimum payment that m utt be 
made on each billing.

Q; How Is the annual percent­
age rate determined on open 

. end credit?
A; A typical charge of IM  per 

cent' îon the unpaid balance of a 
monthly biU would amount to 18 
per pent per year. Multiply the 
monthly charge by 12.

Q; What other types of credit 
are Involved? -

A: Loans and sales credit for 
a  specified length of time where 
the amount, the number of pay­
ments and the payment djates 
are agreed on by both parties. 
These loans usually are made 
for the purchase of big Items 
Buch as automobiles or major 
appliances.

Q: What Information must the 
lender pro'vlde to r such credit?

A: The total amount of the 
credit charge, the annual per­
centage rate, the number, 
amount and due dates of pay­
ments, the charges made for

late payments, the differsooe 
between the cash price and the 
deterred payment price of the 
goods financed.

Q : How is the annual percent­
age rate 'Calculated on credit 
other than open end?

A: By the actuarial method, 
with payments applied first to 
Interest due and the balance 
weed to reduce the prlnolpal. A 
bank loan tor $100 payable in 12 
monttdy instalhnente at •  per 
oent, actually would coet about 
11 per oent, since the borrower 
has use of the entire $100 tor 
only one month, and iesa and 
leae each mcmih as payments 
are made.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Nixon, who might have ex­
pected trouble from the Demo­
crats Congren, la rundng 
Into serious probleme with Re- 
publicana on nuuiy of Me key 
legialaUve propoasda.

Nlxon’e reoommendatlofM ta 
the arose of electoral reform, 
voting rights, postal reform, tax 
reform, ooUe^ unrest and anti- 
poverty legtalation have met 
with wide opposition ta  Ms own 
party on Capitol Hill.

As a result, Nixon has been 
forced to change some of hla 
propoeahv hold up others end, 
where he has deme neither, to 
face the prospect of defeat.

The President has been criti­
cized for the alow pace a t  which 
hlo legialatlve propoaals have 
been sent to Qingreae, but con- 
ddertag the late many of them 
have met It is understandaUe.

On the Issue of electoral re­
form, Nixon asked Congress to 
approve a  constitutional amend­
ment that would divide a  state’s 
electoral votes among the presi­
dential candidates In proportion 
to their popular vote.

The recommendation was 
never even seriously considered 
by a  large segment of House 
Republicans, including the lead­
ers. They have endorsed direct, 
popular elections, eliminating 
the electoral votes, and the 
prospects tor paeoage of such an 
amendment when the Houae 
takes It up in a  tow weeks ore 
considered good.

Nixon wanted to avoid tax re­
form legislation this year, mak­
ing tt the subject of a  study 
while he concentrated on getting 
the 10 per cent surtax contin­
ued. But largely a s  the result of 
preasure from Republicans, who 
saw tax reform as a  potent po- 
tttloal issue end didn’t  want the 
Democrats getting all the credit 
for it, he come up with a  reform 
package of hla own.

Another Nixon reform propoe- 
al—turning the postal service 
over to a  government-run corpo­
ration—has aroused so little en­
thusiasm among congressional 
Republicans there is almost no 
chance of the administration 
building up enough steam  to get 
tt movtaig this year.

Opposttkn from key Republi­
cans ta  both the House and Sen­
ate has held up Nixon’s formal 
eiphrace of new voting rights 
le ^ la tlo n  for nearly a  month. 
The GOP members have been 
trying to get the President to 
support an extension of the 
present law, whlrti concentrates 
on securing Negro voting rights 
In seven southern states.

On the touchy tame ol feolleg# 
unrest, Nixon, through two cabi­
net; officers, has advised Oon- 
gresa that no new federal laws 
are needed.

Nixon originally wanted to ex­
tend the cMef antipoverty agen­
cy—the Office of Economic Op- 
portunity-for only one year, 
and so Informed (tongre**. But 
the argument of liberal RepubU- 
cans that tt would be pollUcally 
unwise to take sud t on apparent 
slap a t the poor led him to 
switch and come out tor a two- 
year extension.

