Evans Turned
Into Carrier,
Probe Told

SUBIC BAY, Philippines (AP)
~ The commander of the Aus-
trallan airoraft carrier Mel.
bourne testified today that the
collision between his ship and
the U.B, destroyer Frank K.
Evans might have been avolded
but the Hvans turned into the
Melbourne after the carrier
changed oourse.

Capt, J, P. Stevenson said
that if the Evans had stayed on
a steady oourse, the Melbourne
might have only brushed her,

Instead the' Evans was sliced
in two and 74 of her crewmen
were lost.

Btevenson, 47, told the joint
U.8.-Australinn  board investi.
gating the disaster he was
watching the Hvans, from his
bridge before dawn on June 8
and saw her come to a collision
ocourse,

“TI swore at him,"” Btsvenson
said, then dispatched a warning
to the Kvans that they were on
o collision ocourse,

The captain sald he observed
no change in the Hvane' course
as it neared to about 2,500 yards
]—‘"l‘llnn happened very quick-
.

He said the ships continued on
the crash course and the
chances of o safe passing
seemed “‘very faint. No chance
in the world.” He said the de-
stroyer's lights were not on, and
‘“the only chance'’ was the car-
rier to awing one way or the oth-
er,
Stevenson said he decided o
turn left, to port, and ordered 30
degrees left rudder, which he
considered as as full rud-
deér. He¢ sald he sounded two
ghort blasts—the aignal for a
port tum—and pent & measage
to the Evans he was turning
hard left.

Stevenson said he took his bin-
oculars off the Evans for the
first time then received & signal
that the Hvans was
right.

“Itf Evans had stayed on a
steady course my aerials might
have clipped her,” he Llestified.
But he said the Evans spun very
quickly right and his ship
rammed the destroyer.

Immediately after the impact,
the Melbourne’s engines were
reversed and put full astern, the

sald,

He sald the Evans had been
cut in two, he could not see the
bow and the aft section swung
down higistarboard mide. The
Melbourne, widch had been run-
ning blacked out, turn its lights
to *full brilllance” just before
the colligion, he sald.

South Korea
Springs Trap
On Spy Boat

SHOUL (AP) — Bouth Korean
forces sprang & trap on & North
Korean spy boat this morning,
sank the boat and killed all 18
men aboard, South Korea's Cen-
tral Intelligence Agency an-
nounced.

The agency sald@ the high-

speed patrol boat had been dis.
patched to pick a North Korean
agent on Huksan Island, off the
southwest coast. But the agent,
Kim Yong-ki, had been captured
by the South Koreans May 80,
and a trap was set around the
island, the intelligence agency
aald.
When the enemy patrol boat
approached the island in the
guise of a cargo-fishing vessel
shortly before midnight Thurs-
dey, & combined army, navy
and air task force was ready for
it

Forcing Kim to maintain ra-
dio contact with the craft, the
South Korean force waited until
the Communists were about to
put a three-man team aboard a
rubber raft to pick up Kim on
the island. Then the alr force Uit
the area with flares, and the
south Koreans opened fire.

The intelligence agency sald
the enemy tried for six hours to
fight their way out of the am-
bush, but all 15 were killed and
the boat was sunk, Two bodles
were reported recovered, and
efforts were under way to ralse
the spy boat.

There were no South Korean
casualties, the agency sald.

An earlier report sald the 76-
foot, four-engine boat had been
captured. But the agency said
later the Bouth Koreans were
forced o abandon the sinking
craft after dounting gbout & dos-
en bodies on board and recover-
ing some North Koréan equip-
ment.

Mala:ysia Falling Down
As Democracy’s Showplace

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaysia
(AP} —— This country once saw
itself as an Asian example of
parliamentary law and democ-
racy. Now the word is “emer-
gency,” and many things are
done in {ts name, Thousands of
persons bave been arrested In
the last month, the precs has
been muzzled and Parllament |5
suspended along with state as-
semblies,

No one cun predict when de-
mocracy will return, but in-
creasing numbers seem to be
growing impatient with curfews
1od the extraordinary powers
wielded by the National Emer-
gercy Council.

The emergency will be over, a
council member saild recently,
“when politicinns are ready to
sturt talking again of bread and
butter, of houses and schools
ind the cost of living—the basic
Espes,'” -

Untd then, he said, “what we
need are not men of polities but
of good will." -

But some politiclans, especial-
ly those of the left, are saying
the emergency is used for a cov-
er for the council to remain in
power indefinitely, The tempers
of Malays and Chinese, who
three weeks ago butchered each
other in the streets of this capi-
tal, remain explosive. Thelr vol.
wtility, fed by distrust and talk
of revenge, has often cornered
the counecll Into statements and
actions that in themselves en-
gendered more distrust,

While the eight:-man councll
warred of the dengers of ru.
mory, the absence of hard news
in the controlled press produced
A fertile bed for gossip.

The council continually spoke
of “further improvement' and a
“retum to normalcy.’” At the
wme tme it admitted to '‘ten-
slony and sensitive areans.'  ar-
fon attempts and sniping at se-
curity forces.

“If the council is waiting for
the situation to become more

normal than now, it will be a
long wait—perhaps a permanert
wail,"” sald an opposition party
leader. "Arson and such things
can be corrected by police ae-
tion in the trouble areas, not by
an emergency from which ev-
eryone draws the worst conclu-
slons,"”

The prime minister, Tunku
Abdul Rahman, 87, now consid-
ered o figurehead in the shadow
of his deputy, Tun Abdul Razak,
47, the Operations Council chief,
worries about the perpetuation
of crisls through racial enmity,

Af It should spread into the
classrooms, he sald, ‘‘the chil-
dren would grow up to hate one
another and the trouble would
be endless.'

Last month's rioting left 840
dead or missing, hundreds of
homes and shops in ruins—and
a harvest of hate,

Malay, Chinese and Indian com-
ponents, As far as the Chinese
are concerned, thelr allotment
never measured up to their role
and numbers in society.

The party suffered badly in
the May 10 elections and al-
though it retained a parliamen-
tary majority, it lost some key
states. Informed wsources are
convinced the political proces-
sion by Alliance supporters May
18 which set off the killing and
burning, was_ heavily infiltrated
by Malay extremists wanting to
nullify the elections,

Alllance members who com-
prise the Operations Council
have the experienice of a dosen
years of democracy, and say
they want to return to it. Party
leaders are talking of a ‘‘new
national ideology’' which may
require a new, multiracial party
and reformed representation.

But the horror of the upheaval
remains deep within those who
participated in it or suffered
from it. One example Is a young
Chinese man who once sipped
beer with Malay companions.
The other day he glared at the
Natioral Moaque—the pride of
Inlamic Malays—and hissed:
