The dispute involvea the ques-
tion of whether the state can im-
pose its own rules for the opera-
tion of nuclear-fueled electric
power plants.

The Atomic Energy Commis-
slon (AEC) says no—claiming
Congress has given it sole jur-
isdiction over safety standards
and operating procedures of
atomic plants in all states.

Northern States Power Co., a
Minrtesota-based firm, has tywo
nuclear plants under construc-
ton costing more than $300 mil-
lion.

The plants will use cooling

miles west of Bratak, location of
the great hydroelectric power
station. {

When Larissa arrived, after
the slow, hard journey across
Siberia, there wus no place for
her to stay. She was put up the
first two nights (n the unheat-
ed MVD priron. The tempera-
ture ar the time was 50 degrees
below zero centigrade (68 de-
gErees below zero fahrenheit).

In exile, which Is & milder
form of punishment than forced
labor, the only legn! restriction
on the prisoner is on move-
ment outside the designated
area. In benighted Tsarist days,
Lenin hunted, fished and wrote
his most serious books in exile
at Shushenskoe iIn Siberia
Trotsky, Stalin and other rev-
olutionaries also found exile a
not altogether unpleasant ex-
perience—any many of them
managed o escape, some sev.
eral times.

Exiles today are obliged to
find work with the help of the
authorities—and some of thém
have obtained more or less dig-
nified employment. Pavel Lit-
vinov, a physiclst by profes-
slon, has been working as an
electriclan in a coa! mine in
the Shita region. Friends say
Pavel, who Is 31 and physically
ftrong, does not mind the work
and is greatly respected by the
miners, for whom he s the
first “political”’ they have ever
met

Larissa, however, i a trans-
lntor (English, French, Polish,
Czech) and there are no pub
ishing houses in Chuna. Teach.
ing school has been prohibited
to exiles (since Tsarist times)
for fear that they might *‘in-
fect the younger generation.'
So the MVD gave Larissa a job
as an appremtice joiner in a
timber factory. Her actunl work
was hauling lumber, six, seven
and eight feet long, from the
yard outdoors into the factory,
The timber. wet from the snow
outside, was twice as heavy.,

Larissa did this work for four
months, from January to April,

ways, Besides, without
work, without the husband and
18 year old son (whom she had
ordered to stay In Moscow and
continue h's studtes), life would
be unbearable. There was also
the risk, although many dls-
counted it, that the authorities
could further prosecute Laris-
sa for parasitism or unenem-
ployment,

Larinsa’s friends returned to
Moscow and sought an appoint-
ment at the central ministry for
internal affalrs, They reminded
MVD officlals that she wan
competent In four languages,
and requested permission for
translation work to be sent out
to her from Moscow, MVD of-
ficlals took a typlcally Soviet
ambiguous position.

On Gravel Pit W ashout

The 8th Utfilties District
board of directors is consider-
ing court action against Willlam
Peck, to force him to correct
@ washout problem on his N,
Main 8t. gravel pit.

Tho District hes a right-of-
way scoroas his property for a
sanitary-sewer lne which, the
directors contend, once bhad a
cover of six to seven feet.

They cluim that, because of
poor drainage on the gravel pit,
the cover hus been completely
washed away, leaving the pew-
er Nne completely coxposed.
Further washouts, they claim,
may damage the line to the
point whore it may erupt its
sewage into the adjoining Hook-
anum River.

The directors claim that Peck
has refused to heed their let.
ters and personal appeals, for
correcting the situation. Con-
sequently, they will ask Town
Counsel John Shea and District
Counsel John LaBelle to advise
them on future action.

The town is involved for two
reasons: (1) It wil take over
the sdme right-of-way for the
new Northeast Sewer Intercep-
tor extension, on which work
started yesterday; and (2) It
holds a §$10,000 performance
bond on Peck, to guarantes that
his gravel pit fulfills regu-
lationn

Willlam O'Neill, town director

of publiec works, who was pres-
ent at last night’s District meet-
ing, threw & damper on the pos-
sibility of calling Peck's $10,000
performance bond.

He explained that the bond-
Ing company's procedurs would
be to review any corrective
measures taken by the District
and to pay the subsequet costs
only if it approves them, If not
approved, no payment, he ex-
plained.

The District’'s next step for
corrective measures will follow
recommendations by Shea and
LaBelle,

O'Nefll last night brought the
District directors up-to-date on
the time schedule for construct-
ing the Interceptor, the inter-
ceptor extension and the pro-
posed Secondary ‘Treatment
Plant.

A *Cure’ For The Birds

Scientists nt Ohlo State University are
whistling “Bye, Bye, Blackbird'' as they
work, Bul so far their studies—cover:
ing everything from hallucimatory drugs
to birth control pills — have falled to
rid the state of & leading pest,

Blackbinds like to dine on young commn,
often eating only enough to spoil an ear.
They cost Ohio farmers some $2 mil-
lon last year. For the entire nation,
the annual damage runs 1o around $58
million.

A hallucingtory drug, designed to send
the birds winging off on LSD-like
“trips," has proved effective In some
areas. Blackbirds, like many flock-
ing birds, can be “spooked" by other
members of the flock acting abnormgl-
ly. A contraceptive chemlical that would
prevent fertilization of the bird's eggs
I8 another humane measure being
studied

Also under study lv development of
corn varieties with husks too tough for
the birds to penetrate.

How “humane' it s lo get blackbirds
hooked on drugs or to grow  beak-
resistant com is a good question. But
when man and bird clash over a com
crop, one has to give. In Ohlo, the birds
sti'l have the advantage. —SPRING-

Teh initiative came from Mr,
Nixon via HerDd Klein, his com-
municationns director, who asked
Brownell early this spring for
# laundry list of Federal alds
that might help Lindsay.

Brownell's list included Fed-
eral help for industrinl devel-
opment of the old Brooklyn
Navy Yard, Federal help to
tranaform Breezy Point into a
national park, transfer — at no
cost — of the Brooklyn Army
Terminal to the city of New
York, Federal grants for New
York's anti-narcotics program
und various model city projects.

All these have been delivered
to Lindsny, Beyond this, top
Republicans in the nation’s cap-
ital have gone out of their way
to help the liberal Lindsay,
whose primary opponent, Stale
Sen. John J. March! of Staten
Island, 1is also the mayoral
nominee of the Conservative
party.

For example, George Rom-
ney, Sccretary of Houslng and
Urban Development (HUD),
strongly urg»d Lindsay to come
to Washington for a joint press
conference to announce HUD's
model cltdes grants. Lindsay
obliged, Sen. Charles E. Percy
of Illinois, » leader of the 8Sen-
ate's liberal Republican bloc,
offered to go to the Bronx,
parts of which are distinetly un-.
friendly to Lindsay, for a walk-
ing tour.

Lindaay was grateful but no
date could be arrarfed with
Percy, Lindsay campalign staf-
fers are fully aware thit efforts
by outsiders don't always h:ip
n candidate In a primary elec-
tion.

These overtures, however, in-
dicate that despite Lindsay's
bitter struggle within his own
party in New York City to win
renomination, Republitan liber-
als still view him as a glitter-
ing figure in the future of the'r
party.

North Haven Girl

NORTH HAVEN, Conn. (AP)
—  Pollomelitis, the crippling
children's disease that has been
nearly eradicated by modern
vac , has struck a 2-year-
old North Haven girl and par-
tially parnlyzed her right leg.

The
last deaths from the disease
were in 1060 when there were
