Merger Plans Proeeed 
Despite Suit Threat

Pegler Dies, 
Gained Fame 
As Reporter
TU(3SON. Ariz, (AP) — W est­

brook Pegler, a reporter who 
gained national fam e during the 
1920’s B8 a  sposts w riter and 
won a  Pulitzer Prize In 1941 for 
his expooure of labor union 
racketeering, died here early to­
day. He was 74.

Pegler had been living in 
southern Arizona since 1942,’ 
writing free lance articles and 
contributing opinion columns to 
King Features Syndicate, owned 
by the Heorst O ^ .

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Justice DepartmeiVt threatens 
an antitrust suit if Internatl'onal 
Telephone A Telegraph Oorp.

Robert Block, an attorney 
representing a Hartford stock­
holder who haa filed suit seek­
ing access to the insurance 
firm ’s  stockholder list so that a 
meeting could be called to ap­
prove the Merger, said the two 
companies ^vnild move ahead. 
"Just because the Justice De­
partment frowns Is no reason to 
give up on It,’ ’ he added.

While announcing its threat to 
taring suit, the governm ent 
didn’t disclose what grounds it 
would cite In its complaint. ITT 
also didn’t detail the grounds as 
related to its lawyers, but the 
firm  said the grounds ’ ’ap­
peared to  be novel and untried, 
without legisteUve mandate 
from  Oongreas and unsanc- 
tloned by previous court cases.”

ITT said it is satiafied that the 
llnlc-up would not violate anti­
trust laws. It said the, proposed 
litigation "appears to be part of 
foe annotstced effort' !tiy the Jus­
tice Department to bend the err- 
Utrust laws to stop mergers of 
large companies reganUesa of 
foe foot that there is no discern­
ible adverse Impact upon 
competition.”

WASHINGTON (A P) —U.S. 
nuclear m issile production has 
been halted for perhaps the rest 
of this year because of a  crip ­
pling Ore alt on Atom ic Eineigy 
Oommlsolon plant.

This rather stunning situation 
—unpubliclzed by the govern­
ment— îs disclosed in the back 
section of a  1,400-page vol- 
umn of official testim ony re­
cently released by a  Senate op- 
propriatlone subcommittee.

Government sources also give 
Mxong indications that testing o f 
entlmlssUe w oiheads may be 
delayed by the blase that Mt a 
phiteniunt-handaug facility at 
Rocky Flats, Oolo., M ay U. The 
official AEG position Is that 
Safeguard deployment sched­
ules w ill not be setback.

The Impact o f the fire, first 
serious blase at an AEC plant, 
was laid before Oongresa b^iind 
closed doors nine days later 
when ABC leaders urgently ap­
pealed for $45 mHUon to make 
repairs.

— "Everything let loose. The 
ship JuEt took a brief roll. I sold 
'W e're dead’ . I heard someone 
else yeU, ‘Let’s get foe  hell out 
of hero!’ ”  Fireman Terry L. 
Baughman, 21, o f Troy, M ich., 
said.

He was describing his night of 
terror June 3 when the U.S. de­
stroyer Frank E. Evans was 
sliced In half by the Aiutrallan 
aircraft carrier Melbourne dur­
ing war g&mjeB in the South Chi­
na Sea.

FBI Changed 
Wiretap Log

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

government has admitted^ the 
FBI changed—without Inform­
ing foe Justice Department—a 
recorded log o f wiretapped con­
versations Involving form er 
heavyweight boxing champloa 
Cassius Clay.

In disclosing this to C lay's at­
torneys, foe department M<m- 
day contended it did not learn of 
foe FBI action, until June 18, 
several days after copies of 
what were purported to he foe 
original logs were filed In U.S. 
District Court In Houston.

John 8. Martin Jr. and Mi­
chael T. Epstein, who are han­
dling the government’s cose 
against Clay, said the origfoal 
record contained the notation, 
"Sum up In m em o.”

But the hand-written phrase 
was blanked out on documents 
submitted to foe court concern­
ing a Sept. 4, 1984, tel^hone 
conversation between Clay and 
Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.

The discrepancy cam e to light 
when Clay’s lawyers, unsatis­
fied with copies demanded to 
see foe original traiucripts. Ep­
stein and Martin then ch eck ^  
with foe FBI and found foe 
penned-ln portion was left off 
o ^ e s  submitted in court.

Government attorneys were

Per 10 years now, to cite only 
the moat obvious example, it 
has been clear to Weatemera 
that the Kremlin “ cannot go on 
indefinitely”  waging political 
amr on tsro fronts, against the 
West and against China, and on 
both fronts with signal lack of 
success. "Sooner or later, they 
must make a choice," Western­
ers, Bast Buropean Communists 
and Soviet IntaHectuals have 
been askylng fOr a  decade.

Nevertheless, the Brathnev 
Politburo has thus far not made 
any such choice. This evasion 
of the "d e a r  aKematives" has 
bean largely made possible (in 
my opinion) by the sentimen­
tal, irrational blindness o f both 
Washington and Peking to the 
move, American-Chinese coop­
eration. which might force the 
Kremlin from check to mate.

Ih e  ctnrent Soviet crisis is 
political, diplomatic, economic 
and cdtural—but It has been 
crystallising these last two 
years into a crisis of leader­
ship, and to some extent a 
crisis of political institutions. 
To summarise bluntly (although 
that is always dangerous), the 
Breshnev leadership has been 
racked by one failure after an­
other: Defeat in the Middle 
Ksst, revolution in Cxechoalo- 
vsdda, collapse of economic re­
form, dowing industrial growth 
rates, new crisis on the farms, 
resUveness among intellectuals, 
dlsalfection among youth, ac­
celerated dislntegratlan of the 
worM communist movement, 
the re-emergence of China on 
the world scene (with a reson­
ant new anti-Soviet slogan— 
"The New Tsars"—in place of 
the unappealing sectarian con­
demnations of "Revisionist 
Renegades").

In attempting to manage 
these crises, Brezhnev and his 
Politburo colleagues have re­
vealed a disagreement (the 
zig-zags over Czechoslovakia 
the past 18 months furnish the 
clearest example). They have 
seen (whether or not they wish­
ed it so) much effective decl- 
sicHi-maklng pass to the appoint­
ed bureaucrats of the party 
secretariat, and away from the 
elected, supposedly sovereign 
Central Committee. Numerous 
policy statements have been is­
sued in the name of the Central 
Committee although that body 
has not, in fact, been meeting.

