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Finch Quits Knowles Fight 
. In AMA, Dirksen Stress

Present Tax 
Rates Carry 

Through July
WASHINOTON (AP) — Oon- 

graas oompletad action today on 
an emergency bill to continue 
through July present tax with­
holding rates pending a decision 
on extending the 10 per cent in­
come surtax.

The House sent the measure 
to the President by voice vote. 
The Senate paased It Wednea- 
day.

Siqpporten of the withholding 
extenaion emphaaised that the 
bill did not commit anyone to 
support the surtax continuance.

"This Is a matter of house- 
Ideeplng,”  said Cnialrmon Wil­
liam M. Oedmer, D-Mlas., of the 
Rules Committee. Without It, 
Ocflmer added, there would be 
"a  lot of oonfualon”  later If the 
surtax waa continued but with­
holding had ceased.

The surtax, imposed last 
year, expires at midnight next 
Monday. LeglalaUon to extend It 
is penUng but has not been act­
ed on by either branch o f Con- 
gresa. The House has scheduled 
4 vote on the oontroveralal pro­
posal for next Monday.

Without the withholding exten­
aion, the govemmeift and em­
ployers would have to stop with­
holding at present rates starting 
next Tuesday, and then change 
the sirstem later If the surtax 
was continued.

Should the surtax be allowed 
to die. ipoet taxpayers would get 
a refund of the money withheld.

Meanwhile, Rep. Richard Ful­
ton, D-Tenn., a member of the 
tax-writing Ways and Means 
Ctommlttee, served notice he 
would vote against an extension 
of the siurtax.

The temporary bill drew 
much less opposlUon in Con­
gress than original proposals to 
extend the surtax through Dec. 
81, then out it by half through 
the first half o f next year, as 
Pnsldent Nixon asked.

Democratic House leaders de­
cided on Monday they didn’t 
have the votes to grant Nixon’s 
request.

’The next day, the Senate 
paased the temporary measure 
and House Republican Mlnoritjr 
Leader (Jerald R. Ford said sd- 
ter a OOP caucus that he count­
ed an additional 80 Republican 
votes—or 170.

’There are 188 Republicans In 
the House.

Armstrong Elected 
To Be First On Moon

Dempsey Vetoes 
Law on Helmets
HARTFORD, Ooim. (AP) — 

After all tha« argument over a 
bill requiring^ miotorcycUsta to 
wiear hornets, dov. John Demp­
sey has vetoed the meaMre.

The bill was amerded In a 
surprise Vote in the House dur­
ing the regular session after 
Rep. Rufus Rose, R-Water(ord, 
a 66-year-old motorcycling en­
thusiast convinced his c<d- 

> leagues that the wearing of hel­
mets was actually dangerous 
in some traffic oondRlans.

But tha Senate knocked out the 
House amendment that would 
hove required cycUets only to 
have helmets with them on their 
btkea.

Then the Houoe changed its 
mtod and pacaed the mandatory 
bill after bearing that the federal 
government would withhold 
highway funds from Connecti­
cut If the requirement were not 
enacted.

The governor echoed Rose’s 
aigiunents to his veto message 
Thmeday to the secretary ot the 
state.

"In setne jnstanoen, at least, 
the wealing of a  taeimet can K- 
oelt be a detarrent to highway 
safety by UmiUng the vWon and 
heOrtog of motorcycle operaton 
and coo sequBOtly reducing their

SPACE CENTER, Houston 
(AP) — Nell A. Armstrong used 
his "commander’s prerogative" 
to become the first man on the 
moon,. a former space agency. 
official aaya. But other officials 
say no firm plan ever was made 
to have anyone else make the 
first footprints on the moon.

Paul Haney, former public 
affairs officer at ttae Manned 
Spacecraft Center, said Thurs­
day that (or almost three years 
the lunar module pilot, not the 
commander, had been sched­
uled to be first on the moon, 
"regardless of personalities."

Asked if he thought Arqi- 
strong pulled rank to become 
the first on the moon, Haney 
said:

"It shouldn’t be that he pullied 
rank, but I think he waa not un­
aware o f the importance of the 
first man who stepped onto the 
moon and looked at It very care­
fully and <((eclded that perhaps It 
should be the commander’s pre­
rogative.’ ’

George M. Low, Apollo pro­
gram manager, said that the se­
lection of Armstrong as the first 
man represents no change, al­
though preliminary studies had 
been made wtth the lunar mod­
ule pilot as the fiiat man on the 
moon.

