Left-Handed Praise For Sparrow

It should not go unnoticed that the Con
necticut Agricultural Experiment Bta.
tion down at New Haven included in its
recent discussion of the small white
moth infestation an incidental compli-
memt - one long overduwe In  our
opirdon — to the most maligned of all
birda.

As for the moths in question, they are
identifled an “ennomos subsignarius’’ or
by soms common nhame, mich as ‘‘slm
apan worm'' or “'snow white linden loop-

er,” according to the particular tres

whose follage thedr Marvae happen to be
nttacking,

There have been previous . outbrenks
of the mow white linden loopers back
In 1935, in 1008 and most geriously of all
in the last century, between the yeare
1857 to 1880,

The subsequent decline and the pres-

ent general control of the lnden looper
is attributed, according to the Hxperi-
ment Btation, “to the work. of the Eng-
lish sparrow, which waas Introduced to
destroy Mnden looper larvie und thoee
of cankerworms in New York state, The
English sperrow,' the Experiment Bta-
ton “continues, “itself then became o
major nuisance in cities and on farms.
As horwes disappeared from e citiow,
the HEnglish eparrow population fell
sharply. A two-car garmage offared little
food, compared with g stable.'

Thus the compliment, a Mttle left-hand-
ed, to the English sparrow, and to the
efficlent way in which, for the betler
part of a century, it has kept our wood-
Junds free from defoliation by lha white
mothe.

But while left-handed complimentn are
in order, there are a fow otherm that
ought to be extended. The English spar-
row ls friendly and neighborly, and keepa
& house closest company season In and
season out, When & number of English
spaxrown  do their otherwise undin-
tinguished chirping and cheeping togeth-
or, thare & a ocortain orchestra offoct
which la almost musical. And they are
one bird which submits to identification
caslly. Anything that Jooks lke a
mongrel you can cnll an Englioh mpar-
row, und gel away with . Anybody
who thinks the English. sparrow is noth-
Ing more than & nuisanoe in just mak-

ar, that's all.

A bomb will be exploded at 8
p.m. signaling to town residents
that the fireworks display will
go on. The weather, nccording
to our reports, is expected to
cooperate, with a less than 20
per cent chance of rain now
predicted.

When the bomb goes off, it
will signal the end of 16 years
of Amenrican Legion fireworks
displays at the ML ‘Nebo site.
The displays once were held
in “the old golf lots, - or Me-
morial Field"; either way you
remember it It's where Man.
chester High School is today,
Fireworks watchers would sit on
ons hill and view the display
which was set off on a second
hill

In 1853, the display itself was
moved to Mt. Nebo, but view-
ers watched from Charter Oak
Field, below, Later, the view-
ers were allowed to come up on
the mountaln.

Reports were that last year
was to be the final year of the
displays, at Nebo, because Rt
6 construction was going to
make minceméat of the site, but
that hasn't ccourred yet and the
fireworks, which have been a
tradition in Marichester for at
lenst 40 years, will be ' geén
probably for the last time at
Mt. Nebo tomorrow.

The American Legion, spon.
sor of the event for many years,
sald o totad of $1,227 in contriby-
tons has been collected so far.

Police Want Parity Clause
In Fire Contract Dropped

The Manchester Police Union

(Local 1488 of. the Commecticut
Council of Police Unjions) - has
gone on public record as totally
opposed to any comunitments
for granting firemen parity with
police salaries,

In & letter to Town Manager
Robert Welss, with a copy to
the Board of Directors, the
Police Local states that ‘‘there
Is & substantial variance in the
functions, ‘personnel and pay-
chological behavior’” maintain-
ed by law enforcement officers,
when compared to those of fire-
men.

The Police Local ocontends
that the firemen’s parity clause
is an obstacle 'to the recruit-
ment, rotention and morale of
the Police Department."”

The letter urges Welss “to re-
frain from any parity comanit-
ments or renewal with the Man-
chester Firefighters’ Union."

Welss Is In the process of
negotiating & new contract with
the Firefighters' Union, to be
retroactive to July 1. The nego-
tiations will not effect wages
for 1069-70, because equal pay
acales already have been
granted policemen and firemen.

The parity clause appears in
the agreement signed with the
Firefighters' Local in the apring
of 1068, It was signed by Weles
and was approved by the Board
of Directors,

After listing the working con-
ditions and the pay schedules
for all firefighters, the final
sentence of the agreement
reads, "It Is the intent of this
agreement to madntain parity
between police and fire salar-
u.'l

Welas sald today that he can-
not determine at this time how
the letter from the Police Lo-
cal will effect his negotiations
with the firemen.

He sald that one item: under
negotintion s tho work-week for

firemen. They now ere on o
48-hour week, They are asking
for a 42-hour work week,

The full text of the letter
from the Pollce Local, signed
by Eric Dam, itx secretary-
treasurer, follows:

“Generally, the law enforce.
ment officers of this community
have met their difficult respon-
sibilitiea with commaendable
zeal, determination and devo-
tion Yo duty. However, there are
areas which tend to become ob-
stacles to the recruitment, re-
tention and morale of the Po-
lice Department,

‘One of which is that of par-
Ity with the Fire Department.
There 18 4 substantial variance
in the functions, personnel and
paychological behavior which
must be maintained by the law
enforcement  officers of this
community and that of the fire-
men.

“On May 15, 1989, the OCon-
necticut Councll of Police Un-
lonns, at its convention in Hart-
ford, went on record as belng

negotiated contract with policé
or fire unions. In addition, the
President’s Commission on Law
Enforcement and Administra-
tion of Justice ls also on record
as being opposed to parity be-
fween the two services. Mnany
further remsons can be statsd
gand substantisted, but will not
be #so done at this timoe.

“‘Manchester Police Local 14086
of the Connecticut Council of
Pollice Unions does herecby go
on public record as being in
total opposition to any . parity
clause between this Depart-
ment and that of the Manches-
ter firemen.

‘““Therefore, we strongly urge
you to refrain from any parity
‘commitment or renewal with
the Manchester Firefighters Un-
ton."”
