The performer or the conduc-
tor is the only one who can
bring a composition to life, oth-
erwise It will remain unheard.
He brings it to life by Infuning
It with his own experience of
Hfe, neceasarily differing from
that of the composer,

Merely observing the notes
and expression marks doesn't
bring munic o life; it embalms
it for n museum. What makes
Lennie Bernstein popular i that
he manages to breathe life Into
music. Unfortunately his Iife
has had Mitle In common with
most of the composers he Inter-
prely, nor has he studied them
Intensively, As a reault, his in-
terpretations carry little artls-
tie  conviction, though they
carry all sorts of conviction ns
to his own personality.

Or later try to drop the jack
of diamonds, or bring about
some sort of obscure squeeze
play for the slam?

Odds Favor Finesse

Mathematically, the odds told
Bouth to finesse. The odds were
against “dropping the queen of
spades or the jack of diamonds.
There was, In theory, an even
chance for the (finesse in
spades. .

But West happened to be one
of the best players in the coun-
try, and a good player doesn't
lead away from a queen against
six notrump. He tries to make
an opening lead that won't give
declarer a trick that he ocouldn't
get by his own efforts,

Hence, no matter what
mathematics sald, psychology
spoke with a stronger volce.
West couldn't possibly hold the
queen of spades; so South put
up dummy’'s ace and dropped
the queen.

The two jidges who gave the majority
decision In the United Btates Court of
Appeals found that all four of the de-
fendants charged with oconsplring to
counsel evasion of the draft were en
gaged In n mixture of legality and llle-
gality, under the protection of the Firat
Amendment when they merely talked
and signed petitions, outalde that pro-
tectionn which they Indulged in certain
degrees of oction In support in the senti-
ment thoy had declared and signed.

On this busls, measuring and consider-
ing the nuances in the behavior of the
four, two of the four, Dr. Benjamin 8pock
and Harvard graduate student Michael
Ferber, recelved complete nequittal
from the Ccurt of Appeals.

The other two, the Rev, Willlam Sloane
Coffin, chaplain of Yale Univeruty, and
Mitohell Goodman n teacher, Yad now
trinle orderca for them, with the com-
ment that proper conduct of the first
trind could have found them guilly be-
yond the reversil handed down for Spock
and Ferber, In thejr cases, only tech-
nical error In the first trial caused the

Appeanls court to upset the result of that
trial.

The third judge, who dissented In that
ho believed all four defendants should
have been found innocent under the pro-
tection of tha Flret Amendment, did not
nccord much respect to the logic of the
court majority, which ncquitted only two.

“In my view,"” wrote Judge Frank M.
Coffin of the decision of Chlef Judge
Balley Aldrich and Judge Hdward M.
McEntee, "the court's ncquittal of Spock,
and Ferber is the product of Its own

genorosity rather than' the inevitable re
sult of its own rationale.'

Anyway, by a relatively thin margin
of logie, or generosity, or something, the
Judielnl rerull now stands that although
Dr. Spock and Mr. Coffin were leaders
and mombers of the same movement,
doing roughly the same things and seek-
ing roughly the same objeclives, one
standa acquitted and innocent, while the

other has been remanded to new trinl
with the Intimation that he can rather

enally be found gullty,

This would scem "un uneasy and un-
sallsfpctory  outcome for just about
everybody  concerned, the government,
the defendants, and anybody wiw thisiks
that ono big help toward respect for law
and order would be clear determina-
Uona of what law enys and means.

Meanwhile, one of the Interesting side-
Bights of the new declsion is Its revela-
tion of tho curious nature of the defense
counsel for Mr. Coffin offered in re-
sponse to the government charge that
he had helped turn In draft cards to the
Attorney General at Wishington.

What Mr, Coffin's lnwyerw, spparent.
ly with his consent wnd approval, offered
the: original court wus the thoory that
Mr, Coffin, when he turned In these
draft cards, was performing the legal
and dutiful function of a ofitlsen In mak-
ing ''dellvery to the law of evidence of
a4 crime.”

In other words, the legnl argument got
o be that Mr. Coffin, instead of sym.
pathizing ard conspiring with those who
tumed In their draft cards at his own
urging. had been reporting their erimt.
mal acts to the govemnment, dnd pro-
viding the evidence.

