WASHINGTON—WhUe formal 
proiieiedlngB droned on In lugu- 
biiou-s debate over the antl- 
bal'llstlc missile, the real action 
In the Senate Tuesday afternoon 
was in the rear of the chamber 
where mercurial Sen, Russell B. 
Ixmg of Loulslima was In a 
white-hot rage.

In a pungent voice often loud­
er than the Senate debaiers 
themselves, Long‘ gave vent to 
his anger with the Senate Dem-, 
ocrntlc leadership In general 
and Majority Whip Edward M. 
Kennedy In particular. His audi­
ence?

The tooth-cutting Issue for the 
new Policy Committee hap­
pened to be-toxes. The commit­
tee ’ Invited Prof. Stanley Sur­
rey of Harvard, former Assis­
tant Secretary of the Treasury, 
to discu-ss tax reform over lunch 
In early June. Three weeks 
later, the Policy Committee 
adopted Its resolution predicat­
ing surtax extension on tax '̂e- 
form. Curiously, Long amiably 
txxik part In both sessions and 
even prevailed on the commit­
tee to change "comprehensive 
reform” lo "meaningful re­
form” —a switch Long felt could 
exclude his cherished oil de- 
p le t i^  allowance from tax re­
form. \

How a political operative so 
experienced as Long failed to 
recognize this as an encroach­
ment on his own Finance Com­
mittee can be explained only by 
preoccupation with his own 
maneuvers. That is, Long saw 
the Policy Committee’s resolu­
tion as dovetailing with his own 
intentions, which had a wildly 
different objeotlve.

For weeks. Long had been 
telling lobbyists he planned to 
loiid down the tax with so many . 
reforms that the whole abom­
inable mess — surtax reforms 
and particularly any higher tax­
es on oil — would finally sink 
from sight. I-zmg suddenly be­
came lui advocate of quick pas­
sage of surtax extension after 
oil lobbyists convinced him this 
was the best way to avoid tax 
reform.

From the standpoint of short- 
nmge Senate politics. Long Is 
the loser. M iu i^e ld  has reject­
ed his written plea for a meet­
ing botween the Finance and 
I*ollcy Committees to coordi­
nate .'rt.rategy. No matter how 
fast the .surtax flies out of 
I-ong’s Finance fcommJUee, the 
Mansfield-Kennedy leadership 
will keep It off the floor for 
weeks. Long's patrician prede­
cessors JLS Finance Cimunlttee 
chjiirmen — Eugene MlUikln, 
Waller Geoi-ge, and Harry Flood 
Byrd—would turn over m their 
graves at such loss of authority.

But the broader political 
striiggle Is still In, doubt. Since 
Uie surta.\ would be passbd in a 
Senate vote today, bhujie for 
hekting It back Is squarely on 
the Munsfield-Kcnnedy leader-.

The New Taxes
To the Editor,
■ Being the father of .'our chil­
dren earning approximately 
89,400.00 per year, I  expect that 
the new tax program added to 
the present cost of living in this 
area will make it near impos­
sible to adequately meet the 
needs of my family.

It was my observation that 
the Democratic majority sup­
ported the bill only to get home 
at a reo^nable hour. I  still can­
not believe that honest lawmak­
ers w'ould “ rape”  the taxpay­
ers of Connecticut for this rea­
son.

Taxation is inevitable, but I 
feel that a state income tax 
Would be fairer than the pro­
gram which has been approved.

His state sales tax 
would amount to approximately 
$200.00 Why .should I  have to 
pay more state taxes simply 
because.I have a larger family 
for which I have to buy more 
food and clothing?

My wife and I  are smokers 
despite the constant medical ad­
vice ot the U. S. Goverqfeent. 
This Is our privilege for a3 long 
as it may last. Why should we 
be taxed an additional .08 per 
pack where non-smokers are 
not taxed?

My wife and I  occoalonally 
purchsse llauor to complete so­
cial obligations. This is our 
privilege for as long as it may 
last. Whv should we be taxed 

• an additional .50 per gallon 
where non-drinkers are not 
taxed?

M v family, being normal, oc­
casionally wishes to go to the 
movie.s,' swimming pools, Hart­
ford Knights football games, 
and Hartford Capitol ba.sketball 
games. Whv should we be taxed 
10 per cent where uninterested 
.non-spectators are not taxed?

My family, bein^ normal, re­
quires the benefits ot gas, wa­
ter. telephone and electric 
companies. I  do not believe 
that the corporation business 
trtix increase from 5 1-4 to 8 per 
cent will not effect the rates 
which I am now paving. That 
tax Increase directly effects 
the average consumer who will 
be paving the corporation busi­
ness tax increase through In­
creased costs to purchase their, 
products or services.

