A three-page reprint of a let­
ter from the Concerned CSti- 
zens of Vernon, presented to the 
Board of Representatives, Mon­
day night, tnought sharp com­
ment from one o f the board 
members.

" I f  the hearing results in a 
finding of no serious fault on 
Sen. Kennedy’s part,”  the regis­
try said, ” his driver’s license 
will be reinstated. I f  the hearing 
results in a finding of serious 
fault, the licetnse suspension 
will be changed to a 
revocation, which must by law 
remain In effect for six 
months.”

That section of the law per­
mitting the suspension reads:

"Whenever the death o f any 
person results from any such 
accident, the registrar shall sus­
pend forthwith the license of the 
person operating the motor ve­
hicle Involved . . . unless a preli­
minary investigation Indicates 
that the operator may not have 
been at fault . . .”

No date has been set for the 
license session, but a court 
hearing is to be held here Mon­
day on the complaint accusing 
Kennedy o f leaving the accident 
scene.

Its purpose will be to deter­
mine whether . a summons 
should be issued agalmA Kenne­
dy, bringing him to trial.

The senator, widely viewed as 
prime 1972 Democratic presi­
dential timber, didn’t go to the 
police until almost 10 a.m. Sat­
urday, nine or 10 hours after the 
accident.

Edgartown Police Chief Do­
minic C. Arena still wants to 
find out whaV. happened in the 
time between the accident and 
the time Kennedy reported it.

In the 
precise meaning he gave this, the mere 
fact that the dictator of Spain today la 
trying to decree that the Spain of tomor­
row shall bo a monarchy la no barrier 
to progress or modernity, as Franco 
himself poliMed out by alluding to some 
of the existing monarchies of present 
day Europe.

So the Generalissimo's decr'ie that 
Spain shall become a monarchy again 
upon his own death or retirement, and 
that Prince^ Juan Carlos shall be Its 
king In preference to his own father, 
Don Juan, li. not in Itself automatically 
unfit for Spain. Indeed, monareny may 
be the only thing, short of some new 
dictator, for which Franco has educat­
ed and 'prepared his .people.

But wha* some of the Spanish royal­
ists who disagree with Franco’s seloc- 
llon of the son over the father arc say­
ing may have some Importance.

"Wo In Spain,”  they say, "say that 
dictators can do everything but assure 
their succession when they are gone. 
Nobody knows what will happen then."

What Finneo Is attempting seems 
plain enough. He has no logical strong 
man successor to himself. Whut dictator 
ever has"' So; he hopes to find the 
strength that Will hold Spain together 
by turning buqk to the Institution of the 
monarchy.

However, by selecting the future king 
he wants Instead of the fuUire king the 
law of Inherllnnee would give hl'ii. Fran­
co has [H )S E lb ly  set the stage not for 
stablllly, but for some weird Kind of 
twentieth century civil war Detween 
father mul .son rlval.s for Uie Uirone.

"Nobody knows what will liappon" 
when a dictator goes. That is t|ve penal­
ly which attaches Itself to any nny gov­
ernment of men Instead of laws, and 
Franco's maneuvering carries no real 
promise thal the peu))le of Spain will 
escape paying one last penalty for their 
long servlliide to him.

Almost Drive One Hack To Smoke
, When we rtsid tliat television broad­

casters, running before the threat' of 
federal rogulaUon, are now proposing to 
set up their own sdf-bnpoaed tan on 
clgaret commercials, our first Question 
la whether the networks will then feel 
free to give up their antl-dg’ojvt com­
mercials ns well.

We would feel discriminated ag;^nst 
if the efitlcing, alluring (»m n^)rdala  
which tovite people to a  favorite or to a 
beftter smoke ^ r e  to disappear, while 
those grldy efforts to bully and frighten 
the American iwopte away from smok­
ing were allowed to oohUnue.

BeC'ween the two jiets of oommerdala, 
we find the pr^dgaret variety much 
more plefU'snt look at, even though 
they may not be ■very persuasive in 
pushing their product upon us.

As foi; the nnti-smoklng commercials, 
we find them persuasive only In the 
exact reverse of their ovm Intent. If 
there is a sudden sWlng back toward 
universal smoking In VUs country, it 
'will be dlrecUy attributilble to the fact 
that free, mature Ameiiqans resent and 
wish to stage a  protest against such a 
ruthless craah propaganda effort to regu­
late the choices of their own private. 
lives. ,

. Ehnery time one of these enU-anoklng 
commercials Is shown, Some ex smoker 
feels an overpowering instinct to show 
his deflanoe and dislike of such pressure

tactic^ by going back to the habit. The 
business of pushing peoplf around, and 
buUylng them around, cuul frightening 
them, all for their own good, of course, 
has probably readied a  new summit of /  

.self-irlghteoiis axaltatlon fav the notl- 
smoklng campaign. There are those who 
believe In temperance, In many things, 
much m oje stncerely than those who 
campaign so Egrenuoualy for prohibition, 
but who are sure that the only true and 
effective way toward temperance la 
th ro u ^  the peraonal decision of a free, 
unfrightened, unthreatened Indlirldual.

