SPACE CENTER, Hous-
ton (AP)—Apollo 11's as-
tronauts discussed the lu-

nar orbit phase of their

historic moon landing mis-
sion during a second day
of de-briefings today.

With tape recorders catching
every word, the spacemen re-
called for experts the injection
into moon orbit and the prepar-
ations for the descent to the sur-
face on July 20 by Nell A. Arm-
strong and Edwin E. Aldrin Jr.

Michael Collins told of hia
lonely vigil in orbit while his
companions were on the surface
for more than 21 hours.

The emphasis was on systems
performance.

The 10-day de-briefing period
is being , held simultaneously
with the astronauts' quarantine,
scheduled to .lgst two more
weeks,

Two men who rode in & quar-
antine van that transported the
astronauts from the Pacific to
Houston reported that during
those 2% days the spacemen
joked about purple rocks and
discussed the perfection of their
misslon and the ease of working
in the lunar environment.

Dr. Willlam Carpentier and

engineer John Hirasaki also re.
ported they and the astronauts
made direct contact with black
powdery moon dust that gath.
ared on the spacemen’s suita,

Astronauts Nell A, Arm-
strong, Edwin B, Aldrin Jr. and
Michael Collirs reached Hous-
ton enrly Sunday and Immedi-
ately transferred from the van
to quarmiting quarters at the lu-
nar receiving lnboratory.

They are being treated as
though they were contaminated
by moon organisms, although
sclentists doubt that lunar
germs exist,

With them are 14 other per.
sora—doctors, technical ex-
perts, stewards and a cook.

They ure scheduled for re
lease Aug. 11 if they develop no
illness and if study of the rocks
they collected thows nothing
harmiful.

Carpentier and Hirasaki dis
cussed the van trip with news

men, Sunday night from behind .

a renled window.

“In their conversations' Hir-
asaki said, “‘Collins was espe-
cially impressed by the remark-
nble perfection of the whole
mission—how well the machines
worked, the time-line. All three
were amazed at the perfection.'

Congress Needs Time
To Get Out of Orbit

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Apollo 11 moon travelers may
have their feet back on the

ground but it looks as i It will
be a long time before Congress
gets out of orbit,

Having showed up nearly 300
strong at Cape Kennedy to help
launch the mission, the
senntors and representatives
are now busy launching bills
and resolutions commemorating
the event,

Dante Fascell, D-Fin,,
was the first to propose that
July 20, the day Neil A. Arm-
strong and Edwin E. Aldrin
stepped on the moon, be de-
clared a national holiday to be
called Lunar Landing Day.

Century-Old Puzzle
Answer Due Shortly

PASADENA, Calif. (AP)

Scientists expect to begin

receiving tonight their best data ever on a centuries-old
puzzle: Does life exist on Mars?

For Nixon in Thailand

BANGKOK (AP) —
President Nixon's visit to
Thailand got off to an un-
easy start today with two
security scares after a
rain-soaked arrival.

One man threw what ap-
pedred o be an empty bottle at
Nixon and his King Bhumibol,
Police arrested him and said he
was mentally disturbed, with a
previous record.

Another man was arrested
nearby with a pistol {n his belt,
But he turned out to be an army
officer on leave from southern
Thailand, He wans released.

The bottle thrower was about
80 yards from Nixon and the
king as they arrived at the
Phanfa Pavillon in downtown
Bangkok for the President to re-
celve the keys to the city. Nel-
ther Nixon nor the king seemed
aware of the incident.

The army officer was arrest
od across tho street after Nixon
and the king entered the pavi-

Nixon showed no sign of con-
cern as he went through the cer
emonies and extended to Thal-
land reassuranco about his re.
cent accent on’self-holp as a no-
cemaity for Asian states,

*The United Btatea will stand
proudly with Thalland against
those who might threaten from
nbroad or within,' Nioxn told
hia hosts.