Nixon’s troubles with the Re- 
pubUesn* stem from the tradi­
tional liberal-conservative split 
tar the party—almost sn}rthing 
he does will antagonize one 
group or the other.

Aggravatlrg the split Is the 
^ tem p t by each aide to con­
vince Nixon his hopes for win­
ning re-election in 1972 depend 
on the shaping of hla legUIatlve 
proposals according to their 
view*.

"A ll It takes is interest, and a 
desire to do something about 
problems,’ ' aooording to Mrs. 
BhRans, who "serves (or a rea­
son, and gains a aense of impor­
tance”  from her work.

"Maybe I got into It because 
I  don't like to do housework,”  
ssid Mrs. Evans, "but in some 
ways ft can benefit a family. 
My oldeet child is now consider­
ing a career in poMUcs as a re­
sult of my activities.’ ’

Mrs. Ehnans, the mother of six 
children, commented that she 
did not enter poUUcs until her 
children were of school age, and 
that helped avoid fam ily con- 
fUcta. Her husband, according to 
Mrs. Evans, objects lees to ser­
vice on a public oommlsston 
than to volunteer work, probei>- 
ly because It is more significant.

"B elig' the only woman on a 
board, you don't exactly change 
the male members’ minds 
through direct arguments,’ ’ but 
after a while, according to Mrs. 
Evans, "you do realise that the 
men do acquire different per­
spectives as a result of your 
comments."

Although she had often en­
couraged others to serve, ac­
cording to Dr. Beck, dte "had 
talked big, but was always too 
busy" when It came to serving 
hHweU.

When Rie was asked to eerve 
on the Library Board, she 
thought that the job was so 
"insignificant” that It could not 
poasibly interfere with her other 
Eu^tlvitles.

She soon found out, however, 
that even Uie most elementary 
decisions are carried out with 
great difficulty, and only with 
the appiication of politics which 
she takes to mean "the means 
by which you reconcile certain 
pressures.’ ’

While not a feminist, Dr. Beck 
feels that women can often 
make a strong contribution 
simply because they may have 
more time to work for a com- 
misiriion than a man who is also 
working full time.

Mrs. Donnelly, who used the 
"Hide of a hippo" allusion feels 
that politics is sometimes more 
difficult (or a women who is 
hable to be more emotional than 
a man.

' 'Women have untapped 
talents, and there are so many 
areas where people are needed 
that it is not difficult to be 
chosen by a political party,” 
according to Mrs. Doimelly.

If you have fallen into the 
habit of referring to "dirty 
politics," ticcordlng to Mrs. 
Donnelly, the only way to clean 
politic.^ up is to serve your­
self.

Mrc. Romeyn, commenting 
that there are many roads to 
service, traced her way to the 
Town Council from PTA and 
PTA Council through the Board 
of Education.

The major reasons she likes 
politics sire: The honor, respon­
sibility and privilage of service; 
the personal satisfaction of 
knowing that you have par­
ticipated in decision making, 
and the broadening of one’s 
knowledge and acquaintance 
with people and problems.

Mrs. Adams, along with sup­
porting the other ladles' rea- 
soruj (or political acti\'lty, 
stressed the great changes 
which are occurring in gov- 
errunent today and the drama 
of participatory democracy to 
bring about changes in govern­
ment.

In addition to- her personal 
feelings, Mrs. Adams pointed 
to the gtaWtqg awareness of 

' the need for recreation. "The 
Importance of recreation in a 
suburban community is great­
ly underrated," according to 
Mrs. Adams, who said that in 
many ways a suburban environ­
ment is a "very steirtle atmos­
phere.”  " I  don’t have anything 
to do”  1s the perennial com­
ment of all ages.

While recreation prograitfs 
should not substitute (or social 
service*- In a community, they 
do often prevent the develop­
ment of social proUems which 
are an outgrowth of boredom.