At the same time, the Polit­
buro leaders and the party 
machine generally have yielded 
considerable power, in matters 
which affect them, to the Army 
and the KGB, neither of which 
is under quite the firm  control 
that Khrushchev seemed to ex­
ercise over both between 1958 
and 1963. It is largely immate­
rial (although a fascinating 
mystery) how the Marshals and 
the KGB professionals acquir­
ed this power—whether through 
their own initiative or through 
the readiness of Brezhnev and 
ither politicians to anticipate 
military and police demands, 
and thus assure continued 
support against political rivals. 
(Among the current Politburo 
members, Brezhnev Kirillenko 
and Voronov have frequently 
expressed their support for the 
"m ilitary - industrial complex," 
ivhlle Suslov, Pelshe, Shelepin 
and Mazurov have each passed 
important years In KGB oper- 
aticHis.)

The real authority of the cur­
rent leaders, individually and 
collectively, is thu s consider­
ably clrcumscrlbedlt is less, in 
fact, than that of any previous 
leadership in Soviet history.

Despite sporadic attempts to 
build a "cult”  for Brezhnev, 
he has simply not caught on. 
either among the population or 
within the party machine 
(where, according to Com­
munist observers, Suslov and 
Shelepin each, (or different rea­
sons. enjoy greater respect). 
Despite Brezhnev’s cautious 
"centrist”  maneuvers and ef­
forts to involve his colleagues 
in responsibility for contro­
versial measures, the Party 
General Secretary, as "num­
ber one,”  can hardly avoid in- 
definitely accountability for the 
failures of the past two years.

Most Moscow Kremlinologists 
Buapeci that Brezhnev has re­
tained power as long as he has 
mainly through the support of 
the "military-industrial com­
plex," and b^ause of the gen­
eral recognition erf his own 
mediocrity. Brezhnev’s very 
mediocrity is a kind of asset in 
view o f the widespread fear

that Shelepin, with his drive, 
intelligence and relative youth 
(60), could emerge as (he sin­
gle "strong man”  who might 
make a dean sweep o f the ag­
ing "claan o f 1962”  and shake 
Russia upside down.

Kosygin, who was the only 
one o f the 11 Politburo mem­
bers to command tangible re- 
soect outside party clreles, 
among Soviet inteUectuab and 
managers as well as abroad, 
appears in the b t  two years 
to have largely forfeited the 
influence he commanded In 1966. 
He has been faulted for weak­
ness—for his inabilitv to  check 
(he witch-hunt among Intellec- 
tuab, hb failure to orevert the 
invasion o f Czechoslovakia, and, 
most important hte silent ac­
ceptance o f the emasculation 
and colbpse o f economic re­
form. As one Soviet IntelleotuA 
put R: " I f  Kosygin could not 
evan save the prolect dearest 
to his heart, and on wh<ch he 
staked his public reputation, 
whc.t good b  he to anyone?”  
(ITvi answer may be Uv>t in the 
last two years Kosygin, like 
Soviet Caviar, has been a com­
modity moinlv for exxxnt to the 
West—a symbol of "reassur- 
ance" useful In calming Wash­
ington and London. But Pol­
yansky would do as well for thta 
purpose.)

It b  b rg r iy  pointless to spec­
ulate on the possible uns and 
downs o f individual leaders, for 
there are bigger questions in­
volved; W ill the rivalries with­
in the PoUtburo and Secre­
tariat prove move decblve than 
the sentiment that its members 
must now "hang together" 
rather dian separately ag^nst 
ttie Army, the KGB, or ambi­
tious provincial barons In 
the Central Committee? Will 
change, whenever and however 
it comes, involve merely a  re­
shuffle o f the same old cards 
(Kirilenko or Suslov instead of 
Bnezhnev; Podgorny or Voro­
nov in place of Kosygin)—or a 
change of generations (Shele- 
ptn, Mazurov, Polyansky)? Cbn 
such changes Involve major 
reversab o f basic policy, or is 
the structure of the Soviet rul­
ing class so ossified as to per­
mit only another victory (as in 
1964, 1957 and 1964) of a  het­
erogenous "left-right”  coalition 
—followed by continual com- 
prombes and zig-zags which 
satisfy neither bardUne sectar­
ians nor liberal reformers? Will 
the new men, old or young, 
civilian or military, continue to 
restrict Soviet Pirfltlcs to the 
self-perpetuating inner Kremlin 
circles, jpr summon support 
from broader social groups and 
the Soviet population at large?

There b , as yet, no clear 
answer to any of these ques­
tions. Most Moscow observers 
tend to be pessimistic, stress­
ing thf Inerita of the ruling 
class as a whole and the poli­
tical apathy (or fear) still gov­
erning moat of the Soviet popu- 
latlan. However, all Moscow 
observers agree that the out­
come could be affected, in sur­
prising manper, by a myrald of 
variables Inside and outside the 
countrj-. There is no lack of In­
flammable tinder—the spark to 
light it might come from al- 
mort anywhere, at any time.

Since the Invasion of Czecho­
slovakia, many observers have 
believed that a change In the 
leadership might very well fol­
low the anticlimax of the 
World Communbt Unity Con­
ference. (or which Brezhnev has 
been pushing since 1966 (de­
spite the skeptlsm of Suslov 
and others). However, other 
observers feel that the Impor­
tance of the international Com­
munist movement to the Krem ­
lin has been considerably ex­
aggerated in the West. Such ob­
servers note that the invasion 
of Czechoslovakia was under­
taken. with little hesitation.

dospite express, face-to-face 
warnings from Italian, French. 
Rumanian, Yugoslav, Austrian 
and other Communist leaders 
that such action would doom 
efforts of genuine unity.

M y own hunch—it can Im  no 
more than that—b  that the 
showdown may be precipitated 
by the issues involved In call­
ing cmd holding the Aext (^m - 
munlM party congress. Ac­
cording to the party statutes, 
the 24Ui Congress should be 
held In or before March, 1970. 
A strong case may be made by 
some party leaders to hold the 
Congress In connection with the 
centennial of Lenin’s birth 
(April 22, 1970). In either ease, 
the Congress date must be 
fixed, and preparations begun, 
at least six months in advance 
—that is, th b  September or Oc­
tober.

The Congress b  o f vital Inter­
est to all elemenb In the party 
for two crucial reasons. The 
Congress should decide on the 
basic elemenb of the next five- 
year economic plan (1971-76). 
I t  win also choose a new Party 
Central Committee—which in 
turn traditionally involves 
changes in the Politburo, Sec­
retariat and Soviet govern­
ment .