"The only firm plan ever 
made was the one we’re going 
to go with," said Low. He said it 
is booed on rehearsals of the 
moon surface acUvttlea and on 
the recommendation of flight 
crew training officials.

Present plans call for Arm­
strong and Biduard B. Aldrin Jr. 
to land tbe Apollo 11 Itinar mod­
ule on the moon July 20. In ttae 
early boun of July 21, Arm­
strong Is to walk down a ladder 
to the moon’s surface. He la to 
be followed 27 minutes later by 
Aldrin.

It was after the Apollo 11 
crew of Armstrong, aclvUlan, 
as commander. Air Force Ck>l. 
Aldrin as lunar module pilot and 
Air Force LL Col. Michael Ckd- 
11ns as command module pilot 
was named that the change was 
made, Haney said.

Aldrin even practiced the ma­
neuvers planned for the first 
nmn on the moon, Haney said.

It was decided In mid-April, 
Hsuiey said, that Armstrong and 
not Aldrin would be the first 
man to walk on another celes­
tial body.

Under terms of the original 
corAiact under which Gorjeial 
Dyramics Oirp. built the plane, 
Glasser said, the government 
will pay about 76 per cent of the 
modification coots and General 
Dynamics the remainder.'

Army Decides

P oison  Gas
WASHING’rON (AP) — The 

Pentagon sold Friday the Army 
will bum 12,643 tons of poison­
ous mustard gas at U.S. mili­
tary inrtallaiiKma aa recom­
mended by the National Acade­
my of Sciences last week.

Burning was proposed by the 
scientific group which suggested 
alternatives to the Army’s  con­
troversial plan to dump 27,000 
'tons of obsolete chemical muni­
tions, among them tbe mustard 
gas, into the Atlantic Ocean.

'The Army said It has not de­
rided where all of the mustard 
liquid, contained In one-ton ateel 
containers, will be burned but 
mort of the inrinemtlon is ex- 
F>bcted to be handled by the 
Rooky Mountain araenal In Col­
orado.

The mustard liquid, contained 
in one-ton steel cylinders, is cur­
rently stoned at Army facilities 
at Rocky Mburteln; Anniston, 
Ala.; Edge wood, Md.; Pine 
Bluff, Ark.; and TV)rie, Utah.

WASHING’rON (AP) — De 
velopmient of an important new 
Army rifle that has already oost 
820 million over the last seven 
years has been set back for up 
to a  year and a half because of 
eff.glneering deflclenolea.

Dr. John S. Foater, Pentagon 
research and engineering direc­
tor, told Congress earlier this 
month the rifle has been de­
layed "because of engineering  
deficiencies uncovered in test­
ing."

The proposed revriutionary 
rifle would fire deadly steel 
darts.

Five different problems have 
benet the rifle, called a S p^ al 
Purpoce Individual Weapons, 
according to the Army, Involv- 
irg unreliable functioning, parts 
life, noise level, muzzle flash 
and lack of a  sotUdactory tracer 
oartrlldge.

The Army said it hopes to get 
the deficiencies corrected within 
the next 12 to 18 months.

The dukedom waa created by 
King Riidiard I  in 1997. Since 
1683, holders at the title have 
automatically become E aii 
Marshal o f England, or royal 
organiser. The pay has re  ̂
mined the same gyer the cen­
turies—20 pounds a year. That 
was worth something In the 10th 
century. Now it's the equivalent 
o f $68.

It's  the honor of tho Job that 
appeals to the duke.

" It  would be a tragedy U  pa­
geantry were to 'vanirii from 
this island,”  he says. “ Ihere'B 
'very Uttle of It left In the world, 
and It produces a great re- 
eponse from the public, whether 
the occasion Is Joyous or sad."

The duke Is Britain’s leading 
Roman ChthoUc layman, but he 
has never allowed Ms religion to 
become a handicap in organis­
ing state ceremonies InvM-vlng 
the rites at the AngUcan 
Church.