Although Mr, Coffin apparently had
not rejected this deferwe when It was
‘made in his behalf at the origindl tria),
the Appewls Court majority did him the

fattering courtesy of rejecting it for him,
It refused to belleve that was what Coffin

was really doing, ““We do not,” sald the

majority judges, "think of Coffin an one
to run with the bare and hold with the
hounds.'’

Having thus restored ‘his homor, the
Judges wont on to relmpose, in their own
finding at least, his conviction. “In any
event,'' they smald, ''he was not entitled
to an acquhtll." s

0

It is hard to mee why, {f he were not
entitlad to an acquittal, Dr. Spock could
be, or why, ¥ Dr, Spock could be found
innocant, ‘Mr. Coffin must not be found
innocent too.

‘But the courts cannot be faulted for
all the confusion and contradiction in the
lssue, At thy start, It seemed to most
ohservers thal Dr, Spock and Mr. Coffin
ought to welcome conviction and punish-

. ment, like all sincers revolutionists who

bet out to break a law because they be-
Meve (n some higher principle. They con-
fused the!r crusade by reaching for prag-
matic and opportunistic legal defenses,
and the courts have handed the crusade
back to them still confused, and more
bedraggled than ever. They have to be
conoeded thelr courage for daring as
much unconformity as they did. Perhape
it Is undemvtandable that they never did
Eet themselves into the mood for manrds
ing triumphantly into federal prison.

Man And Monkey

Bonny did not dle fn vain. The men-
tentious words were solemnly pronounc.
ed yesterday by one Don Zylstra, a préss
agent at the National Acronautics and
Space Administration,

An Aspociated Press dispatoh simulte-
neously Teported the agency's view that,
"although halted 21 days ahead of
schedule, the experiment was proclaim-
ed a techpical succems” And a Dally
Newa editorial intoned: ""Bormy was a
true martyr to sciehoe.'’

But there is no reason o belleve that
Bonny would have been moved by such
tributes, He never read The Néws, and
the trip was not his idea.

Moreover, 1o the unskilled observer,
It nppears clear that Bormy woas send-
Ing mesaages of desperation for many
long diys before he was finally brought
back to earth too late for medical
salvation,

Charles Wilsorn, manager of the proj-
ect, has been quoted as saying that
“Bonny's performance on nssigred tasks
deolined rapidly during his ftirst week
in orbit and his metabollc state—con-
veralon of food Into energy—dropped to
u lower level."

But the muted outery didn't get
through to the masterminds down be-
low. Mr. Wilson explaina that *'the re.
searchers at first were nol too concem-
ed because smich reactions wers not un-
common to Macacs nemestrina monkeys
when placed In isolation.'

Finally, after Bonny's elghth day In
space, him sporwors gravely conceded
that something was wrong.

"During the night the primate refused
water and appenred to be In a deeper
state of rest than at other similar times
In his flight,"' Wilson sald. (I wonder
it Bormy ever thought of himself as a
"primate.'’)

"At approximately 3 n.m. an attempt
wis muado o alert him by repeated
water-nvallable signals — a slgnal to
which this animal normally vesponds.’

Bonny didn't respond, and the sci-
entiaty decided to end his voyage.

“Hin lnek of response wis Interpreted
to Indicate sluggishness which, it al-
lowed to contimie, could have led to
werious  deterforation,' Wilson said at
Lhat point,

Bul the time of that belated tscovery,
the deteriomtion wu» not only '‘seri-
ous'’; It wak hopeloss,

In his finnl hours Bonny had been
further victimed by man's ineptitude.
His tranafer to an Intensive care unit
was delayed bocause the space capsule
overshot Ila landing zone, thereby miss-
Ing u specinily equipped Alr Force
plane walling to catch it in mid-air,

There will be _an autopsy, and pre-
sumubly one day a learned report. But
will it tell us the real story?