My rented home (I  cannot 
afford lo purchase a home) Is 
not locale'd on a bus line: there­
fore, I  use my car to go to work 
and return. Why should I  be

taxed an additional .01 per gal­
lon gasoline tax where bus 
riders are not taxed? Why 
should I be subject to an in­
creased car registration fee 
from ?5.00 to $10.00 where non- 
owners are not taxed? Why 
should I  be subject to an In­
creased driver’s license fee 
from $8.00 to $10.00 where non- 
drivers are not taxed?

Perhaps my Interpretations 
are incorrect, but m y layman 
eyes can only see It as I  have 
described, and I  f ^ l  that I  a,T̂ / 
being cheated by'the State pl 
Connecticut. I t  appears, that I  
am faced with - a drastic /tax 
burden because I  am an aver­
age head of an average house­
hold includdng four children.

I  am still in a state of awe 
that the Democratic leadership 
could so rapidly read, digest, 
debate and endorse within 
twenty-four (24) hours the sin­
gle mo.st important piece of leg­
islation In Connecticut’s post­
war history—^without hearing 
the voice of the taxpayer.

Tolland may one day be 
known aa the "balloon capital 
ot the world”  if balloonist 
Oharles MacArthur's dream 
comes true.

The al^tit of MacArthur's red 
and white hot air balloons, 
while becoming a familiar one 
to residents of this town, re­
mains a  curiosity to most of 
the country. MacArthur will be 
the subject of several television 
network shows during the com­
ing year.

MacArthur. owner of t h e  
Aerostat Balloon School in Tol­
land. Is responsible for training 
over one-third of the world’s li­
censed balloonists. He h a s  
trained 25 licensed pilots and 

[ has another 12 students in vari­
ous stages of training.

Curious about how it feels to 
fly "up. up and away in a beau­
tiful balloon." this reporter and 
n Herald photographer ar­
ranged a "cross-country flight" 
in one of MacArthur’s flyina 
vehicles.

The trip proved relatively un­
eventful for those In the bal­
loon. although the ground crew 
suffered a klng-sdzed headache 
trying to locate the landing 
point, ®

As do most b a l l o ^ f i t  
emlnatlng from the TOfL.iu 
High School Held, It began at 6 
a.m. on a quiet Sunday morn­
ing while mo.1 t of the town was 
asleep.

After driving along deserted 
country roads, we airrived at the 
high school, where comlderable 
activity was already under way.

Cars from New York as well 
as Oonneciticut were on t h e  
scene and the normal half-hour 
preparation period for equip­
ping and Inflating the balloons 
waa under way.

B w m iing samewhat appre- 
henslve about the trip, we 
watched the ground crow Inflate 
the eight-story high balloon with 
approximately two tons of hot 
air. until It took on the shape 
of n giant red and white mush­
room. 1

^fber the first few W9sts from 
the propane torch the balloon 
gracefully took on several eerie 
shapes, while the crew carefully 
kep’t the plastic lined, n y l o n  
fabric away from the propane 
flames.

'n>ln period Is considered cru­
cial by sports balloonists, and 
Is the reason for the unpre- 
dlctablHty of the balloon flights.

Jet Motor Noise 
If the leaves ore moving on 

the trees, then It is too windy 
to inflate the balloon, MacAr­
thur explained.

At the time we were embdrk- 
Ing on the trip, two balloons 
were bHog Inflated !uvd t h e  
roar of the propane burners re­
sembled that of Jet motors, con­
trasting sharply with the quiet, 
rural surroundings and cows 
grazing nearby.

MacArthur took vw on a .short 
test flight while wo remained 
on a lOO-foot tether line. Learn­
ing to bend our knees on land­
ing, we rose slowly into the 
air and then would land in a 
series of alow hops across the 
Meld.

After two of the.se practice 
nights, MacArthur turned o\-er 
the balloon to pilot Piellx Pnn- 
klewlcz, who took us on the 
"cross country n ig h t."

A quiet feeling of relaxation, 
took o\’er as we smoothly 
rose Into the air and noated

about 200 feet over the Wilbur balloon several hundred feet 
Cross Hwy., heading south- higher to catch a breeze and we

drifted toward a Meld for a 
Although sometimes afraid of landing, 

heights, this reporter felt no 
such fear despite the fact we 
flouted through the air from 200 
to 400 feet up, in on op>en basket 
with a railing which comes Just 
to our waist, or ‘,’just above the 
center of gravity”  ttr MocAr- 
thur’s more colorful descrlp- 
tlons.

When flying In a balloon, a 
passenger is barely aware of 
any movement until he watches 
the .scenery below. The traffic 
on the highway became momen­
tarily confused as the 'slower 
early morning drivers gazed at 
us with open curiosity, only to 
Iwive the fast-driving cars In 
the other lane start blowing 
their horns.