Not Too Much Too Soon
Of course we're not sure we really 

want all the technological advances 
which 'are due to follow man's estab­
lishment .of firmer footholds in apace.

One of the bi^- dividends from the 
forthcoming establlshnlen^ of a world­
wide system of wcatheiu Stellites will 
be that wo will be able accurately'^ to 
forecast storms up to two weeks in ad. 
vance. Instead of only one or two days 
ahead. Yet the All Star Ga.'ne was 
scheduled for Tuesday evening many 
months aeo, and the time of that origin­
al scheduling would have been the mo­
ment for real service from any forecast­
ing system. And, In general, what Is the 
real difference between knowing what 
the weather is going to be two weeks 
ahead and knowing only two days 
ahead? It Is a difference In the amount 
of fret and worry one can give to the 
approaching trouble, whatever It Is, for 
one notices that not oven the space 
satellites will make any point of pre­
dicting that such and such a day is slat­
ed to be one of extraordinarily inviting 
fairness and beauty.

Or take — for the purpose of seeing 
whether wc will really think It as
wonderiul us It may seem—the promise 
that earth satellites, when we get their 
cameras really working, will give us 
accurate reports on the location of all 
the natural resources now hidden under 
the earth’s top dressing.

This could mean that we are going to 
be told where all the gold fields are still 
hiding, whni subterranean . pools of oil 
are still waiting to be drilled, where the 
uranium ore may be secreted, all to the 
result that wc will really need ao more 
prospecting wlldcatting, or even delay 
In getting ourselves directly to all that 
Is Ivft of the earth’s natural resources.

This, one supposes, might he called 
progress. One might. In fact, call It 
progress toward the speedier oenaustlon 
of (hose vital resources.

Someone, somehow, will Imvo to take 
over reH{K)nslblllty for that rationing of 
such resources which has hitherto been 
lm(>08cd on man, to some degree, by his 
own Inability to dl.scover luul got hla 
hands on everything nil at once. Per­
haps the (omputers ciin figurtf It out, 
what pac<« of consumption we ought to 
allow ourselves to make our resources 
last out the scheduled Journey of this 
space shin earth, but when are the com­
puters going to begin to be able to give ' e
orders to enforce their superior ino<ler- 
atlon and wisdom on the conduct of 
men? I’erhapa we don't really want to 
know everything, even IneUuIlng the lo­
cution ofi'our moat precious resources, 
let alone ibe kind of day It Is going to 
he, too quiokly.

WASHINGTON — For the 
first time, some of President 
Nixon's top foreign affairs ad­
visors are now haunted by a 
potentially disastrous decline of 
U.8. power around the world as 
a result of Hanoi's blatant re­
fusal to negotiate an end of the 
war.

Specifically, these Nixon ad­
visors now privately predict 
that the Soviet Union will be 
far more Intriinslgeant on the 
arms control talks than seemed 
likely early this year. At that 
time, Mr Nixon was confident 
that his concessions to North 
Vietnam would draw reciprocal 
concessions. Now, however. 
Moscow Is quite likely to echo 
Hanoi's highly .successful luird- 
nosed bargaining tactics.

To the dwindling cadre of U.S. 
officials' (mostly generals) who 
atm believe In a military solu­
tion In Vletnniii, this argues for 
reversal of Mr. Nixon's troop 
withdrawal policy. Hut the Pres­
ident's dlloiiima Is more pro- 
foimd than that. Having Inherit- 
ed the Vietnam mess, he has 
had no choice but to begin troop 
withdrawals. Nor do any of his 
Important advisors argue for 
reversing the effort to de- 
Anieniciinlze the war.

But those advisors now recog­
nise the full worldwide conse­
quences of his necessary with­
drawal an implerisruit rind re­
latively new realisation.

Just two months ago after 
hla major speech on Vietnam,

. Mr. Nixon was convinced Hanot 
would lit least try to match U.S. 
ranccsalons In Paris. In fact, 
the Coniiiiunists have not oven 
made ii pretense of reciproca­
tion. Thus, th e 'i’ lx'sldent Is ix*- 
luctanlly concluding that Hanoi 
will wait for what it regards 
as the tnevttrible unilateral 
U.S. withdrawal

The President has little room 
for maneuver. He has decided 
with full backing of the Na­
tional Security t'ounqtl to with­
draw combat trooiis and hinted 
publicly he would bout tlic pro­
posal of former Defense Secre­
tary Chirk Clifford to withdraw 
all coiiibiit; troops by the end of 
1970. Thus, Mr. Nixon Is show­
ing the RiL-rslans that, as' one 
critical general told us, "he can 
be pushed around by a second- 
rate Comniunlat country."