After years ol neglect in this
country, it would®seem that the
works of Gustay Mahler arg be-
coming almost as popular with
audiences as the works of
Tschalkowsky. Here in Hart-
ford we have had the oppor-
tunity of henring more Mahler
than 15 the case in many larg-
er citles,

Fritz Mahler , former ocon-
ductor of the Hartford Bym-
phony, is & second cousin to the
composer and presented a great
deal of his kinsman's work dur-
ing his tenure here. Arthur
Winograd has presented three
Mahler symphonies and is plan-
ning to do the Ninth during the
upcoming season,

Many people know the com.
poser only by name, and T
once  found somebody who
thought his name was Mahleren-
bruckner, since Mnhler's name
is frequently coupled with that
of Bruckner. Consequently, n
few words about this composer
may not be amiss.

There oxist a number of bi-
ogriphies of thiy composer, but
moat of them are In German,
Bruno Walter, who wns a pupll
and intimate friend of the com-
poser, wroto an excellent bi-
ography In that language which,
fortunntely, has been translated
into English, Another good bl
ography is by Gabriel Engel, no
if you want to learn more than
I shall met forth here, you know
where to look.

Mahlea* was born in 1880 in the
little town of Kalischt, then In
Austrin, now in Czecho-Slovakin.
His father was a
man who owned a distillery and
who ddn‘t get along with his
wife, Dewpite this, she bore him
twelve chilkdren. Five died of
diphtherin and a sixth died
when he was eloven.

The composer's slder sistor

had en unhappy marrisge and
died relatively young of n tu-
mor on the brain. His brothes
OUo committed suicide, while
his brother Olois turned forger
and skipped the country, His
slster Justine lived with him
until his marriage. Bruno Walter
calls har “the loyal sister.'
" Loyal or not, she .definitely
wias odd. Once ns n child she
lighted candles all around her
bed, lay down on {t, and was
so oenvinced that ahe was dead
nobody could get her up. Small
wonder then, that Mahles him-
sell wux an odd peawonality,

Fortimately his musionl taient
wiln recognized early und he was
sent to Prague to study, and
from thers ho went to Vienna
Here he shared u room with
two other compomsers (one of
whom was Hugo Wolf) and when
one wanlted to concentrate on
hin writings, the other two had
to go out and st in the park,
no matter what the weather,
Sametimes they stiuyed thore all
night, All were in thelr teens
at the time.

Muhler's tadents na & con.
duotor were rocognize! early
and ho wis appainted town oon-
ductor for Hall when ho wus
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only 20, A year later he wuaa
music director for the city of
Lubljans (now In Jugo-Slavia
but then in  Austria) leaving
that city for posts in Olmuetz,
Vienna, and Kassel,

In 1885 he succeeded the al-
most legendary Anton. Seidl as
head of the Wagner wing at the
Prague Opera;: and in 1888 he
became head of ithe Royal
Opera in Budapest. From there
he moved to head the Hamburg
Oporn and in 1887 became the
head of the Vienna Opera. He
stayed here for ten yeuars and
his tenure established the com-
pany as one of the greatest in
the world, a position It still
holds,

In 1907 b came to the Metro-
politan in New York as principai
oconductor. His work was ex-
emplary, ¢t he warred with
prime donne, the mansgement,
and 50 on, in his determination
to maintain the highest artistic
stundards, From the Met he
went to the New York Phllhar-
monic  whare the musicinns
found hfm a hord taskmaoster
and he was always rowing with
the bourd of trustees. His New
York experiences left him a
broken man, who returned to
Vienna and died there In 1011
at nge B0,

All this activity would meem
enough for one man, but Mahler
composed nine enormous sym-
phonies, & large work, “‘Das
Lied von der Erde,” which he
also dalled a symphony but
which {s not accepted ns such,
and dled with atill another sym-
phony fully sketched out and
completed for two movements,

In addition he wrote n lnrge
number of songs, the carfintn,
“Das Kiagende Lied,' and some
plano works. The symphonies
are all rather sprawling works,
marked by brilliant orchestra-
tion. Richard Btrausas, one of
the fineat of all orchestrators,
once maid, ‘‘Mahler in the only
man who can teach me any-
thing about orchestration.'