Mrs. Decker, who did not run 
(or Board of Education but was 
chosen to replace a member 
who resigned before the end of 
her term, knew that the board 
would take a great deal of her 
time. But she did not realize 
that it might run to five nights 
a week, howiever.

Even when she Is not work­

ing directly on board matters, 
Mrs. Decker sighs that even 
her "social evenings are ao tak­
en up with discussions of the 
Board of BMucation, that It 
hardly seems worth going out.’ ’

However difficult the reiq>on- 
siblllty o f service is, Mrs. 
Decker shares the attitude of 
all of the women in aaying " I t ’s 
something I  fee] I  hsve to do. 
I  feel that I  have only one op­
portunity to change things, and 
my time la now.”

There are, according to Mrs. 
Romejrn who led the meeting, 
women serving in all towns in 
the Hartford area. The number 
varies In each town from one 
in Windsor Locks to 2S in Bast 
Hartford. The average number 
o f women in government is 10 
per town. Currently South 
Windsor has eight women serv­
ing out of 8S positions.

The women politicians have 
formed a speakers’ bureau and 
are available to any organiza­
tion who wlahea them to speak.

Right To Advocate Violence 
Upheld hy Top Court Ruling
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W A B H I N O T O N  (A P ) — 
•nuoirhig out Ohio’s orlminal 
syndicalism law, the Supremo 
Court held unanimously yester­
day that a man cannot be pun­
ished tor what he says unless 
his words are designed to Inciu 
lawlessness.

A law which falls to draw a 
distinction between teaching 
force and violence and prepar­
ing a group for violent actlon- 
"impermlsslbly intrudea upon 
the freedoma guaranteed by the 
Flrat and Fourteenth Amend- 
menta," the court said In an un- 
■Igned opinion.

The ruling reveraed the con­
viction o f (3arence Branden- 
berg, a Ku Klux KUinaman from 
Cincinnati, who participated In 
a televlaed Klan raUy In 1864 on 
a form In Hamilton County. He 
had been aentanced to one to 10 
yeara in prison and fined $1,000.

Such a statute M is within 
the condemnation ot the First 
end Fourteenth Amendments.”

The First Amendment pro­
tecta the rights of free speech 
and asseanbly.

He was held in $250,000 ball 
on a  charge of armed robbery 
tor a court appearance later.

A police bulletin authorised by 
the Suffolk Oour.ty dBtrlct attor­
ney's office tamed Novello and 
the other four; Santo Dlaferio, 
37, of Boston’s West Roxbury 
tection; PhlNp OeetSt 81, of 
Medford, Stephen J. Roukous, 
41. of Brockton, end Carmen 
Merlino, 44, ot Canton.

The IndlctinentB were re­
turned Monday after the grand 
jury heard more than an hour’s 
testimony by John J. Kelley, 50, 
of Watertown, Indicted earlier 
as an oocessory in the robbery.

Kelley and Diafetto’s wife

won acquittals 18 nsonths ago in 
connection wMh the $1.0 million 
Plymouth mall truck robbery In 
1902. That hoIdiQ) 'was the lut- 
tion’s largest cash robbery.

Kelley’s whereabout today 
was a secret. A fter tectifying 
before the grand jury he was re­
leased in $200,000 personal re­
cognizance in protective custody 
of the dlatrlot attorney’s office.

A heavily armed guard ea- 
oorted him to an undisclosed 
destination.

Earlier, defense attorney F. 
Lee B a il^  filed a motion for a 
writ o f habeas corpus to grant 
him aocess to his client. The 
lawyer sold KeBey’s mother and 
Bister had visited Kelley In jail 
artd intormed Bailey afterward 
that the defendant was on tire 
verge of a breakdown.

Judge Robert Sullivan of SiF- 
folk Superior Court met pri'vate- 
ly 'with Kelley in tire presence of 
a stenographer, then denied the 
writ after the stenographer reed 
Kelley’s statement that he did 
not want to talk "to  Bailey or

WASHmOTON (A P ) — The 
Supreme Oourt rejected 6-8 
Monday claims that Negroes 
have a rigM  to refuse Induction 
ordero. Issued by all-white, or 
virtually all-white, draft boards.