Obviously, the younger (40- 
to-60) leaders both in the 
Kremlin cmd the provinces have 
a strong interest in holding the 
24th Congress on schedule or 
csrller—for it is they who 
stand to advance. On the other 
hand, the senior leaders of the 
"class of 19S2" would appecu* 
to have an equally valid Inter­
est In putting off the Congress 
as long as possible, or erf least 
until Uiey have managed to 
compose the disagreements 
among themselves and present 
a  common front to ambitious 
young outsiders. I t  b  an ex­
tremely delicate situation, for 
(as articles In several party 
periodicals have already hint­
ed) any attempt to postpone the 
Congress too long will cmousc 
further suspicion o f the cur­
rent top leadership.

In any case, the Ctongress 
cannot, without serious conse­
quences, be put o ff much be­
yond the end of 1970, because 
of the necessity to cidopt the 
1971-78 economic plan—and So­
viet economic plans not only 
Involve th^ total allocaUon of 
national resources, but thereby 
shape Ruasb's diplomatic and 
military posture.

Profound disagreement over 
these basic national prioritlo.'j 
was already apparent long be­
fore the present leadership 
crisis began in 1968. ’The 23rd 
Party (Congress, in March, 1966, 
adopted "directives’ ’ for the 
1966-70 plan, but no formal five- 
year plan was thereafter en­
acted by the government and 
supreme Soviet (as had always 
been the practice). Instead, in 
December each year, one-year 
target figures were announced, 
each containing slight modlti- 
catlons in the light of the pre­
vious year’s resulb.

’The leaders could conceiv­
ably go on this way, but it 
would Inevitably be taken as a 
sign of weakness and disunity 
as well as a breach of party 
sbtutes, state law and Soviet 
communist tradition. Besides, 
powerful forces — individuals 
and groups, as well as the ob­
jective facto of life—are actifig 
to compel a more fundamental

reconstderation of national pri­
orities and the means for at­
taining them.

For theee and other reewona, 
J would be much eurprlsed if 
the KremUn leadership had tx)t 
changed considerably 18 months 
hence^ and not at' all surprised 
if the atiakeup comes thU sum­
mer or fall.

The longer-range perspective 
b  much more p o ln ^  to  con­
template. Michel Tatu o f Le 
Monde, by far the most oatute 
Moeoow correspondent of the 
postwar era, and a most dis­
cerning ensilyst since his de­
parture from Moscow in 1964, 
has expressed his belief that the 
Soviet Union has already enter­
ed a  "pre-revolutionary”  pha.se 
o f de'V’dopment. I  agree, prima­
rily  because none o f the current 
Soviet Leaders or ruling insti­
tutions has shown any sign of 
movement toward a guided evo­
lution (in ' the Yugoslav or 
Czechoslovak or some other In­
digenous manner). Quite the 
contrary. And Uie Issue of 
Stalin’s  mass murders, and 
responsibility for them, con­
tinues to torment Sovbt socie­
ty. There to, furthermore, a ba­
sin contradiction between the 
qualities, attributes and in­
terests required by the jungle 
world of the party machine, and 
those required by the needs of 
the Soviet populatlmi and the 
Russian state.

’The question, howe'ver, is how 
long the "pre-revolutionary" 
phase may last —  a  decade, a 
geeieratlOT, or even longer. I  
am inclined to be gloomy, btJt 
such matters of timing are to­
tally tmpredlctable. The deci­
sive catalyst might by anything 
from a border war with China 
bo a riot in a Moscow butcher 
sCv^.

As he grew older, the 'late Jo­
sef Stalin came more and more 
to admire the figure of I'van 
the Terrible, the cruel, mad 
leth-oentury tyrant whose 
private ‘oprichnina’ was the 
forerunner ot both the Uommu- 
ni.'it party apparatus and the 
KGB. After the dread Tsar's 
death, hb sen Fyodor and, at 
first, the isurper Borb Godu­
nov malntadned a  semblance of 
stability for nearly two de­
cades. But the Bufferings o f the 
popubtion, ithe conflict between 
the new ‘oprichnina’ and the old 
nobles, the paasionB of religious 
sectarians and the intervention 
of neighboring princes ultimate­
ly bTouglit on the chaxitic ‘ "Time 
of ’Troubles,”  when the Russian 
staoe disintegrated comjrfetely 
and Polish soldiery briefly oc­
cupied the Kremlin.

Town Meeting 
Due Tomorrow

Townspeople w ill be asked to 
vote at a special town meeting 
tomorrow at 8 p.m. at the Com­
munity Hall on whether they 
want a paid assessor, and 
whether they want to adopt the 
state building code, with the 
consequent appointing of a 
building inspector.

The assessor, to be appointed 
by the selectmen for a four- 
year term, would take the place 
of the present three-man elect­
ed Board of Assessors, who re­
ceive some compensation for 
their work but are essentially 
the same as other elected offi­
cials. ( ’They are required to at­
tend an assessors’ school, how­
ever.)

According to Richard L. 
Prendergast, municipal assess­
ment agent for the State Tax 
Department, there Is not 
enough work for a full-time as­
sessor In the small town of Bol­
ton. But he urged the town to 
hire an assessor from the stand­
point of "quality”  because sucii 
a person would be devoting full 
time to his job, even If it were 
combined with that of building 
Inspector, or part time.

Prendergast spoke at the sec- 
onj] o f two public informational 
hearings at the end of March 
on the assessor-building code 
queaUons, and answered ques­
tions. Prendergast also aided In 
the investigation of the $260,000 
assessing error, and at that 
time repeated his recommenda- 
Uon (or a paid assessor.

'The Board o f Finance and the 
DemocraUc Town Committee, 
in its platform for the M ay 6 
election, are among those who 
publicly favor the hiring of 
an assessor.

I f  the town votes for an as­
sessor, his term would begin 
July 1, and the three members 
o f the board — Ray Ctocconl, 
Mrs. Gertrude Noren, and new­
ly-elected Aloyslus Aheam — 
would be out o f office. In cam­
paign speeches Aheam has 
been strongly In favor of pro­
fessional assessors.

A  total budget of $1,689,920.75 
has finally made It past four 
town meeUngs, although the 
Board of Education suffered a 
defeat when a move to return 
Its budget again to the Board of 
Finance for restoratkm of $87,- 
778 In cuts was defeated by a 
vote ot 111-T6.