In 1937 he married Lavlnla 
ifcuy Strutt, a Protestant. They 
lurve four daughters. The lack 
of a male heir means that the 
ancient title w ill die with the 
thike.

Not Resolutions, But Men Of
By a vote of 70 to 16 the United States 

HawnhB on Wetbwedagr formally adopted 
a ranoltiUan aanertbur that Oonerreea must 
bav» a role In the future eotabUBment 
of any binding “national commitment”  
of tnnpi ir* flnannlai msoumB to toreltin 
ootattrtan.

Ttae text of the Senate w o luUon rauM 
aa foHowa:

“ Wberean aooimbe definition of the 
term ‘national oommttment' in necent 
ycnib baa become obacured: Now, there­
fore, be it

"Resolved, that a national commit­
ment for the purpose of this resolution 
means the uae of the armed forces on 
foreign territory, or a promise to assist 
a foreign country, government or peo­
ple by the use of the armed forces or 
financial resources of the United States, 
either immediately or upon the hap­
pening of certain event, and

"That it is the sense of the Senate that 
a national commitment by the United 
Sbatea resuHs only from afflmnioUve 
action taken by the legMative and ex­
ecutive branches of the United States 
Ooverament by nwem of a treaty, eta- 
tute, or ooncuRcnt resolution of both 
bousea of Oongrefs spacHfcwlly provid­
ing for such oommltment."

One thing this neaolutiion doea is give 
notice and warning to whoever Is in the 
White House, from now on, that the 
members o.* the Senate want to be oon- 
auited before they, and Americans in 
uniform, are ordered into war by mere 
White House executive decision or by 
some marching oixler from Che Oom- 
mandeisin-CHef.

It la a gxxxi thing to have this resolu­
tion, and the notice it glvee, m exist­
ence. Such peeifB as we hawe nad into 
White House dedsioning in recent years 
— the intervention in Guatemala, the 
planning for (he Bay of Piga, the Cuban 
missile crisis, the acceptance of a war 
In Vietnam, the intervention in the Do­
minican Republic, all stvyw the fate of 
this natioL-i and of other nations often 
being decided behind dosed doors, aome- 
tlmes on the basis of narrow division 
between ach'isers who hold no elective 
office, with OongreK and the people be­
ing notified later thet they are in on 
the coat aixi the tragedy Imnolved, but 
not in on the deedaion itself.

But, if we think it sound to have such 
a formal check on the war-making 
power of the President, a check which 
may take him part way back toward 
the original Constitutional idea that it 
was Oongn-as, after aU, which had to 
declare war, it should also be un­
derstood that it is actually tiie past 
record of the Congress itoelf, rather than 
that of any President, which lias been 
chiefly responalbie tor the pious adoption 
of this Senate Resoiutian.

In a way this Resolution Is a rebuke 
to the Senate itself. Indeed, atpne of the 

. \ ety  men who pudned it through the 
Senate acknowledge the Resolution Is 

^really their way of rebuking themsetvee 
the way, back in August of 1964, 

they themselves abdlxsited their own 
respeatsibility and Inflated the war-mak­
ing power of the President by adopt­
ing the Gulf of Tonkin Reecriution with­
out paying very much attention either 
to what had actually happened in the 
Gulf of Tonkin or to what unlimited 
actions they themBelves, by accepting 
heedlessly Uic White House language of 
the Resolution, were authorizing the 
President to engage in and commit this 
nation to.

Oonoeivably it could be argued that a 
President of good oonadcnce would not 
con Ms own Senate into writing him a 
blank check on the basis of oontroversiai 
reports of a naval incident, and that, to 
guard against rerpetitloei o f such Pres­
idential conduct, the present SencUe Re- 
solutton needed to be adopted.

But it could also be argued that If 
the Senate had had, in 1964, a mere 
handful of men alert enough to be sus- 
ptetous and oourageous enough to stand 
against the oonsensua ronnuntum of the 
day, the Gulf of TonUn Rasolution would 
never have been adopted, the Senate 
never have authortaed a  war it never 
intended, and the Johnson Administra­
tion nevsr bavn been handed what it

oonstmed to he authority to aend half 
a milUon men to VlelMun.