"‘Bonny left no diary behind and the
questions that matter will never be sat-
lafactorily answered. No psychintric re-
cords are avallable to reveal whether
some childhood trauma made Bonny
especinlly vulnoruble to high places or
o wolitude; what he thoyght about
modern mun as he was being prepared
for & journey for which he did not volun-
teer will remadn an eternal secret. So,

he may have suffered during the lonely
mjourn in space while men on earth’
casually dismissed his initin] symptoms
of decline,

For the astronaut who risks hiy life
in #pace there are the motivations of
high adventure and the prospect. of
glory—and there s an indtial freedom of
cholee.

WABHINGTON — The fact
that Robert Finch, Secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare
(HEW), actually scored a ten-
tative victory last week in the
bitter struggle over school de-
pogregation can be proved only
by contramting the Nixon ad-
minisiration's July 3 policy
statement with an earlier ver.
sion that Finch managed to
block.

That eariler version, drafted
with  editorial flourishes sup-
pliea by Presidential speech-
wriler Ray Price, would have
abruptly reversed Federal po-
ey on school desegregation
and allled President Nixon with
Jim Crow in the Bouth.

In brief, t made these pro-
nouncements: Desegregation of
schoola in many Southern com-
munities  under Johnson ad-
mindstration guldelines had fail-
ed, those guldelines would be
radioally amended  becuuse they
lacked the *foroe of law; old
dewdlines for  desegregating
schools (this coming school
year for all districts except
those with Negro student popu-
latione in the majority) would
be Hfted.

Moet important, thia now dis-
carded version purpoanly and
corspicuously left out a strong
statement committing the
Nibeon administration to even-
tun desogregation. [t also
stretchred to the limft both the
law and Federal court decisions
in applying a lenient policy of
freo cholce, under which black
students may voluntesr (but
seldom do) to enroll in n white
aciool. '

Vermont’s Prouty Holds Key

ToSafeguard Compromise

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sema-
tors in search of & compromise

Although rainfall in the Hart-
ford nrea over the weekend was
much higher than avarage, a
radic station's report that it
wi3 the largest in a 24-hour
period since 1055 was later re.
verled as erroneous by ‘the
Traveler's Weather Bervice.
The rainfall was high, but there
have been higher counts In a
similar time period during sev-
eral years since 1085,

According to the ‘Traveler's
Weunther Bervice, rainfall in
Munchester  over tha 24-hour
period freached as high as 3.55
Inckes. The highest rainfall oc-
curved In Bolton—4.21 inches.

The figures from the Man-
chester Water  Department,
however, differ considerably

from those of the Traveler's
Weether S8ervice.

Traveler's gets its Manches-
ter rainfall report from a rain
gauge at a home near Man-
cheater High School. The town
takes its rainfall record at
Porter Reservoir,

The most recent major Soviet
space feat was the twin landing
on the plaret Venus by two un-
manned apaceships in May.

U.S. Cofﬁptroller Suggests
"Prototypes Before Conract

WASHINGTON (AP) — Firms
competing for multi-bilion dol-
lar Pentagon contracts should
develop weapons prototypes be-

-fore any award of government
money s made, the federal
comptroller recommended to-
day. :

The requirement would,
among other things, save mon-
ey, sald Comptroller General
Elmer B. Staats,

While the procedure might re-
quire an initlal increase in re-
search and development coats,
Staats said this would be over-
come by a sharp decline in cost
overruns that now result from
what he termed’ '“‘tenuous cost-
estimating.”* /

He said thiy procedure would
Increase competition and pre.
vent one ‘firm, from being
“locked in'" on & contract for fu.
ture productidn of such hard-
ware as piissiles, planes and
tanks.

Staats” made the proposal in
testipfony prepared for the Sen.
atp”Antitrust and Monopoly Sub-
oommittee, holding a one-day

“hearing on ways of making de-
fenne procurement more eco-
nomical.

He gave these reasons for re-
commending prototype develop-
ment:

—"Two competent contrac-
tora vying against each other to
develop the batter weapons sys-
tem should give us better per-
formance, price and delivery.

—'""Physical hardware dan be
tested and compared before a
production go-ahead declsion is
made,

—'"The cost overrun problem
should diminish because con-
tractors will. have viaible prod-

ucts on which
costs,

to base their

A"More than one design ap-

proach to a mission can be ex-
pPlored and evaluated.”