The peacefulness qf a quiet 
.suburban town at 6:30 in the 
morning was viewed, as we 
fIoa.ted over housetops and 
lU'res of wooded landscape, with 
the shadow of the balloon fol­
lowing us and mist-shrouded 
hills to  our left.

The quietness was only Inter- 
terrupted by the periodic roar 
of the propane burner. We 
crossed over the top of a large 
hill and found ourselves abso­
lutely motionless.

Like a sailboat, a balloon 
must have some breezes to de­
termine Its movement and di­
rection. Panklcwlcz turned on 
the propane burner 'raising the

But the wind died down again 
and we found the balloon deter­
mining its own point of landing 
In a field about 600 to 800 feet 
short of the target area.

The landing was the most 
exciting aspect of the flight.

The balloon touched down In the 
field with a series of bunny 
hops, brushing into the side of 
a birch tree in the process of 
the final landing.

Residents Awakened
The sounds of the propane 

burner awoke the residents of 
the farm house, who later de­
scribed the noise as making 
them think their oil burner was 
blowing up.

Landing In someone’s back­
yard at 7 on a Sunday morning 
Is an interesting experience 
both for the passengers and the 
residents who received Unex­
pected company for morning 
coffee.

The resident. Stephen Small, 
a program director for a 
Springfield radio station, walk­
ed across the fields registering 
considerable surprise at find­
ing a hot air balloon waiting.

It took both Small and our 
photographer, serving as an 
amateur ground crew, to pull 
the still-inflated balloon by the 
tether line but toward the road.

In the process the ground 
crew got wet from the high 
meadow grass, clsunbered over 
barb wire, stone walls and 
through prickly flelds.

Small’s wife. Jeon, a teach­
er at tte  Hioks Memorial 
School in Tolland, and Ws 
daughter Kathy came out of 
the house to watch, as Pon- 
kicwlcr deflated the huge bal­
loon by pulling a rope which 
opened a seam In the balloon

permitting the hot air to es­
cape.

He and several helpers then 
literally squeezed .the remain­
ing air out of the balloon with 
their arms, wrapped It up In a 
canvas bag, ready to place In­
side the balloon’s metal pas­
senger basket.

More Deadly Tlmn Thought

NEW  YORiK—pE very  tim e  aii 
a ito n lc  b io et ta k e s  p lace  — 
wfhettieir in a n  underground  tes t 
o r fo r so-called  peacefu l p u r­
poses — lives of countless thou­
san d s of children , no t only un­
born bu t unooncedved, a re  in 
dead ly  jeo p a id y . ’This is th e  es­
sen ce  of p e rsu asiv e  new  evi­
dence w hich  Is ju s t  being m ade  
known h e re  to  scientific  c ir­
c les : E v id en ce  w hich show s th a t  
all p rev io u s calcu la tio n s of th e  
eftecta of falltxit g rav ely  un­
d e re s tim a te  th e  long-tim e con­
sequences.

A ocordtog to  com prehensive 
stud ies m ad e  by D r. E rn e s t  J. 
SteniglaaB, p ro fesso r In th e  D e­
p a r tm e n t of R adiology a t  the  
U atvera tty  of P lttsbm Y h, all 
p a s t p rognostioations of th e  
ch ances at recovery  from  a  
m ajo r m x d ea r w a r  ane “ u tte rly  
and com ple te ly  m ean ing less .” 
A fter a  stogie, m assive, f irs t 
s tr ik e  Iqr th e  attaeddng nation— 
w h e th er o r  no t th e  defenders 
h ad  a to m ic  d ie i te rs  o r  anlti- 
ballfeflc mdaaile sy s tem s such  a s  
P re s id e n t Nixon is  p lanning — 
v irtu a lly  a ll h u m an  life on th is 
p lane t w ould probably  be ex­
tingu ished  w ithin a  generaltiion.

"T he a to m ic  w eapons which 
th e  U n ited  S ta tes and R ussia  
hav e  been  developing a re  com ­
plete ly  su lc jd a l,’’ D r, S terng lass 
said. He la a lso  ctaivlnced th a t 
an y  p eacefu l use of a tom ic  en- 
GhBY. su ch  a s  th e  p ro jec ts  to 
b last a  h a ih o r  to A ustraU a and 
to c re a te  a  new  P a n a m a  Canal, 
will se riously  d im inish  the  su r­
v ival r a te  fo r th e  nex t g en era ­
tion to those  a re a s  an d  to  all 
o th e r p a r ts  o f the  w orld a ffec t­
ed by  fallout.