That means, top |x5llcyiiiak- 
era fear. Moscow will use sim­
ilar tactics til the arms talks. 
Some of the President s advi­
sors say privately that uni­
lateral coiieesaions on ■ V'letnaiii 
will iietualty compel .Moscow to 
be far tougher. Already under 
tViiiimunlat Oilnii's fire for 
playing footsie with the jWest, 
tlx* Russians cannot a ffc^  to 
seem mlhler than Uttlo; ^orth 
Vietnam.

Moreover, tlie Pix'Sldenf.s 
aidixi ixiw see that Uie mxx*t>- 
sily '^lr withdrawal from Viet- 
nruii will damage U.S. prestige 
oisp In the West 
, On Mr. Nixon's EuivjH«rui trip 
In Fejormiry. a high oiffloial ot 
tlx* Dutch govorraiient took :i 
iienlar Nixon aide aside to whis­
per. politely. . this warning: If

the U.S. does not get a fair 
peiK'c, but seems to iiceept de­
feat, the credibility of the U.S. 
commitment in Western Europe 
would deteriorate. U.S. influ- 
oneo in Western Europe would 
corresiKMidlngly decline.

Much the same warning hrus 
come from Edward Heath,’ le<ul- 
er ot Britriin’.s Conservative 
party rind wrus very likely the 
next Prime Minister. Whi-n 
hero for a visit In May, Heath 
nilnceil no words about the ef­
fect of a U.S. defeat in Southeast 
A.siji. Neglecting to mention 
that tlie British h.ive given no. 
help In Vietnam, Heath said the 
more ripiicaranee of defeat 
would hiivo grave effect on 
European ixilltlcal leaders ris to 
the will of the U.S. and the 
value of ILs foniniilnient.

More imihcdiately pertinent 
Is the d»q>cning skepticism now 
.si>tUng In at high imiformed 
levels of the Pentagon Uiat the 
Presidi'iit Is trying to "ration­
alize a unilateral pullout," as 
one general put it to us. His 
[ireilicUon of a stiffening ruiiong 
high officers IxiUi hero Hud in 
Vietnam, was borne out last 
Sunday when Gen. Earle G. . 
WheeU'r, I'halrniiui of the Joint 
Chiefs of SUrfl, der-lured flatly 
ho hrul no Intention of changing 
isimlxit orders to U.S. troops.

It used to be an invariable 
custom with this column that, 
at least once or twice a  aum- 
mer, some of the com  its 
author grew (sweet com  tor 
eating) would And its w ay into 
print, as slightly corny norstal- 
gia tor the good old days, the 
fields of youth.

It was a  good crop, when one 
could harvest it not oidy tor 
table, but for a  change'of pace 
in the columnar grind as well, . 
and we never thought we would 
come to the season when we 
didn’t have enough com  plant­
ed to write about. I

That is, we never thought of 
such a thing imtU, come plant­
ing time this spring, we re­
membered what happened to us 
last year.

Last year we planted our tra­
ditional Held of com  in an tm- 
happy conjunction with an un­
paralleled late sum m er appe­
tite on the part of all the birds 
and animals of the countryside. 
Normally the acre we plant sup­
plies not only our own table 
needs, and our Labor Day 
weekend succotash, but also a 
token distribution of what we 
consider good sweet com  to a 
list of people who have been 
good enough to compliment our 
free com  in the past.

But in the summer of 1968 
we went out and bought com  
for our own succotash.

What happened to our own 
com ? First, those mourning 
doves somebody is always try­
ing to protect, went and sat on 
most of the ears, as rsoon as 
they began to develop a  sug­
gestion of kernel inside, and 
ripped open the top portion of. 
the ear. Next, the blackbirds, 
whom we never ^consider vil­
lains because they m erely fol­
low the mourning dove lead, 
came along and finished strip­
ping down the ears as they m a­
tured. Next, ground animals, 
skunks and possums (we never 
have the raccoons so many com  
growers feed) came along and 
broke down the stalks to any 
ears the birdg might have 
missed. The net result of all 
this was that, from an acre of 
com , we did not succeed in 
harvesting a single edible ear.

This was an Incredible per­
formance, but It was what we 
remembered and believed when, 
this spring, there came a  ques- 
tlpn ot what to do this year. 
We plowed the field ,but never 
put in the seed. Instead, we 
planted a few short rows in the 
home garden, where we hope 
to be able to watch and protect 
the ripening ears.