He employs extremely large
forces. His Eighth S8ymphony,
for example, is known as - the
"“Symphony of a Thousand,
and has froquently been done
with a thousand performers nl-
though It can be done with 500
or so0 In o pinch.

An a matter of fact, many of
hin symphonies bear programat.
o titles. The First is known au
‘“The Titan'' the Second s oall-
ed ''The Rewsurreation;” the
Third (s sometimes known nu
‘"The  Happy 8cholar.” Number
Four doesn't seom to have any
fitle, but the Fifth Is known as
‘“The Giant." Bix, Beven and
Nine have no titles so far pa T
know, and I already mentionod
the Eighth.

He neems to have been a tor-
tured soul. Born Jowish, he was
converted to Cathollelam and
the contradictions of the two
religions apparently  arouned
contradictiony In the composer
himaeolf. When he was In his lnte
40's a doctor informed him that
he had a very badly damaged
heart nnd had not long to Nve,
so ho approached his final
works with the knowledge of
donth close at hand:

One of thene was “"Das Liex)
von der Erde,' based on Chi.
nese poems transiated Into
German, * The final lines are
particularly signifcant: .

“I did not have unalloyed
Kood  fortune in this  world.
Where do I go? T go and travaol
in the mountains, I seek poace
for my solitary heart. T wander
townrd my homeland and (s
cities.

After making a partial inven-
tory, Gllbert sald the thieves
oscapod with a $8,000 collection
of 20 hand guns and automatle
wuapons, $45,000 In jewels, $53,-
000 In rare colns, $10,000 In
carh, moveral thousand dollars
in furs and 42 cases of llquor.

Pollce Capt., Willlam Bull sald
the FBI wan called Into the
case, as It is whonever n theft
oxcands $10,000,

Pollce anld they foud four
gnsoline cuns and o burlap bag
sonked with fuel ofl, msuggost-
Ing  that thg thieves set the
firo.

He sald the killing of Karen
Sue Belnomnn, a freshman at
Eastern Michignn University,
bore '""many similarities ' to six
other slayings In Ypellant! and
the nelghboring college town of
Amn Arbor within the past two
year.

But authorities reported 'mo
hot leadn'' toward the killer—or
killors,

Dr. Robert C. Henarix, rated
the foremost pathologist, in the
area, was called back from a
northern Michigan trip Sunday
to examine the body of Miss
Belneman.

He reported that the pretty
brown-huired girl was strangled
and beaten “sometime Wednes-
day.”

He sald a full autopsy would
be conducted later to determino
whether she had been sexually
nusaulted and to establlsh o
more precise ime of death,

Prosecutor Willlam ¥, Dethey
of Washtenaw County sald the
slaying of Miss Belneman
“would appear to be sexually
motivated."

A man and wife walking from
thelr home to thelr mallbox Sat-
urday wevening found Miss
Belneman's body lying face
down in a wooded ravine just off
& small dirt rond at the north-
anstarn  outskirts of Ann Ar-
bor. Harvey said she appiirently

Two
clerka In a wig shop sald she
bought a wig and left on a mo-
torcycle with a young man
wearing o green and yellow
sirdped T-shirt,

' A wketch of the young man
closely resembled a composite
drawing made in 1968 of one of
three youths in a red car, with
whom another coed accepted a
ride before belng killed.

Bodles of ill the victims were
found within a 10-mile radius,
and most had been sexually mo-
leated.

—were stabbed to death, two
were shot, one wna strangled,
and one died of a akul! fracture,

Century-Old Puzzle
Answer Due Shortly

investigator for the project, sald
there was little chance of seeing
earth-like features on Mars,

Photos taken on the Mariner 4
flight in 1965 showed a bleak,
crater-pocked surface resem-
bling that of the moon. No
mountain chains, ocean baains
or continents appeared.