The Issue had been raised by 
Cleveland L. Sellers Jr., 24, a 
former program director for the 
Student Nonviolent Coordinating 
Committee, who claimed draft 
boards in South Carolina and 
Georgia were powerless to in­
duct him.

The m ajority made no com­
ment In deciding not to hear the 
case, but Justice William O. 
Douglas, joined by Chief Justice 
Earl Warren and Justice Thur- 
good Marshall, declared the Is­
sue, was one which the court 
should consider.

In his dissent, Douglas noted 
that Sellers is from South Caro­
lina end refused induction in At­
lanta in 1987.

"According to his unoontefted 
allegations,’ ’ Douglas said, 
"South Carolina Is a state with 
191 board members, only one of 
whom is Negro. But, from a 
stote in which 84.8 per cent ot 
the population is Negro, only 0.6 
per cent participate In the ad- 
mlnlstrsUon of the Selective 
Service.

"Moreover, Georgia, where 
23.5 per cent o f the population is 
Negro, members of the Negro 
race constitute only 0.2 per cent 
ot the 609 board members.”

Contending the courts should 
examine “ the facto of this case 
on the Issue of racial discrimi­
nation,”  Douglas declared, "the 
system of using an all-white 
board may well result In black 
registrants being sent to Viet­
nam to do service tor white re- 
gistranU. „

"Whether that is true or not, 
he said, "is  not shown by the 
present record as there was no 
hearing.”

He added, however, that it la 
common talk that in some arew  
where all-white boards slL 1 ^  
white registrant, as dlstm- 
gulshed from the black, n e^  
not even ask for deferments In
order to  obtain them.”

Douglas suggested that uie 
presence of an aU-whlte board

alone, lacking other prejudicial 
factors, would not provide a ba­
sis for a lawful complaint.

"FV>r on the facts o f a particu­
lar case, a 1-A classification 
may be wholly warranted, irres­
pective of the racial context of 
the board,”  he said.

"On the other hand, the pres­
ence of an all-white board in a 
racially prejudiced conununity 
may well result in blacks car­
rying more than their fair share 
of the Vietnam burden.”

Sellers, after refusing Induc­
tion, was convicted and sen­
tenced to five years In prison. 
He has appealed that conviction 
in a separate proceeding

At the time Sellers was or­
dered inducted, there were only 
278 Negroes among the 17,000 
members of the na^|on’B 4,901 
local draft boards.

In the past two years, howev­
er, the number of minority 
group, members on local boards 
has giaatly increased.

As of last February, the Selec­
tive Service listed 1,004 
Negroes, 647 Spanlsh-Ameri- 
cana, 61 Indians and 70 OrlMi- 
taJs on the various local boards.

He phnded, too, for the pro- 
tection ot manta spiritual and 
phyatoal happtneaa In a world 
burMng with scientific ad- 
vanoament and material plenty, 
but stfll plagued with hwver', 
tojlistioe, inequality and wais.

"m n  can describe ttM acme- • 
times tenibto drama of the 
modem leborer,”  the Pione 
asked, ‘ ‘torn between hla double 
destiny as a grandtose accom- 
pUaher, too often the prey of the 
Intirteratble su tferii^  ot a 
.mtoerelble prototarlan condition, 
in which the lack at food to al­
lied with social degradation to 
create a  elate ot teal inaecurity, 
both personal and family?

"You have imderstood this, it 
is labor as a  human, prime and 
fundamental fact which constl- 
tuteo tbe vital root of your or- 
ganlsatton end makes it Into a 
magnificent tree . .

But the Pope cautioned the 
ILO deiegaten:

"In thte stormy hour of man- 
Wnd’s htotory, fuU of peril but 
also fliled with hope, it is up to 
you, (or the greater part to 
build JiMttce and thus to enwre 
peace.