Voters last night were asked 
to  coiuider two items. The first 
was to rescind and rectmsidur 
the acUon o f the June 8 town 
meeting vriilch eliminated alto­
gether on item called reassess­
ment.. The Item totaled $22,900 
and had been represented with­
out itemlzerflon turUl last night’s 
meeting. The breakdown in­
cluded $6,000 for reaasessment 
as such, $6,800 for aerial maps 
and $12,100 for engineering 
work on aerial maps, both the 
latter items being a part of the 
reassessment process.

This article was, in a sense, 
defeated, when parliamentary 
proredure reared its interesting 
head. Stephen Loyzlm, In the 
audience, questioned the legal­
ity of including this artlclq in 
the call of the town meeting, 
maintaining that voters had al­
ready rejected the total pack­
age of reasseaament. Town 
Attorney David Rappe said 
that In hte opinion the article 
was legal; he had, in (act, 
dra'wn it up.

Then the question arose as to

the amount left in the current 
budget as o f June 19, with sev­
eral bills yet outstanding.

Van Dine then launched into 
an explanation ot the reasoning 
behind the Board o f Finance’s 
refusal to put the $87,776 back 
Into the school board budget. 
He said he had felt a compro­
mise o f something like $19,000 
could be reached with the 
Board o f Education, but this 
was not forthcoming although 
discussions were held between 
him and Mrs. Benoit. *

Although the Board of Edu­
cation can, by law, transfer 
funds within Its budget, the 
major area o f the $87,776 In 
cuts was in teachers' stdories, 
and this was argued also. The 
Board of Finance’s argument 
is that each time a teacher 
leaves the system, a replace­
ment is not hired at the same 
salary step; otherwise all teach­
ers'sure soon on the top salary 
step.

Those opposed to this view 
recognize that there is 26 to 
80 per cent turnover annually 
In teadiers, and that the great­
est number o f those leaving are 
teachers with peiheps two or 
three years' experience. One 
description o f these teachers 
given last night was "young 
UOonn w ives" whose husbands 
are doing, graduate work, and 
who o fto i leave the area.

Govern Jonathan Trumbull 1710-1785

Of the historic landm arks in the state 
of Connecticut, the home of Governor 
Jonathan Trumbull in nearby Lebanon 
is of special interest to the historian. 
The e ra  of the American’ Revolution 
comes alive when one learns tha t Gen­
eral Washington, The M arquis de Lafay­
ette, Generals Putnam  and Knox, Thom­
as Jefferson, among others, were not 
m ere nam es but figiu-eheads of the time, 
who often crossed the threshold here 
and conferred with the Governor or 
stayed the night.

There is the bedroom where George 
Washington slept. And there is record 
of secret passageways, one in particular, 
which led to the sm aller building in 
back used as a War Office. (This build­
ing is now two houses down from the 
hom estead.)

The Ctonnecticut D aughters of the 
American Revolution (DAR) now own 
and m aintain this national historic land­
m ark. A few of the contents a re  of the 
Trumbull family, others have been donat­
ed or loaned.

The DAR is extrem ely interested in 
acquiring "Trum bull pieces,” as well as 
other items appropriate to the 1700 to 
early 1800 period. Needed especially Is 
a trestle table for the "keeping room" 
and a wing chair authentic to the period

progrena called "Troop Withdrawal 
From Vletpem."

n  Is a allly and Irreaponaible game 
because the underlying premise on which 
tt is being played is a  false premise.

Hie simple withdrawal of American 
tnopa is not any non-fail noiutlan to the 
problem of Vietnam.

Predpitous, tnreasoned, iRicondltloned 
withdrawal from Vtetnsun would be aa 
much of a mistake as our original arm­
ed nxdi Into Vietnam may have been, 
and poaslbiy even more calamitous.

Both the Nixon administration and Its 
volunteer critics are equally guilty of 
giving too much attention and promi­
nence to the Vietnam numbers game. 
Perhaps, for fair comment, it should 
be observed that they all have per­
haps instinctively followed, in their 
wistful schemes for ending the war, the 
same kind of calculation which has be­
come standard for supposed measure­
ment of how the war Hsolf has been go­
ing. We have had, week after week, 
battle after battle, the interminable 
Bcore of enemy, allied, and Ameilcan 
dead, and this has, 'we suppose, be­
queathed an instinct to try to measure 
progress toward peace In the same way 
— by a  score of the number of casualties 
being preve:»tjed by the removal of troops 
from the scene while they are still alive.

But to play the peace ,game by num­
bers is no more realistic than it bos been 
to try to wage the war itself by num­
bers. The numbers have never told us 
how the war was going; otherwise we 
would have had conclusive victory long 
9go. IViday, numbers otter us no safe 
or sensible way of ending the war. Rath­
er, they offer perhaps the most perilous 
and dangerous way of trying to proceed.

As the numbers game has been played 
to date — President Nixon’s announce­
ment of the immtdiate withdrawal ot 
25,000 troops, former Defense Secretary 
Clifford's advocacy of the withdrawal 
of 100,000 by the end of the year and ail 
our ground troops out by the end of 
1970, President Nixon’s "hope’’ that he 
can beat Clifford at his own numbers, 
the quick, cheap chirp from Congres- 
skxial critics of the war that, by his 
"hope" Pretident Nixon can be held to 
a firm "commitment’’ — nobody has 
been a winner, except perhaps the ad­
vocates of hawkishness over in Hanoi, 
and this country has been running the 
danger of losing all sensible control of 
its own policies and decisions — not 
that it has possessed such sensible con­
trol in the past, but that It needs some 
desperately, for the immediate present.

We ought to get out'of Vietnam not 
by numberc. but by conditions, not by 
politics timetables, but by assurances 
we receive from others and can make 
to ourselves And we cannot get out Just 
to get out ; the question of what we are 
to leave, what kind of happening can 
be expected' after we have gone, has to 
be rated just as important as our own 
desire to cut out of an unhappy costly 
involvement. To make ‘ bringing the 
boys home in a hurry" the only key to 
our policy and behavior from now on 
wotdd be only to pile new threat of loss 
and risk and waste on an involvement 
already fanuius for such dividends.

We should not be in any numbers hurry 
to get out of Vietnam. We should stop 
playing the numbers game with our­
selves publicly. We ought, In the field 
In Vietnam to cut down the casualties 
and the pace of the war by cutting down 
our own search and destroy mlviora, 
our selection of "Hamburger Hill’’ cas­
ualty contests, our idea that we can get 
better bargaining at Paris if we keep 
uaihg more force in the field. But, after 
we have ke.ved down our own efforts 
and strategies in such a way, then ■we 
ought to be wining to sit tight and 
patient for the kind of negotiated setlie- 
ment which can give us some re^able 
reason for the withdrawal of our troops 
by surti numbers by such a  date.