The Talented Ones

Hoover, King And RFK
To the best of my knowIedKC and be­

lief. Robert F. Kennedy did authorize 
the FBI’s wiretapping on Martin Luther 
King. It was not a decision that he 
viewed in retrospect with any pride. 
That is one reason why the current FBI 
effort to dociunent Kennedy’s involve­
ment in the case has a quality of post­
humous obscenity.

FPr the issue obscured by these self- 
serving end belated FBI exercises in 
revelation Is whether this outrageous in­
trusion was Kennedy’s idea or whether 
it was a response to the kind of data that 
J. Edgar Hoover has inflicted on innu- 
mei:able Attorneys General In pressing 
for the sanction he obtained from Ken­
nedy.

This is no simplistic apologia for RFK. 
I should like to believe that he would 
have responded differently if the issue 
had been presented to him later in his 
life. But this chnnot he prorvod. What I 
do know —on the basis of personal con­
versation —Is that he had a deepeiring 
concern about the FBI director’s role 
during h's final years on earth and that 
he would almost certainly have ar­
ranged tor Hoover’s retirement if he had 
achieved the Presidency.

WHat is int<4erably sickening about the 
present succession of official and unof­
ficial releoEes from Mr. Hoover’s office 
Is that they aeem.designed to stain the 
lives of both Dr. King and Bob Kennedy.

It is understandable that Mr. Hoover 
should feel a certain Indignation about 
published reports that he acted on his 
own, and therefor© lawlessly, in jirder- 
Ing the airveillance on Dr. King.

So let us grant him the point that he 
beguiled Robert Kennedy —aa he had 
so many ether occupants of the some 
office -;-lnto ratifying a dreary snoop­
ing exercise.

It is the unhappy history of the Jus­
tice Dept, that Hoover has for so long 
exerted this kind of continuous political 
blackmail. In this Instance he communi­
cated to Kennedy the view that Klrg 
was In contact with certain strapect char­
acters; if Kennedy ignored the wamlrg 
and King proved to be a bomb-thrower 
(rather than a victim), the FBI's skilled 
public relations apparatus would have 
quickly whispered the word to the Wash­
ington press corps that the Attorney Gen­
eral had capriciously rejected. Hoover's 
plea tor continuing security of this dan­
gerous man.

In fact what Hoover "got" on King 
was that he had a playful quality in his 
life, and that the civil rights movement 
did not always ob»y the codes of private 
Puritanism. Certainly it was also true 
that he met with ma”y varieties of po­
litical men, some of them w'th FBI dos- 
riers, but his essential integrity and po- 
lltlcaJ independence were never serious­
ly challenged. Only the crude format of 
"raw " FBI material could have ren­
dered him guilty by association.

Painful as some of the irrelevant de­
tails may be. it Is time that the full 
story be unfolded. This, I believe, Is 
wdiat both Dr. King and Robert Kennedy 
would have wanted in the light of the 
FBI’s current re'ease of selective infor­
mation and of the apparent expansion 
of wlretapjjirg under the regime of At­
torney General Mitchell.

The question Is not whether Martin 
Luther King was a personal saint, or 
whether Kannedv shou’d have asked 
many more questions before letting Hoo­
ver run wild. It is whether the FBI 
should be allowed and encouraged to 
collect random information about pub­
lic men that can eventually become 
weapons of blackmail.

When J. Edgar Hoover branded Dr. 
King “ the most notorious liar In th e  
countiy" —after King had assailed the 
FBI's Inggard actlvltv in civil rights 
eases—King could not fight back effec- 
tive’y because h<» knew that some as­
pects of his personal life had been mon­
itored bv Hoover’s men. This was po­
litical terrorism of the vUest sort. Now 
rtnee Mr. Hoover has chosen to perpet­
uate the battle —against both King and 
Kennedy —because of hU senslUvity to 
journalistic criUcism. it Is time the whole 
story was aired before a Oongressionai 
tribunal. The two dead men cannot be 
injured by such an inquest; many living 
men may be spared injusUoe and in­
dignity at the hands of an organization 
that too long ago became a state within 
a Mate.

ATHENS—The true nature of 
the Greek military dictatorship 
Is revealed in the fate of Maj. 
Gen. George E. Kbumanakos, 
who gained international re­
known fighting Communists on 
the field of battle arid Is now 
completing his 17th month of 
imprisonment by the ootonels 
who claim they have saved 
Greece from Communism.