Staats suggested such a ByS-
tem could be tried on weapons
like the F-15 tighter aircraft, the
Subsonic Cruise Armed Decoy
(8CAD) and the AX close sup-
port aircraft, currently in early
development,

"“With prototypes,” he aald,
“it should be easier to back off
from questionable design con-
cepts before heavy investments
are made.

‘If an expensive failure can
be avolded by early tests of
hardware,' he added, *‘the cost
of prototyping could be trivial
by comparison.

“Reevaluation has to be
cheaper at the prototype stage
than when a whole wing ia in
the air or a tank battalion is in
the fleld,” he sald.

Staats said “it Is reasopable
to expect that contractors would
behave competitively, as in
commercial work, to excel in
manufacturing economy."

The Comptroller Genera! not-
ed that “'Those in favor of proto-
typing, while conceding that
same extra R&D Investment
would be necessary, emphasize
that the benefits of competitive
performance and pricing over-
come the added initial cost.

“Prototypes furnish much bet-
ter price visibility—s0 much so
that huge overruns due to the
tenuous cost.estimating of the
present should decrease,” he
continued. “Contractors would
not be forced, as nt present ,to
price out develgpment and pro-
duction costs before critical un-
knowns have been resolved,

Marines Quit Viet,
Their War Is Over

DA NANG, Vietnam (AP)
For the 1,300 U.8. Marines the
War was over,

They stood on a hot, black-
topped fleld for two hours today
lizstening to the pralse of Bouth
Vietnamese officlals and thelr
own commander as the trans.
port Paul Revere waited for
them at the pier.

They squinted and sweated,
clad in their jungle fatigues and
helmets. During the ceremo-
ny they stole glances at the ship
that would take them to Okina-
wa, three days away. Navy frog-
men swam around the Revere to
guard against enemy underwa-
ter saboteurs.

Finally, the ceremony ended.
They moved quickly In long files
up the gangplank as sergeants
barked orders—“‘Hurry up, hur-
ry up, keep it moving.”

Officers shook their hands and
sallors saluted,

'T've never seen Marines so
happy to get on a ship,"” on
colonel said, . -

A smiling young Leathernsck,
one of the first Lo reach the top
of the gangplank, took off his
helmet, wiped forehead and
sighed, "At last it's all done."

The 1,800 Marines, part of the
1st Battalion, 9Sth Regiment,
were the first major element of
the 8,0004man regiment to lkave
the war as part of President
Nixan's withdrawal of 25,000
American troops befors Aug. 31,

SBome of them had put in a full
year In the jungles around the
Vandegrift combat bass In a
mountain valley 10 miles south
of the demilitarized zone. Oth-
ers had been In Vietnam only
two months when the ordér to
withdraw cams. ’

The journey to Da Nang was o
long one. They had moved in

rt y y ¢
Da Nang and went to the pler.
It was at Da Nang ‘more than
four years ago that the first unit
of the ™h Regiment came
ashore to become the first regu-
lar American ground combat
troope committed Lo the war.
The years were bloody ones.
The Marines have been be-
sleged at Con
swept the northemn
the A Shau Valley,
countiess other
the enemy.
“The freedom we
have been fighttng for we can
ocontinue to win—we will win'

IX. Gen. Herman Nickerson, the
Marine commander in Vietnam
told the assembled troops. ‘‘We
must win if we are not to break
faith with those who have
gone.”

Addressing I4. Gen. Hoang
Xuan Lam, the Vietnamese I
Corps commander, Nickerson
sald, “"We are proud to have
been engaged with you in this
effort of free men to remain
free."”

He sald the withdrawal repre-
sented "‘the turning point when
victories on the battlefield and
progress In the pacification
struggle permit the government
of South Vietnam to say to thelr
American friends, ‘We can do
more, we ask you o do leas.' "

Earlier, Lam tld the Marines
they had fought gallantly, with
“courage, proleasionsliam and
selfless sacrifice. ““We will nev-
er forget.”

The 1Ist Battalion had been
preceded out of South Vietnam
in the past five days by advance
units that will prepare for the
regiment’'s arrival in Okinawa.

The remainder of the regl-
ment will move out over the
next couple of weeks,

The withdrawal still leaves
about 80,000 American Marines
in South Vietnam.