M ost p rev ious reaseach  on the  
consequences of fallout to  hu­
m an  life have  been confined to 
th e  obvious an d  d ram atic , such 
a s  the incidence  of bone can ­
c e r  a n d  leukem ia. W ilh the help  
of colleagues, Dr. S terng lass 
took h is  investigations consider­
ab ly  fa rth e r , in to  th e  long-range 
sub tle  e ffec ts  of rad ia tion . He 
began  by  studying  w hat h appen­
ed to  In h ab itan ts  of tw o towns 
to u p p e r N ew  York S ta te  a f te r  
a  fa llou t cloud from  one of th e  
1953 a to m ic  te s ts  to N evada w as 
“ ra in ed  dow n” upon them . It 
had  a lre a d y  been recorded th a t 
som e five y e a rs  la te r  th ere  w as 
a  d ra m a tic  rise  In the nu m b er 
of leu k em ia  cases in both towns.

Puzzled  by  the  fac t th a t m any  
of th ese  leukem ia cases occured  
to ch ild ren  'vho w ere not bom  
un til th re e  o r  four y e a rs  a f te r  
th e  fallout, h e  began  to  study 
a ll th e  s ta tis tic s  ■ fo r Infant 
d e a th s  In th a t a re a  over sev er­
al y ears . " I  found th e re  w as 
not only a n  increase  to 
leukem ia, bu t' to fetal and In­
fan t d e a th s  generally  a s  long 
a s  five y e a rs  a f te r  the In­
ciden t,’’ Dr. S ternglass said, 
‘"rhen  I  discovered th a t th is 
w as no t only tru e  to th e  one 
neighborhood, but across the 
U nited S ta tes.

"W e found th a t five y ea rs  a f­
te r  the  f irs t New Mexico test 
to 1946, th e re  w as a  narrow  
band  of s ta te s—Texas, A rkan­
sas, L ouisiana, M ississippi, 
South C aro lina  and North C a ro  
llna—to a  d irec t p a th  un d er the  
fallout cloud w here  the Infant 
m o rta lity  ra te  had shot up  by 
a s  m uch  a s  40 to 60 pe r cent. A 
few  ' y e a rs  la te r, a f te r  the 
Pac ific  te s ts  began, the sam e 
th ing  happened  to the w estern  
s ta te s .”

’This inexplicable  loss of life 
h a s  n ev er before been re la t­
ed to  rad ia tio n  because the 
bab ies died  of w hat seem ed to 
be n a tu ra l causes, Including a  
v a rie ty  of well-known Infant 
d iseases. ’They w ere  sim ply less

Cuba Ready 
To Welcome 
USSR Ships

HAVANA (AP) .—The Cuban 
governm ent is preparing a  m as­
sive welcome for the Soviet na­
val squadron due in H avana 
harbor Sunday morning.

Thousands of Cubans a re  ex­
pected to line the seawall to 
greet the squadron, which will 
be the biggest show of Soviet 
muscle on this Communist is­
land since the 1962 missile cri­
sis.

The e l^ t-s h ip  squadroif. In­
cluding a  guided missile cruiser 
and two subm arines, will be the 
f i r s t ’Soviet naval force to visit 
Quba. Observers in the United 
States have said the dispatch of 
the ships to the island 90 miles 
from the U.S. coast was in reac­
tion to President Nixon’s plan to 
visit Communist Rom ania in 
E astern  Elurope.

The Cuban news magazine 
Bohemia said the visit by the 
Soviet ships "constitutes anoth­
er example of revolutionary so­
lidarity  tha t in spite of its  short 
duration — one week — will 
heighten the enthusiasm  of the 
arm ed forces and their combat 
preparatkm s."

Recalling U.S. naval Interven­
tions In Cuba before the Castro 
revolution, «the magazine sa id : 
"How different were the visits, 
for example, of Yankee M arines

to Cuban beaches, steeped in 
crim inal political, violence. In In­
tervention or in their sordid 
trea tm en t of the people."

U.S. naval operations in Cuba 
now are  restric ted  to  the Ameri­
can naval base a t  Guantanamo.

There has been no official In- 
dlcaUon w hether P rim e Minis­
te r  Fidel Castro will be on hand 
for the arrival of the Soviet 
ships. In recent days he has 
been cutting sugar cane in the 
fields to  promote hla call for a  
record sugar harvest.

However, his brother Raul, 
the deputy prim e m inister and 
head of the arm ed forces, is ex­
pected to be among the high 
Communist and m ilitary offl-. 
d a is  present. ^

'Ihere are no easy solutions. 
Mediators from Oosta Rica, 
Guatemala and Nicaragua sug­
gested before the shooting start- 
ed, that the fl've countries draw 
up an immigration treaty per­
mitting the free flow of Central 
Americans in and out of all five 
nations.

'This is easier said than done. 
Wherever the em'granis go they 
carry their problems, both so­
cial and economic.

The solution lies in coordinat­
ed efforts by all five nations. 
But agreat deal of diplomacy 
will be reqr^nod to bring Hondu­
ras and El Salvador back into a 
working partnership.