But this is not enough to give 
one the feeling of being in a 
sea of pulsating chlorophyll, or 
the sweet musky odor of the 
pollen on a hot summer noon, 
or the. good look down long 
cathedral like rows or the sym ­
metrical order of uniformly de­
veloped hybrid com  tassels 
marching up and down the Aeld. 
And it is not enough to make 
possible that annual missionary 
effort, among one's friends, in 
behalf of the consumption of 
sweet com  fresh picked. Nor, 
for that matter, does it provide 
much com  for a column.

We have been wondering, 
through this remarkably fine 
com weather of this 1969 July. 
What If the onslaught of all the 
wild things on last year’s com  
acre w a s . merely a one year 
freak? What if the cycle of bird 
and animal hunger and appe'- 
tite has shifted this year, so 
that an acre of sweet com , 
were it standing ^ e r e  now, ■ 
would be safe?

Pullman, Inc., onoe the famed 
maker of sleeping cars, but now 
a  widely div'ersifired company, 
has not manufactured a  sleep­
ing cror aince 1866.

chlorine gas to disatpate.

The gas leaked late Wednes­
day night from a tank at the 
M c tK ^ llta n  District Commis­
sion's (MDC) sewage treatment 
plant in the arecu

A total of 36 persons were 
treated at Hartford hospitals al­
ter inhaling the gas, and 14 
were held overnight for obser­
vation. Officials said none was 
seriously injured.

The chlorine leak started 
shortly before 10 p.m. in a tank 
containing liquid chlorine for 
treating sewage set lor dis­
charge Into the Connecticut 
River.

Chlorine is a purifying agent 
and state anti-pollution laws re­
quire that sewage be treated 
with It before being pumped

An MDC ofticial urged resi­
dents to stay out of buildings 
In the area until the chlorine 
had been dispersed.

The weather forecast for Die 
area called for very light wlncfe ' 
and this was expected to slow 
the dissipation process.

Officials said the maximum  
capacity of the tank was 16 tons 
of liquid chlorine, although only 
about 1,000 pounds remained at 
the time of the leak

The leakage was stopped when 
Edward Kowz, an MDC work­
er, donned a gas mask and 
managed to get close enough 
to turn a valve shutting off the 
flow.

Police sealed off sections of 
Interstate 91 and parts of the 
south end of the city for . a time. 
The road was reopened shortly 
afterward.

A restaurant near the treat­
ment plant was evacuated of 
about 100 diners shortly after 
the leak was discovered.

WASHINGTON—" I  will never 
vote for anyone who votee tor 
the surtax," one constituott 
wrote a  member o f the House 
Ways and Means committee.

Few  letters are that direct, 
but public reaction to taxes 
"doea support the Idea of a 
taxpayers’ revott,”  said an aide 
of the congresaman.

Revolt or not, congressmen’s 
mail on taxes Is setting records. 
I t  was far heavier just before 
the recent House vote to extend 
the 10 per cent Income tax sur­
charge, for Instance, Uian when 
the surcharge origtaaHy was en­
acted a little more than a year 
ago.

Ckingress is not alone on the 
hotseat. State and local officials 
are taking the puUlc heat, too, 
and many are flinching.

In an Oregon referendum, 
voters declslvrty killed a pro­
posal for a 3 ^ r-cen t sales tax.

The Georgia General Assem­
bly rejected almost all of Gov. 
Lek t^  Maddox’s tax package 
during it? regular session. When 
he called tlve lawmakers back 
in special session ito finance 
"u igen t" needs, they adjourned 
after two days without appro­
priating BO much as an ax 
handle.

The legislatures of Ohio and 
California were so embroiled 
In tax controversy on June 30 
that those states entered the 
neiw flsoal year without author­
ity to spend anything. (Later 
the solons' w c^ed  out com- 
promises.)

Laboring under similar diffi­
culties, alleviated only by a 
parsimonious stopgap appropri­
ation, Gov. Raymond P. Shafer 
of Pennsylvania forbade state 
agency heads to fill vac^ndee, 
make promotions, buy equip­
ment or travel without iqieotfic 
project approval.

Gov. Francis W. Sargent and 
the MasBachuaetts legislature 
have been locked in battle about 
how to raise revenues and bal­
ance the budget. .

Of the 47 regular state legis­
lative sessions this year, shout 
half passed some form ot addi­
tional taxation. It was one of' 
the busiest tax years in recent 
history.

In some states the Increases 
were minor — a  10-cent-ax'bottle 
boost lor wine in Georgia, tor 
example— but some were sub­
stantial. Nowhere were they 
achieved without a fight.

In North Carolina, it took all 
Gov. Robert W. Scott's persua­
sive powers to  I get the state’s 
first cigarette tax through the 
leglslalure — part of the big­
gest tax package ever enacted 
in Raleigh‘s

Conneoticut’S legislature also 
adopted a blggest-ever tax pro­
gram. South Carolinians are 
paying their first substantial 
new state taxes in a  decade. 
lUlnola and Maine have become 
the 37ith and 3Sth states with In- 
ixjme taxes.