The cameras and sclentific {n-
struments on Mariners 6 and 7
are Intended to measure tem-
peratures, pressures and atmos-
pheric densities, and meek de-
tails of the planet's polar caps,
clouds, canal.like lines and oth-
er surface features.

Dr. Norman H. Horowitz an-
other investigator, sald that al-
though the possibility of life on
Mares is remote, there i3 a
chance the planet is in & primi-
tive form, comparable to earth
millions of years ago.

‘It there is life on Mars, it
will almoat certainly be carbon-

based, just as ft {s on earth: If
Iife 15 .based on carbon and
Mars' atmosphere is mostly
carbon dioxide, it would be Im.
poasible for life not to interact
with that atmosphere."”

Scientists belfeve that the
Martian polar c¢aps that retreat
in the warm seasons are frozen
carbon dioxide, much colder
than frozen water.

The Mariner pictures will be
taken as the planet’s scuthern
hemisphere beging its spring
season. Scientists hope to be
able to determine whether the
spring and summer darkening
areas are vegetation, some
form of algue, or only rocks that
change color.

They also hope to determine
whether there Is voleanic and
quake activity.

The two space vehicles are to
end thelr playbacks to earth by
about Aug. 17 and will then go
into orbit around the sun.

But by the mid-1070s, Mueller
sald, the U.8. could have a
space shuttle working. Maxime
A. Faget, a top spacecraft de-
signer for NASA, sald, '“We're
ready to talk in terms of get-
ting bstarted right now,

A prototype model of a two-
stage liner sits in Gllruth's of-
fice at the manned spacecraft
center near Houston.

"It would be llke a large air-
plane,"” sald Faget. The firut
stage would be about the size of
a 707 jet, the second stage slight-
ly amaller, .

The second stage would con-
tinue into orbit, with only about
10 per cent of its fuel left for
maneuvering it to land at the
space station and for the return
to earth.

‘“This has great capabilities
for Iinexpensive operation in
space,” sald Mueller, one of the
prime proponents of the space
muttlemconccp( In NASA, He
sald space shuttles could even
be used for travel from one
place on earth to another,

Mueller estimated it will cost
from $20 to $80 to lift a pound
into orbit — about $7,000 fo put
a 200-pound man into space
fiight., Current costs are 30
times as great — $100 a pound
or $300,000 for the same man.

The acceleration force-at Hft-
off would not be too greal for
the average man to stand —
something around five times
the normal foroe of gravity.

*7 don't see any reason why
a man of 61 (his mge in 10
years) can’t go into space,” said
Mueller, NASA's nssociate di-
Tector for manned space flights,

He sald he would like o go
into space &s A scientist to study
gravitational forces. Then, he
added, ‘"'Besides the experi-
ments I'd lke to get up and
look down on the earth ™

Von Braun. the director of
NASA's George C Marshall
manned space flight center In
Huntaville, Ala., and the man
behind the development of the
Saturn V Rocket that lifted men

But Pan American's desaign.
era are not working on plans
for a space mhuttle, preferring
to let the federal government
pay for design and development.

"“The problem is one of econo-
my, not one of technology any
more,"” sald Burns.

Pan American, he sald, will
consider rufning flights to the
moon when the cost drops to
six cents a seat a mile — or
about $28,000 for the 280,000-mile
trip to the moon and back.

‘“The reservations are rather
premature,” Burns said, “‘but
nevertheless quite serious.’*

And the early hopes that his moderate,
qulet approach was going to give us a
real bite toward some positive deallng
with these problems have begun to fade
Into a fear that we are confronted, nt
the very top of our democratic struc-
ture, with o crisls In our abllity, to gov-
ern ourselves,

This Is, nt the moment, even nt the
momént of its greatest trlumph in tech-
nology and In courage, n nation which
is half way Into a crisls of confidence.
It finda (tself living with too many prob-
lema which were once going to be re-
solved ot some all day session of our
best government braina on such and
such o Suturday. The question still is
whether wo are golng to be able to
keep mome kind of rein on thess prob-
lema, or whether they are golng to ride
us. The problems do not relax thelr
pressure toward our nationnl demorall-
zatlon just becuuse of any spoctacle of
perpetun! motlon, We hope for pleasant
galns from the Prealdent's journey. But
the real world Is back at his deak.