"No, genUemen, do not thkik 
that, your task is ended. On the 
contriuy, it dolly beoomea more 
urgent. How many and what 
terrUbie «vBs, how mai^y defl- 
deaiciee. Injustices, sufferings, 
tomients, ftid  rise up from the 
world of iaibor. Allow us In your 
presence to act as Interpreter of 
aU.those 'who suffer unjustly, 
who are unworihUy exploited, 
outrageously made game of in 
body and soul, debased by a de­
grading work systematically 
wtMed, organized and imposed 
upon them. Hear this cry of sor­
row which stm rises up from 
suffering humanity.”

The official purpose of the pa­
pal visit—.Pope Paul’s seventh 
trip outside Maly since he be­
came Pope six years ago—was 
to help celebrate the 60th anni­
versary of the ILO with a reaf­
firmation of the princlpies of so­
cial Justioe expreeeed In his en- 
cyolloal Popolomm Progresslo 
—On the Development of Peo- 
plea.

But the visit to the World 
Council of Cihurohee, 'which ie 

_ made up of 286 denominations 
otitalde tbe Roman Catholic 
foM, was expected to far over­
shadow his call at ILO head­
quarters, and his speech there.
• Never befm^e had a Pope vlalt- 

ed Geneva aln'oe John Calvm 
made It an Intellectual center of 
Protestant thought w d  practice 
600 years ago.

Geneva’s population of 300,000 
Is i » w  almost equally divided 
between Catholics and Piotes- 
tants, and many of the latter 
considered the Pope’s presence 
an affront to local tradition. 
Many of the protests, In private 
end Ih newspaper editorials, 
spoke out egainft the ceremo­
nials planned tor the visit. Many 
restated the historic Protestant 
objections to the doctrine of pa­
pal primacy.

But the fact that the Pope en­
larged his vlstt to tbe ILO to in­
clude a call on the world’s lead­
ing group of Protestant church­
es was hailed by leaders of the 
World OounoU as an ecumenical 
move of great significance.

"This Is not a mere courtesy 
visit,”  said one official of the 
oouncU. "■ihta is a visit of Chris­
tian fellowship.”

'Biough many considered the 
pepal visit the most dramatic 
gesture ever made by a Roman 
pontiff toward healing the 
breach 'between his Church and 
the Protestants, there were no 
Illusions among religious lead­
ers about a speedy end to the 
break.

Pope Paul Wmself told his 
Secretariat for Christian Unity 
two yean  ago that he consid­
ered himself to be "undoubtedly 
the gravest obstacle in the path 

1 of ecumenism.’ ’ He referred to 
the 'Widely held view that the 
Protestants will never reunite 
with Rome as long as It retains 
the doctrine of papal primacy, 

Even so, the vlsR has stirred 
a feekzy of optimism along with 
•be protests. Advocates of Chris­
tian unity expressed the opinion 
that despite the many serious 
obstacles to ecumenlam, feel- 
higs of feVewship between the 
Roman Catholic and Protestant 
worlds • could only be enooui’- 
sged by the Pope’s gesture.

Early this morning police 
moved through downtown Gene­
va sweeping up hundreds ot 
leaflets that read "H ie  Pope is 
a Usurper.”

As the pontiff’s chartered 
Swiss airliner landed at (tolntrln 
Airport In clear suimy weather, 
the Rev. Ian -Paisley, the mili­
tant antl-CathoUc from North­
ern Ireland, was held at the air­
port for a plane to London. He 
arrived Monday night with sev­
eral followers to protest the pa- 

visit, but tbe authorities

•*6iTsd him frwn the city and 
I’W'flnod him to an airport 
lounge.

For security reasons, the pub- 
uc was barred from the airport 
TOe Pope was greeted ky Swiss 
Resident Lwteig von Moos, 
other officials and Swiss Catho­
lic prelates. They ^ la u d ed  vi- 
gorously as the slim figure in 
wWte walked briskly from the 
plane to shake hands with the 
Un6 of dignitaries.