ATHENS—The growing need 
by U.S. foreign policy for a 
tough stand against the Greek 
military dictatorship to avert 
ultimate political tragedy here 
is being undermined by the 
Pentagon’s military require­
ments in the EaBem Mediter­
ranean.

Indeed, Greece poses a criti­
cal dilemma in American for­
eign policy. A return to Greek 
democracy may well depend 
upon U.S. repudiation of the 
colonels and halting all military 
aid. But such action conceiv­
ably could deprive the U.S., In 
the short-run at least, of naval 
bases and oommunlcajtions gui­
dance for the Sixth Fleet and 
Polaris submarines vital to the 
nuclear deterrent.

Those military considerations 
prevent sharp U.S. action 
against the junta. But the long- 
run cost could be immense. At 
worst, perjietuated dictatorship 
here could trigger a  popular in­
surrection led by the Commun­
ists. At best, U.S. permissive­
ness toward the military regime 
already is building intense anti- 
American sentiment which will 
surface in any regime that re­
places the colonels without 
Washington’s help. This, the 
long-range U.S. military posi­
tion in the EaBem Mediterran­
ean is becoming dependent on 
permanent tyranny in Athens.

Even though military needs 
inhibit American diplomats, re­
lations between the Greek gov­
ernment and the U.S. Embassy 
here—so Intimate for 20 years— 
are icy. The junta deeply re­
sents the absence of an Ameri­
can ambassador since January. 
U.S. diplomats do not hide their 
displeasure with the colonels’ 
aim of institutionalized dictator­
ship.

But whatever impact this of­
ficial American frigidity might 
have is counteracted by the 
U.S. Military Advisory Group 
here whose commander, Maj. 
Gen. Samuel Eaton (scheduled 
to retire Aug. 1), is notoriously 
pro-junta. Eaton and his sub­
ordinate officers have exercised

little discretion in telling their 
Greek counterparts how they 
oppose the Embassy’s fastidi­
ousness about democracy.

Any psychological influence 
of the vacant Ambassador’s 
chair is obliterated by constant 
shuttling in and out of Athens 
by U.S. officers assigned to 
NATO. Their photographs in 
friendly poses with Col. George 
Papadopoulos, the Prime Min­
ister, almost daily adorn the 
controlled Greek newspapers. 
Most notorious was the reply 
to a Papadopoulos toast by Gen. 
Lyman Lemnltzer, retiring 
NATO commander, in which 
Lemnftzer conveniently omitted 
phrases about democracy and 
the rule of law while quoting 
from the NATO treaty’s pre­
amble.

The same Impression was 
given by Fteesident Nixon’s 
shabby treatment of King Con­
stantine, self-exiled in Rome 
since his bungled counter-coup 
in December, 1967. A tentative 
visit with the King during Mr. 
Nixon’s visit to Rome early 
this year was cancelled after 
pressure from the junta. Con­
stantine was denied a meeting 
with the President while in 
\yashington for the Eisenhower 
funeral (although Brig. Gen. 
Stylianos Pattakos, the deputy 
prime minister, had a few min­
utes with Mr. NLxon).

Moreover, the Greek co'onels 
are expert at disregarding sigpis 
of displeasure from Washing­
ton. In an interview, Gen. Pat­
takos told us that the portion 
of military add which has re­
mained su.'spended since the 
coup of April 21, 1967, will be 
resumed soon. When we asked 
the basis for this forecast, Pat­
takos replied with a statement 
that simply Is untrue; “Presi­
dent Nixon , has promised it.”

In fact, Pattakos's triumphant 
account of this Washington 
visit was so removed from re­
ality that the State Department 
on April 24 issued a sharp state­
ment indicating Pattakos had 
bfeen urged to restore represen-

tative government and dvtl 
liberties. When we asked about 
that statement, Pattakos told 
us It did not represent the U.S. 
government’s position. TTien 
who wrote it? “Some Commun­
ist," he snapped.

Summing up, a conservative 
Greek politician says: "Every­
body I know thinks the Ameri­
can government participated in 
the coup.” Old-line-politicians 
such as former Prime Minister 
Panagiotis Canel'opoulos argue 
with friends that Washington 
cannot be blamed. But among 
the younger generation and par­
ticularly students, anti-Ameri­
can feeling is rising steedUy In 
a land where once it was al­
most unknown.

Nevertheless, the U.S. might 
yet put Itself on the side of de­
mocracy. The three elements 
■whose maneuvering degraded 
Greek political Hfe before the 
coup — the King and the two 
major political parties — are be­
latedly cooperating and ready to 
form an interim unity govern­
ment. ^

Tentatively, King Oemstantine 
would return as a rallying point 
for all Greeks with the govern­
ment headed by conservative 
Constantine Keramanlis, who 
provided stability during eight 
years as Prime Minister and is 
now exiled in Paris. But neither 
the King nor. more important, 
Kommanlis will return to Ath-

Connecticut Yankee

It is taking a special sesslmi 
to levy state taxes for the next 
biennium because Governor 
Dempsey, in the clutch, proved 
himself to be at leaB a token 
defender of that otherwise de­
fenseless and friendless section 
of the state called "the people.” 
No real friend of "the people” 
could countenance raising the 
sales tax on them up to 5 cents 
on the dollar, but Governor 
Dempsey was at least the only 
one who balked at shoving It 
up 6 cents, wherefore a spe- 
ciEd session on taxes.

By his veto which mode the 
special session necessary, Gov­
ernor Dempsey upset a  tax 
package put together by the 
legislative and poUtlcal leader­
ship of his own party.

But the story of the 1969 ses­
sion and taxes says that the 
Governor would never have had 
to be confronted with that par­
ticular package if someone else 
hadn’t succeeded in vetoing an­
other package which had pre­
ceded it.

This was, also, a  package 
made up by all the Democratic 
leaderBilp available except that 
of the Governor. But, although 
the Governor did not relish ei­
ther the process or the pack­
age, he might not have gone 
so far as to veto It.

Hie veto which was exercised 
on the earUer tax package was 
one cast by the Manufacturers 
Association of Connecticut. The 
success of that orgontzatlon’s 
campaign against the payroll 
tax which was the chief ingredi­
ent of that early package 
proved one of the moot astound­
ing victories in modem legisla­
tive annals. It showed Connecti­
cut big business in possession of 
more power and influence in a 
heavily Democratic House than 
organized labor ever managed 
to accumulate for Itself and Us 
own purposes. Of course, unlike 
labor, which always needed to 
hold the Democrats solid, man­
agement needed only enough 
Democrats to combine Into a 
majoritjk' with the Republicans. 
Nevertheless, the fact that Con­
necticut management broke the

Fischetti
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payroll tax package In the 
House represented a masterful 
achievement in the field of 
lobbying and propaganda.