The Koumanakos case Is an­
other example, dismally fre- 
quent in this generation, ^  Kaf­
ka come to life. No formal 
charge Is pending, no trial is 
scheduled, no fixed Umit has 
been put on Ms captlvtty. Un­
derlining the Kafakesque touch, 
Koumanakos held keep scrup­
ulously free of political connec­
tions—unlike many feUow Greek 
officers.

Why then Is he imprisoned? 
For precailtlonary reasons. 
Koumanakos, a living legend 
in the Korean war as the fear­
less commander Qt the Hellenic 
Expeditionary Ftorces, is a pa­
triot who some day conceivably 
might oppose the present ty­
rants. 'nius, the junta took no 
chances with a potential rebel.

Koumanakos is one ot many. 
The distinguished Admiral Ath- 
anaslo.s Spanides, 66, is begin­
ning his 14th consecutive month 
of detention in a Greek village. 
A brigadier, one of the army’s 
most daring officers, is In poor 
health after suffering head in­
juries (supposedly in a diving 
accident) while in captivity. A 
highly respected retired major 
general who responded to Ms 
recent early morning arrest by 
slapping the face of the arrest­
ing ^ ficer was beaten bloody by 
security troops.

But the case of Koumanakos 
is perhaps closest to Kafka lie- 
cause of Ms valorous and wholly 
non-political career. As a youth 
in World War II, Koumanakos 
won a battlefield commission 
and later escaped the Nazi, oc­
cupation to join Free Greek 
bombing squadrons. He was in 
combat against the Communists 
throughout the bloody Greek 
civil war of 1947-49, winning 
special commendation from Lt. 
Gen. James Van Fleet as the 
conqueror of Mount ClefUs.

But Koumanakos's greatest 
fame as a soldier came in the 
moimtains of Korea in exploits 
that inspired his U.S. comrades. 
In an official report of March 
25, 1953, Koumanakos's Ameri­
can superior officer, Ool. R. E. 
Akers Jr., s^d :

'The Greeks are truly fierce 
soldiers . . . yet all their in­
dividual courage and resolu­
tion is best symbolized in their 
commander, Lt. Ool. Koumana­
kos. He has constructed for 
himself an outlook . . .wMch is 
Mgher and nearer the enemy 
than any other post of a sen­
ior commander tn Korea. Col. 
Koumanakos is my eagle. He 
goes to Ms battle position high 
above his soldiers each evening 
. . . CM. Koumanakos would 
welcome a Communist cuUack.”

ACtef winning the U.S. Silver 
Star and Legion of Merit, Kou- 
manakoe commanded the Greek 
military detachment on Cyprus 
in the 1960 crisis, headed gen­
eral staff operations in 1964-65, 
and then retired. So clrcumapect 
was he about keeping out of 
politics that be pui^xwely went 
abroad in the spring of 1067 to 
avoid the national election cam­
paign that was canceled by the 
cMonels* coup of April 27, 1667.

Assuming that he had nothing 
to fear from anti-Oommunist 
fellow officers, Koumanakos re­
turned to Greece May 17. Seven 
days later he was arrested at 
his home without charge. The 
general was held for five months 
at the poUoe station, then trans­
ferred to a small, damp prison 
cell for common criminals 
where he suffered a heart at­
tack three days later.' After a 
week In the prison ho^)ital, 
Koumanakos was released In a 
Christmas amnesty. The charge.

made five monitihs after Ms ar­
rest and never substantiated, 
was a misdemeanor: “ Calunuil- 
ating another in 1963."

Koumanakos lived quietly 
after his reteoae, still refrain­
ing from pMitlcs. NeverthMees, 
he was pulled from Ms bed last 
Aug. 13 end rearrested toUawing 
the assassination a t t e m p t  
against CM. George PapeJdopou- 
los, the prime minister. Charged 
only with being "dangerous for 
his country’s security,”  Kou­
manakos has spent nine months 
in closely-guarded exile in three 
villages.

He Is now at Deskatl in north­
ern Thessaly, sometimes con­
fined for days to Ms room in 
a peasant house. He is forbid­
den to talk to afficera or for- 
eigners end the local gendar- 
mierie warns the 'villagers not 
to talk to the general. He Is 
given a private soldiers pay of 
17 drachmae (about 60 cents) a 
day for food and shelter.