The tax static is rebroadcast 
hundre,ds ot times over In town 
and county coimcils. Local of­
ficials eitoer are digging In 
thetr heels — os they did in 
several Maryland countlea, 
much to the displeasure ot 
school teachers seeking higher 
pay—or they are inittlng their 
futures on the line by enacting 
new levies for schools, welfare, 
water pollution contra! and oth­
er services constituents want 
but would rather not pay for.

But Americana are paying 
more taxes than ever before. 
In the past 10 yeara, for 
example, the council of state 
governments reports that states 
have raised taxes In six major 
categories 309 times — and that 
total doesn’t incliide some of 
this year’s action.

If congrefsional mall la any 
guide. Inflation and the cost of 
l l v l^  are the most cited Irri­
tants.

In a five- or six-year period 
of rising wages and relatively 
stable prices, new taxes passed 
more or less unnoticed. But with 
beef coating 60 per gent more, 
mortgage rates soaring and

plumbers charging $10 an 
hour, taxes are nosr very v i ^ l e  
in the family budget A  combi­
nation of inflation and more 
taxes can mean an effective re­
duction from last year’s income.

A t the federal level, anti-tax 
sentiment often reflects taxpay­
ers, pet peeves.

Some Constituents) have i ^  
posed the surtax because they 
oppose the war In Vietnam or 
the ABM.

Some write emotionally In 
blanket opposition to taxes. 
Some pen carefully reasoned 
ciiliques, like this from a young 
college g irl: " I  fee l that if this 
measure had any influence 
against inflation, we would have 
felt It by now.”

A  large number o f letter- 
writers argue tor tax reform In­
stead of extension o f the surtax: 
" I  dim’t mind paying my fair

I f  they do respond, they 
may be In even hotter water be­
cause of the coats.

I f  inflation is causing the 
present heat, then perhaps a re­
turn to stable prices would cool 
them. But nobody has come up 
with a magic formula yet.

strong, Aldrin and Collins 
beamed a final television show 
to earth Wednesday night. In a 
moving i  12 minutes, they 
thankM God and all the people 
on earth who made their trip 
possible.

Commander Armstrong, the 
first man to step on the moon, 
said: "The responsibility for 
tills flight lies first with history 
and with the giants o f science 
who preceded this effort.

"Next, to the American peo­
ple who have through their will 
indicated their desire. Next the 
four administrations and their 
congresses, tor implementing 
that will.

"And then to the agency and 
the Industry team that built our 
spacecraft, the Saturn, the Co­
lumbia, the Eagle and the ElMU 
—the spacesult and backpack 
that was our. small spacecraft 
out on the lunar surface.”

Aldrin, who strode the limar 
surface with Armstrong, said: 
"W e ’ve come to the conclusicsi 
that this has been far more than 
three men on a voyage tor the 
moon . . . .  We feel this stands 
as a symbol of the Insatiable cu­
riosity of all mankind to explore 
the unknown . . . We accepted 
this challenge of going to the 
moon. . The accepftance of this 
challenge was Inevitable.”

Aldrin said the flight brought 
to mind a song of praise from 
the Eighth Psalm of the B ible:

"When I consider Thy heav­
ens, the work of Thy fingers, the 
moon and the stars, which Thou 
hast ordained, what is man that 
Thou art mindful of him?”

Collins thanked the vast gov- 
err ment-industry-mllitary team 
and said: "This operation Is 
somewhat like the periscope of 
a submarine. All you see Is the 
three of us, but beneath the sur­
face Are thousands and thou­
sands of others.”

With a view, of the fast-ap- 
proachlng earth on the TV 
screen, Armstrong Closed the 
program with; “ To all . >Kjyho 
are listening and watching to­
night, God bless you.”

Back on earth, those most ea­
gerly awaiting the return of 
Apollo 11 were the wives of the 
three spacemen.

All three received phone calls 
from President Nixon Wednes­
day, then they got togetlier lor a 
luncheon at a yacht club.

" I t ’s all downhill now,”  Joan 
Aldrin told newsmen, clasping 
her hands in a victory salute.

At tho) Manned Spacecraft 
Center, scientists began inter­
preting data from a seismic de­
vice Armstrong and Aldrin left 
on the rffoon. And, as is the 
manner of scientists, there was 
disagreement.

One geologist bet a case of 
champagne with another that 
the instrument recorded a 
moonquake Tuesday.

If he’s right. It could mean the 
moon Is "a liv e " like tiie earth, 
that it has a molten core, has 
layers of different materials 
rather than being of uniform 
composition and probably was 
bom in the same way as earth.

Other scientists eonnected 
with the experiment felt the jolt 
recorded by the seismometer 
wap caused by a large ineterold 
striking the surface.