Too Much Preparedness

Theoretically, if somebody over In
Asia should suddenly loose a whiff of
nerve gas on our troops and we should
find ourselves caught without any nerve
gaa right or hand to throw back at what-
ever enemy It waw, there could be a
rousing Congressional Investigution of
why our professional militarists were so
carolesa and negligent as to let them:
selves be caught with thelr nerve gan
retaliatory systemas down.

Fortunately for the world the problom
of our military does not shape itsolf that
way.

Unfortunstely for our military, they
are now In the position of having pre-
pared much too well for an unlikely
eventuality.

Rather than possible criticiam for not
having thelr nerve gas ready, they are
going to be under continuing and in-
creasing firc for having had thelr nerve
gaa too far forward and much too ready.

Now that the disclosure of a alight
nerve gas accident has betrayed the
presence of the nerve gas on Oldnawa,

it ls going to have to be removed from .

that Japancse soll. Such removal will
not, of course, spare us the political
criticism and - the diplomatic iifficulty
already on its way from Japan.

Our announced decision to remove our
nerve gas from Okinawa is going to lead

 —

to demands from other forelgn countries
where, If we had it in Okinawa, we are
also likely tc have had some aerve gas
rendy for possible emergency, that we
remove such chemical weaponry from
their soll too: ;

All this in going to lead to other
troublesome questions. How do we move
such nerve gas, now the world apotlights
are on it? By plnnel whlch migat crash
over somebody's !errllory" By shipa that
would have to bring the gas Into mome
home American port? S8ome of our own
nerve gans, which we were going to trana-
port across our own land by rail and
then dump into the Atlantic, Is now going
to be disposed of by some method of de-
componing it on the scene, out In Utah.
But do we dare follow this process, what-
ever It ia, and whatever its risks may
be, In the midst of any foreign popula-
ton?

In contrant to the imaginary situation
with which we opened this editorial, no-
body wants nerve gas today, and instead
the questlon of the moment seems to be
one of how In the world we are golng
to get rid of these chemical weapons we
spend around $300,000,000 a year re-
searching snd developing. -

We are finicky, these days, about what
Weapons we are caught holding In our
hands,

As we kecp maying, it would be a more
soundly hopeful development it we
should grow finlcky about kdlling each
other, by whatever weapon.

WABHINGTON — The liberal
wing of the Nixon administra-
tion, led by Robert Finch, ia on
the verge of a victory that
would dwarf .all fts previous
defeats—a welfare reform that
comes close to belng an outright
income maintenance program.

As the past six months have
shown, no declsion in this Ad-
ministration Is finally buttoned
up untll the moment It {5 un-
velled to the publie, Con-
sequently, foes of the Finch
plan are working hard to dras-
Ucally revise the proposal be-
fare President Nixon wnnounces
it following his return from
abroad,

Novertheless, the tentative
decislon at the White House I8
a clear and badly-needed vie-
tory for Finch, Secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare,
on the most important domes-
te legislation to be Initisted by
the Administration this yenar,
Indeed, apart from It far-reach-
ing social impact, the welfare
reform constitutes a major en-
counter In the foggy struggle
for domestlc policymaking pow-
er inside the Administration.

Besiden rohabilituting Finch's
lnlluénre, the tentative decision

it 1t sticks—will bulld Dr,
Daniel P. Moynihan as some-
thing conslderably more  than
just o liberal totem in the White
House, It will point to further
deterioration of Dr. Arthur
Burmna's position as a  polley-
maker there, Most Important,
it will correct an apparent Nix-
on drift rightward and reaffirm
the Administration an essentinl-
1y centrist,

In establishing Federal Wel-
fare standards for the stales,
the plun proposes payments to
supplement the pay of the work-
ing poor—a variation of the In-
come maintenance program ad-
voented by Finch and Moyni-
han and fought by Burns.