"Tour coming here ia an 
event ot historic slgnlfleanBe,”  
President Moos told the Pope, 
"and the government ia happy 
to welcome you, not only as 
head ot the Catholic Church but 
Rlao as the sovereign of the 
Vatican State.

"The Holy See and Swltser- 
land share the common desire 
to help mitigate the sufferings 
of the world and to promote un­
derstanding among men. May 
this brief visit beer the fruit 
which it promisee.”

David Morse, director-general 
of ILO, also spoke, welcoming 
the Pope on "this now leg of 
pontifical pilgrimages devoted 
to those whose efforts and h(q;>es 
are aimed at achieving peMe.”

The Pope replied that he was 
profoundly moved at the wel­
come and greeted Switzerland’s 
entire population.

"This brief stay will provide 
the occasion for other meetings 
which may have Important 
oansequencee,”  he said. “We 
were guided to this famous city 
by Divine Providence.”

Then the papal motorcade left 
for the Palace ot Nationa, the 
home ot the League ot Nationa 
and now the Eunqiean head­
quarters of the United Nations. 
Awaiting the Pope there were 
1,700 ILO delegates from 121 na­
tions, Including Emperor Halle 
Selawrie of Ethiopia and Presi­
dent Kenneth Kaunda of Zam­
bia.

Although the Pope had asked 
to ride In an open car, the Swiss 
put him In a closed limousine 
for security reasons. Because ot 
the Protestant criticism and 
protests and a bomb threat last 
week, Geneva’s 700 policemen 
were reinforced by 200 police 
from other cities and 1,000 aol- 
dlers.

Helicopters hovered over the 
papad route, and 12 motorcycle 
police flanked the Pope’s car.

Hundreds of Genevans, many 
of them children, stood along 
the route to cheer and wave 
flags. The local tourist office 
ted  appealed to all household­
ers to fly the Swiss flag, but 
relatively few were seen.

Monopoly Law Imperils Pubs

LONDON — There are probably more 
aacred cows In England than anywhere 
outride India. Foremost among th«m  are 
the Queen, clubs, dogs and pubs, though 
It has been argued that the order should 
be reversed.

So it ctune as a mild shock recently 
when the Monopokea Oommlasion, a 
body charged with keeping the govern­
ment advised on potential threats to the 
public goodk reconunended a change that 
could drive uneconomic pube out of busi­
ness and drive many customere to the 
corner drugstore for the regular pint 
of bitter.

There are 78,000 pubs scattered around 
this tight little Wand, and most at them 
—68,000 — ira  owned by brewing com ­
panies, on arrangement that was begun 
to guarantee ouUete for their products. 
It has done Just that, ao much so that 
the largest portion of their assets Ilee 
in ownership of pubs and not In brew­
eries.

AAer nearly three years of studying

the situation, the Monopolies Oommis­
slon has produced a  190-page report, 
which argues that this form of -vertical 
integration Is not In tbe public interest 
and that It results In over-production, 
uneconomic subsidies to keep the 
straggling pubs in business, and high 
prices.

Having said all that, the commission 
then said it could aee no feasible alterna­
tive. TV> force the brewers to dlq[>enee 
with their outlets would be expensive 
er.d disruptive, and probably would re­
sult in the demise of thousands of pube.

To compound tbe ambiguHy, the com- 
mlceion went beyond Its maiidate and 
recommended a relaxation o f Britain's 
quaint, and somewtMt nzaddening, licens­
ing laws to allow the sale of beer end 
other alcoholic drinks "b y  any retailer 
whose character and prem ises satisfy 
certain standards."

The Irrepressible British press took 
this to'm ean beer out o f the tap in beau- 
ty parlors, candy stores and corner 
grooeries.

Under legislation he proposes 
to file shortly, Sargent said, the 
student bodies o f the University 
o f Massachusetts, Southeastern 
Massachusetts University and 
Lowell Technological Institute 
would each elect one student to 
serve on the trustees directing 
their school.

One student would be elected 
from  each etate college to form 
an advisory conunlttee to the 
Board o f Trustees o f State Col­
leges.