The key to the success of the 
operation, as we read It, was 
the final willingness of the Con 
necticut Industrial and ooouner- 
cial establishment to hit hard 
with everything at Ita disposal. 
When the payroll tax proposi­
tion first camel Into vleiw, os an 
apparently firm choice by the 
Democratic state machine, 
therre were a few days when 
Ckiraiectlcut management seem­
ed merely stunned.

But wh«i it recovered from 
its Initial shock, It really went 
to town.

One report, perhaps qnirlous, 
was that a war chest of |1,0(X),- 
(XX) againB the tax was raised 
easily €uid immediately, on the 
theory that spending that much 
to avoid $160,(XX),(XX) in taxation 
would be a bargain.

At any rate, 'when the estab­
lishment did strike^ It struck 
with everything imaginable, 
blanketing the media wMh mes­
sages primarily designed to 
make wage earners fear the tax 
would eliminate their own Jobs. 
The propaganda was heavy, 
consistent, and frightening. 
Meanwhile, in the realm of 
strategy, the operating captains 
of the oampcdgn managed the 
unusual success of snuffing out 
the instinct of some manage­
ment elements to go for an In­
come tax as an alternative to 
the payroll tax while, a t the 
same time, they encouraged in­
come tax advocates In Uie 
House of Representatives to 
join in killing the payroll tax 
as a prelude to a possible new 
chance for the income tax.

Our final Impression of the 
shrewd hardness ot the man­
agement campedgn la based on 
our entirely unauthoritative sus­
picion that it was an eoctraoi  ̂
dinary piece of timing which, 
at the very height of all the 
other propaganda and lobbying 
operations, produced for the 
state’s headlines the appcMnt- 
ly firm, legitimate news of a 
sudden l,5(X) man lay-off by the 
state’s largeB employer. Tliere 
was not the slightest Infeionce 
that this had anything to do 
with any Issue of state taxes. 
It merely demonstrated what a 
lay-off could be. When we saw 
the headline we pronounced the 
payroll tax dead, and tba next 
thing we saw was that the Dem­
ocrats In 'the House had made 
tt official.^

These conrtuaions were reach­
ed after lengthy Intervlewe re­
cently In the faculty louiigea of 
lionolMstor H gh  School, Bolton 
High School, Rockvllfe High 
Soboot and South Wlnchnr wigb 
School.

O f the four ecbools, only MCan- 
oheitter Uui not yet raoched a 
fuH contract settiemeU. Mhny 
points were aooepted by the 
teoehen last Thursday but a 
full agreemeat hae not bran 
mode.

Only one toacher at MH8, a 
young man who never tiui^  
before and le  fitting in tUs 
spring, had mnre good than bad 
to aay about the Khool.

Bolton' High teachers were 
moat hapi>y wttfa h e ir  small 
school’s studenttoecher rapport. 
They were leart happy with the 
buHdlng plana for a new school.

Rockville High teachers ap­
pear content with everything. 
One teacher had a mUd com­
plaint vdilch she Insisted was 
far outweighed by the good.

South Windsor High teachers 
did not talk about complaints or 
praise but talked about theta- 
use of new methods.

Administrators in all f o u r  
schools gave full assistance for 
the Interviews. Officials at East 
Catholic High School were ap­
proached but declined to take 
part.

The teachers were asked to 
talk about whatever t h e y  
w ish^ . None refused to be 
quoted.

Alt o f the teaeshers praised 
their students and feUow teach­
ers. None spoke o f quitting their 
profession.

To  give some perapeotiye on 
the comments, figures on each 
school were obtained frdm the 
Connecticut Public Expendi­
tures Council for the year 1967- 
88.

Average teacher salary In 
Bolton was |7,1S3; In Manches­
ter, $8,488; In Rockville, $7,417, 
and in South Windsor, $7,093.

The number o f high school 
students and the average coft 
per student In Boltam was 438 
and $844; in Manchester, 1,981 
and $776; In Rockville, 1,694 
and $688, and in South Mfind- 
sor, 844 and $888.

At Manchester High, George 
A. Petterton, biology, said, “ We 
are losing so many teachers. 
I t ’s not the salaries. It ’s t h e  
entire environment.”

This fourth year In a 
n»w o f heated salary dtaputes la 
“ something pecuUar to tMa 
community.”

He recalled happier days 10 
years ago under Principal Bd- 
taHi M. Bailey.

" Ih e  change from Bailey’s 
dictatorship probably was In­
evitable. But Bailey ran a taut 
ship. He was consiatent and ra- 
spectacL You knew where you 
■tood with him,”  Maldment 
■aid.

Maldment said that the elg^it 
years wtfii Supt. William H. 
Curtis which ended last year 
made Manchester education 
seem Uke the “ Irish potato 
fields o f an absentee EkigUsh 
landlord.”

About the new superintendent. 
Dr. Dontdd J. Hennigan, 
he saM, "H e Is trylng-to rock 
the boat. But he’s got 10 years 
to make up. I ’m tminressed with 
Hennigan.”

Lawrence Perry, chemistry, 
■aid, “ It ’s hard to pinpotait rs- 
■ponalbUtty for the decline of 
the school. But it has to be laid 
at the door o f the Board of Sidu- 
ucatlon. They pay $7 mUlton a 
year for their teachers b u t  
never listen to them.

" I t ’s really too bad. We used 
to be the beat system on this 
side o f the river. That was the 
opinion at education meetings. 
We used to try  to get g o o d  
men to apply here. Now we 
warn them o ff,”

The reason Perry  stays, be 
said, is that he has too much 
experience. The “ old ttaners”  
have to give \xp too many steps 
and top much pay to get an­
other system to hire them.

The one apparently happy 
teacher who spoke up during 
the Interviews was W i l l i a m  
DlYeso, Englltai. He was a 
practice teacher at MHS this 
year and took over a vacancy 
to finish the year.

PZC Proposes an Increase 
In Minimum Building Size

, New commercial zone regula­
tions which will Increase the 
ffilnlmum size of buildings and 
the set-back requirements were 
worked out by the Planning and 
Zoning Oommlssion last night.