CM. Nicholas Miakerezas, a 
key member of the junta who 
served under Koumanakos 
against the Conununist guerrl- 
las, has piivaltMy expressed 
Miock at his imprisonment but 
has done nothing about it. 'When 
Koumanakos’s wife appealed to 
the U.S. Emibassy, she was in­
formed by a high-ranking diplo­
mat that this was not an Ameri­
can concern. Koumanakos has 
refused to write his old Ameri­
can comrades-in-erms becarse 
he does not want to criticize 
Greek officers to foreigners.

Those sentiments reveal an of­
ficer of the Md achoM, wMch 
may be why the colonels have 
imprisoned him. But the pre­
cautionary detention is produc­
ing one side effect. Gen. Kou- 
manaikos’ friends and family 
tor a generation have viewed 
the Communists as their blood 
enemies, but now see their real 
foes as the oMonels reigning in 
Athens. The profound implica­
tions of that change in outlook 
are yet to be fMt.

To the Editor,

I am dismayed by two events, 
among others, which occurred 
during the pertt session of the 
General Assembly.

First, a proposal was made 
that could have reduced car 
insurance rates (No-fiault Insur­
ance Plan). It died in a Sen­
ate committee dominaited by 
lawyers, the very people who 
might be adversly affected fi­
nancially by the passage of this 
biU.

This was an obvious conflict 
of interest and could have been 
avoided if the General Assem­
bly had developed guidelines re­
gulating such matters. Rules of 
conduct are important and 
should be mandatory. Instead 
of action, a code of ethics is to 
be "studied”  and taken up In 
the 1971 session.

Second, It was proposed that 
the question of a state-wide lot­
tery be decided by referendum

during the 1970 gonecal elec­
tion. Ra passage would have en­
abled the people to decide whe­
ther or not to have a teate- 
wlde lottery. Yet tile Senate de­
cided that (he people didn’t 
really want a lottery, sad 'voted 
to kill the purpooed neferen- 
dum.

The above mentioned facte 
seem to Imply two pMnte; one, 
the Asaemhly feels that oon- 
tUcts of interest don’t exlat and 
a code ot eUilcs le not needed; 
two, the Assembly feela tt’a 
not up to the people to decide 
how the state aiDtains revenuee 
since the people are given lip 
servloe only during election 
time. The actions of -the Aaenm- 
bly preMude any other conclu- 
sions. They claim to act In the 
Interests of the people, but to 
use an effective cliche, their 
actions speak louder titan their 
words.

CAPE KENNEDY, Fla. (AP ) 
— A 14-pound pigtail monkey 
named Bonny ia to rocket into 
orbit tonight to start the longest 
space flight ever taken by a liv­
ing creature.

Scientists hope the “ astro- 
monk" wilt help set guidelines 
for future manned missions in 
space stations and planetary 
voyages that could last months 
or years.

Bonny, a 3-year-old male from 
the Jungles of Thailand, is to 
ride Into space atop a Delta 
rocket at 11:10 p.m. EDT. He is 
to orbit for 30 days, strapped In 
a couch in his flying bio'logical 
laboratory.

His arms will be free to push 
bu'.tons in two behavioral tests 
designed to determine if his 
memory capacity deteriorates 
after long exposure to the space 
environment, primarily In 
weightlessness. He will receive 
food pellets as a reward for 
good performance.

Delicate Instruments Implant­
ed in the brain, heart and other 
vital body areas will radio data 
continuously to earth. Extensive 
post-flight study wilt be made 
after the primate capsule para­
chutes back to earth at comple­
tion of the mission.

In another Cape Kennedy 
area, the countdown rehearsal

continued for the Apollo 11 
moon landing flight. The seven- 
day test is to end next Thursday 
with astronauts NeU A. Arm­
strong, Edwin E. Aldrln Jr. and 
Michael CoUlns climbing Into 
their spaceship atop toe Saturn 
5 rocket for a mock blastoff.

A successful test would clear 
the way for the planned July 16 
lift-off.

The three astronauts worked 
in spaceship trainers here Fri­
day and then flew elsewhere for 
specialized training today.