Dr. Frank Press of Massachu- 
sette Institute of Technology is 
so sure a quake occurred he put 
the champagne challenge to 
Prof. George Kennedy of the 
University of Caltfomia a Los 
Angeles, who favors the meter- 
old theory.

But that’s just a minor debate 
compared with whaf.s ahead 
when Apollo l l ’s load of moon 
rocks reaches the lunar receiv­
ing lab—the same building here 
where the astronauts will be 
quarantined.

The samples will be carefully 
analyzed In vacuum chambers 
anJ will be handled only by 
technicians reaching through In­
sulated ‘ Iglove-ports’ ’ and oper­
ating mechanical hands.

The 142 scientists Involved In 
the study are to assemble in 
three months to discuss Individ­
ual findings.

"That meeting ought to be a 
lulu,”  commented one NASA ob­
server.

After Apollo l l ’s aslronauta 
are flown, to Houston in their 
trailer, which also will be occu­

pied by a doctor and medical 
technician, they w ill transfer 
into the receiving lab, separated 
from the rock research area ^  
a thick airtight wall.

Altogether, 15 persons—doc­
tors, medical technicians, cooks 
and stewards—^will be quaran­
tined with the spacemen. They 
will be able to talk with their 
families through. a thick glass 
wall.

Any illness, no matter how 
slight, will have to be definitely 
identified as being curable be­
fore the astronauts are re­
leased.

" I f  the astronauts get 'an  ill­
ness, we'll have to convince our­
selves whether this is a moon 
bug or an earth bug,”  said Dr. 
Charles A. Berry, chief astro­
naut physician.

In the receiving lab, the astro­
nauts will have comfortable 
quarters, television, books, an 
exercise room, first-run movies 
and a pool table.

From >or’s Kitchen

Gradette Duszny o ( 42S Bene­
dict Dr., South Windsor, was 
bom and toought up in Recife, 
Brazil, itecife  is the'capital of 
the nortfaeastem state o f Per- 
nambuco, and is the moet east­
erly port lof South America. 
G iadette (pronounced “ Grah- 
see-ette” )  got her first taste 
of U.S. life  when .she began 
work at <l)e a ir force base in 
Recife prior to  World W ar n  
and determined to travel to 
North America.

Reminiscing about her child- 
bood, she vividly recalls the 
many vendors who would daily 
go from house to house. There 
were no cars, so various foods 
were brought to the housekeep­
er. Every morning, a man 
would pass .by carrying a 
metal box atop his head. In­
side, several trays contain­
ed sweet IMtle cakes made 
of com m eal and coconut. The 
Portuguese people o f Brazil love 
sweeUi and they enjoy this 
nourishing dish, called CAu-cus 
(prcMMunced koosh-koosh) with 
a cup o< strong, rich Brazilian 
coffee.

Brazil Is the only Latin Am er­
ican country where Portuguese 
is the national langimge. How­
ever, most echx»ted people of 
Brazil speak Ehiglish as well. 
Some may also speak Flrench 
and Spanish. In the southern 
part of the country, German 
and Italian can be heard.

The little cakes, cus-cus, are' 
not to be confused with cous­
cous, a  dish which dates from  
the earliest times. The latter is 
made with m illet flour, crushed 
rice, and some kind of meat, 
perhaps lamb or chicken. A fri­
can slaves, who cooked for their 
masters, himdreds and hundreds 
of years ago, may have devel­
oped the cus-cus from their 
method o f making cous-cous. 
(Are you still with me?)"

Cus-cus incorporates coconut 
and yellow commeal, and there 
are several variations of this 
dish. Graciette's recipe origi­
nally became popular in Bahia, 
one of the Brazilian states and 
its name is derived from the 
area. While Brazilians eat it for 
breakfast, you wUI think of It 
as a dessert. In  the Duszny 
household, it is served eis the 
lighter meal o f the day on Sun­
day, say in the evening when 
the Sunday dinner is served at 
mid-day.

Cns-cns Balano
2 cups yellow com meal 

. 1 bag cookie coconut, sweet­
ened (7;OZ.) 

or
1 fresh coconut
% cup salted water (1 tap. 

salt
1 teaspoon' cornstarch
% cup sugar
2 cups milk
Place coconut, com meal and 

cornstarch in bowl. Mix. Add 
water gradually until moistened. 
Mound in any flat dish. Take 
piece of muslin, cover dish 
tightly and turn, plate with in­
gredients upside down, tightly 
tying knot in muslin on bottom 
of plate. P lace plate' upside 
down atop pan of boiling water 
and steam fo r  30 minutes. 
(Choose a pan that dish will 
rest upon easily.) Untie muslin 
and turn dish right side up 
again. While hot, pour over 
milk to which the half cup 
sugar has been added. Cfover 
dish with cake cover or pan un­
til room temperature. Cus-cus 
will be flat after steaming but 
win rise to a point from its 
own steam after being covered. 
Serve Immediately. May also be 

'  kept in refrigerator for a few 
days and served cold.