However, % avold offending
conservative sehaibilities and
overtly rebuffing Burns, < the
rogram will nol carry the in-
romo maintenance label. More-
ovyer, some conservative
camoufluge has been supplied
by George Schullz, SBecretary of
Labor. Schultg, 'a liberal who
works closely with Finch on
many questions, drafted the
present version of the proposal
contalning work Incentive and
job training schemes insisted
upon by Burns.

But stripped of conservative
image-making, the apparent de-
clalon on welfare conatitules &
victory indiapensable for Finch
o stay alive ns a Washington
force, After Finch's fiasco In
the Knowlea affair, high Admin.
{stration officlals were saying
privately that another loss on
the welfare question would send
Finch packing back home to

California — a conlention vigor-

ously denied by Finch. What s
Indisputable is that his humilia.
tion” over the rejection of Dr
John Knowles as the’ govern:
ment's chief health officer
greatly mrengthened Finch's
hand in the infinitely more im-
portant welfare battle.

On ' smaller scale, that batile
revises upward the status of
Moynihan, & Nambayant Demo
crat in a White House of sub-
dued Republicans, When Moynl.
han became Mr Nixon's urban
affalrs Kide, 1t was widely as-
sumed he would generate tons of
publicity and then, .homy,’q““
over policy. Inatead, Moynihan
has impressed the President as
u prudent, loyal lleutenant and

proved quletly effective in the
intra-Administration dispute
over welfare,

The moat surprising offshoot,
however, ls the continued de-
cline of Burns's Influence. . A
distinguished professional eco-
nomist and long Mr. Nixon's
economic tutor, Burns entered
the White House as ‘‘counselor'
—outranking all other aldes giv-
en the title of “asalstdnt.”’ With
Mr. Nixaen concentrating on
forelgn affairs, It was assumed
Dr. Burns would be deputy
president for domestic affairs,

It hasn‘t worked out that way.
Bums has lost more often then
he has won and his supremacy
on the staff has proved more a
matter of protocol than political
reality.

As the Administration began,
for example, Burns presided
over regular 5 p.m, staff meet-
Ings altended by White House
assistants, In time, the asaist-
ants began sending deputies in
their place and finally just ig-
nored the meetinga. They were
discontinued some Uime ago.

Burns has been eclipsed by
two much younger White House
aides stlll generally unknown
beyond the Potomac—John Ehr-
Hehman and Bob Haldeman—
who run the staff operation.
Thelr advantage over Burns is
not only their much closer
physical proximily to the Presi-
dent but also thelr triumphant
non-ideclogy. The scholarly,
carefully reasoned oconver-
vistism of Burns and of Martin
Anderson, & brilllant young in.
tellectual who Is Burna's prin-
c¢ipal alde, has proved an im-
pediment in the Nixon White
House.

That scarely squares with the
notion of President Nixon's fol-
lowing some blueprint for a
new  conservative  coalftion.
Both the liberal victory In the
welfare reform fight and dif-
ficulties experienced generally
by conservative Bums suggest
an Administration that has not
yot achieved ideological rigidity
but maintains Nixonian flexi.
bility.

The first general meeting of
hosts and guests was held last
week at Caludon Castle School,
and & was preceded by a re-
ception In the Guildhal} of St
Mary’s, in downtown Coventry,
a 14th century bullding that was
somewhat damaged during the
war, but has since been restor-
e

The reception was for the 45
or so adults in the American
panty only, and most of them
came. We were officially greet-
ed by the Lord Mayor, W. F.
Burdett, and his wife, and con-
gratulated, as Americans, on
our ‘‘great achievement'' of the
successful flight of Apollo 11.