The changes will be inepor- 
porated into a  revised set of 
commercal zone recjulrements to 
be presented to a  p ib llc  hearing 
July 7 at 8 p.m.vhi' the Town 
Hall. \

Also to be r e q u lr e ^ ^ l l  be 
buffer zones along bow-sides 
and the rear of coipmerdal 
buildings. Front Islands will be 
landscaped with low growing 
plants.

The, PZC worked with com- 
paritain regulations submitted' by 
request frc>m Buck and Buck. 
The comparisons gave the re­
quirements for Ellington, Avon 
a 'd  Farmington.

Aftefr studying the compari­
sons, \the PZC increased the 
minlntum size lot to 200 by 200 
feet dr 40,000 square feet, the 
same as Avon.

The minimum frontage or 
set-back of the building was 
changed from 78 feet from the 
center of the highway to 75 feet 
from the highway taking line, 
to provide more perking area 
in' front of the building. The 
28-foot side yard requirement 
was retained, falling between 
the requirements in Avon and 
Farmington, and considerably 
more then the 10 feet required 
In Ellington.

H ie  minimum building else 
was upped to 1,000 square feet 
from the present 600. The only 
other town In the oomparison 
study with a minimum size was 
Avon with 4,000 square feet. The 
■Ixe o f laUand’s population and 
marketing area was taken Into 
consideration by the PZC, 
which felt the 4,000 aquare feet 
would be prohibitive to devtiop- 
ers at this time.

TTie maximum building height

of three storlea waa retained, 
and no provislona for minimum 
parking spaces per square feet 
were included.

PZC member Samuel Einstein 
explained that the parking 
density needs of commercial 
ventures vary with the type of 
business, rather than the aquare 
footage ot a building.
. The PZC will meet again next 
Monday night at 8 In the Town 
Hall to approve the completed 
,i;egulatlons, prior to the public 
Clearing.

In other business, the PZC ap­
proved the payment of a $178 
b^l on account for Buck and 
Buck, noting this will leave a 
balance of about $26 in the bud­
get at the end o f the fiscal y ^ .

Announcing hla preference to 
remain In the capacity of an 
alternate, John Hardy explain­
ed he still had four years re­
maining to serve In his term. 
He declined to fill the vacancy 
created by form er secretary 
of the commiasion Gerry 
Lojftm.

The PZC then unanimously 
voted to recommend to the 
Board of Selectmen the appoint­
ment of Douglas Prior, a regis­
tered land surveyor, to the 
PZC.

Prior, who had written to the 
PZC offering hla services sev­
eral montha ago, met with the 
PZC last night. The selectmen 
are expected to act on tha ap­
pointment tonight. The term 
will expire in November of this 
year.

At the start of the meeting 
the PZC approved one of two 
alternate road layout plana for 
thea Tolland Manor subdivlaion 
off New Rd.

Everyone In the department 
realizes this but we can’t do 
anything about It. We have no 
other time but the summer. 
And the school board la un­
willing to pay for curriculum 
work anytime.”
Mrs. Beverly Bower, home 
economics, said her department 
suffers sharp budget cuts.

"F o r  the last 10 yeeua.”  Mrs. 
Bower said, "(he tood budget of 
our department has not been 
increased.

Early also said water leaks

WUUam Voders, industrial 
arts department chairman, said 
there U  on imused electrcmica 
lab at the high school. "The 
■hop Is worth thousands and is 
sitting Idle tor lack of a teach­
er. I t ’s been Idle tor years,”  
Voders aald.

“ Two months ago, we had a 
guy Intererted in the Job. He 
was exactly what we wanted. 
But we kept him waiting. He 
took another Job,”  he said.

WUUam Taylor, English, said 
he waa told by a  achoed < ^ c ia l 
that a contract was In the maU 
to him and would reacdi him 
weU before he came to MHS 
this March to  fill in for another 
teacher.

“ I  emme in March and rtUl 
had no contract,”  Taylor said. 
“ I  waa to see the offictai but 
he (Mulcted our appointment 
with an hour’s notice. The next 
day, a notice came out ot the 
superintendent’s office that 
teachers cannot see him during 
the day, even (hiring their free 
pertoda.

‘ iWfthout a ocMitroct, I  have 
no benefits and get Just the base 
pay. I  turned down another Job 
to come here. I  won’t oome 
back next year,”  Taylor said.

BaUestrlnl stepped In the 
lounge again. He saicL “ Eivery- 
one is lopMng for another Job. 
Many o f us are waiting for a  
certain (xmtract to cwme 
through.

“ We won’t feel any compunc­
tion about leaving. A fter aU, we 
dem’t  have a ccxitract. We could 
leave In September with full 
legal freedom.”

Verne Burnett, math, de­
scribed one of the few  actanlnds- 
trative decisions wMch pleases 
the teachers. I t  is the Teachers' 
Council' set up last fall by Dr. 
Hennigan to get through to the 
teachers on problems.

Burnett said ttie strength of 
complaints now at MHS signal 
“ the beginning o f the end.”

“ I f  the school stlU didn’t have 
so much potential, we wouldn’t 
be so crltlcml,”  he said.

“ TTie BEA got In too late' to 
do anythiflg about It,”  he said.

-There are 
throe buildings in town and 
music rc»m .”

Groethe Is the music depait- 
ment. He teariies in one of the 
two portahls classrooms park­
ed in back of the high schoed.

Lunch 
duty, easily the most dlsltked 
chore by teachers In aU tour 
area high schcmls, is taken care 
of by a teacher aide.

-The less than 26 students per 
average doss and tile total of 
428 students makes the school 
a dose-knit place. Macauley 
said. He said many of the 
teachers double as guidance 
counselors to the students be­
cause of this doeeneas.

It Is also Important for a Md 
to know that he should not try to 
develop one breaking ball too 
fast. It takses a long time to de- 
veiliop a breaJdng pitch. Further­
more, the breaking bail puta 
more of a strain on your aim  
thaji anything else.

Although 1 was throwing a 
sHder pitch when I was 14, I’d 
say a youngster should wait un­
til his Mgh school varsity year

before he starts fooling around 
with a breaking pitch.

I didn’t mature as a pitcher 
until I  got out o f Mgh school.

A pitcher’s strength varies 
fromi game to game. Some days 
the fast ball Is my best pitch 
end some days It’s the curve or 
slider. I can’t tell warming up 
In the buUpen what my best 
pitch Is going to be, but I  can 
tell once I get Into the first In- 
ndng.

Control should oome to a 
pitcher when he knows the im­
portance of being a pitcher and 
not a thrower.