When Gradette uses a fresh 
coconut, she uses a special tool 
called a raspadeira (scraper), to 
scrape the coconut pulp from 
the shell, causing the milk to 
be rdeaaed Gradette does not 
consider the liquid in the center 
of a  coconut to be milk. She sits 
on one end of a wooden board 
from wh*ch a razor-toothed 
spoon projects. Holding a halved 
coconut against the spoon re­
sults in a finely grated product.

2 cups water 

cups sugar 
teaspoon salt

4 egg yolks
Combine coconut, sugar, salt 

in pan. Add water and bring to 
a boil until syrupy. Add beaten 
egg yolks and bring to boll 
a g ^ ,  stirring all the time. Re­
move from heat. Serve for des­
sert.

When the 
third child was bom, Graciette 
combined two things she thought 
wonderful, the sun and the 
earth, so their three-year-old 
son is named Soleenrth.

There are many other little 
people in the Duszny house­
hold but they are pot animated 
unless Graciette chooses that 
they shall be. She designs clever 
marionettes and puts on variety 
shows tor children. There is 
Carmen Miranda, Liberace, and 
Minky Monkey whose fur, is 
made of scraps of real mink.

Graciette has a thirst for 
learning and is always trying 
something new. She is current­
ly studying the guitar with an 
Instructor alfter already teach­
ing herself some 40 chords. She 
is an accomplished gardener, 
does amateur painting Including 
a mural on her basement wall, 
and is studyliig palmistry.

You will recall her care of 
a baby bluejay from a recent 
Herald article. Since that lime, 
she foui^ several robin’s eggs 
which had fallen from a nest 
following a heavy rainstorm. 
Successful in hatching one of

the eggs, she arose at 3:30 In 
the morning to protect the tiny 
bird and was heartbroken when 
it died the following day.

Wtlh the exception o f Demo­
cratic Leader Mike Mansfield, 
who has said the whole affair 
could have happened to anyone, 
ustuUly loquacious senators gen­
erally have refused to discuss 
the matter, even on a relatively 
secure off-the-record basis.

Even Republicans, who see 
Kennedy as a potential opponent 
tor the presidency, have been 
reluctant to talk about the mat­
ter privately, much less ptibllc-
‘y- /

Those fevysenators willing to 
discuss tha/incident anonymous­
ly generally seem to agree that 
Kennedy's political future is in 
hls own hands and. Indicate they 
are withholding, judgment until 
he explains the affair more ful-
ly-

What they want to Joiow in­
volves Kennedy's failure to re­
port the accident to police imtU 
nine hours after hls car plunged 
off a bridge on a Moasachusetta 
Isitmd, carrying Mary Jo Ko- 
pechne to her death. Miss Ko- 
perhne, a former assistant to 
Kennedy's late brother Robert, 
had attended a party with Ed­
ward Keimedy and several oth­
er persons just before the acci­
dent.

The senators who would talk 
say if there Is any semblance of • 
a cover-up, either by Massachu­
setts officials or Kennedy him­
self, of his movements during 
the nine hours, public reaction 
could be politically disastrous,

A logical and detailed expla­
nation of what Kennedy did and 
where he went after the girl 
drowned In hls submerged cor 
could help offset In their mlndp 
critical i-ommcnt already sur­
facing In the mall that "the 
Kennedys <;an gel by with any­
thing In Massachuaetts”  be­
cause of their wealth and politi­
cal power.

D e m o c r a t  Ic colleagues 
searching for mitigation of the 
awkward ctrcumstoncei cite 
Kennedy's quoted statement to 
the father qf the dead girl, that 
" I  wish It had been me” os the 
kind of human reaction likely to 
arouse public empathy, for the 
last active ma)e adult of a fami­
ly already seared with tragedy.

But there is a general feeling 
among t h ^  that It was a mis­
take tor a  member of the Ken­
nedy eritourage to report that 
the setiator hatl repeatedly of­
fered' to pay the expenaea of 
M li^Kopechne’s funeral.

Apart from the obvloua anxie­
ty of Kennedy to do anything he 
could to help make amenda for 
the accident, they feared this 
could" only act to revive cjmlcal 
crltlciama that the Kennedys al-

Urays felt their money could buy 
anything.

Further developments in the 
case seem likely to have a bear­
ing on the Influence Kennedy 
haa with DemocraUc colleagues 
in the Senate In hls position as 
the party whip, or asslftant 
leader.

Because of general belief that 
he had the inside track for the 
presidential nomination, Kenne­
dy’s views on the Issues have 
been given a weight seldom ac­
corded those o f a No. 2 man.