First Selectman Michae} Pes-
ce then made the official pres-
entation from the Town of Cov-
entry, Conn., to the Lord May-
or, on behalf of all three select-
men. (Number three {g here,
Willlam Glenney; but. number
two, Donald Davis, Is still (n
Connecticut.)
the large pewter bowl to
Burdett and read the inscrip-
tion, which has the names of
the three selectmen, and the
two towns, the date ‘‘July,
1080" and the one word
‘“Brotherhood.” The Lord
Mayor, who was wearing the
enormous medallion that is his
symbol of office, told us later
that the Inscription on the bowl
fitted very nicaly into the theme
he had chosen for his one year
“Friendship.”

Coventry. High School Band
Director Car! Salina then pre-
sented the Lord Mayor with a
latter from Gov. John Demp-
sey, officlally notifying the Clty
of Coventry of our vist.

Next, we were treated to
drinies of nil kinds, and wmand-
wiches, then small groups were
taken to see’the Council Cham-
bers, where the wheels of the
governmenm of the City of Cov-
entry turmn, under the leader-
ghip of the aldermen and the
councillors, from whose ranks
8 new Lord Mayor (s chosen
every year.

the 15th century, and were the
same omes on which Mary
walked while imprisoned there.
These little flashes of history
are being brougit before us
constantly, and the contrast i
strong in this period when we
are all celebrating the first
walk on the moon.

Students Welcomed

We were also told that the
Guildhall, where we were chat-
ting and drinking, is the room
in which every Lord Mayor has
been chosen for the last 600
years. It Is a huge and. im-
posing hall, hung with tapes-
tries, with the somewhal un-
even floor that seems common
in these old buildings,

During the hour-long recep-
tion, I talked for a while with
Councillar Clews, who told me
that both his father and grand-
father weore born in Massachu-

, and that his father had
come to England at the age of
two months, His grandfather in-
vented the ejection mechanism
for the Coit rifle; and both gen-
erations of Clews had worked
at Coit's Firearms in Hartford

Following the reception, the
adults were taken to the schoo,
where the first group meeting
was being held Lord Mayor
Burdett dropped in for o few
mimgtes to weicome the 125
American students

The meeting wis primarily to
get all the details of the many
side trips taken cure of and
was notable madnly for the ap-
pearance of sparTows, who use

Cardinal Zoungrana, the sec.
ond black African ever to be
made a cardinal, told the 44
participating prelates that mis-
sioriary vocations have shrunk
about.

The cardinal urged prelates to
take stronger stands on racial
oppression and on conflicts "'en-
lightening consciences for great-
er justice and equity.”

crutches, hearing alds, chronic
alcoholism, a history of schi-
zophrenia and inability to take
daily shower baths." .

among the astronauts,’ he said.
“They kept saying such a thing
was very scarce and everytime
they saw a rock or particle
someone would ask if there was
anything purple there."

Carpentier and Hirasakl sald
they touched the black room
powder when they opened a bag
to take medical swabbings from
the space suits. The astronauts
rlso had touched the fine pow-
dor in packing the suits.

""We wiped it off and cleaned
our hands,'" Hirasakl said.

Both men sald it felt lke tal-
cum powder, but had a slight
granularity.

On Saturday, a techniclan in
the recelving lab touched simi.
lar powder while handling a
film pack that Armstrong
dropped on the moon. He and
five others In the room took pre-
cautionary showers, and none
has shown any ill effects,

Rocks returned by the astro-
nauts also were coated with the
fowder. Tests are being con-
ducted -to determine its compo-
sition.

Carpeptier reported the astro-

nauts  “remained absolutely
symplom-free' and that he had
given them no medication since
they returmmed to earth Thurs
day,

Will Be Down,

HOLLYWOOD (AP) —The in.
cldence of violence In the new
television meason will be down,
but it's a long way from out,

There's not a new Western in
the upcoming season. The only
new police show s one of three
parts of NBC's '“Bold Ones' and
will be seen only every third
week.

There are more situation com-
edies than ever and a bumper
crop of new musical variety
shows, .