If a youngster can get com- 
mand of one pitch, say a fast 
bMl, he’s off to a gixid start. He 
must' leam  to control Ms fast 
ball because all Ms pitches 
should be mode off the farttadl. 
And all pitches should bo 
thrown off the same delivery to 
prevent a batter from knowbig 
in advance what to expect.

PARIS — North Vietnam’s 
chief atrateglBt in Parle rejects 
In advance any compromtoe 
with the Saigon regim e for us­
ing a  mixed oommlaslon of 
Oommunlata and noii-Oommu- 
ntoto to organize a  special elec­
tion to decide South Vietnam’a 
political fate.

Slat opposlthm to any form  
of oompromtoe Involving the 
present government In Saigon— 
on which the Nixon administra­
tion haa pinned Ua inopee for a 
diplomatio aettiement o f the 
war—w as expressed by Hanoi 
PoUtburo m em ber Le Due Tho.

In an interview with the 
Waahdington Poet, Tlio equally 
ruled out any form  o f Interna­
tional aupervtoton or participa­
tion In an election test In South 
Vietnam. He abnUarly bniahed 
aside any prospect for  formal 
or tacit Bgreem eft to reduce 
the level o f fighting aa long aa 
the Iflxon administration trlee 
“ to proceed from  a poeltion o f 
strength’ ’ to  end the war.- 

The haraheft language was 
akned aX Prealdent Nixxm per­
sonally.

Mr- Nixon’s “ peraonallty’ ’

Surtax Vote Delayed 
Until After July 4

WASHINGTO N (AP) — The 
decision against a House ...vote 
today on President Nixon’s sur­
tax extension Mil has shat­
tered administration hopes tor 
an early, dram atic antl-lnfla- 
tlon ihove.

House leaders called o ff the 
crucial vote after head counts 
Showed 'the meaM re to contin­
ue the surtax post to June 80 
expiration date was likely to 
he defeated.

No new date was set for 
bringing the bill to the House. 
Dem ocratic Leader Carl Albert 
o f Oklahoma told reportera it 
will not be called up until af­
ter tte  July 4tt congressional 
lecess.

Meanwhile, em ergency legis­
lation will be proposed to con­
tinue Income tax wtthohkng at 
the present rate —Including the 
10 per cent siirciiarge —until 
Congress completes work on 
the extension measure.

The Nixon MU would extend 
the surtax at 10 per cent f o r  
rix months and at five per cent 
for a second six-month period, 
ending June SO, 1970. Other pro- 
cent Investment U x credit, pro- 
vtolons repeal the aeven per 
vide for a special low income 
allowance taking two million 
poor fam ilies o ff-th e  tax rolls, 
and give som e tax reUef to 
about 1$ mlllkm taxpayers.

JuMlant members o f t h e  
Dem ocratic Moo which h a s  
been fighting the MD in I t s  
present form  said' the House 
W ayo and Means Committee

LONDON (A P) — A coremer’s 
Inquest ruled today that enter­
tainer Judy Gariand’s  death In 
her Chelsea home Sunday was 
accidental following an “ Incau­
tious seU-overdosage”  of bar- 
Mturates.

The Inquest in a  courthouse 
near the houses ot Parllcunent 
was called to deteirmlne what 
happened to Miss Garland, 47, 
who had won 'worldwide aocledm 
but was dogged by divorces and 
suicide attempts.

Her fifth husband, form er 
New York discotheque owner 
M ickey Deans, said she occa^ 
Bionally took taMets (or sleep­
ing.

“ Judy always locked the bath­
room door,”  he told the court. 
“ She told me this habk went 
back to her MGM (M etio-Gold- 
wyn-Miayer) days when she 'was 
a little girl o f 11 atanding In a 
slip with men walking all round 
her and ahe felt self-conscioua.’ ’

Deane said Iftss Garland 
“ drank very little, os opposed to 
what people think.’ ’

“ She left a lot o f drink around 
the house but ahe sipped more 
than she drank,”  he said. “ She 
was not a drinker In the true 
sense."

Deane found his w ife’s body in 
their bathroom.

The verdict ruled out any sus­
picion o f suicide. Friends had 
said before the hearing that

lUsB Geriand bad been ex­
trem ely happy In London since 
her m arriage to Deans.

Coroner Q ailn  Thuraton said 
there was no queftlon of aiooh- 
oltom and he also ruled out any 
queetion that Mtos Garland had 
meant to take her own life. He 
said there was no sign c f  Mr- 
rhobia o f the liver.

Thurston said 4.9 milligram s 
of quinal barbltone was found In 
MLdo Garland’s  blood, an ex­
trem ely high tevft. He jm ld 
m edical evidence showed a 
clear pattern of a  person who 
had been habituated to barbitu­
rates over a very long period of 
time.

“ She had taken m ore barMtu- 
rate than the body could toler­
ate,’ ’ he said.

Deane, wearing a dark blue 
au'.t and tinted glasses, testified 
in hie real name of hOchael De 
yiiiko.

He toid Thuraton: ‘ ‘Judy and I 
met about three years ago. We 
married on M arch 16—about 
three months ago.

"Judy was weak, run down a 
bit, but otherwise happy.

He said ahe had been taking 
sleeping tablets since she was a 
child.

Raymond Johnson, 22, o f Al­
exandria, Va., told a newsman 
he ivac Instructed by a high- 
ranking Panther in Cuba to re­
port this feeling.

Johnson, who described him­
self ar. a lieutenant in the Black 
Panther movement and an air­
liner hijacker, said: “ The Pan­
thers have not been received in 
a revolutionary fashion. We 
have been condemned to  live in 
Cuba.”

they could not organize their 
party In Chiba.

' "These imprisonments amount 
to more than just being con­
fined tor a period of Investi­
gation,”  Johnson said.

Dead ttoh began appearing 
last week along a 12-mile sec­
tion of the Rhine between Bin­
gen and St. Qoarshausen In the 
W eft German state of Rhlne- 
land’PaloUnato.

By Tuesday, milUons o f dead 
fish had been found along the 
186-mlle otretch of the river that 
runs north from  Bingen to Am­
sterdam.

Am fterdam  officials cut off 
water from  the Rhine, which 
norm ally supplies half o f the 
city ’s needs, and began using 
em ergency reaervoirs.

W eft German authorities or­
dered waterworks along the riv­
er “ to make oontinuoui tteck a 
for poaftble poison" and to he 
prepared to shut off Rhine wa­
ter that goes to 3.5 miiHm.