He was largely instrumental, 
for example, in getting the 
DemocraUc Policy Ctommlltce 
to take the unanimous position 
that tax reforms must be In 
hand and ready for action be­
fore the Senate would be al­
lowed to vote on the House-ap­
proved extension of the 10 per 
cent Income surtax.

In hls absence, that resolution 
appears to be deteriorating.

If he remains under a cloud, 
considerably less attention is 
likely to be paid to hls views 
and hls wishes by Democrats 
who will bo looking elsewhere 
tor a new champion.

There could be a similar dete- 
rioraUon In Kennedy's standing 
In Massachusetts, where he has 
been expected to seek re-elec- 
Uon next year.

Giants^ Willie McGovey Powers NL Attack

Hip Bothers All-Star Hero 
After Record Performance

WASHINGTON (AP)— 
The American League went 
back to the drawing board 
today in search of another 
plan to win the All Star 
Game — with its two big­
gest stars disagreeing over 
the reason why the Na­
tional Lea^e has now ex­
tended its superiority 
through seven years.

"They got more stars over 
there,”  said Reggie Jackson of 
the Oakland Athletics after 
Wednesday’s 9-3 loss to the Na­
tional League.

"W e don’t have players like 
the>’ have—like Mays, Aaron 
and Clemente. And we have no 
McCovey. And no Banks. And 
no Marlchal. But we have a 
younger league than they have, 
Moat of our players on the field 
were younger than theirs.

"So give us time—we’ll be 
there.”

"I have to admit we needed 
this game bad for league pres­
tige,”  said Frank Howard of the 
Washington Senators. "You 
know you hear all this stuff 
about them being better. But 
I ’ve played In both leagues and 
I think the American Is as big 
league as the National.

"These. things seem to run In 
cycles. Our league wilt be 
back.”

Jackson, at 23 representing 
the AL’s younger generation, 
and Howard, at 38 representing 
the AL’s older generation, were 
the key players In the American 
League’s plan for ending NL su­
periority this time around.

J’hat. plan called for loading 
the team with the league’s top 
homer hitters. Jackson, with 37, 
and Howard, with 34, were the 
leading elements In a starting 
un't that statistically had the 
edge on the National League 
starters—179 homers to lOB. .

But 2 hours and 38 minutes 
later when the scoreboard

showed the ,9-3 final score, the 
National League had hit . more 
homers than the American, 8-2, 
and had outhit them, 11-6.

Howard, and Bill Freehan of 
Detroit collected home luns for 
the Americans, while Jackson 
failed to get the ball out of the 
Infield In two official trips to the 
plate. But Willie McCovey of 
San Francisco hit two for the 
Nationals and Johnny Bench of 
Cincinnati one.

If having lost the home run 
battle, the Americans decide

now that pitching might have to 
be the answer—then It probably 
will help next year If Detroit’s 
Denny McLain doesn’t have a 
dentist’s appointment.

McLain, Detroit’s 14-game 
winner and the scheduled AL 
starter, took off In his private 
plane ’Tuesday night, after the 
game was postponed by rain, to 
have nine teeth capped In De­
troit Wednesday Morning.

His flight plan was expected 
to get him back to Washington 
In time for Wednesday’s

rescheduled start, but he did not 
appear on the American League 
bench until the National League 
was batting in the second in­
ning.

He was too late to.see the Na­
tional League collect its first 
run in the first inning off Mel 
Stoltlemsnre on Matty Alou’s 
leadoff single and Howard’s er­
ror on Hank Aaron’s fly ball.

He arrived while Bench was 
building the National League’s 
lead to 3-0 with his first homer, 
following a single by Cleon

CAM P LEJEUNE, N.C. (A P ) 
—Fourteen white Marines were 

beaten in a series of fights with 
a roving band of about 30 other 
M a r in i, mostly Negroes, at 
Camp Lejeune, the Marine 
Corps reports.

A  Marine spokesman said 
Wednesday two o f the 14 were 
seriously injured and were 
transferred to the Portsmouth, 
Va., Naval Hospital, one suffer­
ing a fractured skull and the 
other concussion.

Capt. L. J. LePage, an Infor­
mation officer at Camp Le j­
eune, said it was not known 
whether the fights were racial. 
However, in Washington, a Ma­
rine spokesman Indicated the In­
cident had racial overtones. So 
far a s  Is known, he said. It was 
the first major racial incident at 
Camp Lejeune.
- The fights occurred Sunday 
n l^ t  atout 45 minutes after a 
Negro iij^arlne tried to cut In on 
a white, sailor dancing with a 
white girl at an enlisted men’s 
service club., ^

LePage said that although tile - 
band of Marines who beat the 14 . 
other Marines was predomi­
nantly Negro, some o f those 
who were attacked told authori­
ties they "saw some white 
faces” in the group.