Still, nearly a third of the
prime time schedule will be oc-
cupled by action.-adventure ser-
fes and Westerns, There will be
eight movies—ABC {8 adding a
“"Movie of the Week' of original
productions—and some could fit
into the action category.

The networks began an effort
last year after the assassination
of Sen. Robert F. Kennady to
cut down excessive violence.
Their efforts didn't become ap-
parent untll about midseason,
and this year they promise the
results will be much In evi-
dence.

“The manner In which we
react to violence s important,"
sald’ Cy Chermak, youthful ex-
ecutive producer of “Ironside’
and the “New Doctors‘ seg-
Jment of “The Bold Ones."

“Someone should hold up a
mirror to producers to ahow
them they've got a deeper re-
sponsibility than to entertain,'
he sald, "‘But on the other hand,
when you have someone afraid
to put In a slap in the face,
that's ridiculous. That's not vio-
lence.""

Bruce Geller, creator of '‘Mis-
alon: Imposalble” and '‘Man-
nix,'" sald, “I'd like to show a
real fight, but that's violence. I
think violence can be attractive
if handled in a glamorized
way. '

It seems unijkely that vio-
lence will disappear from the
home screen, Its success in audi-
ence-bullding s well known and
it's too handy a plot device to
Ignore.

Robert C. Dennis, a leading
free lance writer who's tumed
out nearly 500 scripts, sald, “A
few years ago we had another
antiviolence drive. And I walked
onto the lot and got ¢thewed out
for now having_enough violence.
I suspect IU's golng to be the
same thing here. They say
there’s not going to be any vio-
Iénce, but when you turm your
script in they start telling you to
put in more action."

Federal Budget
Surplus Found

WASHINGTON (AP)—The Nixon administration,
suddenly and perhaps with a bit of embarrassment, has
surprisingly found the federal government had a $3.1
billion budget surplus last year.

The bonanza, which came aft-
er months of administration
predictions that ‘the surplus
would be less then a billion dol-
lars, resulted from income that
was higher and outlays that
were lower than the fledgling
administration expected last
January.

Preliminary figures, Iissued
Monday by the Treasury De-
partment and Bureau of the
Budget, showed rounded-off re-
ceipta of $187.8 bllllon and out-
lays of $184.8 billion for fiscal
year 1869, which ended June 30.

The surplus caused some
Democrats in the Senate to
comment that the administra-
tion's case for extending the in,
come tax surcharge had been
weakened.

304 Germ-Free Mice

SPACE CENTER, Hous-
ton (AP) — Researchers
today delayed until
Wednesday the first treat-
ment of germ-free mice
with moon dust to deter-
mine if lunar organisms
exist which could threaten
life on earth.

They had hoped to start the
process today, but officials re-
ported more time was needed
for preparation, including grind-
ing the lunar soll samples Into
uniform size for the experi-
ments.

The opening of a second box
of rocks rasturned by the Apollo
11 astronauts was delayed by a
rip In a glove that technicians
use to reach Into a glass-en-
cased vacuum chamber.

The outer layer of the three-
layer right hand glove was torn
while removing samples from
the first box. If cut all the way
through, outside air could seep
in and ruin the vacuum, or lu.
nar organiams, If present, could
leak out. .

A new outer covering was
being placed on the glove today

and work in the chamber was
expected to resume late ™ the
day.

Meanwhile, nsclentists study-
ing rocks gathered on the moon
by the Apollo 11 astronauts say
the evidence |Is overwhelming
that thé lunar plains were creat.
ed by lava flows.

They also saild mysterious
black dust clinging to the out-
side of the rocks contains n high
percentage of lustrous glass-like
spheres that may have rained
down on the moan after a me-
teor plowed Into the surface.

The experiment with the mice
called for scientisty to inject
moon dust Into the animals'
blood, spray it in the alr they
bresthe and put it in their food

If the mice come down with
an {liness which cannot be ex-
plained or controlled between
now mnd the time the ustro-
nauty’ gquarantine period is to
end Aug. 11, the spacemen and
14 other people with them will
have to remain untouchables for
a longer time,
